Oliver Ferry, a resident of Benton, lllinois, enlisted as a Private on 29 February 1864 at
Waukegan, Lake County, lllinois. He mustered into Co K, lllinois 64" Infantry on 1 March
1864 at Chicago, Cook County, lllinois. He was discharged 4 January 1865 at Louisville,
Jefferson County, Kentucky.

Oliver Ferry’s son, Clarence Chase Ferry, served 18 September 1917 to 4 February
1919 as a Corporal with Co F, 345" Infantry, 87" Division during World War 1.
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
