From Louis Koenig and the Editor:
The dates for Durry Christian's will and probate given on page 170 are correct;
however, will date given on page 169 is incorrect. The will was written on
25 April 1780 and proved in July Court 1785, Warren County, North Carolina,
Several changes should be made in birth and baptismal dates for some of the
children of Drury and Lucretia (Williams) Christian:

Gideon Christian was bom 16 August 1760 and baptized 26 September 1760,
Ann Christian was bom 3 March 1764 and baptized 8 April 1764,
James Christian's baptismal date should have been given as 23 April 1753,

according to MacJones' transcription of the "Douglas Register"; however,
it is possible that the year 1758 was actually intended. In faded
script, a "3" and an "8" can sometimes be confused. Death date for
James should have read "before 25 April 1780," based on the fact that
he was not mentioned in the will of his father,

Distinguishing between the various members of the Christian family
in Georgia is complicated by the repetition of given names and the
intermarriages between near and distant cousins. In my own case
I trace descent from Elijah Willis Christian and Mary Clark (Chris
tian) Christian, who were married 19 December 1823. She was the
daughter of Reuben and Mary Ann (Clark) Christian of Newton County,
Georgia. Who were the parents of this Elijah Willis Christian?
Was he a son of Presley and (White) Christian—brother and

sister of Isaac and Mildred (White) Christian? Or was he a younger
brother of Presley and Isaac? Another Presley (son of Isaac) was
appointed temporary administrator of the estate of Elijah Willis
Christian when he died intestate in Newton County, Georgia, about

Presley Christian, born 1780-1784, who migrated from Georgia to
McNairy County, Tennessee. He was first chairman of the McNairy
County Court that met early in 1824.

During the last decade of his life he
completed many canvases, helped paint commercial murals, and engaged
in class criticism of student work,

A rancher and farmer in the McAdoo region of the Texas plains,
Butler incorporated scenes from his surroundings in his realistic
renderings. He painted the subject matter at hand—chickens scratch
ing at the barn, morning glories growing on the porch, plum pickers
in the orchard, and, of course, numerous scenes from the Matador

Range as well as portraits and figure studies.
On occasion students would come to study with the artist at

his farm home.

Paintings by Robert Alcius Butler have been exhibited at the
Dallas Museum of Fine Arts, the Texas State Fair, and in various

private galleries. The artist derived the greatest satisfaction,
however, when individuals loved and appreciated his works and
acquired them for their personal collections.

On 1 October 1766 it is the same 382 acres, "land whereon Drury Christian and

Lucretia Christian now live," that Drury Christian and Lucretia, his wife, of Gooch
land sell for £525 just prior to their move to then Bute County, North Carolina.
It is worth noting that the father James Christian did leave a will in Charles City
County—no longer extant. Two sons did mention such a will when they sold the land
they inherited from their father. Property ultimately fell within bounds of
Goochland County, Virginia.

Patterns in naming his children tend also to reinforce identification of Drury's
parents.

Whether Drury and Betsey (Brewer) Christian had issue is not known. Drury and
Sarah M. (Peyton) Christian did have issue, and their lineage from them is given in
Volume No. X, page 816.

REVIEW

Parentage of James Christian, bom 27 September 1769, has not been determined; however, naming
patterns suggest that he might have been a son of Charles and Sarah (Duke) Christian of Albemarle
and Amherst County, Virginia.

James Christian married as his first wife Mary Christian on 6 December 1790 in Amherst County,
Virginia. She was the daughter of Robert and Mary Christian and died about 1811, either shortly be
fore or after the move to Ohio County, Kentucky. James married as his second wife Nancy Wilcher
—possibly a widow—on 18 September 1813 in Ohio County, Kentucky. His death occurred before
13 December 1841. On that date, according to Daviess County, Kentucky Order Book D, page 286, bond
was posted for obtaining letters of administration for the estate of "James Christian, deceased":

John Humphrey came into Court and took the oath required and with James D. Christian,
his security, executed and acknowledged bond to the Commonwealth in the sum of $150.
It is ordered that a certificate be granted the said John Humphrey in due form for
obtaining letters of Administration of the estate of James Christian deceased.
Ordered that 0. Gordon, Henry Johnson and Thos. Field, being first duly sworn, do
appraise the personal estate and slaves, if any, of James Christian deed and make report.

Among the children of James and Mary (Christian) Christian was his namesake, James D. Christian,
born June 1800 in Amherst County, Virginia, who died 1 January 1850 in Daviess County, Kentucky, formed
in 1815 from Ohio County. James D. Christian married about 1820 Mary Wilcher, bom September 1800 in
Amherst County, Virginia, who died October 1874 in Daviess County, Kentucky. After her husband's
death, she married Dennis Hickey 1 September 1852.

The 1883 History of Daviess County, Kentucky lists seven children bom to James D. and Mary
(Wilcher) Christian; namely, Lawson, Joseph, Mildred Levina, Charles, Mary, Dmry, and Elizabeth. From
the records of Daviess County, however, only the widow and latter six figure in the distribution of
137 acres on Panther Creek James D. Christian purchased 16 May 1839 (Deed Book F, page 161). On
21 January 1853 at the residence of the late James D. Christian, deceased, a lot of ground was laid
off for Polly Hickey, a widow of the said James D. Christian: 60 acres from the 137 acres purchased
in 1839 (Book K, page 574).

DRURY CHRISTIAN, SON OF JOHN AND JUDITH (LEAKE) CHRISTIAN

Another Drury born during the eighteenth century was Drury Ford Christian,
son of John and Judith (Leake) Christian "B" of Amherst County, Virginia. Born
29 May 1796, he became a blacksmith and married Jane Feagans, daughter of Lucinda
Feagans, on 31 January 1826 in Amherst County, Virginia. They had issue, untraced.

SEARCHES FOR DRURY CHRISTIAN CONNECTIONS

Drury or Drewry continued to be chosen as a given name for males in succeed
ing generations of the Christians tracing descent from the foregoing and other
Christian family groups—many of whom can be easily traced. Intriguing questions
remain, however, about some.

Who, for example, was the Drury Christian who left widow Mildred Christian,
who died 7 July 1837 "at advanced age" in Amherst County, Virginia? —From The
Lynchburg Virginian, 10 August 1837, page 3, column 3, quoted in Marriages and
Deaths from Lynchburg, Virginia, Newspapers 1794-1836.

Who was the Drury Christian over 45 years of age in 1820 living alone in
Dickson County, Tennessee, except for the ten slaves in his household? —From the
Fourth Census of the United States.

Until these and the many other outstanding questions are answered, researchers
tracing Drury and Drewry Christian lines will be kept busy in their question for
accuracy.

NOTES ON FAMILY OF JOSEPH AND CATHERINE (HENDRICKS) CHRISTIAN

In contacting relatives and browsing through scrapbooks, one often finds information and

pictures relating to more distant kin. For others who might be searching, it may be of interest to
know that Joseph and Catherine (Hendricks) Christian not only disposed of their one-sixth of inherited

land (see above) but on 22 July 1865 deeded to David A. Howard the one-third portion sold to them by
his sister Mildred and brother Drury (see above).

About 1902 two of the daughters of Joseph and Catherine Christian posed with their husbands
and several children for the family portrait reproduced below. [See Volume No. IX, page 757, for

vital data on these sisters and their siblings.]

DRURY CHRISTIAN AMONG DESCENDANTS OF JAMES AND ANN (MACON) CHRISTIAN

Based on the available evidence, James and Ann (Macon) Christian would appear

to be the parents of the Drury Christian who married Lucretia "Lucy" Williams

23 February 1751 in St. James Northern Parish, Goochland County, Virginia. (See

Volume No. Ill, pages 169-170, for biographical notes and transcript of the last

Will and Testament Drury wrote 25 April 1780 that was proved July 1785 in Warren

County, North Carolina.) James Christian, born about 1680, married Ann Macon, born
15 December 1685, eldest daughter of Gideon and Martha Macon.

Charles Christian was bom, married, and died in Daviess County, Kentucky, as was his wife,
Clarissa Hendricks, born 3 October 1833, died 27 January 1891, daughter of William and Frances (Bristow)

farm of 276 acres, a portion of it part of the old homestead. They were members of the Baptist Church
at Bell's Run. Exactly when they sat for the photographer is not known.

JOHN CHRISTIAN, SON OF ROBERT AND LUCY (BRADLEY) CHRISTIAN

As nearly as can be determined, John Christian, son of Robert and Lucy (Bradley)
Christian, was born about 1748 in Albemarle County, Virginia, and died intestate
about 1805 in Franklin County, Georgia. The inventory of his estate was filed
26 November 1808 in Elbert County, Georgia. His widow, Mary, died about 1820 in
Franklin County, Georgia.

This John Christian is believed to have been the one who married Mary Maynard
2 March 1768 in Charles City County, Virginia. Mary Maynard may have been a widow
when John married her—almost certainly so if the two Maynard girls, Elizabeth and
Ann, for whom he was appointed guardian in 1770 were Mary's daughters. The young
girls were orphans of Nathaniel Maynard, to whom Mary may have been previously
married. This might explain how some researchers have come to identify this John
Christian's wife as Mary Harvey or Mary Bryant. "Harvey" and "Bryant," of course,
were middle names of two of John's sons. It is perhaps significant that James
Bryant, Sr., of Powhatan County, Virginia, names his daughter Mary as the wife of
John Christian in his 1783 will. Is there evidence that John married more than

once or are we dealing with contemporaries of the same name?
There is record of another John Christian who died in Franklin County, Georgia,

in 1820. Mention should be made also of the John Christian who on 16 November 1768

deeded to William Harvey—"both of the Province of Georgia" —100 acres of land in
St. Paul's Parish (Amherst County, Virginia, Deed Book E, page 86). Study of early
Charles City and Goochland County records for families with given names such as
Abda, Gabriel, Reuben, and Rufus would perhaps point to Mary Christian's maiden
ties.

Ten children can be attributed to John and Mary Christian, among them another
Drury or Drewry Christian.

Drury Christian, son of Robert and Lucy (Bradley) Christian, signed his will
in Amherst County, Virginia, on 10 March 1783. The copy below is from the tran
scription of Marshall L. McClanahan:

Item — I lend unto my well beloved Elizabeth Upshaw during her natural life all my estate of every
kind, that is to say, my plantation and all lands thereto belonging with all priviledges and
advantages on all the s4 lands, also in a like manner to the sr Elizabeth Upshaw all my utensils
of husbandry, household furniture, stock of horses which I have given, also all my stock of cattle,
sheep, and hogs except the above s^ horse. Also one copper still and one-half of the copper still
that I own in part with my brother, John Christian, and all ray other estate rights and priviledges
whatsoever — except as hereafter noted.
Item — I give unto my four children, viz, John Christian Upshaw, Elizabeth Christian Upshaw, Lucy
Christian Upshaw, and Sally Christian Upshaw, to be equally divided between them or such of them
as are living Agreeable to the following terms, to wit — the following slaves: Dublin, Phoebe,
Alice, Cassan, Tottin, and Ralph and their increase, and that it may be clearly understood the s4
slaves are to remain on the s'^ land for the maintainance and sustenance of the above Elizabeth

Upshaw and the said children until either of them comes to age or marry, then the s. slaves to be
equally divided amongst such of them as are then living and that one other remaining slaves to
continue on the s^ land or plantation under the conduct of the s4 Elizabeth Upshaw until the next
child comes to age or marries, and then in likewise manner to be equally divided and the one then
coming to age or marries, at which time they are to receive their proportionate part, and if any of
my said children should die before coming to age or marrying — in proportion the reserve made for
such of them as may die is to be equally divided between such of them that are living as well as
the one coming to age or marrying, as those that are not come of age or married, as to make their
parts equal as possible, and if my son John Christian Upshaw should die before he comes to age or

At a Court held for Amherst County October 1783 this last will and testament of Drury Christian,
deceased, was presented in Court by Elizabeth Upshaw, the Executrix therein named, and proved by the
oaths of James Pamplin and Robert Rogers, witnesses thereto; and the executrix with James Dillard
and James Pamplin, her securities, entered into and acknowledged bond in the penalty of four thousand
five hundred pounds with the condition required by law, and the s^ will was ordained to be recorded.

Joseph Powell Christian, second son of Charles and Clarissa (Hendricks) Christian, resided all

his life in Whitesville, Daviess County, Kentucky. He and both his wives were buried at St. Mary of
the Woods Catholic Cemetery there. He first married Genevieve "Bell" Howard, bom 16 November 1856

in Whitesville, died there 6 August 1888, daughter of James Sylvester and Mary Elizabeth (Boarman)

Howard. Joseph and Bell had only one daughter:

Robert Christian's wife has not yet been identified although by some she is

named as Mary Bradley and by others as Mary Christian. No documentation has been

forthcoming to substantiate either claim, so she may have had yet another maiden

name.

Much of what has been written about the above-mentioned Drury Christian who

married Mourning Christian 14 March 1785 in Amherst County, Virginia, is confusing

and often contradictory. The following details may eliminate at least a few of

the ambiguities starting with his birth. Since his father signed consent for his

marriage, Drury was still underage when bond was issued for marriage. Obviously,

too, his father, Robert Christian, was still living; therefore, not the elder
Robert who died in 1749.

In 1810 Drury Christian headed a household consisting presumably of his wife

(like him, over 45 years of age), a 16 to 26-year-old son and daughter, and three

daughters 10 to 16 years old. Whether any older children had already married or
died is not known. In 1820 the son and two youngest females were listed in the

household of Mourning Christian—indicating that Drury had died between 1810 and

1820. Names of only two of the six have been gleaned from the records examined:

Stephen and Lucy Jane.

Stephen Christian, born 1785-1794, may have been the one born 1790, died 1880, who
married Elizabeth Pardue in 1814. Reference to "my son Stephen Christian" was

made by Mourning Christian when she wrote her will 19 December 1837 (recorded in

Lynchburg, Virginia, Will Book 1, page 332). Or did Mourning mean to refer to

Lucy Jane Christian, born 1795-1800, married 6 August 1828 Stephen W. Christian.

Mourning Christian is listed as the bride's mother on the Amherst County, Virginia,

Marriage Register.

In the 1837 will written shortly before her death, Mourning Christian leaves her

estate to a 13-year-old granddaughter Susan Christian when she reaches 21 years of

age; otherwise, to her friend Cato Johnson. This would seem to indicate that all

her issue were by then deceased.

In following disposition of the property, it can be determined that Robert's
son Drury Christian was the one who had liason with Elizabeth (Hunt) Upshaw. The
fact that each of the three sons—Robert, John, and Drury—received 3333s acres of
the total 1,000 left to them by their father ("tracts of land where I now live")
indicates that there was no later male child with whom to share:

Robert Christian—Of his 333*5 acres, there is no record of disposal other than in his
will, which is dated 8 June 1785 in Amherst County, Virginia. (See below.)

John Christian—Of his 333^ acres, he sold 200 acres on 2 October 1765 and the remaining
132 acres more or less on 4 November 1799. (See below.)

Drury Christian—Of his 333>s acres, he sold 200 acres on 2 October 1765, the remaining
going to his heirs. (See below.)

Two of the three sons of Robert and Lucy (Bradley) Christian in turn had a son who
was named Drury.

Myrtle Agnes Christian married Joseph Arthur Hinton 6 October 1914 at St. Mary's Catholic
Church in Whitesville, Kentucky. He was born 1 August 1887 in St. Lawrence, Daviess County, Kentucky,
and died 29 October 1973 at Owensboro, Kentucky, the son of Thomas Jefferson and Sarah Ann (Williams)
Hinton. Eight children were bom to Joseph Arthur and Myrtle Agnes (Christian) Hinton in Whitesville:

Robert Christian, son of Robert and Lucy (Bradley) Christian, was born before
1748 and died about 1791. As indicated, he wrote his will in 1785 in Amherst County,

Virginia. Transcription below is from that of Annie Walker Burns.

LAST WILL AND TESTAMENT OF ROBERT CHRISTIAN

Dated: 8 June 1785
Proved: 3 October 1791

Being in perfect health in body and of sound mind and memory, thanks be given to God, calling to
mind the mortality of my body and knowing that it is appointed for all men once to die, do think
proper to make and ordain this my last will and testament in the following manner and form.
First I lend to my loving wife the tract of land whereon I now live and adjoining island and the
following slaves: Dick, London, Martin, Fanna, and Mary and all my household and kitchen furniture
and stock of all kinds, desiring her to keep and provide and school all my children until they
have learning suitable to my estate and pay out to each child at their coming of age or when married
one horse or mare, bridle and saddle, two cows and calves, one feather bed and furniture, all of
which I lend for life.
Second I give to my son Drury Christian one negro boy Daniel and the use of the tract of land
whereon Thomas Ridgeway lived until my son Robert comes of age.
Third I give to my daughter Lucy Bradley one negro girl Sarah, one bay mare colt, bridle and
saddle, two cows and calves, one feather bed and furniture.
Fourth I give to my sons Robert, Samuel, and Abner and to my daughters Mary, Martha, and Sophia
each of them one negro, a horse or mare, bridle and saddle, one feather bed and furniture, two cows
and calves of equal value to those I gave to my daughter Lucy and son Drury.
Fifth I give to my daughter Sally two negroes of equal value to those I have given before and one
horse or mare, bridle and saddle, one feather bed and furniture, two cows and calves.
Each child is to have their legacies not before they come of age or are married, and after my son
Robert comes of age all the land I own except that which I lend my wife, my desire is that it shall
be sold and the money arising from the same to be equally divided among each of my children; and
the land and slaves and that which I lent my wife after her decease my desire is that the land be
sold and the money arising from the same be divided as directed for the other land, and the negroes
together with their increase after the death of their mother shall be equally divided. And if
either of my children decease, having no heirs, my desire is that what is left him or her or them
be equally divided among those living or their heirs. And should my wife bear any child or be with
child at my death, my desire is that it shall have an equal part of my estate with the rest of my
children; and my desire is that my wife shall have the use of the whole of the negroes till such
time as each child comes of age or marries,
estate to said children she may do so as each child has alike,
brother John Christian executrix and executor of this my last will and testament.
I have signed my name and affixed my seal this 8th day of June 1785.

Once Drury was introduced as a given name among the Christians, the name became
a popular one in several branches of the family. The attendant duplication of name
has made the task of distinguishing between contemporaries difficult for later re
searchers. As a result, errors have occurred in published accounts.

Although at times a nickname for Andrew, "Drew" or "Drewry" seems not to have
been so for the Christians. Indeed, it was early accepted as a name in its own
right with "Drury" becoming the most popular spelling during the eighteenth century.

Who were the men named Drury Christian in colonial America? What is currently
known of them and their families? By using the wills and land records of Amherst
County, Virginia, Ted 0. Brooke, 79 Wagonwheel Court, N. E., Marietta, Georgia
30067, has proven who a few were and who they were not. The 1748/9 will of the
Robert Christian who married Lucy Bradley and subsequent disposition of the property
offer significant evidence. The will as reproduced below is from the recorded copy
in Albemarle County, Virginia, Will Book 1, page 2.

Nothing more is known of Elizabeth beyond mention in her father's will; how
ever, daughter Lucey, born about 1745, died after 1801 in Elbert County, Georgia,
where she moved from Amherst County, Virginia, with her husband, Thomas Ridgeway.

Agnes Pearlman, compiler and publisher of the Chxdstian Famity
Chronicles, has entertained the notion that she may have been a widow; and I have
thought that, if so, perhaps she had been a Harman because of the names which she
and Thomas gave to their children. Certainly, these names were very suggestive
of a Harman relationship. However, now we have the answer to this puzzle, thanks
to the efforts of Pat Surface, genealogist and historian of Tazewell, Virginia.
We are most grateful to Pat for this find, and I shall now present a short ex
planation and genealogy in regard to this Altizer connection.

According to the death records of Tazewell County, Virginia, as found in

Mastin—spelled variously as "Maston," "Masten," etc.—proved to be a popular
given name among the descendants of the progenitor, Thomas Christian, who was reared
by a Thomas Mastin after having been orphaned.

One of those descendants, a grandson (shown in Volume No. V, page 411, as
"born about 1848"), was, according to his tombstone, born 10 April 1850. Recently
discovered family records identify this Mastin Christian, Jr., as a son of Mastin
Christian, Sr., and his second wife, Margaret "Peggy" (Robinet) Christian.

This family of girls could, and did, help
their father with his work. They could shear sheep and clean the wool; card it

and spin it into thread; then weave it into woolen cloth for the winter clothes
which they made. Their young brother Tom and I were the ones who held the heads
of the sheep down during the shearing.

My grandfather was postmaster—the post office known as Harman, Virginia.
His daughters could also take care of this office. They were never lonely, as
people were continuously coming in for their mail. At this time, post offices
were far, far apart. Aunt Emaline was the one who, most of the time, took care
of the mail. The mail carrier was an Albino, one who had white hair, pink eyes,

euid poor eyesight. We all called him "Uncle Lewis Christian,
sure of a good hot mid-day meal at my grandfather's house,
girls saw to that.

I spent a lot of time at my grandparents' home; it was a second home to me.
I always knew I'd get a new dress while there. Their son. Uncle Thomas, was near
my age; but I never called him "Uncle."

The first Thomas Christian came to America at the age of twelve. He worked
as a cabin boy on the boat to pay for his passage to America. [See note above
and lineage below.] When he grew up in America and married, he called his son
Thomas Scaggs Christian after the family who befriended him. When Thomas S, Chris
tian grew up and had a son, he named him Thomas Christian Christian—my grandfather.

My grandfather, a Civil War veteran, married Allie Fair Chambers and
raised these children: George, Mary, Lillie Belle (my mother), Emaline, Osa "Osie,"
Oakley, Virginia American "Mexie" (who taught school nearby), and Thomas Delbert
Christian.

Our grandfather, like all the other pioneers, had  a lot of hard work to
clear the land and to raise food for tl\e family and for the livestock. In
addition to this work, he also had a shop in which to make furniture for his family
as well as for the other families of that area in Tazewell County, Virginia. He
likewise made all of the coffins, as they were called at that time. He lived by
Indian Creek and had a water-powered mill to grind the corn and a saw mill to saw
the logs into boards to make the furniture and coffins.

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The Christian family Is descended from an ancient family located on the Isle
of Man, where members were for centuries the dempsters or judges of that Island.

Mr. Thomas Christian was founder of the family in Virginia, and his title
indicates social standing, as it was given only to those of education and worth. He
patented ten hundred and eighty acres in Charles City county, Virginia, October 21,
1687.

Chlckahominy swamp. A considerable portion of his land has continued in the family
to the present time. A Thomas Christian, undoubtedly his son, patented lands in
1712 and 1727 on Beaver Dam creek, in what is now Goochland. James Christian, son
of Thomas Christian, of the parish of St. Peter's, New Kent, married Amy (perhaps a
daughter of Gideon Macon, of New Kent), and they were the parents of William
Christian, formerly of Goochland, who was probably a member of the Charles City
committee of safety in 1775. It is thought that his first wife was a Miss Collier,
and he married (second) Susan Browne. She was the mother of Henry Christian, who
lived in Amherst county, Virginia, and was a captain in the revolutionary army under
Major-General Marquis de la Fayette. He married Martha, daughter of Jonathan
Patterson, and their second son was Henry Asbufy Christian, who married (first) Lucy
Wood Dunscomb, daughter of Major Andrew Dunscomb,  a soldier of the revolution from
New York, distinguished as a financier. After the war he was sent by the
legislature of his state to settle her claim against the state of Virginia, and
settled at Richmond, where in 1787 he was appointed commissioner for settling war
accounts between Virginia and the United States. Subsequently he was an officer of
the first bank established in Richmond, was mayor of Richmond In 1795, and died in
1804. His wife, Philadelphia (Duval) Christian, was a daughter of Colonel Samuel
Duval, and his wife, Lucy (Claiborne) Duval, a descendant of William Claiborne,
secretary of state for the colony in 1625. For many years Colonel Duval represented
Henrico county in the Virginia house of burgesses, and was a member of the first
Virginia convention, which assembled at Williamsburg, August 1, 1774, and also the
second, at Richmond, in 1775. He was a member of the committee appolted in 1780 to
locate the capital square in Richmond, and was one of the trustees of the town of
Richmond. His sons. Colonel Shepard Duval and Major William Duval, were soldiers of
the revolution, and his grandson, William Pope Duval, was governor of Florida.
Major Andrew Dunscomb was a son of Daniel Dunscomb, a Scotchman, follower of Charles
Edward, the Pretender, who came to America after the battle of Culloden, and settled
in New York. He was a member of the general committee of safety for the city and
county of New York, chosen May 1, 1775. His wife is said to have been a native of
Amsterdam, Holland.

Andrew Henry Christian, son of Henry Asbury and Lucy W. (Dunscomb) Christian,
lived and died in Richmond. He graduated from the University of Virginia and the
University of Pennsylvania, and settled In Chesterfield county, Virginia, where he
engaged for some years in practice, and removed immediately after the civil war to

In 1694 he received a patent for one hundred and ninety-three acres south of
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Richmond, where he was active in professional labor until advancing years and
failing health compelled him to retire. His death occurred in 1890. He married

Edward Dunscomb Christian, son of Henry Asbury and Lucy Wood (Dunscomb)

Christian, was born in 1823. He was a prominent lawyer of ante and post bellum
days, practicing in the supreme court of the state, and in the city of Lynchburg and
its adjacent counties. He was also interested in newspaper work and founded the
"Lynchburg News." He married Cornelia Burton, daughter of John Hudson and Margaret
(Macon) Burton, a woman of rare charm, who endeared herself to the entire community
through her broad sympathies and universal ministrations of service and love.

Judge Frank Patterson Christian, son of Edward Dunscomb and Cornelia (Burton)

Christian, was born in Lynchburg, Virginia, November 18, 1858. Through reverses of
fortune caused by the civil war. Judge Christian's father was unable to give him a
college education, but his desire for knowledge made opportunity for its
acquisition. At not quite twenty-one he was elected principal of Monroe School, and
while teaching he studied law and attended two summer sessions of Professor John B.
Minor's law class at the University of Virginia. In 1887 he resigned his position
in the public school and commenced the practice of law, succeeding in his profession

In 1890 he was elected commonwealth's attorney of Lynchburg, and

re-elected without opposition in 1892.

given a presidential candidate. He resigned the office of commonwealth's attorney
in 1894 when elected to the bench of the corporation court of Lynchburg, to which
office he has been elected four times without opposition. When originally elected

Born in Richmond, a graduate of several schools of the city and professionally
educated at the University of Virginia, and until his death the foremost member of
the Virginia bar, Frank Wood Christian’s career reflects great honor upon the city
that was his home from his earliest to his latest breath. He was richly endowed
with noble qualities of heart and brain that drew men to him, distinguished him as a
man and a lawyer and made him the leader of the Richmond bar and of the bar of his
state. He enjoyed a reputation with his professional breathren in and out of
Virginia to an extent almost unparalelled. A feature of his legal practice was the
amount of business which was sent him by the members of the bar, not only in
Virginia, but throughout the country, an endorsement most gratifying to him, as
showing the high regard in which he was held by the profession and a fact that added
to his eminent reputation. To the younger members of the bar, he was always the
interested friend and willing assistant. He took the greatest amount of trouble to
set his young friends on the proper course and often his desk was covered with books
examined and discussed in order to fully solve the question asked or the information
desired. Mr. Christian was a man of intense feeling, but naturally reserved, not
easily making friends, particularly in the busy days of his latter years, but if you
were once his friend you were always his friend, and for friendship’s sake he was
always willing to overlook faults. It was in his home life that his best qualities
were displayed, there being nothing lacking of affection or devotion in his family
relations. A loving son and brother, his devotion as a father and husband were
marked by a beauty and purity of soul, heart, and mind that made it almost ideal.

Frank Wood Christian was born in Richmond, Virginia, January 8, 1851, died in
his native city, January 3, 1908. He was a graduate of the city schools and
institutions, including the University School conducted by John M. Strother and
Thomas R. Price.

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endowed with marked Intellectual capacity and Christian loveliness early gave color
to that singular blending of mental power and moral force that afterwards so
distinguished him as a man and lawyer. His career In preparatory schools was marked
by continued successes, but lack of means prevented him from pursuing a continuous
course through the University of Virginia. In order to obtain funds to return to
the University for the law course, he for a time taught school. Although
temperamentally unfitted for the confinement of the school room, he never regretted
the time so spent and in after life stated that he thought such training especially
advantageous to a lawyer, especially one who had to unravel the Intricacies of a
strongly contested common law case, so as to convince the understanding of the
average juror. Later he returned to the University of Virginia, whence he won
honors and was awarded the degree LL. B. before he was twenty-one years of age.

After graduation, Mr. Christian at once began practice in Richmond, his first
law partner being C. C. McRae, a successful chancery practitioner. This association
was terminated by the death of Mr. McRea, and after Judge George L. Christian
retired from the bench, he formed a partnership with his relative, which continued
most pleasantly and successfully until terminated  a quarter of a century later by
death.

Mr. Christian early displayed the characteristics which marked his
professional career and made him a leader of the city and state bar. In presenting
his cases he hewed close to the line, grasping the main point of his case and
holding to it with tenacity. His statement of his case was so clear and convincing
that it really amounted to an argument. In his arguments his clearness of statement
was only surpassed by the depth and extent of his legal knowledge. He presented in
a most forceful manner the particular points involved in each case, then traced from
their foundation the principles upon which the decision must rest and loved to point
out the reasons on which those principles were based. When from a mass of precedent
and evidence he had evoked the basic principle on which he thought the case would
turn, he, with splendid effect, showed step by step the facts which brought the
particular cause within the principles. Thus elucidated, creating from the case one
of those valuable precedents that make the law the hand maiden of right and justice.
With an almost perfect knowledge of legal principles, he tested each case by the
fundamentals of legal science, and if it stood the test he threw himself into its
conduct and argument with all his powers. No labor was too great, no preparation
too arduous for the proper vindication of his client's right and the enlightenment
of the courts before which he practiced. Mr. Christian assumed and bore his
professional obligations with the devotion of a disciple to his religion, of the
soldier to his cause. When he was entrusted with  a cast, it mattered not to him how
small the amount involved or how trifling the reward, if he won. He thought only of
the duty he had assumed, and in its performance no trouble was too great, no
sacrifice too large. This intensity of application to his professional work tended
to shorten his days but his reward is written in the many cases decided in his favor
and contained in the reports and decisions of Federal and state courts of Virginia
and the United States.

More than one judgeship was tendered Mr. Christian, only to be refused, and
more than one offer of professorships in legal colleges were declined by him. In
later life he was heard to regret that he had not accepted a professorship of law,
as the quiet of college life might have prolonged his life. Had he listened to

Many men attain eminence in their chosen fields of labor; some in more than
one field, but it is rarely that any man is able to so impress himself upon the life
of the community as has George Llewellyn Christian, soldier, lawyer, jurist, banker,
litterateur and business man. Born of sturdy Manx ancestry, he traces to Thomas
Christian who came to Virginia from the Isle of Man in 1687, and founded a family in
Charles City county, that as farmers, lawyers, judges, ministers, educators,
physicians and business men have won distinction and been associated with the
development of Virginia from colonial days to the present. Along maternal lines his
descent is traced in Virginia to even an earlier day, the Graves family coming from
England early in the seventeenth century.

George L. Christian is a son of Edmund Thomas and grandson of Turner
Christian, both born in Charles City county, Virginia, that county having been the
family seat since the first settler selected it as his residence,
married (first) Susan Walker, (second) a Miss Fontaine, (third) Polly Dancy,
first wife bore him: Robert Walker, Susan Browne and Catherine. There was no issue

by the second marriage. By his third wife he had; William Browne, John Douglas,
Turner, Lily Ann, Mary, Henry Spotswood, Llewellyn A., Benjamin, George W., Edmund
Thomas, James Doswell and Thaddeus W. Turner Christian was a Whig in politics, and
an Episcopalian in religion.

Edmund Thomas Christian was born in Charles City county, and there passed his
life. He was clerk of the courts of Charles City county, a member of the Methodist
Protestant church, and politically an "Old Line Whig.

An old chronicle recites that "Mr. Thomas Christian owned all of the land on

both sides of the Chickahominy river from Windsor Shades to Squirrel Park.
However, the domains of Thomas Christian, the emigrant, may not have been as
extensive as thus Indicated, but it Is known that In the region referred to, there
were at one time twelve connecting plantations owned and occupied by the Christians;
and It seems beyond question that "Mr. Thomas Christian" was the progenitor of the
families of New Kent, Charles City, and James City counties. In Virginia* A
considerable part of those lands have been continuously In possession of descendants
of the first settler, down to the present time In those counties. In recent years a
farm called "Cherry Bottom" In Charles City county, on the Chickahominy, a part of
an original grant of 1080 acres of land patented to Thomas Christian, October 21,
1687, was owned and occupied by Mrs. Louisa Christian and her husband, Thomas L.
Christian. The dwelling house thereon, though evidently of very great age, was
still In a good state of preservation about the year 1900, and was probably the home
of William Christian, of Goochland county, one of the antecedents of the New Kent
branch of the family.

There Is a family tradition that Thomas Christian, progenitor of t;hls family
in Virginia, was of the Isle of Man family of Christians, or McChristian, as the
name was originally spelled. Said tradition has been somewhat confirmed by certain
historical evidence brought to light in recent years. It Is difficult, however, to
connect this family through authentic records with any of the English families of
the same name in the Isle of Man and other places, on account of the destruction of
the early New Kent county records, and a partial destruction of the Charles City
county records. That he was a man of some social distinction is evidenced by the
fact that "Mr." was prefixed to his name; but the family did not attain in the
eighteenth century that distinction it enjoyed in the nineteenth. Many persons of
the name in Virginia and elsewhere in the United States have become prominent in the
military and political history of the country.

It is not known when the first Thomas Christian arrived in Virginia, but the
land grant records of Virginia show the following patents, to wit: January 5, 1657,
to Thomas Christian one hundred acres of land on the north side of James river and

the east side of Chickahominy; another patent to him dated December 9, 1662, and a
third, October 21, 1687, for 1080 acres in Charles City county, Virginia. Also
there are other grants: one dated October 26, 1694, to Mr. Thomas Christian,
Senior, for 193 acres in Charles City county, south of the Chickahominy swamp.

Whether the elements of success in life are innate attributes of the
Valuable genealogical data can he gleaned from monumental inecriptione, and

development, it Is impossible to clearly determine, yet the study of a successful
life is none the less interesting and profitable by reason of the existence of the
same uncertainty. A man who measured up to the modern requirements was the late
Thomas Christian, in whose death the community lost one of its best known and most
highly esteemed citizens, who gave much time and thought to the advancement of the
city of Richmond during his younger years.

Thomas Christian was born in Richmond county, August 3, 1845, eldest child of
the late William H. and Erailine (Dudley) Christian, who were the parents of these
other children: Lizzie; Mary; William H., died September 22, 1905; Charles, died in
infancy; Emma, wife of George L. Christian; all those living reside in Richmond,
Virginia.

Thomas Christian was educated in private schools of Richmond and at Williams
College, Massachusetts, which thoroughly qualified him for the activities of life.
For many years he was identified with the commercial and public life of Richmond,
and after 1871 he was also engaged in business as  a wholesale manufacturer.
Scientific pursuits possessed a strong fascination for him, and in the pursuit of
several branches of research he won wide distinction both here and abroad. His

experiments in the field of photography as well as with the microscope attracted the
attention of two continents. An ardent philatelist, he secured a notable collection
of stamps, and his collection of Indian Implements and relics gathered by himself,
was also noteworthy. An outdoor life always appealed to him, and he was well known
among the sportsmen and fishermen of the city, who estimated him at his true worth.
Mr. Christian was for many years active in the work of the Chamber of Commerce,
serving on the James River Improvement Committee never being absent from a meeting,
and for a portion of his term of service acted as auditor of the committee. He was
also a member of the State Commission of the New Orleans Exposition, and an active
factor in the old state fair organization. His Interests in life were broad, his
work widely extended, and the Influence he exerted will be felt for many years,
although he has passed to the Great Beyond. He married, October 10, 1878, Ida Kate
James, of Detroit, born April 9, 1856, daughter of Captain William V. and Amy U.
(Harris) James, who survives him, as does also a daughter, Mrs. Charles G. Taylor,
Jr., of Ginter Park.

Mr. Christian died at the home of his daughter, Mrs. Charles G. Taylor, after
a long Illness, aged sixty-eight years. Interment was in Hollywood Cemetery,
Richmond. The demise of Mr. Christian, who was a man of the highest character and
standing, a man of unselfish disposition, hospitable, charitable, with a ready
sympathy for those in affliction or need, was a great shock to his hosts of friends,
who were to be found in all walks of life. Scrupulously honorable in all his
dealings with mankind, he bore a reputation for public and private Integrity second
to none, and he left to posterity that priceless heritage, an honored name.

Tennessee became "home" to Thomas, Anthony, and Isham, three sons* of the
Nathaniel Christian who died intestate before 2 March 1779. It was then in Mont
gomery County, Virginia, that administration of Nathaniel's estate was granted to
his widow Jane as well as to eldest son Thomas and son-in-law William Boydston.

Little is known about the family of the son Thomas Christian, born between
1750 and 1760, except that he reputedly married several times, moved often, and had
numerous progeny. (Was one of his wives perhaps a Ewing, a name carried forward
among descendants?) In 1830 Thomas was head of household in Cocke County, Tennessee,
with only a 10 to 15-year-old male (presumably a son) and four slaves listed with
him. His whereabouts in 1840 have not been determined, so he may have died before
that year's census. Circumstantial evidence suggests that in 1830 the nearby 20 to
30-year-old Anthony Christian who headed his own household with wife and three
children was another son.

As nearly as can be inferred from the records so far studied, Anthony Christian
had children by two wives. He moved from Cocke County, Tennessee, to Missouri
before 1845. Thereafter, his presence can be documented in the Missouri counties
of Platte, Buchanan, Callaway, and Montgomery.

—RECONCILING DISCREPANCIES—

Was Nathaniel Christian (shown on death certificate and in family sources to
have been born 5 September 1827 in Cocke County, Tennessee) actually the son of

(Holt) Christian? Certainly, he would seem to have been the
eldest of the two sons in Anthony's 1830 Cocke County household. All five sons in
1840 are shown as between 5 and 10 years of age, apparently erroneously since in
1850 a 22-year-old Nathaniel is listed by name in Anthony Christian's Buchanan County,
Missouri, household. Why, then, is there any questions regarding parentage? Because
when Nathaniel was buried at 96 years of age 5 May 1924 in Montgomery County, Missouri,
hie father's name on the death certificate appears to be Geo. Christian. However,
no person by that name can be found in the Cocke County, Tennessee, records during
the appropriate period. Perhaps Anthony Christian's middle name was George, and he
was so-called by family members but generally shown as Anthony in public documents.
Such a custom was not uncommon during the nineteenth century and, for that matter,
even continues today.

That Nathaniel Christian's mother was a Holt and that he was related to the

other Christians of Cocke County, Tennessee, is substantiated by the 1905 letter of
L. C. Christian in recounting his family's 1852 move to Missouri. Therein he says:

... We then went N. W. into Calaway Co. and stoped with a Mr. Holt, formerly a
Neighbour; and an uncle to a cousin of mine, Nathaniel Christian who was staying
with his uncle Holt. . . . [See Volume No. II, page 107, for remaining text.]

Like his father, Nathaniel Christian married twice. His first marriage was
to Mary Jane Ham, and by her all his children were born. He married next Mary Penn,
widow of Thomas McIntosh. She brought three of her four daughters from the first
marriage into the Christian household; and some researchers have mistakenly identified
them as Nathaniel's children. The McIntosh girls were:

For example, near the 40-year-old Anthony Christian in 1850
household No. 548 of Buchanan County, Missouri, was that of 46-year-old James Chris
tian—also born in Tennessee and probably his brother. What about James family? And
what about the untraced younger sons of Anthony Christian?

My grandfather, William Lee Christian, was living in Haxaon, 0]cl£Utoma, when his wife Laura died

in 1910 after giving birth to their last son. William gave his children to their Uncle Thom Kelly
and moved to Illinois. His children were very bitter toward their father for abandoning them after
the death of their mother. I know that my dad, Claude Jennings Christian, never forgave him.
William Lee and Laura Ann (Kelly) Christian had seven children:

1. Goldy Mae Christiem was born 16 Oct. 1898 in Guelph, Kansas, and died four days later on
20 Oct. 1898.

The history of our Christian family starts with my great-great-grandfather,
Luther Christian. He was born in Virginia or Pennsylvania about 1807. Only two
sons have been uncovered so far in this family; Moses James Christian and
William M. Christian.

Moses Jcunes Christian was born on 1 May 1849. Fcunily records show his
birth in Allegheny, West Virginia,* although I could find no trace of him either
in the 1850 census or deed records. Moses married Catharine Elizabeth Day on
30 March 1873 in Union County, South Dakota. She was born in Pennsylvania on
7 February 1855. [See below for issue.]

William M. Christian, Luther's other son, was also said to have been born
in Virginia—on 7 September 1850. By his unknown first wife, William had one
son, Charles Christian, who was living in Washington state at the time of William's
death. No children were born of his second marriage to Anna V. Davenport (a second
marriage for her also). William M. Christian died  3 February 1935 at Woodward,
Oklahoma, at age 84.

Hoses James Christian and his wife Catharine purchased 160 acres of land in Sumner County,
Kansas in 1881 for $347. Catharine died there of tuberculosis on 7 April 1895. Moses sold the
Kansas farm in 1908 for $5,436 and moved to woodward, Oklahoma, where he died on 17 March 1930 at
age 80. Nine children were born to Moses euid Catharine (Day) Christian:

1. M^u^ietta "Etta" Christian was born 11 Dec. 1873 in South Dakota. She married Elmer
Miller on 30 Mar. 1898 in Kay County, Oklahoma. Elmer was the son of William and
Sarah (Reed) Miller. Etta died 9 July 1920 at Woodward, Oklahoma.

2. William Lee Christian—"Billy," as he was called in his younger days—was born
18 Jem. 1876 in North Dakota. He married Laura Ann Kelly on 21 Mar. 1898 in Kay County,
Oklahcma. She was the daughter of Josiah and Surrelda (Heurris) Kelly. Billy died on
9 July 1951 at Jewitt, Illinois.

3. Floretta Bell "Retta" Christiem was bom 24 Feb. 1878 in North Dakota. She married
William Henry Smith on 4 Feb. 1897 in Sumner County, Kansas. He was the son of
W. E. Smith. Retta died 26 Nov. 1967.

4. Florence Elizabeth Christian was born 23 Apr. 1880 in Sumner County, Kansas. She
married Charles Lowman on 12 Mar. 1904 in Cowley County, Kansas. She died on
14 Jan. 1916 in Woodward, Oklahoma.

5. Thomas Edwin "Thom" Christian was bom 27 Aug. 1882 in Sumner County, Kansas. He mar
ried first Myrtle Brewer on 29 May 1902 in Kay County, Oklahoma, and secondly Lizzie
Richard on 7 Aug. 1916. He died at Shidler, Oklahoma, on 2 June 1970.

6. Ruth Alice Christian was born 2 June 1885 in Sumner County, Kansas. She married Lowell
Coggins, son of J. L. Coggins, on 27 Sep. 1907 in Kay County, Oklahoma. She died on
19 Mar. 1915.

7. Charles Lloyd Christian was born 9 Apr. 1888 in Svtmner County, Kansas. He died at the
age of two on 19 June 1830.

8. Della Pearl Christian was born 24 July 1890 in Sumner County, Kansas. She was married
several times but had no children. At the time of her death on 24 Feb. 1976 at Enid,
Oklahoma, she was married to Walter Badger.

9. Jesse Leroy Christian was born 31 Mar. 1892 in Sximner County, Kansas. His first wife
was named Lois, and he died sometime after 1954.

Re Barbados — When visiting the Isle of Han last year, I found a number of interesting items.
One picture, in the book Ramsey—1600-1800, showed  a permit issued in 1742 by Governor Murray to
allow the widow Sayle, alias Corlett, to pass for England. This is the kind of document I have been
seeking for the past five years to determine if a William or Thomas Christian departed during the
seventeenth century for Liverpool or Bristol and eventually sailed to perhaps Barbados or Bermuda en
route to Virginia. Nfy book of Barbados records for 1637 to 1800 indicates that quite a few Christians
resided there. Both the Christian and Allen families lived in St. Michael Parish, Barbados, which
is where the capital, Bridgetown (originally St. Michael Town) is located on Carlisle Bay.

Until 1766, when the longitude system was developed, use of latitudes made many sailors navigate
toward the Canary Islands, "turn right" and sail to Barbados, where they would refit and resupply
before sailing north to what they hoped was Virginia.

Quite a few families decided to settle in Barbados because of the good weather and fine soil
for raising cotton and sugar cane with its by-product, rum. Many fortunes were established by the
time settlers decided to move north to the mainland.

Re Thomas Christian — There were a couple of seventeenth century wills for Thomas Christians
in the Manx Museum: One for Thomas Christian of Ramsey dated 1631, the other for Thomas Christian of
Kirk Lezayre dated 1642. Unfortunately, I did not have time to check them but hope to obtain copies.
Might one or the other have been related to the Thomas Christian of Virginia in 1657?

Re The Huguenots — As readers of Christian Family Chronicles are aware, there have been con
nections between the Christian family and French Huguenot colonists in Virginia at least since the
early eighteenth century. A penchant for French wives goes back to the Isle of Man, where the Chris¬
tians living in the town of Ramsey were known as "the French connection." These Christians were
merchants or specialized in other commercial endeavors and generally were not interested in farming.
In Ramsey their properties ran along Parliament Street out to Christian Street and in the opposite
direction to Ballure. [Editor's note: Could some of the Christians and Huguenot refugees on the
Isle of Man have emigrated from Man to Virginia together?]

*Alleghany County is located in Virginia, so "western" Virginia might have been intended. It
is possible that Allegheny County, Pennsylvania, might have been the place of birth. The Editor.
