do, and after the division is so made,I wish and desire a share or portion

being the one fifth part of my whole estate to be assigned by lot, and set apart
for the use of my beloved wife, Mary Christian, and a like share to be assigned
and set apart for the use of each of my four beloved children, that is to say,
Drury M. Christian Jesse Christian William Christian and James Christian, so
that my wife and each of my children may have a particular lot or portion
designated for his or her use.
