Cut cf grateful a pprecJat ion for his service to the Colonies, the 

Colonial Government awarded his f~mily two parcels of land situated 

on Duck River in the State of Tennessee. However, as land was of 

very little monetary v5lue ~t that time, his family never took 

possession of the gi~t.
