Among the early settlers of Elbert County were the JOHN MARTIN WHITE tamily who
came from Virginia at the close of the Revolution. Two extensive re.urds of this
family before and after their move to Georgia have been preserved by the Virgini.
Historical Society, Richmond, VA. The John Martin White Bible record came t.. them
nS a typescript copy of the original.

The "White Diary" was transcribed by Mrs. Sydnor Walker Hayes (Mrs. u.W.) fu: Mrs.
lLula E. Jeter Parker of Bedford, VA, author of OUR KIN. The transcr’—tion was
included in BIBLE RECORDS AND OTHER FAMILY DATA CONTRIBUTED BY THE PLAXS OF JTTER
CHAPTER, DAR 1834-1952, Volume 2.

Mrs. Parker noted "She [Mrs. Hayes] says the diary or note book is written in
several handwritings, showing that it descended through several generations.

1 heard of it first from Mrs. G.G.Rucker of Elberton, Georgia, a daughter .of Eppic
White who married Catherine Herndon. This Diary is now in possession of the Vir-
ginia Historical Society in Richmond, Virginia."

The Diary was begun by the father of John Martin White, and antedates the Bible
record by a full generation. The diary typescript shows omission of items such
as accounts of business, portions of the parent's property which several of his
children received. We are publishing the Hayes transcription as it was published
in BIBLE RECORDS...PEAKS OF OTTER, Volume 2.
