Dear Agnes, 

I got your package in Saturday's mail. Thanks so much for putting it together for me. Now I need to 
study it over and see where it sheds new light on who the parents may be of NICHOLAS N. and JOHN D. 
BRANCH. Their first marriages are potential sources to finding the answers. Both brothers married 
North Carolina women before moving to Florida in the 1840's. John D. married a MAHALLA ANN and 
Nicholas N. married a CHARITY. I have not located a record of either marriage. 

As an aside another Branch researcher, John Landers, is sending me a number of documents including a 
court paper, May 1 o, 1844, Jefferson County, Florida, regarding the arrest of JOHN ANDERSON for 
the rape of CHARITY BRANCH. 

I am pasting below a number of newspaper articles that you may find of interest. 

Leon County, Florida, circa the 1820s and 1830s 

BAILEY, Mary Eliza Branch 
Tallahassee FLORIDIAN & JOURNAL, 14 August 1858.

Tallahassee FLORIDIAN & JOURNAL, 2 March 1850. 
Died at her residence in Leon County, on the 23d ultimo, CHARITY J.BRANCH, consort of N.N. Branch, in 
the 32d year of her age, leaving a disconsolate husband and several children, with a number of 
relatives and friends, to mourn their irreparable loss. 

BRANCH, Eliza 
Tallahassee FLORIDA SENTINEL, 28 January 1851 
On the 19th January, Mrs. ELIZA BRANCH, wife of the Honorable John Branch, at the family residence 
near Tallahassee. 

In the event, a very numerous family feel and deplore the loss of a most tender and devoted parent, 
whose memory will be fondly and reverently cherished by them, and by a widely extended circle of 
kindred and acquaintances, who prized her society and friendship, and admired her character, adorned 
with every matronly grace. 

She has left behind her an example of rare excellence; for she was a Christian, who to the evidence of a 
profession, added that of revering and keeping the divine commands, and of following the example of 
her Savior, in doing good to others. 

Mrs. Branch, during more than two years, suffered from a most painful malady, which she bore with a 
meekness and fortitude, showing that with her "patience had its perfect work;" and, finally, during an 
interval of case, and in the full possession of her mental faculties, with a tranquil spirit, and "with that 
hope which entereth into the veil," which to her soul was an anchor sure and steadfast, she peacefully 
passed to her immortal inheritance.

TURBUTT ROWLES BETTON 
THE WEEKLY TALLAHASSEAN, 13 February 1903. 
The gentleman named was a Marylander. When he first came here he was Commissioner of Tallahassee. 
About the same time he engaged in the business of a merchant, part of the time in partnership with 
Gideon Emory. Mr. Betton was a tall man with massive frame, but no superfulous flesh, long thick black 
eyebrows and hair, slightly bald, with a face showing fixity of purpose, but not mobility to currents of 
humor; a little stooped, eyes downcast, peculiar and long striding gait; he was the picture of the sober 
and safe business man. He survived the financial crisis that overtook city and country in the forties 
with some of the fruits of his busy life. He left a number of children, male and female. T. Lane, who died 
early, was a merchant; George W. a doctor of medicine, and Julian a clerk. George W. was a physician 
in active and successful practice for many years. He won the confidence and ardent esteem of all the 
members of the many families in which he did service, and died bearing their blessing and the regard of 
the whole community. T. R.'s daughters married: Bersheba to H .C. Massey; Ann E. to James Branch, 
afterwards to D. B. McGinnis Sr.; Sarah to F. Whitaker. The eldest daughter, T. R.'s or Joseph's, Maria 
E. married Dr.Charles Haire. OSCAR A. MYERS. 

BETTON, Ann Eliza 
Tallahassee FLORIDIAN 9 March 1839. 
MARRIED. On the 20th ultimo at St. John's Church in this city, by Reverend Mr.Lee, Mr. JAMES 
BRANCH, to Miss ANN ELIZA, daughter of T. R. Betton, Esquire. 

THE BRANCH FAMILY 
John Branch (1784-1863) was born in Halifax, North Carolina, the third child in the wealthy and 
prominent family of Colonel John Branch and Mary Bradford Branch. He was educated at the University 
of North Carolina at Chapel Hill, graduating in 1801. He studied law, but never actively engaged in 
practice, preferring the life of a wealthy planter and politician. He became a state senator in 1811, and 
served again in 1813-1817, 1822, and 1834, acting as speaker of the state senate from 1815 to 



1817. He served as governor of North Carolina from 1817 to 1820, United States senator from 1823 
to 1829, and secretary of the Navy from 1829 to 1831, when his involvement in the complications and 
embarrassment resulting from the marriage of John Eaton and Peggy O'Neale forced Branch to resign 
from the cabinet. He declined appointments to foreign missions and to the territorial governorship of 
Florida and severed relations with Andrew Jackson, becoming a supporter of John C. Calhoun. As a 
show of confidence, Branch was subsequently elected to the House of Representatives by unanimous 
vote, and served until 1833. 

About 1833, Branch began acquiring property near Tallahassee, Florida, and was appointed governor of 
the Florida territory from 1843 to 1845, during which time Florida became a state. Plantations 
operated by Branch included Wood Lawn, Live Oak, and Whitehead Place, near Tallahassee, Florida, 
presumably in Leon County. Upon the death of his wife, Elizabeth Foort, Branch returned to North 
Carolina, where he later married Mary Eliza (Jordan) Bond, with whom he had no children. He died in 
Enfield 4 January 1863. 

Branch and Elizabeth Foort Branch raised nine children. One son, John Richard, died before John Branch, 
leaving children who were named in Branch's will. A daughter, Mary Eliza, first married Leigh Read and 
later married William Bailey. She was not named in her father's will and probably died before he did, as 
did two other children, James Branch and Rebecca Bradford Branch (Mrs. Robert White Williams). The 
surviving children of John Branch included William Henry Branch of Florida and Georgia, who is the 
central figure through much of the period covered by these papers; Sarah (Sally), who married Dr. 
James Hunter of Halifax County, North Carolina; Martha (Mrs. Edward Bradford) of Florida; Susan 
(Mrs. Arvah Hopkins) of Florida; and Margaret (Mrs. Daniel S. Donelson) of Tennessee. All of the 
daughters had children who wrote at various times, some frequently, to William Henry Branch and his 
children. 

PATRICK HOUSTOUN 
MEMOIRS OF FLORIDA: Rarick. 
Patrick Houstoun, for many years adjutant-general of Florida, with the rank of major-general in the 
State service, was born at Savannah, Georgia, September 20, 1837, son of Edward and Claudia 
W.(Bond) Houstoun. The Houstouns are among the most influential and renowned families of America and 
from the coming of Oglethorpe, its members have been honored with the highest positions in the 
commonwealth. Sir Patrick Houstoun, a direct ancestor, was the associate and friend of Georgia's 
founder; John Houstoun, a brother of Sir Patrick, was twice colonial governor of Georgia and a member 
of the continental congress; Edward Houstoun, father of Patrick, was a native of Georgia, a planter of 
the old regime and president of the Pensacola & Georgia railroad company. Patrick Houstoun came to 
Florida with his parents when but two years of age; received his early education in the common schools 
of Leon county; attended the University of North Carolina and was graduated from this noted institution 
in 1857, taking a high stand in his class. He became a student of medicine of Dr. Bond, of Tallahassee, 
and remained with him up to the beginning of the civil war. Selecting the artillery branch of the 
service, he enlisted as a private in Gamble's battery, and by virtue of worthy service, rose to the 
captaincy of his battery and led them to victory on many a blood-stained field. Subsequent to the war, 
General Houstoun engaged in planting and sock raising and his efforts in these lines were crowned with a 
goodly measure of success. Popular to a marked extent and possessing the attributes of a man of brain 
of no uncertain quality, he was called upon to fill responsible public positions. He was a member of 
board of education of the West Florida seminary prior to 1880, a county commissioner of Leon county, 
president of the board of trustees of the Agricultural college of State, president of the board of county 
commissioners of Leon county, senator from Leon county and president of State senate in 1887. In 
1893, he was appointed adjutant-general of the State, by Governor Mitchell; was re-appointed by 
Governor Bloxham, in 1897, and when the office was changed from an appointive to an elective one, he 
was elected in November, 1900 as his own successor, and entered upon a four years' term with the 
present State administration. But his service was cut short by death, May 6, 1901. General Houstoun 
was married in Leon county, December 19, 1866, to Martha E. Bradford, a granddaughter of Governor 



Branch, and a native of that county. Their four children are: Edward A., James P.S., Martha B., wife of 
Perry Y. Wall, of Tampa, and Claudia Bond, wife of George P. Raney, Jr., of Tampa. General Houstoun, 
through his long association with public affairs which brought him prominently before the people and 
into intimate and personal acquaintance all over the State, enjoyed the esteem and respect of all 
classes of the people throughout the bounds of Florida.

Mr. Arvah Hopkins, whose health had been on the decline for more than a year, and who for the past 
few months had been confined to his room, passed quietly last Sunday, from the scenes of earthly care. 
On Monday, his remains were consigned to mother earth by a sorrowing family and a host of warm, 
personal friends. 

Mr. Hopkins was born at Cayuga Lake, near Ithaca, New York, January 18th, 1813, was consequently 
in the seventy-first year of his age. He immigrated to Florida in 1839, and engaged in business in 
Tallahassee. On the 13 of December 1849, he led to the altar one of the noble daughters of the Flowery 
land, Miss Susan Branch, daughter of Florida's first Territorial Governor. Locating permanently in 
Tallahassee, he reared a large family, to whom he was much devoted. He was a kind husband and 
affectionate father, and though he led an active business life, much of his time was devoted to making 
home happy and pleasant for his family, and his doors were open to friends. Warm-hearted and 
generous, ever ready to help the needy, cheer and comfort the disconsolate and offer a kind word to the 
friendless, Mr. Hopkins made himself loved by all with whom he was thrown.
