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NATHANIEL CHRISTIAN AND FAMILY

In Colonial Virginia

Records in Goochland, Lunenburg, Pittsylvania, Amelia, and Bedford Counties

The name of Nathaniel Christian, son of Thomas and Rebecca (Christian) Christian, first
appears in the Goochland County, Virginia, will written by his father 23 October 1743 and proved
20 March 1743/4 [O1d Style Date]. All children named in the will were under 21 at the time. Since
Nathaniel’s name (along with that of his brother Thomas) is entered on the 1752 Lunenburg
County, Virginia, List of Tithes, his birth would have taken place before 1731 and after 9 June
1724, when his eldest brother Anthony’s birth is entered in the St. Peter’s Parish Register.
Because Nathaniel’s name appears after that of Anthony and before that of Thomas in their father’s
will, his birth probably occurred about 1726.

Before March 1746/7 the widow Rebecca Christian, executrix of estate of Thomas Christian,
had married Joseph Smith and although they did file a suit there in 1759, they had removed from
Goochland County.

In determining Nathaniel Christian’s whereabouts between the 1752 listing in Lunenburg
County and 1777 when his name first appears in Montgomery County, Virginia, records, it is
essential to follow closely the changing county boundaries in Virginia. In 1752 Halifax County
was formed from part of Lunenburg; on 10 May 1754 Bedford was formed from parts of Lunenburg
and Albemarle Counties; in 1766/1767 Pittsylvania was formed from Halifax County. It is therefore
not surprising to find Nathaniel Christian located in Lunenburg, Bedford, and Pittsylvania at
various times, possibly without ever having moved.

On 1 July 1754 (Deed Book 3, page 535) Thomas Duggins of Amelia County, Virginia, deeded to
Nathaniel Christian of Lunenburg County 175 acres (part of 225 acres) for 50 pounds on Cub
Creek in Lunenburg County. Witnesses were Thos. Christian, John Marshall, William
Baldwin, John Paulet, Thos. Ward, and John Roberson—an unusually large number.

On 25 September 1760 (Deed Book 2, page 464) Matthias Reece of Bedford County, Virginia,
deeded Thomas Christian the 164 acres on north side of Staunton River at Lick Run that
would become Thomas’ home. (This property sold by Thomas’ grandson John Christian 16
December 1796, recorded 1799.)

On 9 September 1761 (Deed Book 7, pages 185-6) Benjamin Reden of Lunenburg County,
Virginia, deeded to Thomas Christian of Bedford County, Virginia, for 23 pounds a 100-acre
parcel on Cub Creek of Rattle Snake bounded by Samuel Allen’s and Nathaniel Christian’s
lines. Witnesses: Thos. Paulet, Willm. Harvey, Charles Harvey.

On 21 January 1762 (Deed Book 7, page 300) Thomas Christian of Bedford County, Virginia,
deeded to Thomas Paulet of Lunenburg County, Virginia, 228 acres for 75 pounds on Forks of
Cub Creek at Robert Jenring’s corner. Witnesses: John Harvey, Charles Harvey, William
Harvey. Thomas Christian signed Thos. Xtian.

On 12 March 1762 (Deed Book 7, page 349) Nathaniel Christian of Lunenburg County, Virginia,
deeded to Charles McKenney of Cumberland County, Virginia, for 80 pounds 125 acres on
Cub Creek. Witnesses: Thos. Xtian, Thos. Paulet, William Harvey.

On 28 February 1763 Nathaniel Christian made two entries in Bedford County, Virginia; namely,
400 acres on the lower side south of Blackwater on Hastie’s and Smith’s line and 400 acres
beginning at Irwin’s corner red oak under Smith’s Mountain,

On 10 July 1767 Nathaniel Christian and Jane Christian, his wife, patented in Amelia County,
Virginia, 400 acres on the forks of Spring Creek. (Patent No, 36, page 1040)



It is obvious from the above documents that give places of residence that Nathaniel’s brother
Thomas located in that part of Lunenburg that fell into Bedford earlier than Nathaniel. In 1767
Nathaniel was on a list of tithables in Pittsylvania County, Virginia. At the time he was apparently
living near the border of Bedford County, where he next appears in the records. In August of 1768
Nathaniel Christian was allowed attendance of six days and 28 miles to Bedford Court, then
located in Liberty, Virginia. At the time Thomas was allowed three days and 28 miles at court.
(New London, formerly the capital of Lunenburg, in 1754 became county seat of Bedford until
1782, when Liberty became the county seat. Name of town changed from Liberty to Bedford City
in 1870, then Bedford.)

The next year on 4 April 1769 Nathaniel made another entry for 400 acres in Bedford County,
Virginia, located on Poison Fork of Bull Run adjacent to his own lines and Swanson’s lines.
Although there are no further entries for Nathaniel Christian in Bedford County, his brother
Thomas Christian was allowed attendance at court for eleven days and a distance of 30 miles for
eight times in March 1771. Therefore, it can be seen that Nathaniel and Thomas lived within two
miles of each other. Thomas died sometime within the next ten years at his plantation, located on
both sides of Staunton River near Blackwater. His property and the fact that he was deceased are
mentioned in the 1781 will of a son.

Records in Montgomery County and Beyond

Exactly which year Nathaniel migrated from the Blackwater area of Bedford County to
Montgomery County, Virginia, has not been established. However, sometime in 1777 James Adair
assigned Nathaniel Christian 400 acres in Montgomery County on East River below Five-Mile
Fork, three miles from the mouth. That Nathaniel located in the area can be inferred from the fact
that he and his son-in-law William Boydston swore allegiance to the Montgomery County Militia in
1778.

It is because of the assignment from James Adair that Nathaniel’s wife has often been identified
as James’ daughter, Jane Adair. Such assignments were quite common and no particular significance
should be attached to these transfers. Among the Holland line of descendants, family tradition
states that Jane’s maiden name was Ewing. More research is required to prove her maiden identity.

Nathaniel Christian died about February 1779 since administrative papers for his estate were
filed 2 March 1779 with Jane Christian (presumed widow), Thomas (presumed son later identified
as “heir-at-law”), and William Boydston (son-in-law) appointed administrators. Thomas Christian
and William Boydston posted bond of £200 on 1 June 1779. Inventory of the following items
showed total value of £345, 2s: 5 hogs, 7 cattle, 2 horses, 6 sheep, 2 spinning wheels, 1 slave,
tools, furniture, etc.

There is no way that the orphaned Thomas Christian born about 1770 and reared by Thomas
Mastin could have been a son of the Nathaniel Christian who died about 1779 in Montgomery
County, Virginia. At nine years of age, he was too young to have been either administrator or
“heir-at-law.” Under the laws of primogeniture in effect at the time, Thomas Christian would have
been the eldest son—born between 1750-1757, apparently while the family was living in Lunenburg
County, Virginia. Nathaniel’s son Thomas was still living in 1830, having been listed that year in
the Cocke Co., TN, Census.

Following Nathaniel’s death, all known members of the family moved to what was then
Green County, North Carolina (later to be in Cocke County, Tennessee). The widow Jane Christian
appears on the 1787-1788 Green County tax list (no land) along with Thomas Christian, Isom
Christian, and William Boydston.

On 3 April 1786 Thomas Christian, as “heir-at-law” of Nathaniel Christian assigned to Isham
Christian and Anthony Christian “of Green County, North Carolina,” the 400 acres on East River
below Five-Mile Fork three miles above mouth in Montgomery County, Virginia, originally assigned
to Nathaniel by James Adair.




Notes on the Children of Nathaniel and Jane Christian

Nathamel and Jane ( ) Christian probably had at least the following children:
Thomas Christian, bom 1750-1757, died 1830-1840 presumably in Cocke Co., TN; reputedly
married “numerous” times.

2. Elizabeth Christian, born 1750-1760, died in August 1844 Buchanan Co., MO; married William
Boydston about 1778 in Montgomery Co., VA. William Boydston was born 24 March 1753 in
Frederick County, Maryland, died in December 1838 Clay County, Missouri. (The 10 April 1748 birth
date often given for this Elizabeth was was actually the Augusta Co., VA, baptismal date for another
Elizabeth Christian, daughter of William.)

3. Isham/Isom Christian, born about 1760, died 1811 in Maury Co., TN; married before 1790
Nancy

4. Anthony Chnsuan born about 1765 probably in Lunenburg Co., VA (a different Anthony
than the one born in Powhatan Co., VA, at a later date), died 1839 in Cocke Co., TN; married
before 1792 Sallie Ewing in TN,

5. Drucilla Christian, born 1760-1770, died 1851 Platte Co., MO; married Thomas Holland.

6. Probably other children not yet identified.

Ruth Webb O’Dell in Over the Misty Blue Hills—The Story of Cocke County, Tennessee
published a short sketch on Thomas Christian, son of Nathaniel:

Members of the noted Christian family resided in Cocke County at an early date, moving
there from Montgomery County, Virginia, 1799, where on September 18, 1799, “Thomas
Christian of the County of Cocke and State of Tennessee” executed a deed to land in
Montgomery County. His brother-in-law, William Boylstone (sometimes written as Boilstone
[or Boydston]) had removed yet earlier. William and Elizabeth Christian Boylston had a son
Thomas, who married Elizabeth Gregg; also a son, Nathaniel, who married Dinah Rector
Faubion. . . . a daughter, Priscilla, married Rev. Jacob Faubion, of French Huguenot descent,
and they were the progenitors of a large family who lived in or near Old Newport. [Another
daughter, Sarah Boydston, married John Sharp and migrated to Missouri about 1831.]

From Tennessee Court Records, Thomas Christian’s presence some six years earlier than
stated above is pinpointed in that part of the state which ultimately became Cocke County.

The first road in the county [Cocke] was laid out from this point on the Nolachucky,
where the war path crossed it, in 1784. In 1793 the Jefferson County Court appointed Peter
Huff, Spencer Rice, John McNabb, William Hillard, Joseph Rutherford, Alexander Rogers,

Thomas Christian, and Henry Patton commissioners, to lay off a road from the north of

Pigeon up the south side of the French Broad to the War Ford.
An earlier presence by Anthony and Isham Christian is also substantiated by land records—but
those of Montgomery County, Virginia:

In 1791 Isham and Anthony Christian “of Green County, North Carolina” deeded to
Christian Snidow 61 acres of land on East River below Five-Mile Ford and three miles above
mouth.

In 1791 Isham Christian “of Green County, North Carolina” deeded to Christian Snidow
60 acres of land on David Ford of Brush Creck of New River.

In evaluating the above data, it must be remembered that Tennessee did not become a state until
1796 and that Cocke County was formed in 1787 from Jefferson County, which in 1792 had been
formed from Greene and Hawkins Counties.

A close relationship between Thomas Christian and Anthony and Isham is apparent from a
Montgomery County, Virginia, assignment in which Thomas Christian apparently transfers to
younger brothers interest in the estate of their father, Nathaniel Christian, who had died intestate
before 2 March 1779. As stated previously, under the laws of primogeniture then in effect, the
eldest son would have been sole heir.

On 3 April 1786 in Montgomery County, Virgvinia, Isham Christian and Anthony
Christian were assignees of Thomas Christian, heir-at-law to Nathaniel Christian, deceased,



assignee of James Adair, to 400 acres of land on East River below Five-Mile Fork about three

computed miles above the mouth. James Adair had originally receivec the las by right of

settlement.
It can be noted that it was a portion of this land which was deeded by Isham and Anthony Christian
five years later after their move to what later became Cocke County, Tennessee.

Other Montgomery County, Virginia, transactions of Nathaniel’s sons are the following:

On 21 February 1785 Thomas Christian was patentee to 225 acres of land on Brush
Creek, a branch of Bluestone, the waters of New River.

On 4 March 1785 Isham Christian was patentee 10 98 acres of land on branch of Brush
Creck, known as Davis’s Fork on the waters of New River.

Isham Christian entered by virtue of a Treasury Warrant for 315 acres of land (No. 10732
and dated 25 January 1782) for acreage beginning at Thomas Christian’s betinning corner on
Brush Creek.

On 28 September 1799 Thomas Christian sold to Jos. Cloyd for £100 in Montgomery
County, Virginia, 225 acres on Brush Creek, branch of the Blue Stone Branch, branch of New
River,

Whereas Thomas Christian and Anthony Christian remained in what became Cocke County,
Tennessee, after their move from Virginia, Isham Christian moved before his death in 1811 to that
part of Maury County, Tennessee, which became Lawrence County. There he left a numerous

rogeny.
P gSo far as can be determined from the available records, Isham Christian, whose name also
appears as Isom Christian, was born about 1760 and died in Maury County, Tennessee, in 1811.
Isham married before 1790 a woman named Nancy, and they had at least the following nine
children born to them:

1. Nathaniel Christian, born before 1794, died 1820-1830 Lawrence Co., TN; married Margaret

probably before 1814. Served in War of 1812,
Betsy Christian; married John Perry 9 January 1817 Maury Co., TN.
Nancy Christian, born about 1794; married Robert Payton 2 July 1817 Maury Co., TN.
Zelpha Christian; married Richard Ramsey 30 May 1822 Lawrence Co., TN.
Jane Christian; married Thomas Wallace 15 August 1823 Lawrence Co., TN.
Rhody Christian; married Daniel Pollock 9 Oclober 1827 Lawrence Co., TN.
Martha *Patsy” Christian; married Elisha Pollock 6 February 1828 Lawrence Co., TN.
Isham/Isom Christian, born about 1798; married Betsy about 1835.
Charles Christian; no further information.

A faJrly complete record of the children and descendants of Anthony Christian is contained in
nine installments of the article, “Anthony & Sallie (Ewing) Christian and Some Descendants,” by
Wayne S. O’Neal published in Christian Family Chronicles. So far as is known, only the
following four children named in Anthony’s will were born to Anthony and Sallie (Ewing) Christian:

1. Elizabeth Christian, born 2 September 1794 Cocke Co., TN, died 3 June 1860 Saline Co., MO;
married 13 May 1813 Cocke Co., TN, Isaiah Huff, born 5 February 1793 Newport, Cocke Co.,
TN, died 18 July 1855 Saline Co., MO. They had eleven children.

2. Salah or Jalah Christian, born § March 1797 Cocke Co., TN, died 5 January 1875; married
John Gillette, born 5 July 1794, died S October 1873. They had six children.

3. Thomas Ewing Christian, born 7 April 1799 Cocke Co., TN, died 18 August 1875 Atchison Co.,
MO; married in Cocke Co., TN 2 September 1819 Mary Ann Doughty, born 22 July 1802
Cocke Co., TN, died 14 September 1877 Atchison Co., MO. Twelve children were born to them.

4, James Christian, born 1800-1810 Cocke Co., TN, died in old age; married about 1825 and had
at least one child.

Much less is known about Nathaniel’s son Thomas Christian, who reputedly married several

times but names of his wives are not known. He was still living in Cocke County, Tennessee, in
1830.

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MISCELLANEOUS EIGHTEENTH CENTURY CHRISTIAN

Virginia and Tennessee

There are numerous Christian connections in Virginia and Tennessee whose exact ties to the
Christian family must still be proven. A few details and questions are given herein to serve as clues
and as the foundation for further research.

1. The will of William Hayth weas proved in April 1775 court of Bedford County, Virginia.
In it he names children: Thomas Hayth, Jane Lowe, Elizabeth Manley, Elinor Burgess, Mary
Christian, and Sarah Cunningham. Was this Mary the wife of Thomas Christian who lived
on Staunton River of Bedford County? Was she the Mary Christian who, in 1770, was
allowed three days’ attendance in Bedford County, Virginia, Court?

2. Could the William Christian listed in the 1786 Franklin County, Virginia, tax list have
been a son of Thomas and Mary (Hayth) Christian named for his grandfather? (Franklin had
just recently been formed from parts of Bedford, Henry, and Patrick.)

3. From the Revolutionary War Pension Application of Allen Christian, it can be ascertained
that he was born 22 May 1754 in Cumberland County, Virginia. Was he the son of Thomas
Christian of Lunenburg, Cumberland, and Bedford Counties?

4. Was Agnes , wife of Thomas Mastin, born Agnes Christian or Agnes Bandy?
Thomas and Agnes Mastin lived variously in Bedford, Montgomery, and Botetourt Counties,
Virginia, then settled in Sumner County, Tennessee. They reared the orphan, Thomas Christian,
born about 1770, later of Tazewell County, Virginia. Agnes ( ) Mastin had a nephew,
Jamison Bandy.

5. A daughter of Richard Bandy married

Christian, who died about 1775. Which

Christian was he?
6. Mary “Polly” Christian married Thomas Bandy 22 November 1768 as his first wife. Was
she a widow of Christian or did she have a child born out of wedlock? Her daughter

Phoebe Christian was born October 1765. Mary's husband, Thomas Bandy, was a son of
Richard Bandy and first wife, Mahala Jane Cummings; he was born 22 June 1744 in
Cumberland County, Virginia, moved to Bedford/Franklin County, Virginia, then to Botetourt
County, Virginia, and died 13 October 1835 in Sumner County, Tennessee, buried in Wilson
County, Tennessee.
7. The above-mentioned Pheobe Christian married Christian, Who was he?
8. Lucy Christian married John Bandy about 1778. John was a son of Richard Bandy and
second wife, Elizabeth Moss. Who were Lucy’s parents?
Since these Christian women needed a father and a mother, circumstances would seem to
point to their being possible children of Thomas and Mary Christian of Lunenburg, then Cumberland,
then Bedford County, Virginia. Obviously, more research is needed.
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THOMAS CHRISTIAN
Early American Men of the Name

THOMAS CHRISTIAN
The Immigrant to America

(circa 1632 - post 1705)

Tradition states that Thomas Christian, immigrant to Virginia, was born on the Isle of Man
although it is possible, indeed probable, that he was born in Ireland to Manx parents. The birth
took place about 1632 based on the fact that he would have been an adult when on 15 January
1757 he was patented 100 acres of land north of the James River, east of Chickahominy, adjacent
to Thomas Young, in James City County, Virginia. On 15 March 1662 the patent was reissued,
again in James City County, under the monarchy.

It is likely that Thomas married circa 1757 when he first acquired land; however, no
evidence of the event or of wife's identity has been found. Exactly how many children were born
to them is not known; however, four sons and two daughters have been tentatively identified and
appear on the following list of issue:

Christian, possible daughter born circa 1660 James City Co., VA.
Christian, another possible daughter born circa 1663 James City Co., VA.

Thomas Christian, son born circa 1666-1669 James City Co., VA, dates based on
adulthood when named in 1692 suit with father and brother by James Callam for
hog killing, died post 16 October 1736 (will dated), ante 17 May 1737 (will
proved); married Rebecca New, born circa 1687, d/o Edmund New.

Charles Christian, son born circa 1668-1672 James City Co., VA, dates based on

* adulthood when named in 1692 suit with father and brother by James Callam for

hog killing, died ante 7 April 1761; married circa 1700 Elizabeth Hunt, d/o John

Hunt.
ohmr Mask (marriage per McC ing Chappalear for Mask-fasily; p-57).
John Christian, possible son born circa 1679 Charles City Co., VA. May have married a
French Huguenot.

James Christian, born 1680-1686 Charles City Co., VA, dates based on assumption that he
was a younger son not named in Callam suit, died circa February 1750; married
circa 1709 Ann Macon (not Amy Macon),born 15 December 1685, d/o Col.
Gideon Macon.

Isabella Christian, daughter born circa 1685 Charles City Co., VA; married ante 1710

William Perkins, Jr., of Goochland Co., VA (per John D. Christian unpublished
notes.



Between 1673 and 1678 the immigrant Thomas Christian moved from James City County,
Virginia, to Charles City County, Virginia, where births of the younger children took place and the
following events are recorded:

On 3 January 1678--John Fisher, aged 13, was a servant to Thomas

On 15 August 1678--sued by Davis over ironwork and a horse

In 1684--patented 425 acres for transporting nine persons, named

On 1 May 1784--purchased 420 acres from Cornelius Loften

On 21 October 1687--patented 1080 acres, Wayanoke Parish, Storey's Run of

Chickahominy crossing mouth of Black Gut

On 3 November 1692--sued along with Thomas, Jr., and Charles by James Callam for hog

killing

On 3 November 1692--received bounty of 200 pounds tobacco for wolf's head

On 26 October 1694--patented 193 acres in Westover Parish, south side of Chickahominy,

~ west branch of Oposom, for importation of four persons, unnamed

In 1704--listed on Quit Rent rolls for 1273 acres [1080+193=1273]

Thomas Christian, the immigrant, died after 1704, when he would have been about 73
years old.



THOMAS CHRISTIAN
(1736 Will)

Among the men named Thomas Christian born in Colonial America before 1750, only the
life of Thomas Christian, Jr., born to the presumed immigrant, Mr. Thomas Christian, has been
documented in detail. He was apparently born between 1666 and 1669 in James City County,
Virginia, since that is where his parents were living at the time and he would have been an adult in
1692, when he was sued as Thomas, Jr., along with his father Thomas, Sr., and brother Charles
for killing a hog belonging to James Callam.

Patent Book No. 10 shows that two patents were issued to Thomas Christian in 1714 for
Virginia land:

On 27 Nobember 1705--granted to Thomas Christian and Edm'd. New, Jr. 1324 acres in

Charles City Co., VA, surveyed by Robert Bolling; patents signed October 1706

Page 148--400 acres in Henrico Co., VA, 16 June 1714

Page 211--1380 acres in Charles City Co., VA, 16 December 1714. [Is this a reissue of
the 27 November 1705 survey for 1324 acres?]

Although Rebecca, the wife of this Thomas Christian, has been identified by various
surnames--but always with qualifiers--as Rebecca Stith, Rebecca Price, Rebecca Prior, Rebecca
Woodson, etc., the 1726 wills of Edmund New establish the fact that his daughter, Rebecca New,
married a Thomas Christian; and it is believed that it was this Thomas. (See CFC.II1.184 &
CFC.IV.249 for full discussion.)

Thomas Christian wrote his will in Goochland County, Virginia 16 October 1736, and it
was proved there 17 May 1737 by witnesses John McBird, Jno. Prier, John Clark, and Jno.
Wright. (See CFC.III.180 for transcription.) At the time of his death he left eight surviving
children in addition to his widow, Rebecca. Thomas and Rebecca (New) Christian had at least the
following children who were named in his will with their inheritance:

Thomas Christian--250-acre plantation whereon he "did" live [indicating an earlier move].

Born before 1705, he had married Elizabeth before 1726. On 19 January
1726 he bought 115 acres adjacent to land he already owned in Westover Parish.
On 30 January 1726 he sold the 115 acres to his uncle James, at which time
Elizabeth relinquished dower rights. [Is this the man who moved with a cousin
John Prior to Granville Co., NC? Thomas had wife Mercy there. Did they later
move to Cumberland and/or Bedford Co., VA, where he died before 17817]

Robert Christian--300-acre plantation whereon the son "now" lives & a brooding mare that
runs at Red Bear Camp. [Is this the Robert who married Lucy Bradley, d/o Wm.]

William Christian--300 acres of land being father's part of acreage taken up with Jno. Prier
& one horse colt that runs at Red Bear Camp. [Whom did he marry?]

James Christian--two negroes after death of father's wife. [Did he have wife
Susannah? If so, what was her maiden name?]

Mary Christian--pleasure horse colt & one feather bed with furniture and five pounds to be
paid out of estate one month after her marriage.

Constant Christian--one feather bed with furniture and one gelding horse named Toby and
five pounds to be paid out of estate one month after her marriage. [Did she later
marry Jacob Oglesby?]

Rebecca Christian--six ewes. [This is apparently the Rebecca who had married a cousin,
Thomas Christian of the 1743 will. Was her husband the son of her father's
brother, John, who may have married a French Huguenot?]

Ann Mourning Coleman--one ewe. [Acccording to a descendant, she had married
Samuel Coleman 17 July 1731. She died before June 1778.]

In making his bequests in 1736, Thomas also mentions a "Granson Tom Christian," to
whom he gave one cow and a calf. [Was this Tom the son of his daughter,
Rebecca, or of one of his sons? Was Tom still a child or had he already reached
adulthood? Whom did he marry?]




Interestingly, there is no evidence that the immigrant's son Charles and wife Elizabeth
(Hunt) Christian had a surviving son named Thomas Christian. Nor among the children of the
immigrant's son James and wife Ann (Macon) Christian, is there record of a son Thomas. Of the
presumed sons of the immigrant, that leaves only John with unknown wife who could have
fathered such a namesake. So little is known of John and his family that we must start with
conjecture.

THOMAS CHRISTIAN
(1743 will)

Since the children of Thomas and Rebecca (Christian) Christian used so many derivative
French names in naming their offspring, I believe these must have been introduced through the
father. Before I had concluded that Rebecca Christian was already married to a Thomas Christian
when her father wrote his will in 1736, I had thought that it was her brother Thomas who had
married a Rebecca, daughter of a Huguenot family. (See CFC.1.37 & CFC.II1.184.) However, it
is apparent from the father's will that the son no longer lived in the area and from Rebecca's
inheritance and lack of reference to "after her marriage" that she was already married to a man with
the same surname. Could the Anthony Bennin who signed as one of the witnesses to the 1743 will
of Thomas Christian have been his uncle (brother to his mother)?

The Virginia State Archives shows the following land grants for Thomas Christian,
undoubtedly this individual since the acreage figured in his bequests:

On 1 February 1738 in Goochland Co., VA, 400 acres on both sides of Little Buffalo

Creek of Willis River.

On 1 February 1738 in Goochland Co., VA, 233 acres on both sides of Little Buffalo
Creek of Willis River

Thomas Christian, like his father-in-law of Goochland County, Virginia, wrote his will
there 23 October 1743; and it was proved 20 March 1743/4. Witnesses were the above-mentioned
Anthoney Bennin as well as Edmund Wood, William Edwards, and George Holmes. (See
CFC.II1.101 for full text and inventory.) In addition to his wife Rebecca, he names in the
following order his children, all of whom were under twenty-one years of age at the time:

Anthony Christian--born 9 June 1724 per St. Peter's Parish Register; married in Amelia
Co., VA, 7 November 1755 Mary Christian, widow of Stephen Watkins & d/o
Charles and Elizabeth (Hunt) Christian. In 1753 Anthony was of Cumberland Co.,
VA, later lived in Powhatan Co., VA, where he died late 1793 or early 1794.

Nathaniel Christian--born 1722-1743; of Pittsylvania Co., VA, in 1767. On 10 July 1767
Nathaniel and wife Jane were patented 400 acres on forks of Spring Creek in
Amelia Co., VA; by 1779 they were of Montgomery Co., VA, where he left
widow Jane--sometimes identified as Jane Adair on basis of Nathaniel's receipt of
free land from James Adair. Administration of Nathaniel's estate granted 2 March
1779 in Montgomery Co., VA. [See CFC.IX.791 for details.]

Thomas Christian--born 26 Apr. 1728. [Could he possibly be the one who married Mary
Chisholm? Is this the Thomas who received land grant for 287 acres on Cub Creek
including Three Forks adjoining Robert Jennings in Lunenburg Co., VA.]

Jesse Christian--born 1722-1743.

David Christian--born 1722-1733. On 10 October 1758 deeded to John Cocke the 200
acres on both sides of Little Buffalo Creek of Willis River left him by his father in
will; at the time living in Albemarle Co., VA. Later resided in Buckingham Co.,
VA, or Hertford Co., NC.

Lewis/Luis Christian--born 1722-1743. Left land on both sides of Little Buffalo Creek of
Willis River. T. H. Bailey believed this man to be the one who settled in Hawkins
Co., TN; however, the progenitor there was born much later. [See CFC.II1.205




for commentary.]

Archer Christian--born 1722-1743. Left land on branch of Willis River. Lived in
Buckingham Co., VA, in 1783.

Mary Christian--born 1722-1743.

Susannah Christian--born 1722-1743

Elizabeth Christian--born 1722-1743 Goochland Co., VA. [Is she the one who married
William Bradley?]

In Albemarle County, Virginia, Order Book 1744-1748, is an entry showing that on 15
May 1745 Thomas Christian had been shown as administrator for estate of Amelia Crawley, and
that Thomas' executrix was Rebecca Christian.

After the death of Thomas Christian between October 1743 and March 1743/4, his widow
Rebecca married Joseph Smith before March 1746/7. [See CFC.IV.327 for documentation.]

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WHO WAS THOMAS CHRISTIAN
. of
Bedford County in Colonial Virginia?

Distinguishing between the various men named Thomas Christian in Colonial Virginia and
North Carolina poses not only problems in identification but in referral as well. It is easy enough
to refer to the first two generations. In this evaluation, they and their descendants of the name will
be arbitrarily identified as follows: .

Thomas Christian, the immigrant, the supposed immigrant to America.

Thomas Christian, Jr. the immigrant's son, aka Thomas Christian (1736 will).

Thomas Christian, III, son of Thomas, Jr., & Rebecca (New) Christian.

Thomas Christian, IV, son of Thomas, III, if such an individual existed.

Thomas Christian, V, son of Thomas, IV, if such an individual existed.

Thomas Christian, VI, son of Thomas, V, etc.
Assuming that the Thomas Christian of the 1743 will was the son-in-law, rather than the son, of
Thomas, Jr., and Rebecca (New) Christian, we need an easy method to identify him and his
descendants of the name:

Thomas Christian, s-i-l, father unknown, aka Thomas Christian (1743 will).

Thomas Christian, s-i-1+1, born 1728, son of Thomas, s-i-1.

Thomas Christian, s-i-l1+2, son of Thomas, s-i-1+1, if such an individual existed.

Thomas Christian, s-i-1+3, son of Thomas, s-i-14+2, etc.
That leaves the children named Thomas Christian who were born before 1781 to various other
Christian men. They will be referred to as follows:

Thomas Christian, s/o John & , with name of mother where known.
Thomas Christian, s/o Charles & , with name of mother where known.
Thomas Christian, s/o Thomas & - , with name of mother where known, etc.

I hope the above nomenclature will suffice for the purpose of simplification.

4 Were it not for the reference in Christopher Christian's 1781 will written in Montgomery
County, North Carolina, to his "deceased father Thomas Christian" having lived on Staunton River
of Bedford County, Virginia, a researcher might easily assume that the Christians of North
Carolina were no more than distant kin to the Christian groups of Virginia. However, that
information and the need to identify the father of Thomas Christian, s-i-1, of the 1743 will, leads
me to the conclusion that even earlier the Goochland County, Virginia, Christian family perhaps
had closer ties to those of Lancaster County, Virginia, than previously thought. If not, and the
son-in-law was a grandson of the immigrant, he was likely son of a previously unidentified son of
the immigrant or an early son of Charles by a first marriage to a French Huguenot before Charles'
marriage to Elizabeth Hunt. This seems a distinct probability to me.

Perhaps the best way to see which Thomas Christian was of Bedford County, Virginia,
would be to follow the possibilities.



THOMAS CHRISTIAN, III

Thomas Christian, III, son of Thomas and Rebecca (New) Christian, married Elizabeth
perhaps as early as 1723 and certainly before 1726, when on January 19 he bought 115
acres of land from his father adjacent to land that he already owned in Westover, Charles City
County, Virginia. His wife Elizabeth relinquished dower right when the 115 acres were sold
January 30, 1726, to his uncle, James Christian. I believe that Elizabeth's interest was in
gps?atr}xld's estate-not as her separate inheritance—since Thomas, III, had purchased the land from
is father.

He may have been the one who appeared as witness for John Prier in Goochland County,
Virginia, at November Court in 1731. At that time he was named as Thomas, Jr., indicating that
his father was still living. Thomas, III, was named in the 1736 will of his father.

There is no way as yet to determine whether it was Thomas, III, or Thomas, s-i-1, named
as Thomas Christian on various documents between 1736 and 1744.

Since there is no further mention of Thomas with wife Elizabeth in Virginia or North
Carolina documents, it is likely that she died shortly after 1726. Did they perhaps have a son
named Thomas, the one mentioned as a grandson in the 1736 will? Thomas, I1I, is not known to
have been mentioned further in Henrico or Charles City County; and he may have died. On the
other hand, he may be the Thomas who appeared in 1748 in Granville County, North Carolina,
along with John Pryor. On the 7 January 1748 list of transactions, he is assumed to have been the
Granville County Thomas who appeared with second wife Mercey in 1750. Further research,
however, may show that the Thomas of Granville was the son of Thomas and Rebecca (Christian)
Christian. In fact, I am more and more inclined to believe so.

- The Granville County, North Carolina, land owned by Thomas was on Grassy Creek, a
creek that extends across the state border into Mecklenburg County, Virginia. On 27 November
1749 Thomas was witness to the will of Phillip Walstone in Granville County. On 4 December
1750 he was "of Granville County" with wife Mercey. On 8 October 1754 he was in Capt. John
Sallis's Granville Company.

In September 1755 Thomas was sued in Granville County by Jeremiah Vail, and on the
second of that month he was sued with John Lawrence by John Wilkins for debt with interest from
30 September 1742. It is this latter suit that causes me to believe that here we are dealing with
Thomas Christian, III, because Thomas, s-i-I+1 would still have been a minor in 1742 unable to
contract for a debt. However, since John Lawrence was also named in the suit, and it was John
Lawrence who on 4 May 1751 sold Thomas some property on branch of Grassy Creek called
Spew Marrow, the younger Thomas could have been named as a result of a prior debt by
Lawrence secured by the property.

On 6 September 1755, Thomas was on the Granville County Muster Roll in the Company
of Foot. On 7 September 1756 still in Granville County, Thomas sued the estate of William
Richardson. In March 1758 Thomas filed suit against George Lamkin and John Bullock for
trespass, indicating that he was still in Granville County.

Thomas Christian's name did not appear again in Granville County, North Carolina,
records until 1768, when he was a signator to Regulators' Advertisement No. 8 with John Pryor
and others. That same year a James Christian was also signator to a Regulators' Advertisement.
Interestingly, Christopher Christian (presumably son of Thomas, s-i-1+1) on 9 October 1769 was a
signator to Regulators' Advertisement in Granville County, North Carolina.

In 1771 Thomas Christian, as well as Turner Christian and Drury Christian, appeared on
the Bute County, North Carolina, Tax List. Bute adjoined Granville and later was split into
Warren and Franklin Counties.

Was the name of wife "Mercey" correct in the secondary source or could it have been a
mistaken reading for "Mary" or "Merrey"?

Was the man I have identified as Thomas Christian, II], in Granville County, North
Carolina, actually Thomas Christian, son of Thomas and Rebecca (Christian) Christian? And did
the Granville County resident;move back and forth between Granville County, North Carolina, and
Bedford County, Virginia? I am now inclined to think so. Or are we, as I surmised when
preparing the database, dealing with two individuals?

THOMAS CHRISTIAN, s-i-l+1

Thomas Christian, s-i-1+1, was born to Thomas and Rebecca (Christian) Christian,
reputedly on 26 April 1728. (The source given by Stacy does not contain that exact date,
however.) Like all his siblings, Thomas Christian, s-i-1+1, was underage when his father wrote
his will in 1743. Itis possible that he was the grandson Tom named in the 1736 will of his
grandfather, Thomas Christian, Jr.

In any case, when Rebecca was widowed in 1744, she remained so for about two years
since she appears in various records at that time as Rebecca Christian, executrix of Thomas
Christian's estate. By March 1746/7, however, she was named as Rebecca Smith, executrix,
having married Joseph Smith and having moved from her former home in Goochland County,
Virginia. (See CFC.IV.327 for documented details.)

It is my opinion that with most, if not all, of her children she accompanied her new
husband to the area along Smith's River and below Smith's Mountain in then Albemarle and
Lunenburg but by 1753 Bedford County, Virginia. Depending on the year, these locations were
variously in Albemarle, Lunenburg, Pittsylvania, Bedford, Franklin, Patrick, and/or Henry
County, Virginia. This seems to be substantiated by transactions recorded about several of her
sons. (I have not yet engaged on research about possible Smith children.)

On 10 October 1758 son David "of Albemarle County, Virginia," was disposing of 200
acres lying on both sides of Buffalo Creek of Willises River, land left to him by will of his father.
His brother Jesse, also in Albemarle, was a signator to the deed.

Another brother, Nathaniel, on 28 February 1763 obtained 400 acres entered on lower side
of Mouth of Backwater River on Haisties and Smith's lines, property today located in Franklin
County, Virginia, but then in Bedford. On 10 July 1767 Nathaniel and wife Jane were patented
400 acres on forks of Spring Creek in Amelia County, and that year (1767) Nathaniel appears on a
list of tithables in Pittsylvania County, undoubtedly on one of the properties that would have been
within Pittsylvania's bounds at the time. In August 1768 Nathaniel was allowed six days and
travelling 28 miles to appear in Bedford County Court. On 4 April 1769 Nathaniel purchased 400
acres on the Poison Fork of Bull Run adjoining his own lines and Swanson's lines in what is
today Franklin County, Virginia. Nathaniel died intestate in Montgomery County, Virginia, 2
March 1779.

Anthony, too, on 26 March 1767 was purchasing land in the area; namely, a total of 1200
acres in three surveys at foot of Piney Mountain lying next to Chestnut Mountain [Chestnut Knob]
on north fork of Marrowbone Creek up both sides. By 1782 he was on the tax list in Powhatan
County; Virginia, with 100 acres of land.

About 1773 Lewis Christian was granted an injunction to stay proceedings in Bedford
County Court. In 1774 Lewis filed suit against Alexander and Peter Field, Trents and Company.

As for Thomas: On 6 August 1747 he purchased with others 20,000 acres on Turkey Cock
Creek beginning at the Mouth of a Branch near Nicholas Scot's cabin in Lunenburg County,
Virginia. (I should point out that there were three creeks in the vicinity named Turkey Cock
Creek!) On 15 July 1760 he purchased 287 acres on Cub Creek in Lunenburg County. On 25
November 1760 Thomas was allowed for two days' attendance and travelling 42 miles once for
Riden vs. Duggin case in Bedford County, Virginia, Court. Less than two years later in January
1762, Thomas Christian was granted an Ordinary license in Bedford, his having given bond with
security. In 1764 Thomas purchased in Bedford County from Matthias Reece 164 acres on north
side of Staunton River on Lick Run, the property which was mentioned in will of his son
Christopher and which ultimately (in 1799) was sold by Christopher’'s son and heir-at-law, John
Christian, so identified in the 1799 deed.

In 1770 Mary Christian was allowed three days' attendance in Bedford County Court for
the case of Patterson vs. Dykes. Was this the former Mary Chisholm, wife of Thomas Christian?
Or was this the former Mary Soane, wife of Turner Hunt Christian, whose name figures
prominently and often in Bedford County records?

Could Mary Chisholm have been a second wife for the Thomas who had wife Mercey? Or,
as mentioned previously, was "Mercey" a mistaken reading for "Mary" or "Merrey"? In March -
1771 Thomas Christian was allowed eleven days' attendance and travelling 30 miles eight times to
appear in Bedford County, Virginia, Court. Might this have been for the same case?



The unusual names for children of Thomas Christian, s-i-1+1, may have entered the family

through connections of the wife or wives or even through the Smith step-father's family:

Christopher, born about 1748 and possibly the eldest, died in Montgomery County, North
Carolina, in 1781. He named his father Thomas as deceased and having lived in
Bedford County, Virginia, and is the only proven child.

?Mary, born about 1747, married David Rogers 18 May 1762 in Bedford County,
Virginia. She may have been named for her mother.

?Thomas, born about 1749, might have been a son and the one who appeared as a signator
to Regulators' Advertisement with Christopher and James.

Names, born about 1751, who was a signator like Thomas and Christopher to a
Regulators’ Advertisement and may have been the one who died 11 October 1826
in Cumberland County, North Carolina.

?Nicholas, born about 1753, who was an Episcopalian minister living in Brunswick
County, Virginia, in 1774 and was a signator to Christopher's will, is presumed
also to have been a son. Note that Nicholas' wife was Sarah Smith--another Smith
connection.

?Allen Christian, born 22 May 1754 in Cumberland County, Virginia, where his supposed
uncle Anthony was living at the time. Allen was a free, white tithable living in
Bedford County, Virginia, in 1782, 1783, and 1784. He moved to the same New
River settlement in Virginia, as his uncle Nathaniel.

?Ellison Christian, who first appears in the New River settlement about the same time as
his presumed brother Allen. He died about 1794.

?Probably others not yet identified.

Research is still underway!

Early American Men of the Name

THOMAS CHRISTIAN
The Immigrant to America

(circa 1632 - post 1705)

Tradition states that Thomas Christian, immigrant to Virginia, was born on the Isle of Man
although it is possible, indeed probable, that he was born in Ireland to Manx parents. The birth
took place about 1632 based on the fact that he would have been an adult when on 15 January
1757 he was patented 100 acres of land north of the James River, east of Chickahominy, adjacent
to Thomas Young, in James City County, Virginia. On 15 March 1662 the patent was reissued,
again in James City County, under the monarchy.

It is likely that Thomas married circa 1757 when he first acquired land; however, no
evidence of the event or of wife's identity has been found. Exactly how many children were born
to them is not known; however, four sons and two daughters have been tentatively identified and
appear on the following list of issue: ‘

Christian, possible daughter born circa 1660 James City Co., VA.

Christian, another possible daughter born circa 1663 James City Co., VA.

Thomas Christian, son born circa 1666-1669 James City Co., VA, dates based on
adulthood when named in 1692 suit with father and brother by James Callam for
hog killing, died post 16 October 1736 (will dated), ante 17 May 1737 (will
proved); married Rebecca New, born circa 1687, d/o Edmund New.

Charles Christian, son born circa 1668-1672 James City Co., VA, dates based on
adulthood when named in 1692 suit with father and brother by James Callam for
hog killing, died ante 7 April 1761; married circa 1700 Elizabeth Hunt, d/o John
Hunt.

Martha Jane Christian, daughter born circa 1675 Charles City Co., VA; married ante 1698
John Mask (marriage per McClanahan quoting Chappalear for Mask family, p. 57).

John Christian, possible son born circa 1679 Charles City Co., VA. May have married a
French Huguenot.

James Christian, born 1680-1686 Charles City Co., VA, dates based on assumption that he
was a younger son not named in Callam suit, died circa February 1750; married
circa 1709 Ann Macon (not Amy Macon),born 15 December 1685, d/o Col.
Gideon Macon.

Isabella Christian, daughter born circa 1685 Charles City Co., VA; married ante 1710
William Perkins, Jr., of Goochland Co., VA (per John D. Christian unpublished
notes.




Between 1673 and 1678 the immigrant Thomas Christian moved from James City County,
Virginia, to Charles City County, Virginia, where births of the younger children took place and the
following events are recorded:

On 3 January 1678--John Fisher, aged 13, was a servant to Thomas

On 15 August 1678--sued by Davis over ironwork and a horse

In 1684--patented 425 acres for transporting nine persons, named

On 1 May 1784--purchased 420 acres from Comelius Loften

On 21 October 1687--patented 1080 acres, Wayanoke Parish, Storey's Run of

Chickahominy crossing mouth of Black Gut

On 3 November 1692--sued along with Thomas, Jr., and Charles by James Callam for hog

killing

On 3 November 1692--received bounty of 200 pounds tobacco for wolf's head

On 26 October 1694--patented 193 acres in Westover Parish, south side of Chickahominy,

west branch of Oposom, for importation of four persons, unnamed

In 1704--listed on Quit Rent rolls for 1273 acres [1080+193=1273]

Thomas Christian, the immigrant, died after 1704, when he would have been about 73
years old.



THOMAS CHRISTIAN
(1736 will)

. Among the men named Thomas Christian born in Colonial America before 1750, only the
life of Thomas Christian, Jr., born to the presumed immigrant, Mr. Thomas Christian, has been
documented in detail. He was apparently born between 1666 and 1669 in James City County,
Virginia, since that is where his parents were living at the time and he would have been an adult in
1692, when he was sued as Thomas, Jr., along with his father Thomas, Sr., and brother Charles
for killing a hog belonging to James Callam.

Patent Book No. 10 shows that two patents were issued to Thomas Christian in 1714 for
Virginia land:

On 27 Nobember 1705--granted to Thomas Christian and Edm'd. New, Jr. 1324 acres in

Charles City Co., VA, surveyed by Robert Bolling; patents signed October 1706

Page 148--400 acres in Henrico Co., VA, 16 June 1714

Page 211--1380 acres in Charles City Co., VA, 16 December 1714. [Is this a reissue of
the 27 November 1705 survey for 1324 acres?)

Although Rebecca, the wife of this Thomas Christian, has been identified by various
surnames--but always with qualifiers--as Rebecca Stith, Rebecca Price, Rebecca Prior, Rebecca
Woodson, etc., the 1726 wills of Edmund New establish the fact that his daughter, Rebecca New,
married a Thomas Christian; and it is believed that it was this Thomas. (See CFC.II1.184 &
CFC.IV.249 for full discussion.)

Thomas Christian wrote his will in Goochland County, Virginia 16 October 1736, and it
was proved there 17 May 1737 by witnesses John McBird, Jno. Prier, John Clark, and Jno.
Wright. (See CFC.II1.180 for transcription.) At the time of his death he left eight surviving
children in addition to his widow, Rebecca. Thomas and Rebecca (New) Christian had at least the
following children who were named in his will with their inheritance:

Thomas Christian--250-acre plantation whereon he "did" live [indicating an earlier move].

Born before 1705, he had married Elizabeth ___ before 1726. On 19 January
1726 he bought 115 acres adjacent to land he already owned in Westover Parish.
On 30 January 1726 he sold the 115 acres to his uncle James, at which time
Elizabeth relinquished dower rights. [Is this the man who moved with a cousin
John Prior to Granville Co., NC? Thomas had wife Mercy there. Did they later
move to Cumberland and/or Bedford Co., VA, where he died before 17817]

Robert Christian--300-acre plantation whereon the son "now" lives & a brooding mare that
runs at Red Bear Camp. [Is this the Robert who married Lucy Bradley, d/o Wm.]

William Christian--300 acres of land being father's part of acreage taken up with Jno. Prier
& one horse colt that runs at Red Bear Camp. [Whom did he marry?]

James Christian--two negroes after death of father's wife. [Did he have wife
Susannah? If so, what was her maiden name?]

Mary Christian--pleasure horse colt & one feather bed with furniture and five pounds to be
paid out of estate one month after her marriage.

Constant Christian--one feather bed with furniture and one gelding horse named Toby and
five pounds to be paid out of estate one month after her marriage. [Did she later
marry Jacob Oglesby?]

Rebecca Christian--six ewes. [This is apparently the Rebecca who had married a cousin,
Thomas Christian of the 1743 will. Was her husband the son of her father's
brother, John, who may have married a French Huguenot?]

Ann Mourning Coleman--one ewe. [Acccording to a descendant, she had married
Samuel Coleman 17 July 1731. She died before June 1778.]

In making his bequests in 1736, Thomas also mentions a "Granson Tom Christian," to
whom he gave one cow and a calf. [Was this Tom the son of his daughter,
Rebecca, or of one of his sons? Was Tom still a child or had he already reached
adulthood? Whorn did he marry?)]

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MORE ON FAMILY OF JOHN AND MARY (BRYANT) CHRISTIAN

Before making what few comments I can add to those of Louis
Koenig, I wish to say that I have found no firm evidence (other than an
occasional isolated script error) indicating that any of the early families
with the Christian surname were ever known by the name of Chastain or
vice versa. Some of you may have received my analysis on this subject,
which was prompted by the suggestion that the John Christian who
married Mary Bryant was actually a John Chastain. Not so!

But what of the family of John and Mary (Bryant) Christian?

Before listing the family in my latest reconstructed form, let's
explore the identity of James Christian, who has surfaced as a legatee:

1. If a son, it is my guess that he was the eldest, named for his
maternal grandfather. Also, he seemingly died unmarried without issue
unless it was not necessary at that period in Georgia to distribute an
inheritance to grandchildren. (Notice that Abda's issue did not figure in
the distribution.)

2. If not a son, he could have been a son-in-law. I have speculated
that this was the case and that the daughter who first married him later
married Edmund Taylor. This would explain the presence of James
Christian in the early entries and Edmund Taylor in the later ones. Any
comments?

What about the identity of the son named John. Was he, in fact, John
C. Christian? What was his position in the family constellation? Whom did
he marry? Was her name also Mary?

It is gratifying to know that in this summer of 1990 Louis Koenig is
still diligently pursuing the answers to questions about the parentage of
various Christians in eighteenth and nineteenth century America.
Although I am certainly as interested as he, I have not been as diligent! I
am delighted that he and Bruce Christian have ferreted out what I accept
as proof that the James Christian who married first Mary Christian and
second Nancy Wilcher was the son of Charles and Sarah (Duke) Christian.

Through the years I have sent to researchers my speculative list of
the children of Charles Mask and Sarah (Duke) Christian with James among
them but have never published the list since I considered it so tentative.
Now seems the appropriate time to provide that speculative family group
(with my comments) to all interested parties in case I missed you the first
time around.

I concur that the birth and marriage dates usually given for Charles
Christian and his wife, Sarah Duke, are too late. Charles was probably born
about 1741-1744 and Sarah, about 1745--certainly not as late as 1755, as
often given. Was this Charles, sometimes referred to as Charles Christian,
III, named Charles Mask Christian, as my records show? If so, his middle
name was for his maternal grandmother's maiden name.

Contrary to Koenig's mention that nothing is known about the
children of James and Mary (Christian) Christian beyond information about
their son, Charles Hunt Christian and family, I submit the data currently in
my files for your purusal.

PROBABLE CHILDREN OF
CHARLES MASK AND SARAH (DUKE) CHRISTIAN:

Mary Duke Christian, born about 1763, apparently the eldest daughter,
carries the given name of her maternal grandmother and the maiden
surname of her mother. Was her maternal grandmother also named
Mary? According to my notes, she was married twice in Amherst County,
Virginia: 1) 5 December 1785 to David Bell, who died in 1791, and 2) ante
8 June 1793 to John Johnson. (Stacy erroneously gives 1791 as death year
for Mary Duke rather than for her husband.)

James Christian, born 27 September 1764 or 1769, the earlier year more
likely in light of his having signed deed as witness in 1784. He was
married twice: 1) in Ambherst County, Virginia, 6 December 1790 to Mary
Christian, daughter of Robert and Mary (Bradley) Christian, and 2) in Ohio
County, Kentucky, 18 September 1813 to Nancy Wilcher. He died ante
December1841.

Possibly unidentified son or daughter, born between 1764-1769,
who may have died young. Speculation based on the long time span
between James' probable birth date and that of proven next child and fact
that there were ten whites in 1783 household.

Charles Hunt Christian, born 18 November 1770; married twice in
Ambherst County, Virginia: 1) 12 June 1796 to Jane "Jenny" Huckstep and
2) 10 December 1823 to Frances (Landrum) Tiller. He died in 1849 in
Ambherst County, Virginia.

Elizabeth Christian, born about 1773; was married in Amherst County,
Virginia, 7 November 1792 to Leroy Beane.

Walter D. Christian, born about 1776; was married twice: 1) where and
to whom not known and 2) in Ohio County, Kentucky, 26 September 1833
to Elizabeth (Stewart) Smith.

Henry Christian, born about 1779; was apparently married twice,
possibly three times: 1) in Amherst County, Virginia, in 1799 to Gilly Owen
by Rev. Walter Christian, 2) also in Amherst County, Virginia, 5 March
1800 to Polly Owens, and 3) possibly in state of Tennessee 24 October
1816 to Peggy ( ) Hayes, a widow..

William C. Christian, born about 1782, died 1845, both in Ambherst
County, Virginia; was married there 15 August 1801 to Mary Wilson.

(1724-1794)

1 believe that all 1esearchers are agreed that the eardiest
Anthony Chuistian of the southein American colonies is the one
bown 9 June 1724, son of Thomas Chuistian. Anthony was
chuistened in St. Peter's Parish, which then included New Kent
and paits of Hentico Cou.nty, Virginia, §10m which Goochland was
later formed.

The next appearance 05 Anthony Chuistian in the 1ecords was
on 23 October 1743, when he was named in the fast will and
testament of his father, Thomas Chuistian, "of Goochland County
of St. Jameses Parish." Thetein, ambng bequests to his wife and
other children, Thomas declates:

1 give and bequeath unto my Sun Anthony Chuistian one

shilling to him and his heirs gorever when he shall

come to the age of twentyone yeas to be paid by my

Executor.

Thomas's property lay in that part of Goochland which uftimately
gelf within the bounds of Cumberland and Powhatan County. Since
fand was feft by Thomas to the younger sons, it can be assumed
tﬁai Anthony had alieady 1eceived his portion before wiiting of
the will.

Anthony Chuistian was of Cumberland County in 1753 when he
witnessed another's martiage bond in Goochland County.

It 18 not known whether Anthony Chuistian martied during the
1740's; but a marriage bond was issued in Amelia County,
Virginia, on # November 1755 §or Anthony Chuistian to marty Mary
Watkins, a widow. Although her maiden identity is not certain,
the buide may have been the former Mawy Chuistian, daughter of
Chardes and E;/rfmbeii,é/uﬁz) Chxristian, who mariied Stephen Watkins.

Stephen Watkins died betwwen 25 April 1754 (will date) and 24
Aptil 1755 (will proved in Amelia County), leaving his widow and
g§ive underage childzen. 1n such circumstances, the widow
g1equently remariied quite soon.

There is every indication that this Anthony was the one who
§irst appears in Powhatan County 1ecords shottly after formation
of the new county. On 27 December 1777 Anthony Chuistian of
Powhatan County sold property to Alexander Trent of Chestergield.
In most succeeding years duting the gollowing decade Anthony
Chuistian's name appears on the Real Estate Tax List with 100
acres of land and on the Personal Property Tax List with 2 slaves
and vawying numbers of horses and cattle. In 1790 he deeded 25
of the 100 aczes to his son Anthony, after which thiough 1793 the
senior Anthony Chaistian was fisted with #5 acres of {land.

In 1794 the Anthony Christian Estate was shown as hofder of
the 75 acres, indicating that the senior Anthony Chuistian died
in late 1793 o1 early 1794. 1In 1796 when the Anthony Chuistian
Estate was still Listed as holder of the #5 actes of land, Mawy
Chuistian (probably his widow) appeared on the Peisonal Property
Tax List with the two slaves and one of the two horses the Estate
had shown §o1 1795. 1n July' 1796 the Estate divested itself of
the #5 actes by selling the fand to John Radford.

How fong the widow surbived her husband has not been
determined, but it can be seen from the foregoing that Anthony
Chuistian died at age 69, apparently without ever moving far f1om
the place of his birth. |

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ANTHONY CHRISTIAN, JR.
(1760-7727)

Anthony Chuistian, J1., son of Anthony Chuistian, was bon about 1760 in
Powhatan County, Virginia, according to the vital data given on his
Revolutionawy War service zecord. When Anthony Chuistian entisted 2 September
1780 at Chestergield Court House, he was a 20-year-old, 5'-7" hatter with fait
complexion, brown hait, and gray eyes.

After his 1eturn §rom service, Anthony Chuistian, J1., appears on the
Powhatan County Pexsonal Property Tax List in his patents' household. 1n 1788,
however, the junior Anthony is the designated head of household.

On 10 Apuil 1790 Anthony Chuistian, Ju., 1eceived 25 acres of his gather's
100-acte parcel by deed §1om Anthony Chuistian "for love and affection for my
son Anthony Chuistian, J1." Such a transger of land may have meant that a
mariage of the younger man had taken place; if s0, no extant document 1ecords
such an event. »

A martiage bond was issued in Powhatan County, Virginia, 25 May 1795 §o1
Anthony Chuistian to marty Rebecca Prosser, daughter of George Prosser. That
this mariiage was §o1 Anthony Chuistian, Ju., i confirmed in July 1796, when
Anthony Chuistian and Rebecca, his wife, "of Powhatan County, Virginia," deeded
to John Radford 25 ac1es of fand, part of tract known and called Negroe's Atm
and identified as fand Anthony 1eceived "§rom my father Anthony Christian.”

What happened to Anthony Christian, J1., and his wife after 1796 has been a
subfect for debate. .

An application §o1 D.A.R. membership places him later in Cocke County,
Tennessee. Nothing in the application verigies the move §rom Powhatan County;
indeed, the data on which the twentieth centuty applicant based her conclusions
weze without knowledge of ot 1egard §o1 another Anthony Chuistian who was
already established in Cocke County. Furthermoie, the applicant attuibuted a
son Anthony botn in 1779 to Anthony, J1., and Rebecca--in this instance without
awareneds that Anthony, J1., did not mary Rebecca untid 1795 and without any
evidence that Anthony, J1., had a prior martiage. Pethaps the most impossible
of the assumptions made by the applicant's genealogical 1esearcher was the 1779
birthdate §o1 a third-generation Anthony. According to recently discovered
Bible 1ecords, bitth date and place for the §i1st known child bown to Anthony
and Sallie \Ewing) Chiistian of Cocke County, Tennessee, was 2 September 1794 in
Cocke County. It seems highly unlikely that a thitteen o1 fourteen-year-old boy
would have maztied and moved away to a distant county while his gather was still
1esiding in Powhatan County. Far moie likely that this Anthony Chiistian of
Cocke County, Tennessee, was the the adult afready fiving there in 1791 of whom
there i8 documented proog.

Anthony Christian, J1., and his wife, Rebecca P1osser, may have been the
couple in the 1810 Campbell County, Virginia, household with male and female
over 45 years of age and two females between 16 and 26 years of age. 1§ not,
then who was this Campbell County, Virginia, Anthony Christian?

NEW COMMENTS ABOUT ANTHONY CHRISTIAN'S FAMILY
(1724-1794)

Agnes Branch Pearlman

Can five years really have elapsed since I prepared the enclosed
summaries about Anthony Christian, Sr., (1724-1794) and Anthony
Christian, Jr. (1760-77?7)? While the 1985 summaries were being
prepared, I also wrote the analysis published in Christian Family
Chronicles, Volume IX, pages 789-791, also enclosed.

The only child discussed in a direct fashion in these articles was the
son, Anthony Christian, Jr.; and no mention was made of the probable
daughters although I did have the marriage record for the four whom I
thought at the time to be children.

My records show the following as children of Anthony and Mary
(Christian) (Watkins) Christian:

Anthony Christian, Jr., born about 1760; married in Powhatan County,
Virginia, 25 May 1795 Rebecca Prosser, daughter of George Prosser.
Proven son, as documented by deed transfers.

Lucy Christian, born about 1764; married in Powhatan County, Virginia,
22 April 1784 George Davis. Likely daughter but no proof yet found.

Nancy Christian, born about 1766; married in Powhatan County, Virginia,
21 July 1788 John Radford. Identified as "daughter" on marriage bond.

Mary Christian, born about 1768; married in Powhatan County, Virginia,
5 December 1795 William Ogilby. My notes indicate that this may be the
daughter of John and Mary (Bryant) Christian. That, however, is only

because I had assumed that they had a daughter who married a William
Oglesby.

I did check my copy of the 1787 Virginia Tax Lists prepared by Netti
Schreiner-Yantis. Although there was a George Davis and a John Radford, I
did not find a single listing that year for anyone named Oglesby/Ogilby,
etc. Perhaps the 1790 U. S. Census Enumeration would shed some light on
how many men named William Oglesby were living in the state and where.
Of course, it is likely that the son-in-law of John and Mary (Bryant)
Christian was already in Georgia. Perhaps an answer to the dilemma can
be found by pursuing the later movement of any couple named William

and Mary Oglesby. At the present time, I can add nothing to the possible
scenarios presented by Koenig.

Like Lou, all I' can say is, "Help!"

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THE STORY OF ROBERT EWING CHRISTIAN

In the northwest cornmew of Missourim lies the County of
Atchison. On the western side of the county, bluffs overlook the
filat bottom land bordered by the Missouri River. The pluffs
have a beautv all their ouwn, their coloring changing with the
seasons; and the lowqr slopes make good homesites,

Here, in June, ﬂSSZ, Thomas Ewing and Mary Ann Doughty Chris-
tian boug ht land an d established their ﬁome. They had made the
long journev by wagon train from their home near Newport in Cocke
County, Tennessee,

A member of the family was a thirteen vear old lad, Robert
Ewing. Although next to the voungest son in the family, he was
chosen to carry on tﬁe name of Ewing.

Schooling at th#t time and place was largely confined to
subscription schools supported by contributions from parents.
Possiblv at what was later called Vallevy View School, Robert
received his education,

One can only guess how he passed the vears as he grew up in
this pioneer family; however, on the ninth of January, 1861,
he was at Newport, in Cocke County, Tcnncssge again. Here he
married Marv Jand Holdiway, an eighteen year old girl, rather
tall and slender, re?dish golden hair, delicate complexion, and
possessed of much courage.

Fighting had st;rtcd in the South and on the way back to
Missouri, they saw wounded and dead along the road.

On the fourth day of May, 1861, Robert and his brother, William
Henrv Harrison Chrisiian, bought one hundred and sixty acres of

land from their parents, for the sum of four hundred dollars.



The times were troubled. Missouri, a berder state, was neutral
in the Civil War, but there was much controversvy. Robert, loyal
to his Southerms heritage, could not take up arms against the
Confederacy. Nor did he wish to fight agsinst the United States
Government. S0, leaving his wife and baby son, William, in 18A2
he made his way to Nebraska City, Nebraska.

Here the freight company of Russell, Majors, and Waddelll
operated wagon trains taking supnlies of all kinds to the west,
Through the help of a friend, he was hired as a bullwhacker on a
wagon traim carrving government supplies. to Fort Laramie, Wyoming.
Fort Laramie, originally a fur trading post, had been purchased by
the United States Army in 1849 and served as a supply post, not
only for the Armv, but for travelers westward bound.

On his npext trip west, he was made Wagon Boss, During this
time he encountered mény exciting and sometimes dangerous events,
In 1R8AA he went back fo Atchison County where he began improving
the eighty acres of land he bought., An orchard was planted and
b uildings went up. 1Im due time a large, well-built house pro-
vided a home for his grnwing familv. A well-remembered spot in
this dear o0ld house was Grandfather's desk, Made of dark walnut,
large, and stan ding on sturdv legs, it provided space for a five
or six year old to sit and listen to the stories that were told,
In the desk, besides the legal papers, were many curios and
keepsakes, each with its own story.

Near the home was the brick schoolhouse, and across the road
was Nishnabotna, a th%iving village and trading center,

Bv this time thc!railroad, i think, the Chicago Burlington

and Quincv, had fnllo&ed the telegraph line. So Robert bought

and shipped livestock and grain ,



'In 1872 he was appointed Justice of the Peace. In 1889 he was
appointed a Notary Public bv Governor David Francis. In 1892 he
was elected Sheriff for two vears.

Grandfather was a devoted Democrat and took a leading part in
the party's conventions. Heé always had a good team and bﬁggv ready
to take candidates around the County. One of his many friends was
J. Sterling Morton of Nebraska City.

Sorrow tame to Robert and Mary with the deaths of two of their
children from tvphoid fever, Wayne died in 1893, and Flora Net (Pet)
died the following vear.

In. their late vears, Robert and Mary lived in Rock Port, sShe
died in 1911: he lived until 1918,

Robert Ewing Chri§tian was known as "Judge Christian,' '"Bob,"
and ""Uncle Bob™ by manpy in his familv. He was a true pioneer,
and one cannot look at his life without respect for his qualities
of character and deeds,nor' without respect for the fact that he

was identified with the early history and development of Atchison:

Chivalry is not entirely confined to fiction and annals of the

ancients for thisis the Fruc stéry of a manly man doing service for a
lonely woman and a dying man, in the mapper that ranks him with the knights
of story and song--an experience of the Wéstern plains also interwoven
with the companionship and close friendship of almost two-score years
later, and a bit of political histery; a story of wartimes--of the troublous
times in 1863, when sympathizers with the Southern cause fled from their
homes in Atchison County, Missouri, and elsewhere rather than be drafted
for service in the Union army, many from Atchison county, Seekding:that
haveni~Nebraska Cityn, ' :Nebu, knowh -as:PReblel.Heaven' where they were gen-
erally cared for, from there making their way:to the wilds of the West,
or even to Canada, to remain until it was deemed safe to return home; a
story of a young man but recently returned from the land of his nativity-
the Southland-- with the young girl of his choice, who was to preside in
the home he had prepared on the bluff road south of Rock Port; of how he
left his young wife and home, when his friend, a huckster plying between
Council Bluffs and St. Joseph, warned him that it was time for him to
leave the country if he would avoid being drafted, as militiamen were then
seeking him. So he left home in the huckster covered wagon, and a few
miles down the road,met a{partv of six militiamen, to whom the huckster
told a sf&rv that had the desired effect. Further on a party of about forty
militiamen, &ffemseeniiphfoaCHi“g3‘*ﬁefeunnn our young man very discretely
slid from the rear of tﬁe{wagon and crept into the tall grass and weeds
b:y the rnadside. Two of[the men were detailed tb overturn the hay in the

wagon, while the young maq made his way toward the Missouri River. Arriving



at the bapnk of that stream he was seeking a way to cross, when he discovered
& large cottonwocd log, from under a part of which the riverbank had caved .
This log he thought he could negotiate for the purpose, and finding a

board he soon tipped it into the stream and was astride it, neér one end,
guiding §t toward theANcPraska shore, when a partv of militiamen appeared
on the river bank he had left and commanded him to halt. Their command

and the bullets spattering around him he heeded not, but his ride was cut
short by the log lodging‘on a sandbar, and, to him, he was virtually placed
"between the devil and the deep sea." He chose the water, however, and
reached the Nebraska side. West of St. Deroin he came upon o fugitive

from the country formerly known &8s Rush Bottom around the present location
of Bigelow, Mo.--fleeing from home as he was doing, and for the same reason,
Together they proceeded to Nebraska City, where the young man found ani
influential friend in a crony of the government official having charge of
the wagon-trains plving bgtwcen that place .and tﬁe Western army posts. R
On the day after his arriQal, this friend took him to the officer's quar-
ters, where he heard the following conversation: "This is my friend, Mr.
Ewing, from Missouri, He is troubled in Misséuri and wants to go bull-
whacking, In fact he had teo leave Missouri and has to ﬁave a job of bull-
whacking.”" The officer consulted his record-book and replied: "I will
start a wagon-train tomorrow, but my list is already full.” The friend
said: "Let me see vour bock,'" and taking it he interlinmed the name, '"Rob-
ert Ewing,'" near the top of the list, and the young man started bull-whacking
across the plains the next day, notwithstanding that he heard an army
officer inquire, in a sonorous voice, before they started, whether there
were men iiSted for the trip named Daniel Harrington, Wm. J. Brown or

Robbrf Christian--Atchison countymen, by the way, and the man of whom we
write was none other than Robert Ewing Christian--omr present fellow-towns-

man, Judge R, E. Christiah, of Rock Port.



So he made the trip across thepplains and back driving oxen. He found
in the wagon-boss a Southern sympathizer from Jackson county, Missouri, and
hence another foiend, and upon the return of the train to Nebraska City
heard another conversation with the government official, who asked of the
wagon-boss: *Have you a man whom you can recommend for wagon-boss?" 1 am
making up another wagon-train.,'" "Yes," replied the wagon-boss, "and here
he is. His name is Robert Ewing." And the next trip across the plains
Mr. Christian made as wagon-boss.

Out- at Fort Laramie, in January 1866, Mr. Christian felt the call of
home and loved cnes so strongly that he decided to leave for Missouri. He
received instructions to turn the management of the train to his assistant
wagon-boss--*Nutch Bill"--a big six-footer named Wm. Waggoner. But "Dutch
Bill" said: *If you are going home, I shall go also." Discussing the matter
further, Mr. Christian said: '"Well, Bill, the stage fare to Nebraska City
will be $78.00 each., I have a scheme that is worth two of it. A fellow
has arrived with a wagon-load of eggs which he stopped and boiled in
Northwestern Nebraska, because of being caught in a cold snap. He has a
good team and' wagon which he wants to sell. We will buy the outfit and sell
it in Nebraska City, and thus save our fare." "Dutch Bill" agreed and they
were soon ip route. How they stopped for the night at a corral just outeide”
Fort Kearney and were persuaded by their host to take into the rear end of
their covered wagon, the morning following, two refugees for whom army
officers were scouring the countrv, and how they hid them under hap in the
wagnnFnd assisted them materially in their flight is another story. They
reached Beaver Creek Ranch in Northwestern Nebraska, in a blinJing snowstorm.
Mr. Uhristig went to the ranch-house to ask for lodging and was told, by a
care-worn woman who came to the door, that he could not be accommodated, as
her husband was very sick and she did not expect him to live until morning,

but she told him of a nearby road house (partly a dug out) where travelers
|



sometimes stopped to cook their mealg, After they had prepared and eatep
suppber in this'house,er. Christian remarked that he would go to the ranch
house and see if the ladf needed help, wWhen she came to the door he asked,
"Madam, can I assist you in any manner?" She replied: ™You certainly can.

I am so glad you came! I am alone with my sick husband." Entering he saw

a map in a bed in a cornmer of the room, and going to the bedside quickly
realized that the man, who was suffering from dropsy, was not long for this
world, as the mark of death was then upon him. The sufferer was also aware
of his condition, for he enquired of Mr, Christian: 'Can you write?' Mr,
Christian replied that he could, and the sick man said: "I am very sick

and have oniy a few hours to live, at the most. 1 desire to make my will,
Please write as I dictate.”" And he wrote the will as dictated and witnessed
same after the sick man had affixed his signature to the instrument. The
dying man aiso requested that his remains be interred either at Nebraska
Citv or Atchison, Kans. as his sons Sﬁould decide. About midnight the man
bireathed his last, and Mr. Christiun asked the widow how he should proceed.
She wanterd the body taken to Nebraska City, and with an ax, hack-saw, and
rough boards from the loft floor of the house, he made a rude coffin and
placed the body in it. He then placed a lighted lantern near the stage-road,
as a sigpnal, and about daylight the passing stage-driver with his horses
struggling through snow-drifts, saw the 1ight, stopped his horses and started
for the ranch-house in spite of protests of his passengers, for, he told
them, the lantern indicated trouble at the ranch and he would go there if
thevﬁevet reached their destination, so the lady of Beaver Creek Ranch
started for Nebraska City in the Stag-coach while Mr. Christian loaded the
improvised coffip on his wagon and started for Nebraska City also, through
deep Arifts anqkiding all the way on top of the dead man. One day out from
Nebraska Citv a stage-coach passed the toiling party, slowly wending their

way through the deep drifts, and carried word to those waiting at the






struck Judge Christian that caused him to pull up the team with a sharp
"whoa!'' "What is the'maFter?" inquired Col. Cochran. "Did your father die

in the West?™ asked Judge Christian, ™e died at Beaver Creek Ranch, thirty
four yvears ago,'" replied the Colonel. "Was he a physician?'" asked the Judge.
*His name was Dr. Cochran and he was a physician," replied Col. Cochran. i#
Then as Judge Christian told of the night at Beaver Creek Ranch and subsequg})t
events, tears streamed down Col, Cochrans faceﬁnd he shook as a man with
palsv.. "And to think,' he said, ''that you and I have been hobnobbing all t
these years, and you have been in my office so many times, passing my mother's
home, also without meeting her! Now, she has been dead for two years. 1

have often heard her sav that if:she could only see the man who came to her
the night father died, she could die contentedly. And to think that you

are the man I heard her talk about all these years!"

At the Gazette office, the next day, assembled Frank Freytag, Col.
Cochran's political manager, Col. John Donovan, Judge Strop and other cdose
friends of Col. Cochran, and there was a 'Smoker'" while they heard in full,
from Co!l. Cochran, the touching story we have curtailed, and they parted
from their friend realizing, more than ever, that truth is stranger than
fiction,

Headlines JUDGE R. E. CHRISTIAN HERE SINCE 1852

Robert Ewing Christian was born in Cocke Co. Tenn. Oct. 25, 1839 son of
Thomas E. And Mary Ann Doughty Christian and died in Rock Port, Mo. Jan 5,
1918 at the home of daughter Mrs. Lulu Capper.

In the year 1852 he came with his parents in Atchison Co. Mo. here he made
his home until his death. In 1861 he was married to Miss Mary Holdway,
also of Cocke Co. Tenn. To this union nine children were born, Four of
whom survive. The wife and mother died Feb. 21, 1911. The surviving
children are Mrs. Ella Campbell of Fairfax, Mo., Mrs. Maude Williams of
Coumcil Bluffs, Iowa, Elmer E. Christian and Lulu Capper of Rock Port, Mo.
7 .
Mrs. Williams was unable to be present at the funeral on account of sickness
in her heme. There are nineteen Grand children and 2 great grand children
all living. There are two sisters living Mrs. Julia Tate of Tarkio, Mo.
and Mrs. Elizabeth Doughty of Colo. )

Funeral services were hetd at th M. E. Chureh So. of Rock Port, conducted

by the pastor Rev. George T. Rolton the house was crodded with relatives

and friends, who showed their esteem in which the deceased was held.

Members of the I.0.0.F. and Rebeckah lodges atténded in a body. The minister
spoke briefly from the text."There shalt come to thy grave in a tall age

like as a shock of grain comith in its season." Job 5 pib.

Internment was made at Hunter Cemetary where the 1.0.0.F. Loodge of which
Mr. Christian was a member conducted the burial service.

Mr. Christian was indentified withg the history of Atghison Co. and especeall
in the early days, and his experiences as a pioneer and plainsman are many
and interesting. From 1862 until 1865 he was a Wagon master of frieghting
outfits on the plains, with headquarters at Nebraska City, Meb. After

This service he returned to Athhison Co. Mo. and fer many years he owned

a farm adjoininé Nishna station or Nishnabotna where he bought and shipped
grain and livestock. While he lived there he mas elected to the office

of county Judge from the South distriet, in which he served wiik honor

for himself and to his constituents. He was the Justice of W. Clark Twnsh.
for many.years and ﬁor a2 short time was Sherriff of the county being unseated

by a contested election by a few votes. To these offices he was elected
by the democrats. He was a life-long Democrat, taking a leading part in

all conventions and ceuncils and no convention was complete without Judge
Christian in the West Clark Delegation.

He was a fighting Demoorat and shrewd politician and one of his best fights
was in a packed convention against a congressman for whom he had been a '
leiutenant ‘in Atchinson Co. for many yemrs. Whithal howefér Judge Christian
was big hearted and corbanifonable and he had many warm friends. About
twelve years ago he moved to a farm near Rock Port and later into Rock Port
where he lived & retired 1ife and showed active interest at all times with
the ledges with which he long been identified.

Judge Christian had been feeble for about 2 years and his last illness
came upon him with the advent of winter.

That he had many friends was attended by the large concourse at the echurch

But one lovely Sept, day a stranger rode lute the yard, eppsrently to water his horses, he
wrs riding one and leadlng one, a pack horsge, loaded with a small tent, bedroll, and other
bundles; here indeed wae material for new thought. de asked a few questions; where were we from? -
now long had we been Wx here? how long would we stay in the house? We very cagerly told him our
father was bullding 2 new house not far awey, then we sdded a profuse lot of extre informetion,
asked about 100 guestlons, and st last he esceped and rode about § mile up the valley, out of ot
earshot; probably beceuse of the guestions, unsaddled his horse, set up his tent, unloaded the
packhorse, fixed hie bed, and apparently wes going to stay awnlle., fe was a rather short; sandy
heired man, with blue eyes, dressed 1n the usual fashlon of that day.

Scon the home began to 19‘&& -
more like & shelter, the roof was on, the wimdow casing in, only one full window the othey halfl sizw
to economize, the front door hunge. From some cliffs uear, the men procursd a sort of plaster o
netive lime and were meklng ready to plester the lnterlor walls, which were now merely the edges o
sods with srags raots sticking out and tiny clods of dirt henging to them, which were sin dlsloged
at every little jer, snd showered dust and dirt about tables and beds. But one evening my Uncle
Doughty about 23 yre old wes feken severely 111, tempersture, chills, weakness, and no way to ok
help. My wother bethed him, put on cold compress to hle x hot forehead, gave physic snd various
home remwedies but he grew rapldly worse. He had made the long journey from Hissouri and had bessn
feelinz bed for several days befors this attack. Bls fever grew higher, he wae at times delirious,
the drinking weter had been very hard to obtain, sometimes from the hiver, or Springs; there was ng
way to obtain eny kind of fresh fruit, or vegetables., I resenber my mother meking hilm gruel, or
cooked porridge, =2nd dolng all she could think of, but to ne ayall. He became feverish, delirious;
and so my father declded wa must Lry to get hlx to the town of Huzo and get advice from a doctory
and different watsr, food, and some batter way to care for hime. All the feamily wers zrsatly
troubled =t his 1llneas ror our daar grandmother, uUncle John's mother, wss fer away in Hissouri lt*
the 11ttle farm wsiting, wmatchling, and praying that her dear hoys =o fer away mizht be succesaful
in finding mew homes and sending for her, so all faces were so sad and all hearts lieavy.

Life wes so
different from in Nebrasks or Mlssouri, no meishbors nesrer then 20 milss, no means of getting im
touch with the outside world except long wearisome dusty trips made to Hugo. Az we were told the
roads w:nld soon be impeasable for wagons, on account of snow-drifts, we must lay inf a aupplr gf'
necesaities,

Every faw day=s, a cloud of white dust afar off would perhaps be the forerumnmer of a& bunch ot
cowboye, with bls cowboy hats, chape, booted snd spurrsd, revolvers and smmunitlonebelts, sometd
rifles. They wonld ride up, diswount, and ask us to prepare dinner, supper, or perhaps say they
would be there for several deys. They were employed by the ranch owners to look after the mom
of ctgttle. brend calves, watech for ecattle rustlers and keep the owner informed about all the lm
at the ranch.

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e¢limb elona to the door of the ronsting quarters, fish a key from his trousers, and unlock lﬁ, :
giving us children a 8ly, Jolly wink, wara us not to try and follow him, but wateh for the flue
birds he would turn loose., To us 1t was ell & zrand tresat, sand sometimes the new birde would %
over asnd over, e called them Tumblers. All the other birds weaiizimnbIexaverreuiIS¥Err sSome vVery
beautiful, would circle in ever widening cireles far into the sky, then come circling back to the
pigeor loft and coo and gurgle in soft throaty love notes. Sowetimes our pigeon Ssnte Claus would
8tay for sn hour or so with his pets. They had no fear of him and loved him dearly and would settla
all bout his shoulders and arme talklng soft aweet plgeon talk. The ranch wme wesll stocked with '1}
many other fowls, several pairs of pea fowl, proud, haughty, strutting with wide spread besutiful
teils, flocks of squacking guiness, calling ia loud raucous motes, pot-rack, pot-rack, to be heun&*
far above all other bearmyard nolees, seversl varietlies of ducks and chickens,

The corrals wers especlally larue; spaclous, and well bullt and seemed to be staunch snough tﬁ
stend the suddsn onslaught of the wmost vicious horses, or cattle, They were bullt of long smooth
poles 1liks telezraph poles. I cannot remember any barbed wire. (Berbed wire came into use in 1861)
They were of various slzes and constructed for differenll kinds of stock, some must have been for
sheepy =& they were much lower in height, and there was @ large number of shesp pelis in the barme
There were 2 large nunmber of branding lron8, made with dlfferent letters or deslgns as Jad, R-ﬁ-ﬂ; .
or Oa0, each ranchman having a different brend to mark his cattle to tell them from other ramchers
stock. Thay nad 2 narrow crate like affair called a branding shute. The anlusl to be branded was
erewwdz crowded, pushed and punchned slong untll fast wedged, then a redehot iron contalniang the -
szlected brand wes applied to the flesh on hlp or slde. The halr sizzled, the flesh wes burnt. It
was rRll very oruel it seemed, but was the only device for merkling, except slltting the ear. .
Branding wag done ln 2pring just bafore turning loose the blg herds on summer renga. n

Some of the hizhest stronzest built corrals were called ropilmg correls where they ran in the
wild, praire bred ranze ponles and broke them for saddle horses., Kany a day found us children 4
perchad on the rocfs of adjacent sSheds, When we knew the cowboye were plsnning to rope 2nd bresk
horses, with  bulging eyes, skinny hands and legs clutching the rool, we witnessed some terrible —
battlas when some verticularly wild eyed mustang came plunging, pawins, kieking into the enclosulre,
after havelng been chazed by the mounted cowboys racing llke the wind across Lhe praries, gradnai&f:
¢losing the circle sbout the horses a little at af tlme and cutting out the omes they did not wish
to break, How grandly snd nobly tiey fougnt the ever cleging cirele, trying snd trying to bresak .rl
through but all to no avail, as the mounted cowboys were very fkilled in thls zame, and wita foam
flecked nostrila, flery syes, and flowlng menes and tallsy and ever ready heels, they defended
thelr freedom; only at last to find themselves In the strong hnigh corrals, and the skillfully
thrown lariat settlinz in circles ebout thelir necks or sometimes thelr heelk, The thrille we =
enjoyed were egual to any now csused by the wodern moviea, It was all very exbhilersting and '
mother's call for dinner had very little effect on us, securs on our perch, as lony &5 these
wildewest dremes were in pProgress.

Along sbout noon of the next day a slelgh drove up. In it were tow men, & woman dressed in
woolence end wrapped in buffalo robes with hot bricks pmoked about her feet. Wy brother was with tShm.
It seems the man Hendrleks hed told them ebout the conditions so they brought some juge of sweet
wilk end some ceammed wilk, medicine, snd verious other things. The juge of milk were frozen solide
They were soon put in hot water to melt, The woman cuddled the baby and cried over her, and asked
to adopt her. Wy father had now taken to his bed with a hemorrage of the lungs caused by the etomm
and his trouble about wmother. It looked as Af he too must go on and lsave this family of ehlldrnn, 45
As different people came in after & few deys to all guestions sbout snyone tekingz eny of the childrem
he gald, "After I em gone", "It might be, but I em fighting now to live and ralse them", The casket
was brought from Hugoe, & blank walnut cesket with bright nendles and lined inside with allk and _Fnj
about the sdge, The 1ittle woman who had come in the sleigh dressed mother in her very best drnlt,‘
and they laid her in, I remember now after fifty years have sped awsy Just how eweel and desr she
locked to me and how I missed her sll the yesrs, snd do yet. It was entirely too bad for ue to sorq
Hazo, 5S¢ watchlng tearfully and hesrtbroken from g window, we Saw Chen take her sawey to be buried
by our Uncle John, who hed only so recently left us, snd years after 1 found the two mounds whleh -
are now in a pasture, the rest of the cemetery belng moved to a new location.

Mow 1t beceme neceseary for my elster and vf To teke up the burden of caring for tne rest of the
family. She was twelve yeers old, and I betwsen elght and nine. My father was canfined to the bed
most of the winter, and mensged in some wey to get along. The winter dragged slowly away, and with
the coming of sprinz weether, father's health began to improve, and my beby sister hed learaned to
drink cenned milk, The doctor advised that we get the bhby out into the sunshine end alr, and as
we had no beby buggy or anyd other way to get her about, we took turne carryinz her, and slthough
we found 1t a herd displriting Job, we took dur tums willingly. Soon she could eat well enough
and became Strong enough to rTUun about gquite well,.

Life began to be complicated to us, without mother, so many pressing duties about the house, .
care of baby, cooking and dishwashing. Father had written to our grandmother to reat the o0ld home
near ishnebotna =nd come wast to live near him a8 he was in a very eriticel condition at this times
OUn account of his tubercular condition, she had consented, but it would. take some time to sell thinﬁt
and rent the place.

As we needed wilk so badly and there were literally thousands of cows, many with young calves,
and large udders, all mxk ebout on the paxx preirie, Mr. Pugsley the ranch ownsr sugzested, aftsr
looking over the nunber of chlldren who needed milk that we try bresking in a cow or two, Sald he
would give them to us, to take to our homestead, 1f we succeeded 1n the enterprise, and he sure =
hoped we could. So a iitalr young cow, with a newborn ealf with very wobbly lege was selected and

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run inte the brending chute. She was securely tled to insure nafoty. then they tried to ui;jfu;r
through the spaces between thne poles at the side. She bewled, struggled, stralned st the m i ‘
and barg, fell down, plunged up, in feect did 2ll she knew in cowelore to discourazes them, but
the cow-boys looked at the baby and threse year old Ex Jim and grimly kilked on, emptying it t!uig
a pint cup each tire into the psil, After swhile they Joyfully came bringing a pellful of creamy
looking milk to the house., Ohl! my, how good it wes snd now the little ones "ewilgped it dawn"unﬂ
the milk e¢ravy for supper, "Yum! Yumt®, Next and every day for about two weeks this milking
program pust be cerried out in sbout the same energetic waye. 1t took my big brother and three or
four cowboys to complete the operation eech time. Then feeding the calf too was a grest adventure
not at all to be sniffed at, for the c2lf too was & range-bred long-horn, and feit its breeding
but sfter what sesmed almost a month, Af counting the terrific exerciss and all, it submitted to
sucking 2 floger submerged in s pail of milk, in lieu of the way nature provided. This day wms
indeaed a re«letter day to the cowboys, who seemed very Jublilant. Bubt the cowy, s5till had enother
card up her sleeve, so to speak, and refused to 2et or drink in confinament, z2nd finelly they '
tumed her leoose 1n a small lot. At once she rsn and junped the fence, fell down, scrambled up
end was away like the wind, never to return, even deserted her calf, which 1left In a mllkless
world must now be fed on 2 paste made of flour, meal and water until it too got away and followed
2 blg herd of vengers and wae lost,

We tried the same procedure with t® two more cows2, but always the cows came out ahead and we
finslly gave 1t up. The winter wore sway slowly, end s the warmer days brousht lots of sunshine
and my father becsme s lot stronzer, the boys .and men planned several big sntslope hunte and I
often was ellowed to amccompany them. Lerge herds of them, sometimes it looksd 1like 1t might be
s many as a thousand in one herd, Trequented the preiries near the old ranon. lhay ware of a
beautiful tan color with white talls snd on the slightest alarm ran like the wind, soon out
distancing the swiftest horse, So the only chance for antelove steak we found, Imyrimxfimtingrixe
axteliepe lay not in finding the satelope, but a long range rifle and a good huntsman who was
qulzk and 8 sure shot, They Xept guards or plckets out standing on tne higher slopsd, apparsntly
to glve the alarm st the spproach of wen with guns which they had some way of detectinz perhaps
by the odor. The wain herd would greze in the velleys and benind hills until ths outposts dashsd
wlth them to gafety, but slthough we succaeded in getting only A few, our frisnds the cowboys
often had 2ood luck and divided with usjducks and rsbbits ware plentiful also, cometimes the
huntera would ki1l @& wmother antelope, and leave 2 1ittle one pnly & month or so old, which the
men would eateh and bring home and feed on cows wmilk, snd 1t was not unususl oun rlding up to &
l1ittle sod pralrie home to see thesse graceful little pets playing aboub,

Jut now the blzx drifts of snow had melted, the roads wers zgetting passable azalin, and father
began to tske more intersst in things and plan to returan to our clesim and finish the sod houwsy,
which we hed left s¢ hurriedly when Unele first becsme slck, but grandmother was soon to return
to us, and we must get back and flnish and occupy the new homej 8o the coverad wegon was again
pracked and we bezan the retumm trip home, It was loocated at & point which is now about two and
one half miles esst of the town of Flagler, but asg thers wss no raillroad through this country
then, no towns or people or anythlng, we just followed the old tralls thet l=2d in the direction
we must go. After a long, Jjoltin§ tiresome trip we again srrist arrived st our clailm, and began
to prepare it for a home by plastering it with native lime, setting up stoves, oputting in ﬂhﬁt

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1itt}le household belongings we then owned. Father made bedsteads from boards, also tables,
cupboards and many other little things necessary.

We found we now had some neilghbors who had recently arrived, sm & man and wife and four
zirls and a boy, they had come 2ll the way from Texass wlth a covered wagon and an ox-team, and
taken up land on the Republican River about two miles from where we lived. We soon became
acquainted and were fast friends for many years. The name of this femlly was Strode, the girls
were Ellen, May , Stella, the boy Willlam and some o6f them still live near Flagler. The mother
and father passed sway years ago. Other famllies began to come now and then, with wagons, a few
implements, horses and a few chickens tled on in a coop. There were no fences, everybody staked
or hobbled their hfrses. To hobble meant to tie the front feed together, so they could eat but
not run away.

One family I remember so well were named Lind, and a little girl my age nemed Mabel Lind,
who was my seat mate at the first school at Crystal Springs sod school house; suddenly became
very 111 and dled and was burled among the very first in the Flagler cemetery. A family by the
name of MacDonald came too. They had a boy named Frank, I remember, and s man and wife named
Lyons sccompanled by a daughter Florence, and 2 grandchild named Archie, These also took land
east of Flagler near the Republican, sand & man named Charlle Farr, then unmarried, settled a
little farther up the river, then a family of McCauleys arrived and a Nr. Dimmet.

I cannot remember the exact time but about three or four years after we came a great event,
great in meny ways, took place. The Rock Island Hail Road begean to build through this community
on its way to Denver, and Burlington, Flagler and Seilbert and others came into belng and develope
ed into little prairie towns. The rallroad proved a great blessing to this isolated little
community for now cattle, sheep and horses could be shipped east and provéde an income for
gsettlers. Bullding materials; groceries, drugs, and best of 2ll kx mall every day instead of
weeks between times. This rall roasd passed near our home about one mile from us. The excltement
ran high at first we thought the town would be about two mlles east of its present location.

At first they talked of neming it Bowser, in honor of an old bachelor who lived there all
alone in & 1little clalm shack, with only & dog for company. He was rather an eccentric olf fellow,
and had his dog eat at the table, sleep with him, and was quite silly sbout him in every way, the
dog being the sole subject of most of his conversations, and meny the Joke passed slyly conceraning
this wonderful dog.

All now was bustle and excitement. The advance crews of plle drivers and scrapers, and bridge
builders proved to all that 1t was not simply a dresm or 2 western mirage, but an honest to good-
ness rallroad just exsctly what we all manted and needed. Along with these evefnts arrived a Mr.
Lavington and his young wife. He soon was making a scraper fly, tents were erected. &Ax A Nr. Will
Leeper and his wife Mary came and erected a large tent for mx a place to feed the workmen, Soon
a 1little village grew into being and it became a very busy place. Ny father kept us away from the
camp as he knew 1t was not for children's amusement, but one fine morning afterf Mras, Leeper came,
he told me I could go and visit her awhile. I enjoyed it very mgmch and Hrs. Leeper was very kind
and nice to me. There were lots of scrapers, mules, wagons, harness, men, plles of kindling from
the new bridzes, lota of flies, tents for beds, storage. The steady pound of the pile drivers
were to me 2 seven day wonder., Some nearby gprings had been dug out; cleaned out; and were now in
use for a water supply. Some of the men were 111 from drinking all kinds of water as they came
along. They lnquired 1f we had any buttermilk to sell. I eagerly promised to bring some down to
the camp each day I churned. (For by this time some tamer cows had been acquired some wayks 1
cannot remember where.) 3o each churning dey, I brought all I had to the work train, and it was
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eagerly drank by the thirst men. Then they would collect up nickles and dimes and wrapplng them
in paper throw them off to me from the flat cat they rode on. So in after years I have always
claimed 2 part in the bullding of the Hock Island, for I surely furnished the buttermilk,

Another nice feature of rail road bullding I found to be the nice pilles of kindlling 2nd short
round blocks sawed from the piles when too long they had to be sawed off. These made uszful stools
to take the place of chalrs, and too the smaller pleces made excellent kindling, about all the
fuel to cook with or to warm ourselves by was called "cowe=chips®, It was mrely the sunbaked and
dried droppings of the cattle, and made 2 very falr kind of fuel, except for the largze amont of
ashes it left after burning, Many and meny a load of these have I helped gather and pile into a
wagon, sometimes even with slde-boards on it. It was then hauled to the home and pilled ® somewhere
convenient to the house. Also we gathered loads of bones, dried and whitened by the sun. These
bomes had been left by the slaughter of big herds of buffalo, by the early hunters who only took
the hides off for sale leaving the rest to waste, and too, sometimes we would find & whole load
beneath a cliff, where the big storme had driven both buffalo and cattle over the brink to thelir
death, the back ones pushing on the leaders until they plled up killing many. These bones we hauled
to Huzo, and brought three or four dollars a load, that is; a large load. It was not much, but it
was money and 1t bought flour, brown suger, molasses, coffeeyxmmirihs in the green berries which we
browvned in the oven in & bake pan, then ground in a coffee mill, so different from the vacuum
Sealed cans we buy now, roasted and ground ready for use.

Eastern people began to come very fast after the rallroad had bullt through to Denver,; the
1little town of Flagler was plotted offy; 2 few small fxax frame houses built., Mr. Lavington built
a one room stors carrylng groceries, he later bullt more room and added Dry Goods. A Mr, J.W.
Augustine and wife came. They were young married people and afterward be became Supt. of Schools;
of Kit Carson Co., snd I received my first certificate to tesch in Kit Carson Co. while he
occupied that office. My first certificate waes a third grade dated Dec. 1893 and I was fifteen
years old. Afterward they ralsed the age to 18 years,

Almost every day more covered wagons came lumbering in, and little soddys began to dot the
pralries, a family of McCauleys, several girle who later became sk schoolteachers, Annie, Ruth,
Effie, La Verne, were the given names of some of them. A famlly named Hunt. John and Sarah White
gtarted a store in town, their nephew George ( ) and family came with them from Kansas I belleve.
Ed Weller, mas yet unmarried and quite a a sophlsticated easterner arrived and later married Alilce
Bishop and they still make Flagler thelr home along with & numerous family of children and grand
children. South of the rallroad were the H.W. Browmn, Millers, Eppersons, Verhoeffs, a femlly named
Stark. Farther east down the Republican Hlver were the families of Boses, Braffords, Hendricks,
end meny others I cannot recall.

All of the people were of sturdy ploneer stock and came determined to make the best of what
ever came to pass, They were looking for permanent homes, were rich in coursge and determination,
and with a consuming desire to own thelr own home. The women were brave beyond belief taken from
from all the thinge they had become sccustomed to, leaving old home, friends, relatives, churches,
schoold, medical ald, they with Spartan courage burned their bridges behind them to follow and
serve their loved ones, husbandse and familles, with faces turned steadily toward the Golden West
to do or die which later many in fact did, without ever seeing the "old Eastern home” again, and
with these great purposes and love as a gulding star. In some way, I could never fully understand
how, the 1ittle sod houses and gx dugouts became cozy little houses. The walls were plastered and
whitewashed or papered with newspepers, rag carpets and ruge feshioned by loving though toll
roughened mother hands, covered the dirt floors.
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Some way slips of geranimms, chrysanthemums, ivy, fushiles, found thelr way here, perhaps
through the mail, from eastera friends and every sod home soon had big #sgx deep windows filled
with blooming plante. They flourished tremendously. It seemed that some way they understood taat
love was trging to soften the hardshifdps and add a 1ittle beauty and never in wealthy homes or
green houses have I ssen more besutiful specimens than grew here in the homes of the early settlers,

Books were scarce, 2 xx few brought from the old home in the east; a blble, some HcGuffey
Readers, a few spelling booke, histories or treasured books of postry or fictlon were all that
survived the drastic elimination of une-necessaries, when packing the wagons for the long long
trail. These books were cheerfully losned back and forth, and served as the only source of reading
material at that time. _

But someway the law of compensation was :11 the time silently working and for the things they
sacrificed, and the hardships they so cheerfully endured, manyg worthwhile things wx=m were
substituted. All the famlly were crawn closer together in the bonds of loyalty and love; a sort
of sacredness of home tles, divorce was unknown, drunkeness and crime almost entirely absent.
Children were taught from babyhood the better ways of cleanliness, of character snd uprightness,
by their perents. Blbles were in most every home, and read in many hdgmes by the parents to the
children, as schools and churches were still in misty formatlon as yet, like many other things.
The books to be procured were read and reread end thomoughly mastered, usually they went the

_rounds of the entire neighborhood. :

The "prodigelity of the prees" as we have 1t today, with the great dalilies, Sunday editlons,
magazines, libraries, wes also still in the dim mist of the future. A newspaper was a thing to be
kept for weeks, and manyg of the articles, sermons, stories, furnished sn evening's amusement for
an entire family by being read aloud by some member and when the usefulness was at last at an end,
and a new one had come, the old ones found a2 last resting place on the walls of the leansto or
sunmer kitchen, here to be read again and again by the children, thet 1s, Af they hajfd not been
pasted on upside down. Even then I have seen children trying 1t, and myself onee suffered a very
lame stiff neck trylng to read all about Consuela Vanderbllt's wedding when she married some Duke
in England with great pomp, fuss, snd feathers.

If they could only have plerced the future so swiftly aspproaching and been zble to have called
to themy, the telephone, radio, moving pictures,; talkies, autos, dlesel engzines, areoplanses; but it
was not yet time. For great blessings in the form of such inventions come slowly and always a
humble, clean common men has been sSelected to bring them or to be the instrument by which know=
ledge is given, They are God's richest plans and thoughts for his earthly children and should
belong ia allke to all;, rich and poor, and not be selzed upon and commercialized or be used to
augment the "Eternal Evil" which 1s already on earth in large measure, caused mostly by the greed
of man., Socisl affalrs were composfsed of whatever we could do without money. Taffy pulllng parties,
the taffy candy usually made of molasses bolled untll thick and sticky enough to pull with greased
hande and then leid in long strands to cool; to be served later with refreshments, perhaps dough=-
nuts and coffee, or cske. The young people played games, "Spin the {latter", "Frult Basket",
"Heavy, Heavy Hangs Over Your Head", could be played inside and "Heppy is the Hiller Boy" and
marching down to old Quebec and 0ld Dan Tucker. These needed a big moonlit yard and a bunch of
healthy, happy young people to make a success of what might have been & dull time inslde the house.
The parents and older people carried on a lively conversatlon inside, talking of "back home"™ or
“The East"™ end plenning the best way to mansge “out here in the west®™, which they hoped soon to be

duplicates of thelr eastern homes.

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Sometimes an 1tenerant preacher would happen slong. It mattered not what denomination or
creed. This big open country with its magnificent distances and snow capped mountains ag gave a
depth of feeling and & wider breadth of view and greater grasp of God's plans and requirements
for his people. Idea that would have dled before born in a crowded eastern environment here
flourished because of these conditions, And so after it got about that e "meeting® was to be held
& t some farm house, every wagon was full of men, women, snd children, as soon a8 the sSupper could
be hurried through, and perhaps a few o0ld hymn books hunted up. The men shaved and at least put on
clean shirts and maybe blacked Ehmxrkt thelr boots. If out of shoe pollish, a stove=lid covered with
soot was turned over and some vinegar poured over 1t and a smell wollen rag used to apply 1t to the
boots, and they took on a beautiful color snd shine. The women put thelr front bangs the night
before on 1little strips of tin, cut from some soft tin, and covered with paper, and the full
ruffled shirte, all pressed out, bonnets dusted and perhaps 2 bit of new ribbon added. Soon they
were rattling merrily over the prairies, making e ne road, or following an old trall, arriving at
the meeting plece. We found long boards and boxes all about the ends end asldes of the largest
room,; and soon the meeting was in progress. iy how good it seemed to hear the old songs, "Hock of
Ages, Cleft for Me", or "We Shall Come Hejoleing Bringing in the Sheaves®™, and to the childrenj
"Little Children, Little Children who love their Redesmer are the pure one, 2re the bright ones,
His loved ond His own®", seemed so precious. Then the minister opened with & prayer. The blble was
read and & sermon preached, and more of the old songs which have cheered and comforted adown the
years, and cheerful goodnights; bundling into the wagons again, and mone agein wilth happisr hearts
- and a feeling way down in our heart that the same Power that had cared and watched over us in the
home far way was indeed peesent here and could and would care for us in the same way here.

Another kind of soclel affalr were the dances usually held in the homes until Flagler could
boast & new schoolhouse, With a dance hall upstairs, here everybody gathered all ages, and the
£x fiddlers played way into early morning, ususlly with 2 stop from tweove untll one for a
midnight supper and it was a real feast glven sometimes at the Flagler hotel. One of the proprie-
tors I remember was a Wm. Koegan with a wife and a son named Harley. The parlor boasted and old
fashioned orgen, 2nd while one table was eating the late comers would gather about it, =omeone
would volunteer to play snd the singers would meke the cld songs ring. d$xa Some popular songs at
that time were "Hot Time in 0ld Town", "Two Little Girls in Blue®, "The Little Rosewood Casket
of Letters", "Fair Charlotte®, Shadow of the Fines"; and "Sweet Bunch of Dalsles™ and many others,
Then all returned to the hall and danced until two or three o%clock before the dance broke upe.
Then the horse backers gelloped away, and the buggles went spinning home, some with hesvy hearts,
1 thelir best glrl had danced with some rival too muche.

By this time several years had rolled by, the prairies were being conguered in a way. It was
hard to meske any money however, One morning after I had cleaned up the sod=house, washed the
breakfast dishes and could find no &m other thing to do, I decided to walk down to the raillroad
camo for a pall of water from the newly opened up esprings . I heard some one talking of a young
man who had come into camp only a few days before looking for work. He had become very serfiously
gick , they sald, and was nof better. It made me think at once of Uncle John, and my mother, Seo
I went to hear often of him., I found that he was gquite delirious, and would roll off his psllet
and under the tent wall and on down the hill. They would, of course, bring him back to his bed
but he was too sick to know what he did. My heart was touched, and I went sadly #d home carrying
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too much enxlety for a chilld. Later in the svening I heard he had died and they had no way of 2
knowing how to find his people, so he was buried inside the rallroad fighte-of-way. His name was
“S1lcoin®, x so that neme was carved on a heavy wooden plank and I and my cousin & John Doughty
often gnthered the beautiful spring flowers, whioch were so abundant, especially during rainy
seasone, We would carry armfuls to his grave and cover 1t and 1t and talk sorrowfully about his
death, and wonder if his people ever found out about it. Perhaps he had a little sister or &
brother somewhere waiting for him. His untimely death left another sad place in my childhood end
until I left Colo. I never forgot the flowers for him.

About thie time eastern people began writing to my father to ask if he would plow the ten to
twenty scres required by law, and plant it to trees. Thls was required then for tree claims. A=
we needed money quite badly, he wrote them of course that he would. He was getting quite well now.
I would go with him to cook and wash dishes and drop the tree seed or black walnuts they had sent,
and too I would pack and unpasck. Often we encountered rattle esnakes and killed them, Sometimes I°d
find one colled about a 1ittle bird®'s nest and thef mother flying frantically about, uttering
piteous ecalls, Then & battle ensued, I'd throw dirt on the snake, look for something to smash its
head, and anywey, hold the fort until my father?s arrival from the long furrow sround the 10 or 20
acres of land, Onece 2 big rain fell. I 2t once put everything in under the cover of the tent and
took shelter myself; as the rain fell in great slithering sheets. Soon my daddy arrived, socaking
wet and chilldd, =3 the=e prairie raine were preceded by intense heat and followed by 2 bilg drop
in temperaturs. ﬁ

He changed to dry clothes; and as soon as the water ran away to lower ground and the sun came
outy we left the shelter of the tent to look about. To my suprise I found a sort of a cross between
e fish and snimsl; had legs, could walk after a fashion. Where they came from I never knew. I found
one on top of the tent. Later I heard them called water pmkpa pupples, That night the ground inm |
the tent was quite dsmp, but we spread the wagon cover of canvas, doubled and folded dowmn first
and 2o were quite comfortable., I sometimes wonder at the courage 1t must have taken for my sieck
daddy to undergo 2ll this, but he was fighting for a motberless family and seemed to gather strength
from neceselty. And I can remember after almost fifty years the long talks he gave me « counseling,
warning, encouraging, insplring me to try for the best, to put my mark high and try to reach 1it.
After a twanty, or maybe two twenty ascre tracts of the virgin sod had been torn loose from its
network of buffalo grass roote and turned its skinny black ribbons of solil skyward; we would psck
again and the old wagon would begin the homeward Journey. Now we could plan something. as we uonla
have the twenty to thirty dollars we had earmned, and COhl how we needed it.

Usually we had found 7 or 8 palrs of cow or calf buffalo hors that were still in a good state
of pressrvation, and my daddy would take them home, and rasp off the loose rough outside, then
sandpaper them, then use emery paper and polish them 1nto a beautiful glassy black, then he wmmx
would make them into hat racks, coat racks, foot stools, gun racks. These he would take to town
and sell to eastern people Tor flve to ten dollars as souvenlers of the west. loney earmed this
way often saved the day for us, and helped 6o keep the wolf from the door of the little sod house
as well as furnishing the sasterners some usgeful products of the far weet. They ysyally brought
five to ten dollars, if fixed up with plush and brass headed tacks. We acquired feveral calves and
raised the heilfers for milk cows. We churned and made butter and cheese. We raised chilckens and had
Plenty of ezgs, had a nice garden, raiaed wheat that made a good yleld, but had to thresh it by

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meens of leading or driviang horses round round, trampling it out. Then must laboriously clean
out the chaff and straw by hand., We raisoaabrn and planted cow peas with it, These we kept for

winter use. We girls were little by 11ttle*learnil ng the cooking and housekeeping arts and now we
could plaimly see that Grandmother had been right about us learmning them ia Missouri on the fam.

Our grandmother now was all settled on a homestead about wx two miles from ours. It was south .
of the new reailroad and we soon had a beaten pathway to it. She taught my sister and I to bake nilce ‘
light bread. ¥e printed a nice 1little sign, xx "Bread for Sale®, and when the long caravan of white
canvas covered prairie schooners appeared coming over the top or the hill we called "Kit Carson's
Fort®, because of 2 legend that he had once fought Indians here, we scampered for our sign, our
l1ittle red or blue ealico mother hubbards flapping in the breeze, and we hastlily erected it, in the
most conspicuous plece, and awaited hopsfully for customers. The home seeking wecterners, tired of
the cramped guarters of the wagon, usually climbed out and after asking all mbout the new railroad,
the crops and the prospects to meke a go of it. Also tlred of eating bread fried in g skillet or
dutch oven, would buy our sntire supply. Little by little we were learning to watch all the little
corners to help make a living. A

Often se large groups of wagoms traveling together would epproach our place sbout sundown
and that m they would camp for the night. We would meske short work of supper and the dishes,
and then sccompanied by our father would clean up and hasten out to the vislting wagons, and
perhaps get acauainted with some new neighbors or settlers. ¢ The men would sit in scattered groups
on wagon tongues, boxes, or remove the spring seats from the wagons for seatsj the women and chlldre
en sere stirring about, the latter playing games of hlde and seek, and after awhile someone would
bring out an old fiddle and tune up, a5n Some one else would strike into & son, then another, and
another. Some of the songs were, "Little 01d Sod Shanty on the Flalns®™, "Roosters Grow Tall in 1
Kansas¥, "The Elevated Bailway®, "Never Tske the Horseshoe From the Door™, "The Cat Came Back¥,

The red ashes from the camp fires began to grow & whitish gray. The chlll from the mountains to the
west would begin creeping in. The little ones nestled closer and closger to thelr mothers. After the
fiddler gre tired, the men talked on and on, perhaps =some boy brought out a mouth harp and played
awhile, then good nights sere sald, the beds in the covered wagons made ready, and soon all wers
maeking ready for the night, and we, sorry to lose our new scquaintances among the children, would
sleepily follow ocur father to our sod house across the rosd from the aNsEEEmNiuz encampment.

Nea¥ly always the morning following the encampment, my father put over a horse trade for
usually there were some foot-score horses that traveled badly. lie would get a few dollars to boot,
end trasde them a fresh mx horse that was not foot sore, and the few dollars thus obtained bought
more flour for us to meke more bread, and thus keep our larder supplied., "Where there's a will, kks
there's & way”, I've found to certainly be true, as true mow in 1935 as it was in 1886, but as the
wagoms moved away the next morning carrying with them all ms our newly found playmates, life secemed
lonely, listless and dull for several days, but healthy vigorous youth and childhood will always ﬁ
find something to fill in the lonely hours no metter where located, and as I watched the newcomers _\
unloading the big square pine boxes containing thelr treasures my hopes turned to the possibility . 4

of borrowlng some books to read. I had read every book I could borrow in the nelghborhood and the

possibility of new stories was a very welcome day dream., I had read "The Scottish Chlefs" and in the

same box was “"Lorna Doone®™ and a history of England snd some books on the history of the reformation

all of which I hed labored through, 2nd in a way enjoyed. The "Scottish Chlefs™ made me very sad and

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I wept and cried over Sir Willlsm Wallsce snd his tribuletions, would throw the book on top of an
exceedingly high cupbosrd when the story got twoo tragical and declare I never would resd it any i
more, then finelly fish it out sgsain and read some more, I wes now about 12 years old, and ihoniall
else failed, would borrow 2 botany or geography and pore over it on long cold winter nights with a
home-nade grease light, 2 string twisted together snd laid about in a ple-pan of melted lard, one
end raised up and lighted to form & light, snd too, the idea that I was born to be a teacher was
ereeping in, a8 g0 many of my relatives had followad thils work, and I felt I must hurry and prepare
myself with this in mind, I begen inquiring of everybody the way to go about it. My Aunt Julla
Doughty hed come from Hissourl snd teught a term of school which I attended at the old Crystal
Springs School. I began memorizing the reviews at the end of chapters in history, geography, grammer
1 learned the answers to thoussnde of mey questions, learned by hear most all the poems in my read-
ers, borrowed a psmphlet on the schoold laws of Colo. and studled it far into the night, with the
grease lamp sputtering e little light in the darkness of the big bedroom of the sod hourse, Hy
father would call me smidx and demand I blow 1t out and immedletely get to sleep. I'd agree then
read on until I swoke to find it morning a2nd my father had put out the grease light and moved 1t
eway from its perch on the pine box by my bedside and I must hurry up and help get breakfast

Avout this time my sister four vears older than me had recelved a certificate to teach. She was
about sixteen and I was a little past 12. My Aunt Julla wes preparing to take an examination given
et Flagler in the school house. I pleaded and begged to try too, but she only laughed at me, but
finally sald I could go slong, and see if they would permlt me to Just take a test for practice.
On arriving she explained to the examiner and he smilingly gsve consent mnd I wrots the whole
examination and passed in a few subjects. I was fixz disappointed; but more determined than ever,
80 renewed my studies with more zeal than ever. I burned the gréase lamp, and sometimes cosl-oil
when we happened to have it, fer into the night. I burned stacks of cow=chips, the only fuel
svailable, I almost ruined my eyes, and all books were tsken away to my grandmothers but I still
had Scottish Chiefs on top of the cupbpard, snd the sorrows and sufferings of Sir Willlam and Lady
Wallace caused me to Shed tears of grief, much as the movie fans do teday over the hero and hero=
ine*s sufferings. Wy sister was now awey teaching. My brother Frank in Denver working to get a
little money to help out. My father was a great deal of the time at his mother's so I was the haad
of the houge and kept my two small brothere, On a trip home my bilg brother bought "The Children of

the Abbey®™ which I read and reread. I also had acquired somewhere a copy or Lord Tennyson's poann.__'

They too were lots of help.

At the sod school house on cold starry wlntry nights, ground coversed with snow, the people
would gather in for "Literaries®™, spelling metches, ciphering matches, and sometimes singing school,
end some who understood music, usually some teacher,, would teach how to sing “by note®™ and get the
right pltch and the we'd sing some old songs and go home humming tunes, It 21l helped a lot., Unce
~ in a great while a magic lantern wx show would arrive, and put on 2 program at the god achool house.

They were very much enjoyed, and discussed on the walk home over the beautiful sparkling show, and
the champion spellers, how they did study the spelling books end pronounce to each other in hopes
of holding the champlonship. This would all seem very tame to my children and grandchildren. For
they can elimb into a warmed, heated cushioned ear and speed along beautiful paved highways at 60
or 80 miles per hour, drive up to & movie theater and without any physical discomfort, like frosted
hands or feet of byszone years, They can witness a moving talking plcture, ths news reel of the
world, hear—uonderful music and then etep into the high powered heated car and are soon home agaln

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to the electric lights, rurnnce heat; or electric fan, ag the need may be and all so very easy. In
fact I belleve it is too easy, a8 people forget to be grateful end apprecliative when pomsessed of
too many luxuries. This present generation ie living in a world far more wonderful than the stories
of Han Christlen Anderson, falry stories heve been eclipsed by realities, and workds like the first
words sent over the telegraph wires, "What Heth God Wrought®, cease to bring awe and gratitude to
our hearts, and like spoiled children, we only clamor for more wonders, greater miracles, more ease
and a faster, easler 1ife. The things that should bring more lelisure and fuller heappler lives seem
only to overerowd them. The days wers =peeding swsy. My silster's school was out, and she came home
during the summer. My father's health was much better. He plowed forty or fifty acres of buffale .
grass sod and we planted crops of corn, wheat, cane, millet, and a lerge garden., Cur flock of cattle
had grown to forty or more, and by trading and ralsing colts, we had a drove of fifty to sixty
horaes, Eastem people kept coming, more land teken up, more sod houses being built, school EIzkrisx
districts ovrganized snd 1little one room school houses began to dot the prairies. A church was bullt
at Flagler and reguler services held. It wa of the Congregationsl denomination, Sunday schools were !
becoming popular out in the country school house=s,

Some of the new settlers brought some money imfimx into the country. Several nice homes were J
built. One I remember especlally was the house bullt in Flagler by a #Hr, Cornwall, A flour mill :
was bullt and did guite » business. We took our wheat and exchanged it for flour. Windmille began
to spring up over the prairie. These were used to water gardens as well &8 cattle. |

The day of the Texas longhorn cattle was passing, and other lerger breeda replecing them, These '
new settlers were from the older states and brought meny new progressive idees end tossed them into
the melting pot along with western ldeas, and in théis way the great new west was born, destined |
to become the home of many progressive people, Of course, many of them gave up, threw up their .
Tights to land, and left, but & large majority remained to be smong the leading citizens later .
and prove that courage and grit win., Several little frult orchards were planted and watered with
windmills, The one on the Lind place, sast of town, became a pretty good orchard. The orchard of
Jim Howell, northesst of town, flourished and wes a veritable ocasis in the desert; and a wonder and
comfort to all who visited it end were lucky enough to get to pilek some cherries. It only needed |
some determined people to have duplicated it on many of the homesteads that had similar advangages 4
of springs and sloping lend. N

With the milroad came dootors, lawyers, ministers, who sometimes eked out & meager mlnister's
salary by teaching a short term of school. I remember a FPreacher Smith who did this. I attended “w
the school a2t the Crystal Springs sod school house, County elections were held and officers elect-
ede Burllngame became the County sest. Either I have forgotten or else I did not hear of 1t, but |
as far as I know crimes were not frequent, very little theft or murder, very few divorces, Hother '
and father happily busy with thelr children. Biz dances were held in the hall ebove the school house I
on Christnas Day, New Years Day, Election Day, and S5t. Patrick's Dey.

In the sutumn, the round up snd shipping of the fat cattle to Kansss City ceused quite a little
stir in most of the rallroed towns, The warm sutumn days were disturbed by the bawling of calves

her dreams must be sadly curtailed for these necessities. The old coat must be worn again for ;
perhaps the 3rd or Yth winter, sometimes the wedding coat and facinator, or summer things s the
segason might be, must be worn on occasions like Chriatmnns. Hew Years, untlil the famlly were aboub
helf grawn.

The dry goods boxes must be used season after seEam season for cupboards, clothes cupboards,
wesh stands, and many other things,ad and if was a grend day when the tlme finally came for some
new store cupboards, dresders, chairs or stoves, but all in ell, they were contented, industriocus,
serious people. These history makers of the weset, having onee set thelr hands to the plow, they
did not look back but forged slowly snd Steadily on, preparing the way for the onward march of the
28 yet unborn generations, toward the snow capped rockles and fertlile pleins and valleys awalbing
its towns, ciltles, mines of gold, great highways, wondrous system of schools and colleges, great
daily pepers, all yet in the formetive stage, just around the cormer. (The End)

As a young girl she and her older sister Molllie taught school in the schools nesy Flagler and
as far away as Burlington, Colo. When lMollie resched the required age she filed on a homestead at
Crystal Springs which 1& now a part of the old Simon Aummings place three miles east of Flagler.
At this place called Crystal Springs, & one room school was buillt snd Mollle was the first teacher.
Their Grandmother Doughty lived on & homestead two miles south of the Ben Doughty farm home, B
with her nephew Johnnle, who wn& orippled with polio as a chilld., Hers was & two room sod house, '
as a child I esn remember visiting with ny grest grendmother,
In the Ben Doughty femlly there were six children, Frank, Hollle, Addle, George, Jim, and
Myrtle, Frank, George, and Jim spent moet of thelr younger years as produce merchents in Denver.
Mollie married a young cowboy Lance VerhoefT, who had homesteaded on land on the Eepublican
River » few miles south of the Ben Doughty homestead. Hollle and Lence developed their ranch by
seeding the river bottom to alfalfa, planting trees and an orchard. They ascguired a nlce herd of
cattle and today it is one of the better ranches of Kit Carson Co. #Habel, Charles, Geneva, and
Floyd were their children bern on this ranch. Mabel and Charley attemded school in Flagler until
1908 when the family traded thelr ranch for a farm near Hasty, Colo.
Addie Doughty merried a young man by the name of Harry Brookhart. Their homestead was just
ncross the road east from Grandma Doughty's home. About this time Sen Doughty moved to Arkansas 1

City, Kansas, With him he took his daughter Nyrtle. Here he bought a second hand furniture store
which he and hils young deughter managed.

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Addie's pride snd joy wef her besutiful flowers snd Harry's delight was to work with hie trees
and shrubs, They were successful untll the year 1921, that spring in June was the year of the
Arkensas River flood. Unluckily their nursery was near this river, the family wes sble to get eat
before the wall #f water hit, but their livestock and nursery was gone. Due to the lsnd that wae
washed away and the sediment that covered what wes left, the Brookharts were never able to restore _
their nursery. In fact 1life for Addie wes most tragic from them on, -

In the year of 1926 she lost her son Clifford ege 21, who was an honor atudent at Colorado -y
University. 1o help with his education he was working in Denver helplng to install an elevator in
the then new Continental 01l Bldg., 2 beam on the slevator shaft broke and Clifford fell 100 ft to
the bottomg of the shaft. He lived only a2 few minutes,

A few years after this in 1935 Herry passed swey suddenly wlth 2 heart attack,

T Addie develped disbetis, so from here on she had very poor health. Durinz her 1llness she spent
much of her time writing besutiful poetry. It wes too bad that her later years should end so y
tragically. It can be ssild that she gave her all to her family snd those around her. I know because
I am her niece and most fortunately lived very close to my Aunt Addie, I shall slweye cherish that
comapnionship sund edvice she gave me a8 a young girl and later a8 & young mother. I feel that any
one that was so dedicated as my Aunt Addie auraly hes besen blessed with a hesvenly reward.
