When Glynn Christian was nine years old,
he was astonished to discover that Fletcher
Christian, the same Fletcher Christian played
by Clark Gable in the movie Mutiny on the
Bounty, was his great-great-great-great-
grandfather.

Ever since then, Glynn has been on a life
long quest for the real Fletcher Christian. It is
a search that eventually would take him from
his New Zealand home to England, several
times around the world, and then to isolated
Pitcairn Island in the South Pacific, where
descendants of Fletcher and his crew live
today in ways similar to those of their muti
nous forebears.

In order to understand Fletcher better,
Glynn Christian had to seek out the entire
Christian family background, as well as learn
the social and political history of eighteenth-
century England and of Tahiti after its discov
ery by Captain Cook. Not only did he have to
find out exactly how the Royal Navy operated,
how serious mutiny was, and what daily life
was like on the king's ships, but he also had to
know whether William Bligh was as cruel and
tyrannical as legend had made him out to be.

He next had to ferret out what was known
and what was unknown about Pitcairn Island's
history and settlement. He read everything
available on the mutiny and its aftermath, but
it wasn't good enough. So he searched out
new material — in book shops, in libraries
around the world, and in the logs and journals
of nineteenth-century sailors who traveled the

South Seas. He even looked under the grand
piano in a family mansion — and discovered a
five-hundred-page history of his family dating
back to 1380.

Moreover, he had to dispel the persistent
myths that had grown up around Fletcher
over the years: that it was the love of a
which drove him to mutiny; that there was a
homosexual relationship between Christian
and Bligh; that Fletcher had somehow escaped
from Pitcairn to England, where he became
the inspiration for Samuel Taylor Coleridge's
"Rime of the Ancient Mariner."

And, finally, Glynn Christian had to sail to
Pitcairn himself, still one of the world's most
inaccessible places, to get the feel of the island,
to meet his cousins for the first time, to see at
first hand the living result of that one burning
moment when Fletcher Christian, cutlass
drawn, had burst into the captain's cabin and
announced: "Bligh, you are my prisoner."

The story of the mutiny on the Bounty is
one of the most popular in the world. Though
at heart it was a struggle between two men,
there has never been a serious biography of
Fletcher Christian. He was neither the simple,
good-hearted fellow of the Clark Gable movie
role, nor was he the prancing, tortured dandy
Marlon Brando later portrayed.

Fragile Paradise not only pieces together the
pu^zle of this complex man who stood up to
Captain Bligh; it also details Glynn Christian's
own adventures in the search for his cele
brated ancestor, and — in the end — for himself.
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On Sunday, 15 October 1922, a large plaque was dedicated by the Vicar in
Lezayre Church on the Isle of Man and erected near the church's pulpit.

Monograms are often used on seals, ornamental pins, rings (especially signet rings),
buttons, and by painters, engravers, etc., to distinguish their works. A monogram
could serve as a replacement for an heraldic device in a seal or as a substitute
for a signature. At times a monogram makes its appearance in conjunction with the
crest, shield, or motto from the coat of arms.

THE FAMILY OF THOMAS FRANCIS CHRISTIAN

Referred to simply as Thomas Christian in most of the records of Cabell and

Wayne Counties, Thomas Francis Christian was bom about 1804 in what was then

Monroe County but as a young child moved with his parents to what ultimately became

Logan County, where he married about 1825 Mary "Polly" Newton, bom about 1804, a

daughter of Thomas and Lucy Newton. About 1833 the Christians moved to what was

later known as "Holderby Farm" in then Cabell County but finally settled at Elija's

Creek near Prichard, Wayne County, West Virginia. Thomas Christian died 20 Sep

tember 1847, leaving eight children and his widow, who died 7 November 1883.

A son, bom between 1825 and 1830, apparently preceeded his father in death.
Certainly, all indications are that he did not reach adulthood.

William Christian, bom about 1829, is apparently the one who had a wife
named Liza A. Nothing more is knovm about him.

Thomas Newton Christian, called "Newton" in his grandfather's estate papers,
was bom 27 March 1831. He was married in Louisa, Lawrence County, Kentucky,
15 October 1851 to Martha Hatton, born 27 March 1827 in what later became Wayne
County, daughter of Elijah and Elizabeth (McGinnis) Hatton. They had six children.

Frederick Sebum Christian, bom 31 January 1834 in what was then Cabell
County, married twice: 1) in Wayne County 21 April 1856 to Mary Ann Daniels, bom
15 June 1839, died 25 May 1880, daughter of William and Martha (Ward) Daniels; he
married 2) on 15 February 1882 Mary Ann Stump, born about 1858 in Tazewell County,
Virginia, daughter of William and Rachel Stump. Eleven children were born to the
first wife and seven, to the second.

Andrew Perry Christian, born about 1836 in Cabell County, married in Wayne
County 6 November 1861 Elizabeth F. Smith, bom about 1840 in Cabell County, the
daughter of R. G. and M. Smith.

Chx'isHcms appear in numerous civil court records^ and genealogical researchers
usually make full use of the probate and land entries—plus certain miscellaneous
records—in order to reconstruct details of the lives of their subjects. Perhaps

because of the unpleasant circumstances surrounding unlawful events^ however, the
criminal court records are of ten overlooked or even avoided. The following abstracts
about Christian victims and perpetrators of crimes will begin to fill the void.

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THE CHRISTIANS' RIGG CONNECTIONS

THOMAS 6 ELIZABETH (COPIN) RIGG AND THEIR FAMILY

By Homer F. Dean In order to ̂ present as many lines as possible in this publioationj the editor
occasionally utilizes this section to republish data from other articles and books.Thomas Rigg, bom 1790-1794, is presumed to be the one who appears in the 1820 Greenup County, Kentucky,

Federal Census as bom 1775-1794 and in the 1830 Wabash County, Illinois, as born 1790-1800. He does not appear
in an 1810 census as head of household and at that time was probably still in the home of his parents in Wood
County, Virginia. Benjamin Riggs headed a household there that year; and persons by the name of Rigg in the
personal property tax lists between 1804 and 1816 for Wood County (now part of West Virginia) are Benjamin,
Charles, James, Jeremiah, Samuel, Thomas, and Townley. The surname of this family appears as Rigg and Riggs,
but for this line is most consistently spelled Rigg.

Thomas Rigg served in the War of 1812. He joined as a Private in the Sth Regiment of Virginia Militia in
Captain Henry Stead's Company in Wood County, (West) Virginia, on 30 August 1814 and was discharged at Norfolk,
Virginia, on 22 February 1815. (Bounty Land Warrant 17,022-80-55.)

Thomas Rigg was married 8 September 1816 in Wood County, (West) Virginia, to Elizabeth Copin (also
spelled Copen) by Reese Wolfe, a Methodist minister (Wood County, West Virginia, marriage records). Persons
by the name of Copin in the personal property tax lists there in 1816 are Joshua, Thompson, and Zaccheus.
Significantly, a Joshua Copin was married the same day as Thomas and Elizabeth by the same minister. Joshua's
death record in Wood County, West Virginia, gives his birth place as Prince William County, Virginia, the son
of William Copin.

By 1820 Thomas and Elizabeth (Copin) Rigg were in Greenup County, Kentucky. On 20 December 1824 Thomas
purchased 100 acres of land in Greenup County on the East Fork of Little Sandy River, on Grayson's line, for
$100.00 from the heirs of Stephen Jones. This land was sold to Hartwell C. Eastham for $150.00 on 2 October
1827 with Elizabeth signing her dower release 5 November 1827. Apparently shortly thereafter, the family
moved to Wabash County, Illinois.

Thomas Rigg died probably between 1830 and 1832, but certainly by 22 September 1852 (Wabash Deed Book E,
page 307) in Wabash County, Illinois. His widow filed two affidavits for bounty land which show two different
death dates: 1828 on the 21 December 1850 document and 1831 on the 11 April 1855 document—the latter date
undoubtedly the correct one if Thomas Rigg is the same as the one listed in the 1830 census.

Elizabeth Copin was bom probably about 1790 or slightly later. The 1850 Edwards County, Illinois,
census gives her birthplace as Virginia and age as 50 (bom c. 1799); her bounty land affidavits give her age
as 58 on 21 December 1850 (that is, bom c. 1792) and as 65 on 11 April 1855 (born c. 1790). Elizabeth
married secondly Richard Wheeler in Wabash County, Illinois, prior to 13 February 1837 (consent on son Silas's
marriage record in Edwards County, Illinois, as Elizabeth Wheeler). Richard IVheeler died about 1842 accord
ing to Elizabeth's bounty land affidavit. It was as Elizabeth IVheeler that she appeared with the family of
her daughter Rebecca (Mrs. James McKinzie) in the 1850 census. She was still alive 11 April 1855 but does
not appear in the 1860 censuses for either Wabash or Edwards Counties, Illinois. Following her application
for land warrant (#16857) according to an act of 28 September 1850, she was allowed 80 acres 13 September
1851 (issued at Albion, Edwards County, Illinois,  9 October 1851, Volume 92, page 225).

At least seven children were bom to Thomas and Elizabeth (Copin) Rigg:
Anna Rigg, bom 71810-1820 (Greenup Co., KY, census 1820), died unmarried in Wabash Co., IL, between 22 Sep

tember 1832 and April 1842 (Wabash Co., IL, Deed Book E, page 312).
Silas W. Rigg, bom 1810-1820 (Edwards Co., IL, census 1840), married 13 February 1837 Ruthana M. Eastwood

(Edwards Co., IL, Book A, page 64). He does ncTt appear in the 1850 census for Illinois.
Zachariah A. Rigg, bom 10 January 1821 at Flatwoods, near Catlettsburg, KY (Rigg family history by J. R.

Riggs, 1937), married in Lawrence Co., OH, 30 August 1840 Elizabeth Christian (Marriage records.
Volume 1-3, page 334). He died 12 April 1900 in Wayne Co., WV (Birth and death dates from tomb
stone in Smith Cemetery at Buffalo, WV).

Sarah C. Rigg, bom 1825 in Kentucky (Edwards Co.. IL. census 1850), married in Edwards Co., IL, 13 October
1842 Jeremiah Clodfelter (Marriage Book A., page 119). He was borne. 1818 in North Carolina.
In 1850 their children were George, 6; Franklin, 4; Mary, 3; and Edwin, 1; all bom in Illinois.

Moses Rigg, bom 3 July 1827 at Durbin Creek, Kentucky (Rigg family history booklet), married 8 February 1848
Nancy Christian (Rigg booklet). He died 1887 and is buried next to wife on the Otis Ball Farm,
Joel's Branch, Wayne Co., IW.

Rebecca B. Rigg, bom 1830 in Illinois (Edwards Co., IL, census 1850), married in Edwards Co., IL, 4 Septem
ber 1845 James McKenzie/McKinzie (Marriage Book B., page 14). He was bom 1823 in Virginia; and
in 1850 their children were Moses, 4, and Enoch, 2, both bom in Illinois.

John Rigg, for whom no birth, marriage, or death record is available, sold his share of land from his father's
estate 13 July 1844 in Wabash County, Illinois. He may be the John Rigg in the 1850 census there
aged 23 with 18-year-old wife Mary J. and daughter Frances A., bom 1850. There were many Rigg
families in this area, and this John of the census may well be of another family.

All of the children listed above are named as heirs of Thomas Rigg in Wabash County, Illinois, Deed
Book E, page 307 on 22 September 1832.

The recorded will of William Christian differs from the original docixment in
more details than the usual minor discrepancies between spelling, punctuation,
capitalization, and abbreviations. Significantly, the original is signed simply
W Christian" and has signature of "Patt Campbell" as a witness whereas the recorded

copy shows testator signing "William Christian" and lists "Patt Christian" as one of
the witnesses. Both copies contain ambiguous wording in naming executors to the
will. It is not clear whether (as Chalkley and others have assumed) William named
his two brothers, Robert and John Christian, along with a nephew, Capt. George
Moffetti as executors or whether (as literal reading of content would demand and
interpretation of court minutes would substantiate) William named two nephews as
executors: his brother Robert's son, John Christian, and his sister Mary's son,

REVOLUTIONARY WAR SERVICE

—The Editor
The records of Augusta County, Virginia, attest to the active participation of

the Christians in the cause of Independence. Many furnished supplies and gave
assistance to the troops while numerous kinsmen joined the ared forces.

Several of the name first served under "Captain Christian" [presumably the
Captain William Christian who wrote the foregoing will and was renovmed for his ex
ploits in the French and Indian War]. Later "Captain Long" assumed command, and
the 1781-82 records show the following in his company:

The difficulty of distinguishing between fathers, sons, uncles, nephews, and
cousins who carry identical names poses obvious but not insoluble problems. The task
is further complicated by the necessity to separate the false assumptions so prevalent
in the files of the national patriotic societies from the facts so often overlooked
in the public records.

Because of his prominence and close association with Patrick Henry, Col. William
Christian—son of Israel and Elizabeth (Stark) Christian—has sometimes been "chosen"
as the father of sons who were, in fact, descendants of Gilbert Christian. Col.
Christian's only son, John Henry Christian, died unmarried and childless. [See Chris
tian Family Chronicles, Volume No. I, for "Biographical Sketch" and "Footnotes" in
Volume No. VII for information on this William Christian.]

Documents which shed light on the connections and service of these Augusta County
patriots will be reproduced or abstracted in the next installment of this series.

John F. Christian was born at noon 20 May 1776 in Amherst County, Virginia, to

John and Judith (Leake) Christian. He married a cousin in Virginia, according to

information passed on to his grandchildren. At least two of his great-granddaughters

recall that they were told his wife's name was Judith Ann Ford. As yet, no document

has been found that would confirm such identity, but family letters do show that she

was called Judy.

HENRY COUNTY, VIRGINIA, SOJOURN

Although John F. and Judy (?Ford) Christian eventually moved to Missouri (as

did their eleven children*), they first migrated from Amherst to Henry County, Vir

ginia, about 1819. It may be inferred from the 1820 and 1830 census records that

they had a few additional children who died in childhood.

Of the surviving issue, the first four—Judith, Betsy Ann, Polly, and Peter

—married during the family’s twenty-year stay in Henry County and had children of

their own there. Thus, when members of the family gathered early in 1839 for the

trek to Missouri by covered wagon, their assemblage was a sizable one. In the

Christian family alone, there were (in addition to the groups mentioned above) seven

other children who accompanied their parents: John James "Jack," Hannah, Samuel Mar¬

shall, Joseph Hiram, William Preston, Wade Woodson, and Martha Jane. Exactly why

the elders decided to make the move to the banks of the Moreau is not revealed in

letters* still in possession of descendants, but numerous family traditions are

verified by the contents of early correspondence between the Christian connections.

IN MISSOURI

The wagon train reached what was then Morgan County, Missouri, 22 April 1839.

All arrived safely but all were not well. What is now known as "The Old Christian

Cemetery" located in rural Moniteau County southwest of California, Missouri, soon

became the resting place of several of the new settlers beginning with Peter L.

Christian, who had developed a fatal fever during the journey. He left a son, also

named Peter; but his later whereabouts are unknown and his mother has not yet been

identified.

By the end of 1846 John and Judy (?Ford) Christian had also been laid to rest

in the family cemetery, and by the spring of 1849 three of their daughters had joined

them in death. The status of the family at that time can be deduced from the

affidavit signed by son John James "Jack" Christian for probate records:

Charles Samuel Christian, a son of George W. and Ellen (Etnyre) Christian, did

not marry until almost ten years after his three-year service in the Confederate

Forces had been completed. A private in Company F of the Eighth Texas Infantry, the

young man returned home to devote his attention to farming.

Charles and his wife, Ann Elizabeth (Murray) Christian, were members of the

Christian Church. The snapshot of the couple reproduced on the facing page apparently

was taken not long before the husband's death in 1923. They, as well as several of

their children are buried in the Murray Cemetery. Their family group appears below.

Data and photographs from the life of Daniel Ragsdale Christian, his wife, and sons

were submitted for the following presentation by Portia Christian, whose line of

descent from this Union soldier appeared in CHRISTIAN RAMILS CHRONICLES, Volume No.

V, page 3?8, with supplementary data in Volume No. VI, page 511, and No, VII, page 598.

Born a southerner, Daniel Ragsdale Christian gave his life for the northern

cause. All his children were underage when he volunteered for the Union forces in

1862. Although sixteen-year-old Jim asked to join the Federals, his father decided

that this eldest son should remain behind to look after the family and farm in Indi¬

ana while he himself answered the call of country.

Another son, Ira W. Christian, relates in his notebooks of family reminiscences

that the night before his father reported for duty, he sat with wife and children on

the steps of the back stairs that entered into the kitchen and held baby George while

he talked with his family.

Some of Daniel Christian's military movements can be followed in books like Joe

H. Burgess's Hamilton County and the Civil Nan Company A, to which Christian was

assigned, started with Company G from Newburgh, Indiana, 28 February 1863, when they

moved to Louisville, Kentucky. On 4 March the companies left for Glasgow, Kentucky,

where they arrived 11 March. Scouting in the direction of the Cumberland River,

skirmishes with the enemy took place; on the nineteenth they crossed over and drove

the rebels three miles back. On their return, they burned the town of Celina, Ten

nessee, recrossing the river and reaching Glasgow on the twentieth. Details of their

pursuit of John Morgan's Cavalry and the engagements which took them into Georgia

can be found in various reference works. (See box below for official record.)

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Just as the children and many descendants of Daniel R. and Catherine (Etnyre)

Christian became so much a part of the development of the northwest, so their

counterparts in Texas contributed actively to the life of the southwest.

Information handed down through the generations reveals that their soldier
forebear was taken prisoner not far from his old home in Georgia. Such was his
commitment that even as a sick prisoner of war, he continued to lecture on the
evils of slavery. Confined to the overcrowded Andersonville Camp, Daniel Christian
was exposed to the near-starvation conditions there. After consuming some rotten
meat, he was transferred to Goldsboro Prison Hospital, only to die.

Daniel R. Christian had arrived in southern Indiana in 1839 to teach school

at the invitation of Philbird Wright, whom he had met in Louisville, Kentucky,
while waiting for his father to come from their home in Georgia. (Louisville was
a stopover for the Christians en route to Missouri to look at land.)

OF GEORGE W. CHRISTIAN'S DESCENDANTS

Although farming and ranching interests in Milam County, Texas, provided the

livelihood for George W. and Ellen (Etnyre) Christian* and the next generation of

their line, the musical talents exhibited by some Oregon relatives also appeared and

found expression among their descendants. Educational and business pursuits increas

ingly attracted grandchildren who reached adulthood during the twentieth century. In

their religious affiliations, most have belonged to protestant churches—primarily

of the Christian, Methodist, or Baptist denominations.

The daughter Christiana Christian, who was born 26 October 1852 in Iowa as the
family moved across the plains, died 5 October 1904 in Milam County, Texas. She
married in 1870 Thomas Phillips, born 27 June 1842 in Arkansas, died 15 February 1931
in Milam County. Eight children are known to have been born to them, all in Texas:

Entrusted with the roll of "head of family" during the father's absence,
James Raford Christian did not marry until his siblings acquired some education and
he could foresee a good start in life for them. When his first wife Mariah died,
James' mother, Eliza (Click) Christian, would care for his offspring until he re
married.

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press. His only absence in service with the company was during World War I, when
between 1917 and 1919 he served with the 411th Telegraph Battalion in France. He
died in 1947; his widow survived him. In an undated obituary following her death,
Mrs. Patterson's survivors are listed as three children and seven grandchildren.
The children include: Mrs. Windsor W. Calkins of Eugene; Mrs. Clarence R. (Martha)

Biographical details about Percy James Patterson are gleaned from his obituary.
Born S August 1876 , he died at the age of 73. Aft-er serving in the Army Signal
Corps in 1917 and becoming foreman of the Spruce Division of Telephone at Newport
during the First World War, he entered the field of painting and construction con
tracting, which he continued until retirement in 1944. His marriage to Etta Maude
Johnston took place at Blackfoot, Idaho, 10 September 1923. She preceded him in
death in 1948. He was survived by two daughters; Mrs. Nelda F. Thomason and
Mrs. Virginia G. Baker.

Among the sons of Daniel R. and Catherine (Etnyre) Christian was John Wesley
Christian who, like his siblings, was given acreage in Christian's Addition from his
father's donation grant. Somewhat more modest in size than his sister Dunn's home,
the house where his three children were born fulfilled beautifully the needs of his
small family and featured heirlooms from his forebears and those of his wife. An
almond wood dresser, retrieved from a shipwreck as it was being brought by his wife's
parents around Cape Horn from the East, is still in the possession of descendants as
are tw'o especially prized cane bottomed chairs.

Some genealogical details about the families of the five married sons are
available from family records—most from the notes left by the widow of Ira Wash
ington Christian. Data for the family of George Siegel Christian were supplied by
his daughter, Julia V. Dillon.

John Wesley Christian was united in marriage with Mary Ellen T. Mumper by the
Reverend George A. McKinlay in a double wedding ceremony at the home of G. W. Midley
on Christmas Eve 1888. The Mumper family, also pioneers, had come from York County,
Pennsylvania, to Salem, Oregon, by sailing ship around Cape Horn.

Mary Ellen was one of four children born to Michael and Mary Ellen (Taylor)
Mumper and was named for her mother. The others included a baby girl who died in
infancy and two boys, Charles and Will Mumper. After the mother's death at the
age of forty-two, Michael Mumper married secondly Ella (Bush) Painter, a widow with
five children. Mary Ellen (Mumper) Christian died at twenty-seven years of age after
a severe illness, also leaving three children "to battle life without a mother's care.

According to Fred’s reminiscences, "Never was a mother more tenderly cared

for, and never was there a more charming place to go than their home. Every Sunday

evening our family gathered at Amy’s and Mother's home with Amy at the piano, and

Irena's girls (Marjory and Melba) would sing the songs she loved and bits of
favorite arias from the operettas."

Many of the family treasures passed down through the Dunn grandchildren of
Daniel R. Christian—the dishes brought across country in 1852 going to Marjory

(Williams) Hall and now, along with other antiques from her grandparents still in

her home, appreciated by her sons: Howard, head of the Art Department at Southwest

Community College in North Bend, and Bill, an architect in Santa Barbara, California.

The family circle of Daniel R. and Catherine (Etnyre) Christian was a close-knit

one.* Even after marrying and having children of their own, the sons and daughters

who established homes on land given them by their father in that part of Eugene,

Oregon, known as "Christian's Addition" continued to be close. Because of the near

ness of their homes, they could share life's joys; and in times of need they were

able and willing to help each other.

The Victorian dwelling built by the Christian's eldest daughter and her husband,

the "Dunn House," became noted for its charm and grace; and the children who grew up

within its walls developed their literary, musical, and artistic gifts. Another

daughter, who had no children, moved with her husband to nearby Springfield, Oregon,

where they built a house attached to their Maxwell Hardware Store. The youngest

daughter made her home with her widowed brother in Christian's Addition so that she

could aid in the rearing of his children.

The saga and the questions begin with my late wife's great-
randfather, Barnard Christian. A blacksmith who lived most of
is adult life in Stanfordville, Dutchess County, New York, he is

listed on the 1860 and 1870 censuses as having been born in Penn
sylvania, though I have never been able to pick up the trail in
that state. No others of this surname are found in Dutchess

County at that time, and all of his descendants moved away, mostly
to Connecticut.

Barnard Christian married Maria Lemons Gildersleeve (widow of
James Gentleman), daughter of Joseph and Mary (Mosher) Gildersleeve.
Among their children was Remington Palmer Christian, born 28 July
1862 in Stanfordville, New York. In early adulthood he migrated
to nearby Connecticut and in 1883 married Sarah Ann Woodin in
Seymour, Connecticut. Remington became a passenger conductor on
the N. Y., N. H., 8 H. Railroad. He resided first in Hartford
and later, until his death in 1945, in New Haven, Connecticut.

Among the children of Remington and Sarah Christian was
Esther Charlotte, born 1891 in Hartford, Connecticut. She married
Leslie Borden Ulrich; and among their children was Barbara Imogene
Ulrich, born in New Haven in 1915 and destined eventually to
marry me.

The birth year of Barnard Christian is uncertain. The 1860

census lists him as 43 (born 1817); the 1870 shows 50 (born 1820).
There is an intriguing, possible clue on the 1850 census for
Groton, New London County, Connecticut. IVhen the census was taken,
the "Bask Shepherdess" (their spelling) was in port, H.W.P. Ran
dall, Master. Among the personnel was a sailer by the name of
Brainerd Christian, age 18 (born 1832), born in Pennsylvania. The
age seems somewhat off, but censuses are not noted for strict
accuracy of detail; and he would still have been old enough to
have fathered Remington.

To round out the record, Barnard and Maria (Gildersleeve)
Christian had, in addition to Remington, a daughter Sarah, born
1864 who died 22 May 1865 and was buried in the Gentleman plot of
the Stanford Cemetery. There was also a son John—no dates avail
able—presumably born in Stanfordville during the 1860's. He is
known to have married Sarah Hegeman; and their children were May,
Charles, Irene, and Grace. This family seems to have moved out
of the immediate area at an early stage, as no trace of Christians
can be found locally at the present time.

president of Davidson College in North Carolina. He had retired from the presidency
by the time of Anna's marriage to Tom. The newlyweds set up housekeeping in
Lexington, Virginia, where their first child was born—only to die of jaundice a few
weeks later on 25 May 1858. Jackson gave thanks to God that his wife survived but
was reconciled with the conviction that, as he wrote to a niece: "My little daughter
was called from this world of sin to enjoy the heavenly happiness of Paradise. . . .
Whilst your Aunt Anna and myself feel our loss, yet we know that God has taken her

Anna bore another daughter 23 November 1862 less than six months before Stonewall
Jackson died 10 May 1863 from mortal wounds received at Chancellorsville, Virginia.

In spite of diligent efforts on the part of the author and others uho have shared in the research,
missing links still figure prominently in traoing the line of James and Lucy (Bradley) Christian of
Virginia (late 1700's) and Georgia (early 1800's). His antecedents and the couple’s descendants are
still matters of conjecture. It is hoped that by publishing what Mrs. Cantnack refers to as "Betsy's
Guesses," readers may be prompted to provide the missing links.

The first we know of James Christian

is that he married Lucy Bradley, daughter
of William Bradley. Dates, places, and
possible relationship prior to their
marriage are based on strictly circum
stantial evidence.

Possible Parentage
James Christian may have been an

as-yet unborn son when Robert Christian
wrote his will in 1748, proved in Albe
marle County, Virginia, the following
year.^ In making provision for his heirs,
Robert opened the possibility that his
wife (also named Lucy Bradley) may have
been pregnant by bequeathing to such off
spring "should she be with child."

If such a tentative identification

proves to be correct, then James Chris
tian married his first cousin since his

wife Lucy was presumably daughter of the
William Bradley named in the same will
of Robert Christian. The will provides
that William, brother of Robert's wife
Lucy, shall have use of a certain parcel
of Robert's land.

Records for Christian-Bradley Unions
James Christian married Lucy Bradley

probably about 1780 and probably in
Buckingham County, Virginia. While a few
records for William Bradley exist in
Campbell County (for he owned land on
Stonewall Creek in the part of Bedford
which became Campbell), he described him
self as "of Tillitson's Parish, Buckingham
County," in both 1767 and 1790.^ Some
claim that William Bradley had three wives.

the last of whom, Elizabeth, was a Chris
tian,

in Elbert County, Georgia, in 1805; this
names, as executors, James Christian and
Thomas Oglesby, both sons-in-law.

William Bradley's wiil^ was proved

James Christian in Elbert County, Georgia
The first record of James Christian

in Elbert County, Georgia, is a deed,"
parts of which are illegible, for land
purchased from Middleton Woods in 1794 or
1795. This document describes him as "of

Elbert County," suggesting that James may
have arrived earlier. Franklin County
has no deeds recorded for him.

McIntosh's History of Elbert County^
names James in a list of early settlers,
some of whom arrived with General Matthews
in 1784. Since that list also includes

Drury Oglesby, who arrived 1796 to 1800,
this list is of dubious value as to exact
dates.

MRS. THOMAS JONATHON JACKSON

JACKSON AND JULIA CHRISTIAN

The two women who married Thomas J. Jackson could be classed as exemplary role
models in their own right. Both were intelligent and educated; both, devout; both,
daughters of ministers who were college presidents with advanced degrees.

FAMILY BACKGROUND Christian of

name appears
in the 1794-1800 Elbert County Tax Digest
and was a Justice of the Peace in 1799

and 1802 although for some reason he is
not included in McIntosh's list of J. P.'s

for that period. James also shows up in
the Elbert Lottery lists for 1805,^ 1806,
and in 1821^ as James Christian, Senior.
He appears in the 1815 Elbert County tax
list'® as well as the 1820 census.^*
this last he is shown as over 45, as is
his wife. Also in the household are two

males aged 16 to 26 and one, 10 to 15,
plus a female aged 10 to 15.

According to James M.
Dunwoody, Georgia,® James'

Thomas Jackson was born 21 January 1824 at Clarksburg, Harrison County, in that
part of Virginia which later became West Virginia. Jackson's parents, Jonathon and
Julia Beckwith (Neale) Jackson, belonged to families whose men were legislators,
judges, and soldiers. Tom's great-grandfather John Jackson served in the Revolution;
his grandfather Edward Jackson was a Congressman; and his father Jonathon Jackson, a
lawyer who died in 1827 leaving four young children (Elizabeth, Warren, Thomas, Laura)
and a widow who died only four years later.

Tom Jackson first married in the spring or summer of 1853 Eleanor Junkin,
daughter of George and Julia Rush (Miller) Junkin. George Junkin, D. D., L. L. D. ,
(1790-1868) graduated from Jefferson College in Pennsylvania. Among the accomplish
ments and distinguished posts of this Presbyterian minister can be counted these:
founded Milton (Pennsylvania) Academy, president of Pennsylvania Manual Labor Academy,
first president of Lafayette College, president of Miami University, and president of
Washington College (now Washington and Lee University). Jackson's letters reveal the
grief he experienced when Eleanor died in November 1854 while giving birth to a still
born infant. His faith in the will of God comforted him during his period of mourning,
however.

Progeny of James and Lucy Christian
It is probable that William B. Chris

tian was the oldest son of James and Lucy
(Bradley) Christian and that he was named
for his grandfather William Bradley, hence
the "B" as his middle initial. Since
William is shown in the 1830 census^^ as

In July 1857 Tom Jackson married a second time. This wedding took place in
Lincoln County, North Carolina, where his bride, Mary Anna Morrison resided at "Cottage
Home" with her parents, George Hall and Mary (Graham) Morrison.

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MISSING LINKS IN THE JAMES § LUCY (BRADLEY) CHRISTIAN LINE STONEWm” JiCKSON HIS CHRISTMN
he had two draws in the 1805 lottery, his
birthdate can be placed as no later than
1783. In consequence, his father James
was born, in all likelihood, before 1763
and more probably 1750-1760.

Presley Christian may well have been
the second oldest son of James and Lucy
(Bradley) Christian. He did not partici
pate in the 1805 lottery but had two
draws in 1806, indicating marriage by
that time and fixing his birthdate (when
combined with 1820 and 1830 census list

ings) as 1780-1784. Presley appears in
numerous Elbert County records, notably
as Sheriff in 1823 and 1824,13 However,

in Madison County, Georgia.) Another
entry was for James G. with one draw. At
any rate, this list marks the first time
that James Christian distinguished him
self with the addition of "Senior" after

his name—probably due to the maturing
of James G. Christian. The second

occurence is in the power-of-attorney
deed.

GRHNDCHILDREH

If Presley were indeed the son of
James, it would seem that Isaac must also
have been his son. The two do seem linked
if J. M. Christian's list for the children

of Isaac is correct. That group includes
a Presley, born 1817, and a James, born
1821.he seems to have left there somewhat

abruptly as on 17 September 1824, while
in Newton County, Georgia, he declared
himself to be "of St. Clare County,
Alabama," and gave James Christian,
Senior, of Elbert County, power of
attorney to collect a debt from John A.
Heard. Apparently his plans to stay in
Alabama changed, for he is seen in
McNairy County, Tennessee, in the 1830
census with five of his nine children

still with him. It would appear that
two sons, born 1804 to 1810, and two
daughters had flown the nest.

Indications are that James and Lucy
(Bradley) Christian had at least two
daughters. James sold land only once
prior to his disappearance from Elbert
County records; that was in 1814 when he
deeded 150 acres to Robert C. Oglesby,
and birthdates of Robert's children
commence about this time. Some dozen
D.A.R. members have stated that Robert C.

Oglesby's first wife was a Christian, but
none has ever cited her given name. (Two
of Robert C. Oglesby's siblings married
children of the John Christian who died

in Franklin County, Georgia, in 1805.)
It is also possible that Elizabeth,

another daughter of James and Lucy Chris
tian, married Robert's brother, Leroy
Oglesby, who was a witness to the power
of attorney which Presley gave to James
Christian in Newton County in 1824.

The 1821 land lottery list for Penn's
District of Chas. W. Christian’s Battalion

provides us with new names to consider.
One is Elijah D. Christian, who had one
draw. Is this correct, or could it be a
mistake for Elijah L., who might have
been a son of Turner Christian? Also

shown are Elisha with two draws and Elijah
W. with one. (This last is a different
Elijah W. than the son of Elijah and
Elizabeth (Britt) Christian, as he lived

s noted, James Christian seems to
disappear from Elbert County, which has
no will or probate file for him. After
the power of attorney filed in March 1825,
there is one last deed*’recorded for him

in March 1826 —one year later. This deed
indicates that Charles Kelsey 8 Co. sued
James Christian, Wm. B. Christian, Ben
jamin Owen, and Samuel Leseuer; and as a
result of the judgment. Sheriff Leroy
Upshaw siezed and sold 845 acres of
James Christian's land. (The last deed
for Presley in 1825 was also a sheriff's
sale.*®) Significantly, James Christian,
Sr., does show up in the 1832 lottery of
Newton County, however.

STONEWALL JACKSON

(1824-1863)

A RENOWNED LEADER OF MEN

Thomas Jonathon Jackson—West Point graduate in 1846, veteran of the Mexican War
in which he served with distinction, professor of military tactics and of natural and
experimental philosophy at the Virginia Military Institute for ten years—offered his
services to his native state at outbreak of the American Civil War. His considerable
accomplishments in battle brought him the admiration of his peers.

Known as "Stonewall” Jackson from the day in July 1861 when in a crisis of battle
with the Federal troops a Confederate brigadier rode up to Jackson with the cry,
"General, they are beating us back!" Encouraged by Jackson's determination and readi
ness to stand firm, the brigadier galloped back to his men shouting. "Look, there is
Jackson standing like a stone wall. Rally behind the Virginians." The Federal attack
was utterly repulsed. Indeed, recognized as Gen. Robert E. Lee's "right arm," Jackson
was a tactician and leader of men whose death following one of their many victories
has been called a loss fatal to the Confederate cause.

Gen. Jackson’s bold military maneuvers still serve as classic examples of what
a small force can achieve when led by a man who understands the value of resolution,
secrecy, and mobility in war.

Keys to the Missing Links
What we really have here is a bunch

of sons looking for a father, and a
father who seems to have had a goodly
number of them but whose names we don't
know.

They seem to fit beautifully except
for the bothersome entry of "Melton
Christian," sometimes thought to be the
70 to 80-year-old in the 1830 Newton
County census and who has been suggested
as the father of Presley and Isaac. The
problem with that: Where on earth has
he been all this time?

I submit that the Melton of the 1830

census is actually the 20 to 30-year-old
male shown living in that household. He
could have been the son of Isaac, but it
is more likely he was the son of Presley
since two of Presley's sons did not
accompany him to Tennessee.

I submit further that the man aged
60 to 70 and the woman aged 70 to 80 in
the Melton Christian listing in the 1830
Newton County, Georgia, census are James
Christian and Lucy (Bradley) Christian.

ROLE MODEL

Noted for his bravery and skill,
praying before and after every battle.

Stonewall" Jackson was also very religious.
As he became a model for future cadets, so

he was the ideal for his grandson and great-grandson, both of whom were named for
their illustrious grandfather.

Brigadier General Thomas Jackson Christian, Sr., U. S. A., grandson of General
Jackson, graduated from West Point 13 June 1911, served through World War I, later
had the post of commanding officer of Jefferson Barracks, Missouri, and during
World War II was in command of the Miami, Florida, Air Base.

Colonel Thomas Jackson Christian, Jr., great-grandson of General Jackson,
graduated from West Point in 1939 and was made a full colonel before he was thirty.
He escaped in the fall of the Philippines but was killed in France during August
1944 on his 78th mission as a commander in the Air Corps.

COMMENTARY

Betsy Cammack presents convincing evidence that James and Lucy (Bradley) Christian
were indeed in Elbert County, Georgia, from 1795 through at least 1821 and in Newton
County from shortly thereafter through 1832.

If, as she concludes, the Melton Christian of the 1830 household were the younger
male born between 1800 and 1810, I believe it likely that he was their son rather than
a grandson—the same male listed in their 1820 household as born between 1805 and 1810.
Other sons could certainly have been Isaac, Presley, William B., a junior James, and
one of the many in the area named Elijah or Elisha. That at least two of the daughters
married into the Oglesby family seems sure. Could Benjamin Owen and Samuel Leseuer
also have been sons-in-law?

Like Mrs. Cammack, I would be interested in receiving proof of identity of any of
the children of James and Lucy (Bradley) Christian and any clues regarding James'
parentage.

SAD FATALITY TO AN ANDREAS FARMER

INQUEST AND VERDICT
On Tuesday afternoon a shocking accident occurred near Sulby Bridge, whereby Mr William Chris

tian, an extensive farmer at Smeal, lost his life. Mr Christian was last seen driving a pair of
horses attached to a cart in the direction of Sulby, and some time afterwards his dead body was
found lying on the roadside, bearing the appearance of having been dragged along for some distance.
The body was removed to the late residence of the deceased, and a jury was summoned by John C.Lamothe,
Esq., Coroner for the Northern District. The inquest was held at Kerrowgarrow, Andreas, on Wednesday,
when the following evidence was taken:—

John Evan Christian, of Ballabeg, in the parish of Kirk Bride, farmer, said: 1 am a son of the
deceased, William Christian, who lived at Smeal, in the parish of Andreas. He was sixty-two years
of age. I understand he left home yesterday afternoon about one o'clock, with a cart and a pair of
horses to go to the Mill at Sulby Claddagh. The horses he had are young horses but are quiet and
free from vice.

Robert Henry Simpson, a farm servant on the estate of the Gilcaugh, in the parish of Andreas,
said: I was coming along the high road past James Kinnish's house, near Ballachwory, in the parish
of Andreas, about half-past three o'clock in the afternoon, and I saw the deceased William Christian
lying in the west side of the road, about two yards from the hedge. His clothing was soiled and
dirty as if he had been dragged along. He was then quite dead. I went back to Mr James Kinnish's
house and told him and his wife, and they came along with me. We returned to the body and stayed by
it until help came, and then removed it to Mrs Christian's house, which is a short distance off,
and where it has been viewed by the jury this day.

James Kinnish, of Close-e-Cleator, in the parish of Andreas, fanner, said: Yesterday afternoon
the last witness came to me and stated there was  a man lying dead, he thought, In the road. I went
along with Simpson as he has stated. Before Simpson came to me a cart and a pair of horses passed
my house, without a driver, in the direction of the Craig Gate. The leash had gone past about ten
or fifteen minutes before Simpson came back and told me the body was lying in the road. When Simpson
went with me to the body he found it was warm.

John William Wood, of Ramsey, surgeon, said: Between four and five o'clock yesterday evening
I saw the body of the deceased at the house of Christian. I found the deceased had been dead some
time, and was cold. I made an examination of the body both yesterday and to-day, and found that the
ribs on the right side were all broken and smashed, and the air had escaped from the lungs under the
skin in consequence. There was a small wound and marks in the middle of the back, which I think
were the effect of pressure. There were some marks on the face and discolouration, as if the body
had been dragged on the ground, but not sufficient to account for death, In my opinion the injuries
to the body as described by me are quite sufficient to account for the death of the deceased.

John Arthur Chandler, Ramsey, labourer, said: Yesterday afternoon I was at the house of Mrs
Christian (where the body lay), about three o'clock. I served her with oil which I was selling, and
came on to the house of the witness James Kinnish. When there a cart with a pair of horses rushed
past me and went on towards the Craig Gate. I thought some person would follow the cart, and I did
not attempt to stop the horses. There was about half a load of bent upon the cart at the time I saw
it pass me.

John Hurray Christian, of the Kerrow Garrow, in the parish of Andreas, yeoman, said: About
three o'clock yesterday afternoon I was in my own field near the Kerrow Garrow chapel, in the parish
of Andreas, and I saw the deceased sitting upon a cart of bent, with two horses, going in the
direction of the Craig. Mr Christian looked at us in the field and went on. About a quarter of
an hour or twenty minutes afterwards Mrs. Quayle came to me in the field and said Mr Christian, the
deceased, was lying dead in the road. I went at once, and when I arrived there I found the witnesses
Simpson and Kinnish and his wife, and the body was lying as described by them.

John Chrystoary, of St. Jude's, Andreas, farmer, said; Yesterday afternoon I saw the oil cart
at Mrs Christian's door, as described by the witness Chandler. 1 came out of the fields close by
and went on towards the Craig Gate. When very near the Craig Gate a cart with a pair of horses with
out a driver came rushing along, and the cart was upset near the Craig Gate. I helped to right it,
and then heard that Hr W. Christian had been killed.

William Ratcliffe, rural constable of the parish of Andreas, said; I heard yesterday afternoon
of the accident on the road to Mr Christian, and  I came on at once and saw the place where the

Robert Christian was baptized at Rushen Parish Church by the much-loved Reverend

Corrin thirteen days following his birth 8 August 1853 to Elizabeth Christian. He

was later fostered with a family named Coole (not Kinrade/Kinvig  as shown on page 541

of Volume No. VII). It was, I suppose, natural that in a fishing village like Port

St. Mary the young Robert should take to the sea, eventually becoming joint owner of

two boats. In those days, these small vessels would be away from the Isle for months,

selling their catches as they moved north and south around the islands and along the

coast of western Scotland; and their return to Man was an eagerly awaited event.

Surviving his wife by eleven years. Grandfather's passing when I was but fourteen

years old left a sorry gap in my life; but he was cared for so well by my mother Edith

that he.passed his latter days in quiet peace, giving comfort, help, and humour to

many. He remains my ideal of a real, steadfast, natural Christian gentleman.

I cherish among other mementoes the obituary which appeared in the late of Man

Examiner following Grandfather Christian's death 18 January 1933 for what it reveals

about the stature of the man as well as about the customs of the day.

FUNERAL OF MR. ROBERT CHRISTIAN, SURBY

The funeral of the late Mr. Robert Christian, of Surby, Port Erin, took place at
Rushen Churchyard on Sunday afternoon. Deceased, who was 79 years old, was well respected,
as was shown by the extraordinarily large gathering at the funeral, including many members
of the Harbour of Peace Lodge of Odd Fellows. Outside his late home, the hymn, "It is well,
with my soul," was sung, and en route to the churchyard, the hymn was "Rock of Ages," and a
portion of the 90th Psalm was chanted. The Vicar, the Rev. John Duffield, M.A., officiated,
and, in a brief address, referred to the large congregation which had assembled: their
presence in such large numbers was in itself a tribute to the esteem with which they held
the late Mr. Christian, affectionately known to everybody in the neighbourhood as "Bob Chris
tian". Living to an age long past man's allotted span, he had endeared himself to them all,
and had presented a true type of Christian character. The Church's Burial Service, in which
they were taking part, was filled with a message of Victory. The Christian man, faced by
Death, refused to acknowledge that Death was the victor, and, when a man had lived a full
life, marked by courage and kindliness—such as was the life of their friend, there was no
question of assembling to mourn his loss, but rather to thank God for him, for all that he
had been. To the relatives present he would say, "Remember that there is no real separation
at the graveside. The 'Communion of Saints' meant that the link between them and their
loved one in Christ Jesus was far greater than death itself. Neither death nor life, nor
angels, nor principalities, nor powers, nor things present, nor things to come, nor height,
nor depth, nor any other creature, shall be able to separate us from the love of God, which
is in Christ Jesus, our Lord." During the service, the hymn, "Jesu, Lover of my soul," was
sung. The principal mourners were: — Mr. John Christian (son). Bob Christian (grandson),
Mrs. F. Cowin, Michael (granddaughter), Mrs. Richd. Nelson, junr. (granddaughter), Mr. J. H.
Crebbin (son-in-law), Mrs. J. Quirk, Bradda (niece). Miss Annie Taylor, Douglas (niece),
and Mrs. Crawford Kinley, Douglas (niece). The bearers were Mr. Richard Kinley (Port Erin),
Hr. Fred Cowin (Michael), Mr. Richard Nelson, junior (Port St. Mary), and Mr. James Costain
(Ballachrink). Wreaths were received from Edie and Bob; Jo, Nellie, Juan, and Voirrey
(Patrick); Bella and John (Bradda); Lily, Evan, and Dorothy (U.S.A.); Tom, Edith, and Tommy
(Manchester); Maggie and family (Michael; Margy, Bruce, and John; Janie, Jem, and children;
Lilian, Dick, and children; Alice, Annie, and Harry (Douglas); Essie, Eddie, and Peggy
(Bradda); Maggie, Albert, and children (Bradda); Edward, Chrissie, and family (Liverpool);

I never could resist the delightful feeling of excitement and anticipation on
those rare occasions on which Mother would bring out Grandmother's old tin "Deed
Box," very worn, the paint peeling off, the lock broken, and tied up with a leather
thong. My fingers itched to be allowed to undo the fastenings and spread out—no,
not the family jewels! but to me much more precious—letters dated 1887 to 1913 to
my grandfather, Lewis Mark Frank Christian, from his brother-in-law. Doctor Samuel
A. Alcorn, in Australia.

The contents dealt with a family estate, a marriage settlement, the death of
the bridegroom three months after the wedding, and the posthumous birth of a baby
daughter whose only (and disputed) breath broke the line of family inheritance and
led to a long, legal battle. For me, these were letters of enchantment, ingredients
fit for dreams—dreams carrying me far from home in England and well into the past.

My mother had suggested destroying the letters but I strongly opposed the idea;
and, when she died, the letters came to me in their old tin box.

I little thought that these would be a bond which, forty years later, would
forge links once again in a widely-scattered family covering three continents and
lead us to try to find our forgotten roots.

As the oldest member of the Ballabeg ilk actually bearing the Christian surname,
I am fortunate in having been intimately acquainted with earlier forebears on the
Isle of Man or in having known descendants who did remember them. Later generations
may appreciate some of the reminiscences made possible by these contacts.

MEMORIES OF GRANDFATHER

My dear grandfather Robert Christian (1853-1933) was a man of great kindness,

affectionately known from Man to the Shetlands and beyond in the north of Scotland

of this boat, he was. This most noble, kindly man—in the best sense of those wordsMy cousin, Graeme Haill (whom I had last seen when he was a small boy of about
seven), wrote to me from Canada, where he had emigrated in 1956, to see if I had
any information about the Christian family (his mother's) as his children wanted to
know if they had any family other than his two sisters.

Graeme's first letter in February 1980 told me he had traced our grandfather,
Louis Mark Francis Christian (later called Lewis Mark Frank Christian), born in
1861 in Morpeth, Maitland, New South Wales, Australia, to his father, William
Martyn Christian, born circa 1815-1818 in Withyham, Sussex, England, but married
in Sydney, Australia, to Mary Anne Ireland in 1857. From a marriage certificate
he had obtained from Australia, he found that William Martyn Christian's father
was John Christian, a farmer in New South Wales.

It was here that I was able to bring together some of the information I had
inherited. I sent copies of the letters from the old tin box to Graeme and Norma,
his wife (who proved to be a mainstay in the search that followed, having previously
researched her own family tree). Photographs of home life in Australia and in
England; the marriage certificate for Lewis Mark Frank Christian to Elizabeth
Allan McIntosh Cochrane dated 14 December 1881 in Edinburgh, Scotland, wherein he

TOURS AND VISITS

It appeared that Great-grandfather William Martyn Christian had kept a diary
of a return visit to Great Britain, which he made for health reasons in 1871,
thirty years after he and the other members of his family had emigrated from
England. This diary is the property of my father's cousin, Frank Alcorn, the
surviving youngest son of Grandfather Lewis Mark Frank Christian's sister, Mary
Jane. Although himself in his mid-seventies, he combed through the diary and
extracted those parts he thought relevant to our research and interest. These
were typed and circulated to us by Graeme and Norma, and by me to the family in
the United Kingdom. He also sent copies of letters which had come down to him
from his grandmother, Mary Ann Christian, some dated from 1858. This contact
alone was heart-warming and a delight to us all.

What changes Great-grandfather found on his return!
While staying with his cousin Elias [half-cousin actually] and wife Mary

[William Martyn Christian's niece] in London, visited the underground railway—not
built when he left England. . . . Found trains to all different parts of the country,
previously isolated by distance and road conditions. .  . . Went on holiday with
Elias and Mary to Llandudno, in Wales. . . . Visited with them the Isle of Man's
Milntown, where he "met W. B. Christian, his widowed sister and his daughter, and
was shown round the rooms where were a lot of portraits of the Christian family,
most of them in robes, wigs, etc." At the time W. B. Christian remarked he "did
not know he had relatives in Australia . .

On returning to London, William Martyn Christian "went for a sitting for his
portrait in Regent Street but had to wait as the Duke of Edinburgh was there just
before him.

one of the family's own sheep stations in Australia. .  . . Visited St. Bartholomew's
Hospital, being related to the Budd family of physicians who were well-known at the
time. . . . Went to Buckingham Palace ... as the Queen was to hold a court of
celebraties and 'Royals' invited by Her Majesty. Witnessed an attack on the Queen
by one O'Connor as she drove from one part of Buckingham Palace to another." . . .
Toured Ireland extensively and then went to visit Cornwall and Devon, and the places
and relatives in that area which he knew so well.

He followed this by a tour of the Continent.
For a man travelling to restore his health he must have had a tremendous amount of
stamina!
