Hiller, several parcels of land, in the county of Norfolk, in
Virginia, which were conveysd to the three purchasers snd to
their heirs: |

Simon Farley paid one-half of the purchase-money for the lend
in Northearolina, and one-third part of the purchage money for
the land in Virginis. slaves belonging to both the brothers were
employed in cultivaeting the Yorthearoling land; and Franels Farley
debited Eimon with one~half of certain expenses Ineurred many years
after the death of the latter on aceount of that estate,

The whole business of tresting for the purchases, taking the
conveyences, and managing the estates, was transacted by Francis
Ferley, who was several times in Virginis, his brother residing in

Antigua, wesT [NBIES




S8imon Farley died about the year 1756 and by his testament,
vhereof he appointed his brother Francis one of the executors,
his children, the plaintiffs, to whom the sald Francis was appointed
testamentary guerdian, with others, clame what they now de&anﬁ,
which i= one-helf of the Northecarolins lend, and one~third part of
the Virginia land.

After his death, Francis Ferley bought from Frenels #iller
his third part of the land in Virginis.

25 of january, L1757, Fruncls Farley wrote to Francis Hiller
a letter in these woraszﬂi pray the fevor of you to g£end me by the
first opportunity & copy of the sale or conveyence to my brother
end myself of the land bought frow col.

Byrd to my broth-
er and myself of the land we bought of him in Carolins, i have

mentioned this two or three times, and must beg you will furnish
me with 1t, by the very first opportunity: do not zend the original



deed but coples by two opportunities. 1 want it prodigiously
that i may settle the matier, lest any accident should happen
my 1life: and god forbid that I or mine should take the advantage
the law gives by my surviving my poor brother; and i fimd you
are of the same honest and honouvrable way of thinking., so you
will be so kind to have this metier settled with you by a

proper deed es to your survivorship, with regerd to the lands

we purchased in partnership in Virginia. charge me for all ex-
penses that may attend your doing it, and sending copies of

the deed from col. Byrd."

In & letter from Francis Farley to his son, James Parke
Farley, dated the 31 of March, 1772, ere these words: i belleve
Jdack Ferley will soon be obliged to go with the regiment to
Ireland &c. thet poor family will 1 feel be infaliibly ruined,
and obliged to sell their share of the laﬁd of Eden. d

In a letter from Fraencis Farley to John fimon Farley, dated
11 of june 1777, are these worda;!i am very aporehensive, that,
if the americans find out you sre one of the kings officers they
will confiscate your lands in Americe, dn that case you will
have nothing toc depend upon but your commission and i shall lose
sbove 3000 sounds. "

In & latter from Frencis Farley tu Jokn Simon Farley, dated
13 of July, 1778, are these words:qif you do not quit the army
you will certainly lose your sropsrty in Northamerica, which i
trust is worth more than & colonels eonaiaaiba and a8 rogiment
or two or three regiments # # * surely you ceannot have the lesst

doubt whether it will be bezt te preserve valusble property, in



such a country, or to centinua & sléve in the army of a very
declining almost ruined country * * % Ip my lest 1 said, 1
should not agaln presume to advise you, but in & vary short time
things are so vestly altered i cannot help attempting it once
more, 1 then thought that all of us whe had property in Rorth-
america and were sbsent from that éountry, would forfeit it,
but from the late accounts we hnave, we find the congress acts
upon more liberal prineciples, snd intend to give tisme to all
absentees to return and élama their property, even those who
deserted them in the dey of distress, and bore arms against them;
