If the Major has not
marched when you get this intellignece, I really think you ought to send over
that whole country and try to beg, buy or borrow kettles for to do without is
very hard; almost impossible, Tt will presently make men sick to live on
roasted meat without broath.

ALL OUR KIN
by Bill Moyers

By the time we are finished with the Bicentennial, a friend writes, "Americans
will be tired of America," I hope not, although I suspect he will be right if
we insist upon using history either to santify myths about ourselves or to
massage our sense of guillt about the sins of the past, About the only thing
worse than too much of a good thing, when it comes to reliving history, is too
much of a bad, "Pray for Peace," one of my English teachers used to implore
her students as they left for the Christmas holid ay - "and for proportion.,”

I remembered her advice on a gragy, chilly day last week during an annual
pllgrimace to the historlec Vvirginia peninsula between the James and York
rivers, My wife and T have been coming here for years, ever since our oldest
son, who now stands 6 feet 1 inch, was small enough to be carted about William-
sburg in a stroller, As times change certain traditions seem more important
than ever and visits to this reliquary of American beginnings are a spscial
for me,

I 1ike this part of the country because the history that happened here is

so Instructive, despite efforts of some to venerate and others to denigrate

it, To be sure, folonial Williamsburg, the reconstruction of the onetime

capitol of the colony, is altogether too tidy to be wholly convincing; the
availabllity of heated comfort stations, in contrast to the miserable "necessary
houses" of other times, is just one reminder of how we arrange to approach
history on our own terms,

But although it is not "the real thing", Colonial Williamsburg spurs the
imagination, and walking through te reconstructed capitol, the Wren build-
ing at the College of Willlam and Mary, the replica of the Raleigh Tavern
and the other restorations, evokes an appreciation of all those people who
in prosaic ways under ardupus conditions, laid out paths for the rest of us,
We can neglect this lineage only at the risk of a kind of collective amnesia,
leaving us to wander rootlessly through Drucker's "Age of Discontinuity,”

I have no idea what kind of person was Peter Pelham, giving music lessons in
Mary Stith's shopy or Dr. George Pitt, who called his apothecary The Sign of
The Phinoceros; or Hugh Orr, the blacksmith, whose epitaph, on a gravestone
in Bruton Churchyard, simply reads-Hammer Man, But I am curious about them
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and wonder what they thought of their times, and know that they were, in a
way, 211 our kin, :

They had their big moments, as 1n the spring of 1775, when the King's gover-
ner, Dunmore, fearing insurrection, seized and spirited away the towns gun=-
powder, prompting fierce indignation among the populace who finally forced
him to back down; or a year later im '76, when the Virginia Convention, meet-
ing in their midst, voted unanimously for independence and the patriots in
town rang bells, fired salutes, hauled down the British flag and raised a
"Union ¥lag of the United States,"

On the whole however they lived routinely, and seldom easily, and shared the
meaner mores of their day, Our high school history books s at least where I
came from - were reluctant to admit it, but one reason there were murmurs
of insurrection in '75, causing Dunmore to confiscate the gunpowder, was
because the people around here thought the British intended to free their
slaves, While Williamsburg, during sessions of the assembly, was gay with
balls, dinners and tavern throngs, Negroes toiled in drudgery by day and

by night slept in dark attics and unheated stables and coach houses, Until
recently this sad part of our past was ignored by the celebration planners,
and it will be interesting to see how the architects of the Bicentennial
handle 1t,

Down the road at Jamestown, other thoughts occur, There are moments=I swear
it-when the Discovery, Godspeed and Susan Constant can be seen bobbing in
the water, maneuvering to discharge the 104 men (no women that passage) who
had survived the journey and would constitute the first permanent English
settlement in America, Preachers used to exhort us to celebrate the thirst
for God that brought these sojourners to Virginia, but as Capt. John Smith
wrote, there was in their imaginations as they arrived, "no talke, no hope,
nor Worke, but dig gold, wash gold, refine.,gold, load gold," Gold the did
not find, but there wertmarshes, malaria, and mosquitoes aplenty, and by the
spring of 1608, just one year later, only 53 lived, many of them of "sutch
diseesed and crased bodies" they cursed ever leaving Zngland-even some who
had come here directly from jail, Many a daughter of the American Revolution
must have swooned upon discovering that the ships sent to relieve this
wretched lot ineluded not only artisans and tradesmen but vagrants, paupers,
pickpockets and whores, Qur kin,

Somehow they held on, 2nd on a brisk December morning, when there are no
tourists around and you ask the ghosts sitting in the Jamestown graveyard

now they did it, they offer varying explanations, Some say it was the stern
disipline imposed by thelr captains and governors that saved them, others
that it was the discovery, in the nick of time, that tobacco attracted more
capital and labor than either God or gold, Some insist that they survived be=-
cause they were just lucky, still others that something gallant in the human
spirit rafused to quit, There are even ghosts in Jamestown who whisper, be-
yond the earshot (f cynics, that they were sustained by a sense of mission,
expresszed by one of their number who wrote home, in 16103 '

Let Zngland knowe our willingness,
ror that our worke is good;

We hope to plant a nation,

Where none bhefore hath stood,

Whe really knows? Obviously they survived for many reasons, What is important

as the wind blowing from the James River sends the spirits back to their haunta,
and awakens the traveler from his reverie, is how silly it seems for such a
nation, planted by brawling humanity among pestilence and peril, to quake now
with black pessimism and self pity, as if these were the worst of times., I have
a low opinion of hope for hope's sake, and for the kind of pep talks we keep
getting from the White House as economic woes gang up on the gross national
psychologvs but it isn't trifling optimism that is quickened here, on the
Virginia penisula, where the first ships came in, It 1s rather, the remembrance
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of people-kin, all kin-who suffered far worse, and prevailed, There is some
reason to believe that if we are as resolute, lucky and resourceful as they-
and as willing to admit the larger aim of a common society-we might make it too;

My Aunt, in Stockton, went to the 0ld-Timers Picnic in Laytonville,
Mendocine Co., California, and got one of their books. She sent

me a copy because she knew I was interested in Geneology. There

are Farley's in the book. They are also related to me, but we

can't figure out how yet.

One paragraph in the book is as follows: "Jackson Farley was the
oldest son of Thomas and Margaret (Ferguson) Farley and was born in
Logan County, Virginia, Oct. 13, 1804. His family moved to Clark
County, I11., when he was a lad of nine years old, and after about
three years, ‘they returned to Virginia where they remained until he was
18. At that time, they moved to Platte, County, Mo., and raised
stock and farmed for about four years. In 1849, Jackson Farley
joined a caravan and drove an oxen team across the country. He
mined for a short time at Hang Town (Placerville) and spent some
time in San Francisco, Napa, and also at Yuba on the Feather River.
In the fall of 1850, he returned to Missouri and again in 1851, with
the family of his brother, crossed the plains to California. His
brother had migrated to Oregon in 1846 and left his family behind
until he was settled. In May, 1857, Farley settled in Menocino County
in Long Valley, He had married Caroline Stokes in Oct. of 1845 and
they had two children. Mrs. Farley died in 1848 and the children
died, one in 1856 and the other in 1857.

There is a lot more in this book, including that he died April 11,
1908 at 104 yrs. of age and listed among his relatives when he

died were Mrs. Jennie Hall, Mrs. George Jones, Mrs. Delia Hildreth,
Mrs. E. E. Toney, Mrs. Cassie Roney, Mrs. Clem Frisby, E.J. Farley,
Charley A. Farley, Eleonor Norsworthy, Mrs. Luke Norris, (my grand-
mother married at the age of 12 years,. 0live Rosetta Loveland),

a Anderson, Frank and Irvin Loveland. My grandfather, Luke Pinkney
Hawks Norris lived with the Farley's.

with the Donner Party as far as Reno, Nevada, and after scouting out °
the pass ahead, they decided they coutdn't make it over the mountain
that fall and after trying in vain to convince the Donner Party to
join their group, they turned south and came into the San Joaquin
Valley near Fresno.

Pe 1 = Nestled in the center of Long Valley, which lies about
halfway between Santa Rosa and Eureka, is the bustling little
community of Laytonville, (Mendocino.County, California)

Pe 2. = Before layton arrived on the scene and, with enterpris-
ing foresight, established the town of Laytonville, there were
several other settlers and families already well settled in the
valley, The first settlers were JACKSON FARLEY, George Wood-
man, Harry Schroeder, George and Edward Dutton, William Poe,
Clement Beattie, Thomas Smith, Benjamin S, Barnes, Rufus Ward,
Seth Toney, Leonard Dodge, J, W. Morris, James L, Burger, W, J.
Heldreth, A, Redemeyer, James 0, Toney, William C., Willis, and
William H, White,

P. 42 - JACKSON FARLEY was the oldest son of Thomas and Margaret
(Ferguson) Farley and was born in Logan County, Virginia 13 Oct,
1804, His family moved to Clarke County, I1ll, when he was a lad
of nine years old, and after about three years, they returned
to Virginia where they remained until he was 18, At that time
they moved to Platte County, Miss ouri, and raised stock and
farmed for about four years,

In 1849 Jackson Farley joined a caravan and drove an
Oxen team across the country, He mined for a short time at Hang-
town (Placerville) and spent some time im San Francisco, Napa,
and also at Yuba on the Feather River, In the fall of 1850, he
returned to Missouri and again in 1851, with the family of his
brother, crossed the plains to California, His brother had mi-
grated to Oregon im 1846 and left his family behind until he
was settled,

In May 1857, Farley settled in Mendocino County in Long
Valley, He had married Caroline Stokes in Oct, of 1845 and they
had two children, Mrs, Farley died in 1848 and the children died,
one in 1856 and the other in 1857,

Farley was commonly called "Uncle Jack" and noted through-
out Northern California as an Indian fighter, Government scout and
ranger,

He always referred to his ancient old muzzle-loader
rifle as "0Ole meat in the pot" and never went anywhere without
it or his shepherd dog, which was his faithful friend and com=-
vanion, It has been said that the dog saved Jack's life many
times because he could smell danger a mile away,
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When his faithful canine pal finally died of pld age, he
buried him on a knoll near his ranch house and let it be known
that he wanted to ke buried next to the dog when he died,

The motorious old man outlived three wives and was 104
years old when he died 11 April 1908, He was buried, as he wish-
ed, near his beloved old dog, on the knoll near his home,

This is the story of Amdrew Jackson Farley as Bert Norris
has heard it from his father and grandfather, Bert is the third
nephew of Jack Farley or "Uncle Jack" as he was known to every-
one, relatives and neighbors alike, His grandmother was borm in
Napa, California 13 July 1850, and was the niece of Mr, Farley,

Farley, according to Bert, came to California as a Jay
Hawker in 1848 from Missouri, He was with the Donner party as
far as Reno, Nevada, and after scouting out the pass ahead, they
decided they couldn't make it over the mountain that fall, and
after trying in vain to convince the Donner party to join their
group, they turned south and came into the San Joaquin valley
near Fresno, The going was rough and tedious even over the
southera crossing, and they were tired and very hungery when
they finally made it to the valley floor, They killed the first
animal they came across, which just happened to be a cow be-
longing to some Spanish Dons who had settled on a Spanish grant
much earlier, They, of course, dida't take kindly to the killing
of a prize cow and captured the tired and weak travelers and
forced them to work out the price of the animal before they
were allowed to comtinue on their journey,

Bert's grandfather, Luke Norris, was eight years old at
the time, the oldest son of Bert's great grandfather, whose
wife died in 1844, When he remarried, his second wife didn't
want the boy, so he went to live with the Farley's who brought
him west with then,

Farley discovered Long Valley when he was returning to
Napa from Trinity County after omne of his mining trips, He liked
what he saw and decided to move here and by 1852 he had settled
on the homestead in the southern end of Long Valley, It is nmow
part of the Sloan ranch, He spent his summers mining im Trinity
County from then on, returning to the valley each winter,

He was known as a great horse lover and made a trip back
east to purchase a palomino stallion to breed with the losal
mustangs, The eventual killing of this horse by marauding Modoc
Indians brought about the terrible baitle of Bloody Run, The
Indians had taken many horse& in the valley to be used for food
and when they were finally tracked down, they were drying the
meat for jerky, and the infamous battle of Bloody Run took place
there on what later became known as Bloody Run Creek, a few miles
east of Longvale on the Covelo Road,

Bert's grandfather, Luke Norris, stayed in Napa until 1862,
when he came to Long Valley and homesteaded along side of Jack
Farley's property, He returned to Napa in 1863 and married Rose-
tta Loveland, whe was only 13 years old at the time, They came
back to the ranch and raised ten children,
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The first child, a girl Onnie, married Jim Manchester, who
was originally from Manchester, England, When his parents settled
in a small community on the coast, they named it Manchester, after
their home im England, The Jim Manchester's had four childrem: Jim,
Luke, Clarence, and Calley, Clarence never married and was kildad
in WWI, Luke was interested in the Doble steamer and patented a
coll for the steam to keep the copper tubes from breaking, Calley
married Georg Orr of Ukiah and they had six children: Charlie,
Dave, Clarence, Leona, Kitty, and Thelma,

Jim was the youngest son of Luke and Rosetta,

Maggie Norris married George Barnett of San Francisco amrd
had one child, Earl, who was married and has five children, George,
Jane, Ellen, and Barbara., Ome child died as an infant,

Mary Norris married George Mast and had six children, Blanche,
Marion, Margaret, Georgia, Bem and Gladys, Ben marrié#d Mildred Go-
forth and has two daughters, Betty and Gay, and five grandchildren,

Artie was married first to a man named (Cronce and had a
son, Frank, She later married Melvin Harmon and had three children,
Floyd, Francis and CarriecJordan, Mrs, Jordan lives in Oceanside

This iz a late date to be answering your good letter of some
weeks ago. ‘lease forgive me for mot writing sooner, Mama used to
say, in her late years, "the older ome gets, the faster time seenmns
to fly!”™ How true Jeanette and I are finding that to be, I'm an
awful procrastinater when it comes to letter writing, I really
don't dislike writing after I get down to it but I keep putting
it off, I seem to think that there are certaim other things I
ought to attend to first,

I will try to give you a bit of family (Farley-Christian)
history as I remember it,

During the War of 1812 (perhaps in 1813) Stephem Farley amd
Martha Evams were married and at the time of the Battle of New
Orleans (6 Jam, 1815) were livimg im Wilkinsor County, Miss,
(SeW. corner of the state), Whka mews came that the British were
preparing to land forces mear New Orleans, Stephem Farley and
several other mea in the commwmity built a raft and on it went
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dowm to New Orleans whers they joined Gea, Amndrew Jacksem's Army
amd took part im the battle which ococurred some days latew, At this
time "W¥mcle Jim" (for whom your oldest brother was named) was a
Wby less tham a year old, Twe more sons were borm, Ellinglen 51816)
and William Augustus (25 Dec, 1818), Them Stephea's wife died (in
1819, I believe) and he teck the three little boys and moved to
Georgia (mear Marietta) where his father was living, I dem't kmow
Just how lemng Stephem remained im Georgia, but I do kmow that he
left the 1ittle boys with his paremts and returmed (for a while)
te Miss, where he later married a Miss Anderson, Just when he amd
his second wife came to Georgia amd teok the three little beys %e
Florida I dea't kmow, However I do kmow that between 1820 amd 1380
this Farley family lived in at least three differeat loocslities,
in what was them Calhoun Coumty, Flerida, Frem what Mams told me
I'm under the impression that duriag the early 30°s the family
was liviag very near what is mow Wewahitchka, Mame said that her
father told her that durimg this time his father (Stephen) fammed
¥ilbourn Islamd, This island (50 acres or more) lies in the River
Swamp about a mile east of Wewahitchia, I ar under the impression
too, that the family alse had a little gris t mill at the Wmnch
near where Uscle Jimmie and Aumt Amnie lived that year er se they
lived in Wewahitchka, Many a time as a boy I played on the old em-
bankment that was part of the dam that gave the waterpower for the
mill, I have reason to believe that the family was still liviag

in this locality as late as 1835, It was imn '35 or ‘36 that the
Seminole Indians went on the war-path and I've oftem heard Mama
speak of her fathers experismces during those tryimg days. The
vhite families (and slaves too, mo doubt) teok refuge in the stock-
ade at the old Fort Place (& miles sowth of'Wewa), The mem and
tesnage boys and slgves wemt to the farmssfor work in the day-
time and came back to the steckade at méight, In the farm work it
was nesessary for all the mem to stay together, seantinels were
posted outside the fields to preveat the workers from being swr-
prised by the Indiams, The work on the fields was rotated frea
farm to farm, Before the Indian uprising was over your father
served with the aimy in the eapacity of Indian scout (such as

many other mem did later om the Westerm plains, i,e, Buffalo Bill
and others), I oftea heard Mama say that he served with the army
until the Indians were drived out of mothherm Florida, I don't
know whether he went with the family whea his father moved to the
old town of St, Joseph, I dom't knww exactly whem the family weat
there, but I thimk about 1836, possibly later, The railroad be-
tween JTola and St, Jos on the Gulf was cempleted in 1838, Elther
that year or early in 1839 the family moved to a place on the
Chipola River (im Calhoum Ceumty) just about 20 or 30 milex seuth
of the old towr of Mariamna (im Jacksom County), The house there
stood on a poimt on the Chipola River, Uscle Frank (whose som mov
lives in Atlsmta) was borm there im Sept. 1839, He wae the youmg-
est child of Stephea's second marriage, I thimk both you and my
sister Ellea have a record of all the childrem of that marriage,
Ellington, ths secomnd son by the first marriage, died dbout 1832,
probably while the family was living near what is nmow Wewahitchksa,
James (your Umcle Jim) the oldest of Stephem's children weat imte
the mercantile business im the town of Marianna, Florida, He lived
there until his death about 1876, During the Civil War and some-
time after Mama speat a great deal of time im his house, She was
there at the time of the Battle of Mariamma (Sept, 1864), He was

a very suceessful merchant, Mams and Papa were married (25 Sept,
1873) in his home, Umcle Jim had always been very kind to Mama
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and the other mambers of his bwothers (William) family, He alee
provided a house fer his half bWrother Frank from the time Framk
wms 14 years old watil he (Framk) went off te the war, Mama lowed
and admired both these uncles, I once heard her say that after
her father was drowned Uncle Frank sent her mother a Christmas
gift of $100 - did this as long as she lived, Umcle Frank (mow
a 2nd Lieutenant) was capbured durimg the unsuccessful attempt
by the Confederates to take Fort Pickems (im 1861), Early im

'62 he was Exchamged, returmed to Mariama, erganised a company
and as its Captain joimed Lee's army of mortherm Virgimia, While
with Lee's army Uncle Frank took part im several big batiles,
was wounded twe or three times and captured at least omece, By
late summer of 1864 he was exshanged and was back im Mafiana at
the timesof the Yankee raids on that tewn, He joimed the MNeme
Guard Company im its effert to defead the towm, Whea the Confed-
eratecColonel (Montgomery) in command ordered the white flag up
for surrender Umcle Framk ram down threugh a gulch and got away,
He kmew he would be shot if captured, He had been motified by
the Confederated Govermmeamt that his exchange had gome throuwgh,
but at the time of the Mariamna fight he had not actually re-
ceived the official exchange papers, Whea he escaped he made

his way te your paremts home om Rocky Creek tem miles south of
Marianma, Your father who was also a member of the Home Guard
was in the fight and was taken prisimer, He and the other prisen-
ors were takem to the courthouse square where they were held wm-
t11l the Yankees started their march back to Pensacola, They
started this march abeut ome o'clock in the morming. Many mule
teams had beem colledted im and around Mariamma, The older men
and young beps who were prisomers were givem a chance to ride in
the wagons, Whem the provost (a Umiom Army Captain) teld your
father he ceuld take a plase in a certaim wagem he replied, "I
amn used to walking and would be glad to let someone else take

ny place in the wagom."” The Provost said "0ld fellow, if you donft
take a ride when one is offered you, you cam walk.,” The Uniom
force (a batadlion fo infantry and troop of cavalry) had come
from Peasacedd by several days of forced marches and all the
soldiers were very tired, After the column had beem on the read
an hour or se your father moticed that the sentinel in fromt of
him and alse the ene behind him was dosing, In fact, they were
practically asleep, and were still im that comdition whem the
column reached a big swamp several miles our from Marianna, so

. your father just at the right momemt stepped owtside of the road

and let the sleeping sentemil behind him go by, He then made a
dash for the swamp, Many shots were fired im his direction, but
it was dark and all the shots weat whid, The swamp and the woods
about it were 2ll very familiar to him, so he joined his family
for breakfast, I think his brether Framk had already reached there,
You can imagine it was a happy breakfast they all had together,
My mother was still in Mariamma and didn't learn the good news
until sometime in the aftermoon, Uncle Jim was in bed with mal-
aria fever and had beem umable to take part in the fight, Many
of the Home Guard Company were takem north from Pensacola te
military prisomns, Among them was Aunt Annie's trether, them a
boy of sixteem, He died in the wimter of '64-'65 while still a
prisoner of war, He was a high spirited lad, The provost was
about to release him in the courthouse square when somecne said,
"he's too young, he won't try te fight us again", He spoke up
an said, "I will if I have ahother charge”, All the rifles that

were captured with the home guard company were loaded in a wagem
that staibted off with the troeps, but the two mules pulling i%
became very oemtrary, appareatly it wasm't long before the driwer
(probably a Yaamkee soldier) gave up trying to coatrolithe mules,
He got out of the wagen and let the mules go., "hen people awoke
in the mormiag the team was seean standing at the owmers gate, It
(the wagon) was later takea to the courthouse.square where your
father picked wp his ewn rifle, practically every family resover-
ed its owm rifle, At that time Marianma was the ceater of a rich
agricultural regioa (many big plantatiems), Lets of meat, bacom
(white sow-belly) and syrup were being semt from there to the Con-
federate forces that were opposing Gemexal Shermam ia his “march
to the sea”, Thy raid on Mariamns was made ro brmak up or destroy
the food supply that might fo from there to the Ceafederates, It
was a bold streke off the part ef the Yankees for they had te march
150 miles imte what was really ememy territory, It was accemplizhed
by forced marches frem Pemsacola to Mariamma and a quick get-away,
The fear of rather large Confederate forces kmowm to be mot far
awvay was the resson the Yankees pulled out of Mariamna shortly
after midnight, What a fortumate combimation ef circumstances! Had
the march started the next day after the Unien soldires had had
some sleep your father might mever have had a chance te escape,
Instead he might have died im a2 mortherm prisom camp and you womld
never have beem born, It is my impression that mo ¥amkees came back
to Mariamnma wmtil after the war had ended, A small ferce hewever,
was garrisoned in the tewn for many months during those wmhappy
"reconstrustion days”, I oftem heard Mams speak of its "Fife and
Drun” band that marched by Umcle Jim's house every motrning, The
war over and the slaves freed, your father had to look for some-
thing to do other than farming, His children were too young them
to be of much help im that lime of work, Ia the next few pages I
will tell what I kmew of your paremts life before, during and after
the @ivil War,

I will mew go back to those early days and Stephen FParlegy's
home on the Chipola River, By 1842 the Indiams were mo lomger a
menace (that war was over) the towms of Iola (on the Big River -
Apalachicola) and St, Joseph (om the Gulf) had beem ravisheddby
yellow fever and the railroad between them had been abandomed, I
right memtion here that it was the second railrocad built in the
United States, It was buflt (in 1838 completed) to haul cotton from
the Big River to St, Josephs Bay where ocean goimg ships carried
it to England., The railroad (abandened in 1841) was mever operated
again because another rallroad was built commectimg Columbus, Ga,
and Savannah, Ga, This greatly shortened the distance to England,
From thea om cottom grewn im Chattahiochee, Flint, Apalachicola,
and Chipola River basims went north to Columbus imstead of south
te the gulf pert of St, Joseph and Apalachicola, The Iola-St, Jos-
eph railroad was built to avoid the very hasardous bargimg (with
poles) of cotton from the river steamer wharf at Apalachicola to
the ocean going ships anchored off Carabelle - a distance of near-
ly thirty miles, By the early fortie's lots of river steamers were
operating on the Big River, Your Uncle Jim had gone into business
in Marianna and he gor your father to operate some barges oa the
Chipola River and through the Dead Lakes to the mowth of the Chi-
pola where they conmected with the river steamers on the Big River,
The barges carried cotton (mostly) on the way dewa and mostly man~
ufactured goods on the way up, Uncle Jim went to New York every
year and did most of his buyimg there and no doubt most of what he
bought in New York was shipped by ocean to Savannah, by rafl
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from thexre te Columbus, them by steamer frem there to the meuth of
the Chipela, Your fathers btarges took them em to Marianma, That
meant a loemg hard pull upstreanm - almest a humndred miles of it,

It is interestimg to think that those barges cewld be opexated at
less cost than mule teams hauling between Mariamma and the Big
River, some thirty or forty miles, The barges your father opersfied
had to be poled (by slaves) all the way on the upstream jourmey
and om the downstream trip, tweaty miles of it, through the Dead
Iakes, had te be poled too, the current in the lakes being se
sluggish, As a bgy I used to see long rafts poled through Dead
Iakes, It was hard laborious work, I think it probably that yeur
father and mother became acquainted during that peried whea your
father was operating the barges, By 1849 your mothers fathexr

(Dr. Christian) had moved into the Chipela River regiom and had
bought your grandfather Farley's home, It is my impressiom that

by this time (1849) yeur methers mother (whe had beea a Miss
Massengale) had died and that your mether was keeping house for
her fathexr, I kmow that Miss Amanda Richard‘’s mother lived im Dr,
Christian's home and had deem with the Christian family from the
time she wvas five years old, Her mother had died and her father
(Mr, Wells) arranged with Dr, and Mrs, Christian to let little
Harriet live in their heme while he sought work im the meigh-
borhood. This was while the Christian’s were living in or megr
Baton Rouwge, Ia., Mr, Wells dida’'t live damg, but on his death

bed, Dr, Christiam assured him that they weuld take care of his
1little daughter until she was growm, I am mot certaim but I think
that the Christian family moved from Louisiama to a place or the
Suwannes River mot very far frem what is teday the towm of Live
Oak, Fla, It was a return heme to a cattle ramch that the family
had eperated some five or tem years before, Whea the Indians went
on the warpath (abowt 1835) the family had to get out in a hurry,
Dr, Christian had sons and slaves teo, so I'm sure he succeeded

in driving his cattle eut befere them, However the Indiams burmed
the home and all the buildings about the place, I dom't know if
the family stayed ia Florida or elsewhre before going om to Louis=-
lama, ner de I know im what year the family came back to the place
on the Suwannee River, Mama wused to tell am interesting stexry about
something that happemed upomn the retwra there, It seems that on the
place mear the river rhere was a very fine spring which had been
used fer what was them salled “the dairy”, The Indiams wrecked it,
of course, but in doing so they overlecked ome tub of butter, It
had appareamtly become buried im the wet sand of the sprimg. In
digging out the spring to set up amother dairy it was foumd deep
in the wet sand, It was tightly sealed and lying right ia celd
bubbling water of the spring., Whem the tub was opened the butter
in i1t was as fresh as if it had been made the day before, A very
remarkable thing for the butter had beem in that tub somewhere
between five and teh years, I dem't know how long the family re-
mained ever en the Suwannee, probably mot more than three or four
years, Your paremts were married about May or Jume 1849 or it may
have beem in April as Ellie seems to thimk, Dr, Christian was still
livikdg en the Chipola River whem Mama was borm (12 Mar ch 1850),
Mama told me that she was borm im the house that her grandfather
Christian bought from her grandfather Stephem Farley, After selling
his place er the C hipola Stephen moved twenty miles east to a
plase (Ocheesee) en the Big River (Apalachiola). He died there

(2 reb, 1850) just one momth before Mama was borm, His widow and
two of her soms (Robert and Tom) and possibly daughters too, moved
from Florida te Texas ear}y im 1854 (I thimk)., Her som Frank stayed
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in Florida and made his home with youwr Uncle Jim who promised

te give the boy a good education, This he did, Semewhat esrlier
perhaps about 1852 your grandfather (Pr, Christian) sold his
place or the Chipola River amd moved te Texas (Goliad), Im the
spring, I think, of 1854 your paremts with Mame and your brothex
Jimmie took 2 beat on St, Andrews Bay and weat to Texas by water,
1 think they had to change ships at Pemsacola or Mobile in er-
der to get ome to @Galveston, From there I think they got ome to
Coppus Christi, They wemt on t¢ Goliad where they speat about

two years with your Mother's father (Pr, Christian). A goed

part of the time while they were there your father operated

a ferry at Geliad, I am wunder the imperssioa that Awmtie, your
sister Funice, was borm durimng the time your paremts lived at
Goliad, At first I thimk, they intemnded to stay in Temms, but

by early '56 they had decided to returm to $lerida, I am not

sure just hew they wemt back, but Mama told me they stopped

over imn New Orleans, She remembered well am incidemt there, She
sald that she and her little brother Jimmim (Buddie) were playé
ing on the hotel balceay when they saw two mem acress the street
begin fighting, It seemed to her that they fought a long time
until the police or some other mem came and separated them, This
trip to Florida was started just shertly after Mama's sixth
birthday, She said it distressed her to leave her grandfather
Christian, whom she lwved dearly. She was se distressed that

when the time came to say geodbye her graandfather preomised to
come to Flerida the next year to see hexr, From New Orleans they
went to Apalachicola, arriviag there by steames early im April
1856, Mama said that whem they arrived a letter was waiting there
for them announcing the death of Dr, Christiamn, His neck had been
brokea im a fall from his horse that stepped im a gopher hole,
From. Apalachicola your paremts weat to Marianna where your father
set up a cabinet shop where furmiture was made, I think he con-
tinusd in that busimess umtil afiber the outbreak of the Civil
War in 1861, The wardrobe that Mama wsed to have in her bedroom
was made by your father im that cabimet shop, It is now im Ellie's
home, Of course after the war got umder way people ceased te

buy furniture, Your father thea sought abother way to make a liv-
ing. He turmed to cigar making, War or me war men had to have
cigars to smoke, so for a while at least, this business was pre-
fitable, It was somethimg in which the children could help, Mama
became very skillful im rolling the tobacco leaf imto a cigar,
She ence showed some of us children the technique of making a
cigar, gnd ome time when we were im Cousin Geerge's home in Mari-
anna, I heamiihka say to a man who was enjoying 2 smoke with

him, "that little boys mother cam roll as good a cigar as you
have ever smoked”, At that time I was on the floor playimg with
a new toy, It pleased me very much to hear Cousim George say that
Mama had se mwch skill, Incidemtally, ia her later years Mama
looked upon the use of tobacce as a rather foolish habit, To re=-
turn mow te wartime Mariamma, - as the war dragged on the need
for more food became greater, so your father bought, or rented,

a place in the country, about tem miles south of Marianna, The
s80il there was good and your father operated a farm of perhaps
fifty to a hundred acres, The labor was performed by slaves whom
he leased from plantation owmers in that neighborhood. The home
was lecated very near Rocky Creek, mot far from its mouth, Im those
days it was a very pretty stream and had lots of fish in it, most
of whiech they caught in fish traps, Mama said that they oftem found
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in the trapagquite a variety of fish - trout (really blieck bass),
Bein, Shellssmcker, Sumperch, catfish, suckers, and sometines
eels, Your father oftem killed deer and wild turkeys, He was al-
s0 skillful in trappimg quail, Rabbits, possum and squirreis
were plemtiful se there was always enough game for everyome, in-
cluding the slaves, Your paremts remained in the commtry Ih
after the mar was over, perhaps a year or so afterwards, Mams
told me abewt a trip she took dowm the Chipola River with her
father and another mang She said her father was thinmking of
going back inte the furniture business, so the trip dowm the
Chipola was to see whether spanish moss was accessible and avalls
able in sufficient quanities to £ill the mattressed he might
make, The two mem wemt all the way to the Dead Iakes and spent
several days there lécking imto the situatiom as to moss, After
that survey your father decided that he would mot go imto the
mattress business, 1 uaderstood Mama to say that he felt that
the quanity of mess that was readily accessible was rather lim-
i$ed, Mame did ot go all the way to the Dead lakes, her father
left hexr at the home of Mr, and Mrs, Norman Richards, Their
place was omn the Chipola some twenty miles above the Dead Lakes,
I remember Mame saying ence that at the time Charlie Richards,
whom you doubtless remember, was just a little fellow about two
or three years old, Miss Amanda was born some months after Mama's
visit, M., & Mrs, Richards mwst have liked Mama very much for
they named their little dawghter for her, I am wmder the:impressioa
that the trip dowm the Chipola was made in the sprimng of 1867,

It was that year, or pessibly '68, that your paremts moved te

St Amndrews Bay. They had decided to ge into the fishimg busimesas
there, Their home was right om the Bay at the meuth of a 1little
bayow, The bayeu was deep and curved in such a way that it pro-
vided excellant anchorage for the smal]l boats at a distance very
clese to the back door of their home., There was a nice bank and
oak grove where they had the bsathouse and racks for drylng seines
and cast nets, From the freat perch of the house one locked ouk
on a beautiful bay leading on to the Gulf some eight or ten miles
away, Although the big twwn of Panama City had grown up areund
the place, as late as 1938 few changes hall taken place of the
vicinity of the old home site, Mamm and I spent ad hour or so
there together, She pointed out every spot about the place, Of
course all the buildings were lomg since gome, but just across
the little bayeu ome small bulldimg was still standing and a mum-
ber of oaks too, Mamp sald that for a year or twe she taught sch-
ool in that heuse, her pupils being her btrothers and sisters and
the children.of some two or three families who lived across the
bayou, She showed me a leaning tree in the school yard, She said
it was a hellow and that in those days a big lisard lived im it,
which at recesses furmnished muwch fun and entertainment to the
childrea, I regret I didm’'t have a camera with me to take a pic-
ture of the scenes about that old school yard., I don't know if
you know it but Mama got her education by attendimg an academy in
Marianma, Toward the emd of the Civil War the Academy bullding
was used as a hospital for the wounded Confederate soldiers, but
by that time Mama had already got a good educatiomal foundation,
During 1869 your father omtainmed a patent on a device that was
very helpful in boat bullding., He built a boat of his owm using
this device and early in the spring of 1870 he took this beat over
to Pemsacela with the hope of interesting the boat bullders in
his invention, The redulits of which were kmown as he was drowned
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on the retura voyage, im April, As you doubtless kmew, the boat
struck a reef in East Pass, St Andrews Bay, and was quickly
wrecked, A fierce gale was hlowing and all aboard drowned ex-
cept ome stromg yoimg man, John Percel, The wind snapped off the
mast and John Percel said your fathers last worits to the crew
were, "Iash yeurselves to the mast™, This John Percel succeeded
in doing and with mwsh difficulty too, During a flash of light-
ning he noted amother man hold img to the mast, He called to him
and from his voice recognised who he was., I don't now remsmber
what his mame was, After being some time in the terrific swurf
this man called to Johm Percel, "I caa't hold om any lomger®,
Just at that mement as he was in the trbugh of the waves Percel's
feet touched bottom. He called out the emcewragimg mews and
wrged the man to held om a little longer, However, at the next
flash eof lightning he saw that the man was ne lenger hanging
onto the mast, Some days diter his body was foumd om the beach;
It was still dark whea John Percel and the btrokem mast were
finally washed up on the bsach, By this time he wvas wtterly ex-
hausted and just barely able to crawl om the sand far emowgh to
get awvay from the waves, He fell immediately into a deep sleep,
Many hours later he was awakemed by the sun in his face, There
had beem a tetal of either four or five persons en the boas,

John Percel was the sele surviver, All bodies were found ed~-

cept your fathers, Becande of rheumatism froa which he had suff-
ered he albways dressed in rather heavy clething-and it was be-
lieved that the heavy clething and heavy boots that he work whem
they became wet added so much weight that he soon perished ia
the surf, It was also believed that this additional weight
caused his body to sink into the quick sand that were knewm to
be im certain places of East Pass, The less eof your father, to=
gether with the total loss of the mew boat and the supplies for
the spring fishing maturally btrought much serrew and hardships

to your mother amd sisters and brothers, Mame said they all had
a terrible struggle to make ends meet, She told me of a strange
thing that happened, They had worked and prayed and dome every-
thing they cewld to make a little momey, but a time came when
they were down to the last dollar and they kmww kot where te
tura for mere, That wvas the situatien whem ome day she was re-
arranging some things in a desk or bureau drawer and there lying
among some papers was a tem dollar bill, She had beem in the
weeks before, throuwgh these papers time and time agaim, and could
never account for how it got there, That tem dollar bill proved
to be a lifesaver for the family, I dom't know just how they
managed to live but I'm under the impression that your brothers
Jimmie, Walter and Charlie carried on the fishimg business to
some extent at least, and your mether and your sisters maintained
a good garden that produced a lot of good vegatables and meloms,
kershawa, etc, Mama sald that your parents had foumd onhheir
forty acre trast, a piece of lew ground, where the soll was very
rich, It was there that they made the gardem, It was very near

a plase aloag the shoreline then known as Bumkers Ceve, Incidemt-
ally one of Panama (City's fime hotels, The Cove Hotel , is mow
located where the garden used te be, Whem the family moved to the
Bay there was mo post office gay where near so Mama made applica-
tion to the Post Offiece Dept., imn Washington for a post effice to
be established at the Farley home, This application was approved
and I'm under the impression that the name of this new post office
was St, Andrew's Bay, Mama, who was then eighteen or nineteen was
appointed the pest mistress, It was due to this circumstance that
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Mama and Papsbesame acquainted, Papa whose pareats trought him
over from Englamd about three years old, speat most of his b~
heod in New Orleans, He was with the Confederate forces dutimg
most of the Civil War and after the War he became an engineer sm
ome of the big steamers that ran betweem New Orleand and St, Lewis,
His pareats had died in a yellow fever epidemie (1854/55) im New
.Orleans when he was sevemusr eight years old, His little sister
then three years old was adopted by Captain and Mrs, John Dawseon.
You deubtless remember Captaim Dawsor, "Gramdpap”, About the time
your paremts mowed to St., Andrews Bay, Papa (Thomas Spemcer) went
to Brasil, April 1867, where he stayed for a little more than four
years, While there he met mamy very worthy southera people who

had emigrated te Brasil, They had left the U,S.A, because they
didn't like the somditioms im the southerm states durimg the re-
construstion days, After three or four years im Brasil most all

of these people returned to the United States., Papa had many
friemds among them and for years kept im correspeademce with many
of them, His clesest friends im Brasil were Dr, and Mrs, Keyes

and their very large family, About 1870 this family returmed to
the States and meved to Wewahitohka, Florida. Papa did well in
Brasil and when oaly 23 years of age was made mamager of a large
sugar plantatiom, Most of his frieads theugh had gone from Bmasil
and he became hemesick for the States, In the summer of °71 he
fave up his food jub and took passage om & big sailing vessel
bound for New Yexrk. He arrived there with $700,00, quite a tidy
sum in those days, By this time the Dawson's had moved from New
Orleans te Iowisville, K¥,, so from New York Papa went to Iouls-
ville te visit his sister, At that time she was eagaged to a Mr,
John Pirromg whem she married shortly after Papa's visit, Of coumse
you remember the Pirromg family who later, 1886, moved to Wewa-
hitchka, Flerida, While visiting his sister im louisville twe
friemds Papa had knowa in Brasil saw him and persuaded him to go
down te St, Andrews Bay and set up a sawmill for them. These twe
men were hrothers, quite a bit older than Papa, They (Capt. Johm=
son and Dr, Johmsor) had bought a large tract of fime pime timber
on the East Arm of St, Andrews Bay, The sawmill was set up about
20 or 25 miles east of the St, Amdrews Bay post office, Besause of
the impertance of keeping his eorrespendemce goimg with the Johm-
son's Papa had to make frequeat trips to the post office. That was
how Papa's and Mame's romance began, This was in the winter of

'71 = '72, They were married about a year and a half later at your
Uncle Jim's home in Marianma, 25 Sept, 1873, They returned immed-
iately to St, Amdrews Bay, Papa and your brother Jimmie wemt inmto
the salt business. Their salt works were first operated at some
salt flats on the north arm of St Andrews Bay, but the salt there
gave out, so they moved to some very large salt flats on the Grand
Iagoon about five or six miles west of East Pass, Two or three miles
notth of these salt flats was a vayy pretty place kmown as Court-
neys Peint, It was here that Mama and Papa built a home and their
first child, Sarah (Sally) was born there § July 1874, Looking
northeast from Courtmey's Point your mothers heme could be seen
about 3 or 4 miles across the bay, Although it involved very hard
work, I thimk the salt busimess was profitable im the beginning,
at least, However about this time large deposits of rock salt were
discovered in some of our mortherm states, This was the "handwrit-
'ing on the wall®, Papa amd your brother Jimmie felt that in two or
three years they would have competition they couldn’'t possibly meet,
The outlook for meking a good living must have been very dark, for
by *'76 the salt works were sold and also your mothers home amd the
forty acre tract, It must have been stories of rich farm land
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available for homestead, in notth central Texas that atiracted
them te Comamche ‘ounty, By this time both your brother Jimmis
and your siste Fwmice had married, It is my understanding that
both these ceuplss went on the schooner that took your mothexr
and her family, Walter, Charlie, Nellie, Robert and William, _
and Mama, Pape asd Sally from St, Andrews Bay to Pemsacela,
Several became very seasick but im Pensacola they bought a
bottle of Homeopathic pills #26, This seasick remedy proved
very effective, While in Pensacoly harbor Mema said she count-
ed over twe hundwed full rigged ships and barks, They wexre:
taking on lumber for Eurepe and norther states, From Pensacola
the party went te Mobdle where they boarded a rather larger
steamer bound fexr Galveston, At Galveston the party boarded a
train that teok them te Bryam, in Brasos Coumty, Bryaa was the
terninus of the railread, Here they bought teams of oxem amd
went on their way im covered wagoms via Wace to Comanche County,
It was a long amd hard jourmey and toward the end of it their
funds were getting very low, However just after emtering Coman-
che County a most forttmate thing happemed, They came to a large
ranch and upen asking the ovmer for permission to camp on his
place for the might, he asked them if they could help him geb
his cotton pieked, He had a very large patch of fine cottom,

but had beem wmable to find pickers to harvest the ctep, It was
a real windfall for both parties comcerned, You were probably

a little too ysung to pick much sotton, about five amd a Malf,
but everyome else exmcept my sister Sarah were inm that field
picking cottoma for many hours every day until it was all piock-
ed, There were no child labor laws them, and believe it or mot
the fastest pdcker in the whole crowd was a little boy of about
ten or eleven, mome other than your brother Bob, He was able to
pick more tham a hundred poumds a day amd some days as much as
150 1bs, This was a great smbarrassment to Papa for try as mwch
as he did, Fapa was never able to pick quite one hundred pounds
in a day, I'm sure this will surprise yox, as much as it did

me, for you doubitless remember him as a very alert amd fast
moving persem, The cettom picked, the travelers moved on te ac-
quire land ef their owm, Papa and Mama had hardly more tham

the roof oa their 1little house whem wimter was upon them. Smow
fell the first night they slept there and they awakened the mext
moraing to fimd a light blamket of smow om their bed, They had
been sc bmsy the days befere that they hadm’t had time to put
clay betweea the logs to fill up the cracks in the walls, It was
a rough wister for all of them but when spring came t lanted
oats, wheat and corm. The soil was fertile amd everything was
grovwing fime when on the 9th of Jume 1877 a heavy frost came
thas serlously damaged the cora crop, Shields Warrem was borm
late in 1876, My sister Ellen (Ellie) in Feb, 1877. Your brother
Charlie while herdimg cattle on the range met a man who was
coming down with the mumps, Some days later while still on the
ranch a rain and cold Nerther struck and Charlie while wet and
cold came down with the mumps. A high fevexr soon followed and he
diéd withim a few days, I think this was during the winter of
'76 =477, but it might have beem the following winter, Charlie
was a bright and promising lad of 16 or 17, Naturally his death
was a great blew to your mother and all bbther members of the family,
Mame and Papa gave me my middle name, Charles, after him., In the
summer of '78 I think it was, all &f them had a fine wheat crop
groving, REverything ladked very promisimg that year until a dark
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cloud of grassheppers appeared, Before they left those creaturws
hmd eaten every mlde of wheat and every other plant on the plase,
Over in some other parts of the country and in some of the ad-
joining aounties the grasshoppers dida't strike and bumper crops
were made, One day over in Browawood Dr, Warrem overheard a big
wheat planter say, "I would buy ome of those new steam threshers
if I knew where I could find a mam who could set it up and rum

it fer me,” Dr Warren told the man about Papa, It was not long
after that until the steam thresher was em the manhs place and

in operation, That was the first steam thresher to operate any-
¥here in morth eemtral Texas, Mama said the owner of that mach-
ine was very gmateful and genereus to Papa, He gave him a good
toll of all the wheat that was threshed, This was a life saver
for my pareamts as their own crop ef wheat had been eatem by the
grasshoppers, This may have beea in '79 instead of '78, I kmow
that my paremts had about two years of very reugh times, I oftea
heard Papa say that in those early days in Texas it was difficult
to get werk exmept at very low wages, He sald that many a time

he plowed frem sun to sum with his own team and plow and got for
the work a mere 75¢, He was never a leafer and Mama said that no
matter how hard times were Pape could always get a job, I'm sure
that every member of yourzmothers family had lots of hard work

to do in those very trying days, I'm under the lmpressiom that
she homesteaded a tract of lamd not far from Sipe Springs. Of
course, you doubtless kmow muwch more about this than I do, I be-
lieve that you and your btrother, Robert (Boh) remaimed in this
region with your mother umtil the fall of '88, when you all went
to the Corpus Christi region te visit your sister Nellie and her
family, I kmow you all weme there until early °'89 when you came
on to Florida, Your mother visited us im Wewahitchka for twe or
three weeks about March 1889, I remember her as vividly as if I
saw her yeaterday, She died im Apalachicola on 14 May, I think,
Somewhere mear this time your brother Jimmie moved te Wewahitchka
and lived there for a year or two, I dor't know the year in which
he and his family left Texas, Mama and Papa with their two child-
rem.and Dr, Warren and Auntie (Bunice) with their som Shields, all
accompanied by your brother Walter left Comanche Coumty im the fall
of 1880, They traveled in covered wagons to Florida, They first
stopped in Marianma them on te Wewahitchka, I will write you later
about this very imterestin journey,

It is my impression that all your brothers and your sister
Nellie were borm either im Marianna, Florida, or at the home
on Rocky Creek ahout tem miles down the Chipola River from Mari-
anna, I'm not too sure about your brother Jimmie, he may have
been boram at Dr, Christians home where Mama was born, some twamty
or thirty miles down the Chipola from Mariamma, I think you were
born at your mothers home at St, Andrews Bay,

The Farley's and Christian's who wers our ancestors came from
England to Virginia in early Colonial times, Family tradition is
that twe or three farley brothers landed at Jamestown in 1624 or 25,
And that the Christiam family came origimally from the Isle of Man,
Our ancestry fremiboth familids served in the American Revolution,
Dr, Christiaan‘'s father, George, took part in the capture of Kimg's
Mountain, N, C. from the British in 1780,

We enjoyed your good letter from Refugio and glad to learn that
Anna and Cyrus have a new grandson, Jeanette joins in love to you and

14, John Farley, a New Jerseyman, came here in 1787, from State of
New Jersey, with a wife and seven children, named Jacob, Barbara,
Minard, John, David, Naomi, and Fanny. He immediately built himeself
a log cabin, and occupied it, on White Deer Hole creek, about two
hundred feet from where the dwolling house of the late Charles
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Gudykunst-ndw stands, and being an active and enterprising man,
he soon afterwards built himself a log grist mill here, the first
one in the valley, as already stated.

f have obtained all of the above facts relative to theése fourteen
families, (excepting what relates to their times. of death and places
of burial) from Mr, John Farley, a son of the above John Farley,

and who is still living in our valley, a venerable white haired old
gentleman, in the eighty eighth year of his age, whose house I visit-
ed for that purpose on Tuesday, the 17th of July'1870. '

He says: "I was born in Tewksbury township, Hunterdon County, State
of New Jersey, on the 9th of Jwly, 1783, and came here .into this
valley with my father, John Farley, in 1787, when I was four years
old, And I have resided here ever since, for the long space of eighty
three years, and knew and remember the names of all the white settlers
who lived in this valley in the spring of 1787, when I came here,

and where their log huts or cabins stood, and how their cabins were
made, My father built one of the same klnd of cabins here in 1787,
and four or five years afterwards he also built a small log grist
mill here, with but one pair of grinding stones in it; the first
grist mill erected in this valley, In the year 1800, my father, after
living here thirteen years, moved back to the State of New Jersey,
But he died here in this valley in June 1822, while he was up here

on a visit to me and my family, He was upwards of seventy years of
age when he died, and my trothers and sisters are all dead, and I

am now the only one left of all my fathers family, Very great changes
have taken place in the appearance of this valley, its farms, houses,
barns, etc, since I came here; changes far greater than any I ever
expected to see here, and all for the better,” .

Family newsletters help

A valuable aid to the genealogist is the family newsletter or

‘magazine - a type of publication devoted solely to one surname,

- It may be published nationally and devote itself to all persons

in the country having that name, or it may be your own small news-
letter sent only to the descendents of a common ancestor,

.Access to a family bulletin can help you to eliminate duplicate
research and pool all available information on your particular sur-
name,, Names of family publications are printed in many genealogical
quarterly magazines) such as The Genealogical Helper, Many genealogi-
cal libraries have copies of recent and older family publications,
some of which have ceased publiShlng. New and. surviving newsletters
are issued monthly, quarterly, or yearly to subscribers at a nominal
cost of from $3 to $10 a year,

©  Subscription to a family publication and /or membership in a
family organization can help to answer many of your questions more
quickly. You eitksr subscribe, or join the organization, in order to
recieve the publication, If no publlcatlon exists for your surname
you can start your own,

Many a family magazine is begun by a researcher who prints up and
circulates copies of genealogical data for members of his particular
family surhame, Others in the family send him moxre material - and
still more - and a newsletter is born! Perhaps you haven't enough
material to print a full length family history as yet, but you prob-
ably have enough to start a family newsletter,

It-is best to start a newsletter on a small scale W1th five or
six pages of material, mimeographed, and sent at bulk rate. Postage,
paper, and printing are expensive! The bulletin should cover all
branches of the family in order to l:ave wide appeal. The more wide~-
spread and varied the material the more subscribers you will have
to keep the publication self-supporting and interesting, About $3
a year should cover the costs for a six page mimeographed paper
. sent out quarterly, Xeroxing will add considerably to the cost, It

is advisable to publish at least three times a ‘year to keep your
people interested and contributing material.

Among the types of material you could print would bes famlly re-
cords, histories of the various branches in different parts of the
country, interesting anecdotes about the family, locations of hist-

-oric family homes and businesses, queries and replies, current births,
.marriages and deaths in the family, locations of valuable Bible
records, cemeteries, etc. Some printed newsletiers such as one put

out by the Studebaker Family National Association have good photos,
interesting material, and are copyrighted and sent first class maill

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"fGood-bye, gentlemen, and forever, I know my condition,
and we will not meet again, I thank you for your kindness,
It is a pleasure to me that I have fallen into:the hands
of good Carolinians at my last moment,'

"Courteously, even smilingly, he nodded his head to us
as the men bore him away. He died within a few hours, I
have never seen a man whose demeanor; in the face of oertain,
painful, and quick death, was so superb, I have never en-
,countered anything so brave from first to last,”

“Stuart's own tribute was to the same effect: '(Captain
Farley) displayed even in death the same loftiness of bear—
ing and fortitude which have characterized him through life,
He had served without emolument, long faithfully, and al~
ways with distinction.

The Abshire girl later told officers that she had dreamed
they would be caught and said "I'm glad it's over."

Got Prison Terms

The two brothers were convicted as draft dodgers and each
received 5 years at Fort Leavenworth prison but they were re-
leased aftier serving about 2 years, Matland Farley before
going to prison asked the Abshire girl to wait for him and
told her he wanted to marry her when he got out, The girl
did wait and a few years later theyr were married and raised
a family. Matland was later killed in a dispute in Slab
Fork District where he was working in the mines, The "kid-
napping”" incident created a sensation throughout Lhe country
and the Cincinatti Post sent a reporter here to cover the
story.

Doctor Thomas Farley was the son of General Farley of 0l1d Ipswich,
Mass, The year of his birth is unknown byt probably was about the
year 1761, as by an old manuscript recipe book now in the possess-
ion of the writer, it is.ascertained that he studied medicine in
1782 at Salem with Dr, Holymke. He came to Marietta in the spring
or summer of 1788, the same year with Dr. True, He was the attend-
ing physician of General Varnum, one'of the judges of the North~
west Territory who died at Marietta of consumption in Jan, 1789,
as appears from this bill of attendance found among the papers of
the administrator, Col.'Joseph Barker, one of the early settlers,
says of him, "he was a modest, amiable young man, always ready

to obey the calls of humanity, and had the good will and confidence
of all who knew him,” The country being new, but few people in the
settlements, he became discouraged and returned to his former home
in the autumn of 1790 and did not again return to_the territory.

Gaptain Snelling C, Fa.rley, the oldest liv:mg pilot of the
Kanawha and Ohio rivers, died at the Farley house, No, 106 Kana-
wha St. at 6330 o'clock this morning. He had been an invalid for
several years and the immediate cause of hes death was a stoke
of paralysis which he received some time ago, coupled with extreme
old age.

Stuart, Pelham--both are dead now; and Farley, too has
passed away, the bravest of the brave. I never saw his face
before the war, nor until the spring of 1862; but often I had
heard of a young man in the Army of the Potomas:who had made
himself famous by his fearless scouting, his cool self-possession
in the hottest hours of battle, and his long solitary expedi-
tions into the enemy's lines. I figured to myself as I heard of
his strange adventures, his desperate combats, a rough, un-
polished partisan, with the instincts of a tiger and the manners
of a bear; but when I came to know him upoa General Stuurt's
gtaff—here is what I saw:

A young man of twenty-five or six, of medium heigiht; ath-
letic, but graceful figure; soft dark eyes, low musizal voice,
and girlish gentlenese--thero was Farley. He wore o .ort of
surtout of dark cloth, around which was buckled coustanliy a
belt containing his pistol; handsome cavalry Lcols, and a
brown hat with a black feather. Sometimes he doaned a spilendid
suit of Federal biue-—shoulder-straps and all--captured in the
head-quarters of General Casey at '"'Seven Pines;' bu’ ‘his was
only by way of amusement. His horse, his arms, his boots, his
saddle, his belt, his gauntlets, his hat-—all were captured.

He lived on the enemy——despoiled them of all he needed: he had
no commission, drew no pay, and was poor, like all of us; but
he wanted nothing. The enemy supplied him,

When he needed anything--a horse, a pistol, an "officer's
McClellan saddle"—or when the repose of head-quarters nad
become tedious--he set out by himself, or with a small dctail
of men, upon a private raid. Somewhere beyond the Rappahannock
he was sure to find the enemy; and he was as certain to attack
them.
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The bang of revolvers, the clash of sabres, the cheer of de-
fiance—then Farley retired, laughing in his silent way, with
his horses, arms and saddles. He came back looklng better sat-
isfied; and waited for the next ocecasion.

But I am lingering too long. The memory of thls brave and
gentle cavalier leads me back to those old days when I knew
him, At "Camp No~Camp" I first became his friend. It was im-
posszble to imagine anyone with a sweeter temper or a more
winning address. The soft dark eyes were full of gentleness
and candor; the smile upon the lips, shaded with a black
mustache, was charming; and the low measured voice, like
music to the ear. Often we wandered over the great fields of
broom-straw sighing in the winds of winter; and in these walks
Farley told me all his life. It was a brave true heart which
thus unfolded itself before me; and under this modest exterior
were the finest traits of the gentleman. As the old chivalric
poetry came sometimes from his lips, and he repeated—

"Gayly bedight,
A gallant knight
Rode on through sun and shadow'--

he was himself the ideal of that gallant wavalier. Modest,
kindly, brave as steel, and devoted to the South, his death
was another gap in the lives of those who loved him—a loss
which nothing can supply.
: Do I weary you, kind reader, with my memories of Stuart,
Pelham, Farley, and those days long gone into the dust? I
have done. It was the recollection of the hours I spent at
"Camp No~Camp,' with Stuart, which beguiled me. When these
men passed away with all their smiles, fheir laughter, their
gay voices nad brave faces, something like a shadow seemed to
fall upon the landscape.

(Owin Farley) being 26 to 45 years of age, two daughters under
10 years of age, and his wife being 16 to 26 years of age. In
the Charleston City Gazette newspaper dated Thursday, September
13, 1804, the following article appears: “Died on Friday last,
the 7th inst. after a short illness, Mrs. Ann Farley, a native
of Ireland.

After John Farley's mother died he was raised in the Charleston
Orphan House.
