SUTTON CHRISTIAN wrote the following summary account of the Ermest
‘Christian ~Martha Clendenen family in 1961 :

"Ernest Christian and Martha Clendenen (Christian) and their five child-
ren left Warren County, Tenn., about 1906 =07 and settled on a farm near
Pendleton, not far from Belton, Texas, He became a minister of the
Church of Christ in the 1890!'s and conducted revival meetings at various
places while not farming in Texas. About 1909 he abandoned farming to
devote full time to the ministry, moving first to MeGregor, Tex. He w_.
minister of Churches of Christ at the following places: Hillsboro, ca.
191114, Anson, 1914~17; Wichita Falls, 1917-=19; Anson, 1919-213 Snyder,
192124, For a period of two or three years, 1925-27, he was inactive
due to ill health, About 1928 he became minister of the Church of Christ
in Monroe, La. Four years after the death of Martha, his wife, he
married Mrs, Bernetta Tinsley in Celina, Tenn,, July 15, 1929, He and

his second wife lived for a while in Hermitage Springs, Tenn.,, and

moved (about 1936) to Nashville, Tenn, , where he died in 1939. Bernetta
Tinsley was married first to a veteran of the Civil War. Her children

by her first marriage were: Harry Glynn Tinsley, b, 11/18/1912, and
Elizabeth Tinsley (Sedivi), born 5/9/1916.

"Ernest Christian was widely known among his colleagues and townspeople
as a caconteur and humorist., He had a remarkable persomnality and such
was his power of attraction that he was always surrounded by people,
whether in a barber shop, a news stand, a drug store, or in a train
lounge, "Preacher ' Christian's quips on assorted subjects were often
quoted, This talent for story~telling established for him a rapport

. that shattered many of the prejudices separating people of differing
religious faiths, , Wherever he preached, the church was usually filled
to capacity. In the pulpit there was no nonsense, He preached the gos-
pel with vigor, his great voice rising like a clap of thunder when he

" wished to underscore a point, A sudden change of tonme and pace might
follow an illustrative anecdote, which had been related in conversational
tone, He probably did not have the equivalent of a high school education.
He was not always grammatical, although it seems certain, to one who re=-
calls the era, that he was adequate for the times and places, Much of
the traditions of the 0ld West prevailed in Texas for the first two or
three decades of this century. Texans wanted no stuffy, unbending reli-
gion, They preferred preachers who were good humored and human, under-
standing and understandable, On the debit side, Ermest Christian at
times permitted anger to unbalance his judgment of people who offended
him with real or imagined wrong-doing, One cannot say how he would have
managed his financial affairs if he had ever had an adequate salary.

For the years 1910 to 1915 it is doubtful that his average salary ex- (
ceeded $125 a month, and there were years when he preached for as littiw
as 380 a month, Probably the highest salary was in Wichita Falls, where
as I recall, he received between $300 and $400 a month, With the ex-
ception of Wichita Falls, he preached in communities before the oil-rich
days, largely dependent on agriculture and ranching. A crop failure
would mean that the preacher would go for months without salary, Family
income could not be supplemented by the children taking odd jobs after
school, for such were not always available in small towns, The crisis
was relieved considerably as some of the older children were forced

to leave school,before graduation, to take jobs, During all those

yvears of inadequate salaries (and it should be stated that the manse

was not provided by the church) visiting preachers and lay members were
frequent guests in a household heavily burdened with debts. It would
have been a helpful education and good training for the older children

§f Ernest CHristian had heid a monthly “economic council® , at which
he could have assembled all debt figures for discussion and assignment
of. responsibilities, But he was not a business man nor an organizer,
and thus the older childremn, even when they were working, were never

 His wifey Martha Clendenen Christian, died in Wichita Falls, Tex. as a
result of a cerebral hemmorrhage, She was buried in Anson beside the
grave of Gladys, the daughter who had preceded her in death by five years,
Mother was an ideal minister's wife -« -~ kind, generous, thoughtful,

And her resourcefulness in the kitchen often recalled the Biblical
miracle of stretching the five loaves and two fishes to feed the multitude
She earned the affection of every congregation., "

‘A BRIEF BIOGRAPHY OF SUTTON CHRISTIAN

Sutton Christian came at ‘about midpoint in a large and poor family. He
was a sensitive child, who must have liistened carefully to the moral pre-
cepts he heard from his father and have emulated the kindness and thought-
fulness of his mother from an early age. Ambition for an education domin-
"ated his thought throughout adolescence. It might have seemed hopeless to
anyone but Sutton in such a home environment, yet he persisted in the dream,
In his senior year in high school he was invited by his Uncle "Harty" and
Aunt Zay to live with them in Weatherford, Tex., where he was graduated,
Somehow he managed to get to Columbia, Mo.,, where he enrolled in the Univ-
ersity of Missouri, his heart set on graduating from its famed School of
"Journalism, He was entirely on his own in his struggle for higher education,
Every summer he signed up with a magazine sales team and sold subscriptions
throughout Missouri, Tllinois and Indiana, an experience that was to serv~
him well in later years, Nuring the school year he waited on table in
restaurants, cafetexrias and fraternity houses., Many times he went hungry
for days, subsisting on bread and milk, He was not to realize his ambition
to obtain a degree, however. In his final semester he was called home by
his mother's death. He was ccocnfronted with a discouracing family situation,
ii{is father was not well, and thc three youngest children, Ora ILee, Clariene,
and Ernest, needed his help and guidance. He cancelled his plan to return
.to finish his course, '

4 Sutton worked as a reporter in Vernon and Lubbock, Texas, for a few years.
"In 1930 he and a colleapur, Alan Carney, sailed from Galveston aboard a
British freighter bound on a vagabond trip around the world, - He had %80 in
his pocket, They wound up in Shanghai months later after many adventures ,
- There Sutton went to work in February, 1931, or the China Press, a morning
daily published in ¥Fnglish but Chinese owned, The same day another American,
Nevada Semenza, reported for work on the China Press staff., Within a.few
months, on Sept. 17, 1931, they were married in the American Community
Church, The Sino-~Japanese war began almost simultaneously., On their honey-
moon to Peking they traveled by train with refugees from Manchuria who told
- them about the Japanese occupation, and in the Forbidden City and elsewhere
they heard young students in mass meetings call on Chiang Kai-sliek to mount -
an immecdinte defense against the Japanese, Returning to Shanghai, they
found themselves war reporters as the Japanese planes and gunboats attacked
- the city, In March, 1932, they returned to the U.S. It was the depth of
the Depression, and jobs were non-existent, 1In Aupgust of that year they
joined Stanley Netherton, a printer, in a partnership publishing a weekly
. newspaper in a small town, Soquel, in Santa Cruz County, Calif,. Their
success led to an offer by the owner of the PacificGrove Tribune, where
Sutton's management brought an ailing paper out of the red. In 1935
- Sutton became editor of a morning daily in Santa Cruz, Calif,, The Sentinel,

~-It was there that they built their first home in 1939,

When World War II began, Sutton, beyond draft age, but eager to serve his
country, enlisted in the American Red Cross as a field service Adirector,
assirsned to Alaska and the Aleutians. Nevada moved from Santa Cruz to
San Francisco and became Nirector of Public Information for the Pacific
Area office of the Red Cross, In 1943 bhoth of them joined the staff of the
Office of War Information, Overseas Branch, and Sutton asked for an over-
segs assignment, He flew from New York via Casablanca in th~ fall of 1944
to the China Theater, | There he took charge of OWI operations in Chungking,
- Chengtu, Sian and, eventually, Peking., In that historic city -, as the’
highest ranking American, he formally accented the surrender of the .
commander of the Japanese occupation forces, Returning home in Novembher,

1945, Sutton first published the San Gabriel, Calif, Sun., In the spring
of 1947 he and Nevada purchased a half-interest in a weekly newspaper

in Mountain View, Calif,, called the Register-Leader., Within a few
months they converted it to a five-~day paper, anticipating industrial
growth and population growth in the area. In 1949 they acquired full
ownership of the paper., Sutton suffered a heart attack in February,
1951, This led to their decision to sell their newspaper. Sutton

was never again able to return actively to newspaper work, but turned
his interests to political and civic affairs,

During a period, 1960-61, they lived in Gatlinburg, Tenn.,, where (
Nevada managed the Arrowcraft Shop for her sorority, Sutton became
director of public relations for the Southern Highlands Craftsman's
Guild, He roaried through the hill country of Tennessee, North Carolina
and Kentucky infterviewing and writing the stories of men and women
making a living of wood carving, weaving, ceramics, basketry, and
cabinet work, They returned at the end of 1961 to their home in Los
Altos, Calif, and decided to sell it and begin a new chapter somewhere,
They wanted to learn more first~hand about the problem of our black-
white relationships. They applied for public relations posts at several
Negro colleges and in November, 1962 went to Hampton Institute, Hampton,
Va, There Sutton directed the college's publicity office and Nevada
worked on a fund-raising campaign timed for the colleget!s Centennial,
Founded immediately after the Civil War, to educate freed slaves, Hampe
ton was embarking on a program of attracting white students to accomplish
reverse integration. Sutton rose to the challenges of a biased press
and succeeded in making some real advances placing an impressive number
of news stories in the local papers and gainings the interest of radio
stations., Sutton died while supervising a visiting television crew
from Paris that wished to show the process of integraiing white students
on a predominantly Negro college campus, The day was Nov, 22, 1963.

The causet shock from the news of President Kennedy's assassination,
Sutton's ailing heart could not withstand it,

Of him it was said in a memorial service: "Some men, said Emerson, -
serve their day and generation by what they do, and some by what they
are, Sutton Christian was a man who did both... Mr, Christian was a
man of character, of culture, deep experience, eminent ability in his
special field of work, and in every respect a 'gentle ' man.,.

"The degree to which our beloved associate, Mr, Sutton Christian,
will not only keep but even deepen his influence over us in a way
strangely independent of any physical presence is a fact that will be
a matter of personal, intimate experience for us, But I dare say that
his memory will for many of us touch even a common day with significance,
- will speak with quickening power to the best within us. (

"Utter simplictiy, respect for personality, complete devotlon to his
task, marked this man whcmwe honor this evening,"

This genealogy occupied Sutton's interest and attention during the
period from 1959 to 1961, after he had visited his birthplace in Warren
County and his last 1living uncle, "Herve" Christian,
