Asa Ellison Jr. born @1784 Monroe County Virginia, son of Asa Sr. ·and his 
first wife Elizabeth Kilpaterick, took out a bond to marry Mary "Polly" Tuggle, 
March 19, 1805 Monroe County, Virginia.
