LA JOLLA — Dr. Jack 
Farris, 78, a respected sur-
geon and community leader, 
died Wednesday of heart fail-
ure at Scripps Memorial Hos-
pital. 

Dr. Farris, who had retired 
from medical practice, was 
associate dean for communi-
ty relations and a professor 
emeritus of surgery at the 
University of California, San 
Diego, School of Medicine. 

In 1983, he was asked to in-
terrupt his retirement to ac-
cept an appointment as asso-
ciate dean for community af-
fairs at the medical school. 
He joined the medical school 
staff in 1973 as a professor of 
surgery. 

Dr. Farris is survived by 
his wife, Carolyn; brother, 
Roy Farris of Freemont, 
Neb.; daughters, Mary An-
derson of Costa Mesa and 
Melinda Wortz of Pasadena; 
two stepdaughters, Carol 
Rowan of San Francisco and 
Pamela Rowan of Boston; a 
stepson, Nicholas Alexan-
der; and five grandchildren. 

Memorial services will be 
held at 10:30 a.m. Saturday 
at Torrey Pines Christian 
Church.
