The Rhine-Hessian Braunewell lineage from Essenheim bei Mainz is of French origin
and was spelled “Braneuills” before 1655. In the baptismal book from Essenheim, [the
following] spellings appear instead of the French spelling, which was constant

up until then: 1656 “Braneville”, 1659 “Branewil’, 1662 “Braunville”, 1665
“Brainville”, 1666 “Brennevills". From 1684 on, the spelling “Braunewell” happens
more often and then remains so.

In the {K.-B.??? confirmation book???} Of Essenheim, the homeland of the family is
given as the town, “Vilipot Lodringen”. According to the University of Nancy, “Vilipot
Lodgingen” does not exist. It was determined that it must have been Villepot Loire
inférieure (explained by a switching of the words “Lorraine” and “Loire inférieure™) where
the family by the name of “Brunel’” still resides today.

The family Branefille emigrated on account of their beliefs from France. The founding
father settled down in Essenheim bei Mainz. He married Mayor Bauer’s widow.

His progeny have spread out from here to various places in Rhine-Hesse and the
Rhineland Palatinate.
