Angeles area and none of them had anyone doing Italian ressarch.
I assumed that SOMEWHERE there were people working on Italian
names and that it would be helpful for them to be able to contact
one ancther. To that end I formed FOINT (Fursuing Our Italian
Names Together).

I have set up a computerized data base of all the researchers who
write to me, as well as all the surnames/provinces they are
researching. As of mid—August, we have 75 members with over 700
surnames in the data base.

Anyone working on Italian surnames can write to me, giving me
their name and address as well as the surnames they are
