I was glad to hear from you concerning your father and
family. I hope what information I can give you will be of scme help
in your search, ,

First I will give you a verbatim copy of a record found
sometime ago at our Madison County Courthouse here at Anderson,

"wWilliam 3, Gale, Sr., ploneer of Adams township came
to Fall Creek in 1833, was born in Pasquotank County, North Carolina,
October 14, 1798, died in the same locality Jamuary 2, 1881, buried
at Mechanicsburg, Ind, 2 miles east of where he lived 50 years, He
was married in 1820 in Richmond, Ind, to Panina Small, she was
born in 1792 and died adout 1873,

- When Mr. and Mrs, Gale came to Madison County it was
new and they had a real struggle to make a start, they finally
succeeded in 50 yesrs of married 1ife, The following names of the
children - Polly, born in 1821, married to Larkin Judd, she died in
1856, turied inAfechanicsburg Cemetery, Elizabeth, born in 1825,
married to Samuel Mogls, she died in 1892, buried at Mechanicaburg
Cemetery, Eliza born in 1827, married to Washington Morgan, married
second time to Ben Mogle, resided in Missouri, William S, born on
October 9, 1829, married Mary Brown, she died March 11, 1892, turied
at Wilson Cemetery 3 miles south of Arderson, Bight children were
born, Kancy, born 1832, married to Andrew Mogle. Sarah, born in

Willlam 3, Gale was an o0ld time Whig, afterward a
staunch Republican for many years, a mcmber of the !, E, Church,
an ambitious man, and hardworker., He and his wife made a fine hcme
about three miles west of Mechanicaburg, Henry County.

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Mr, Higginbottom traded the horses for two yoke of oxen, Ve went to
breaking sod for other epople to get something to live on, About the time
our corn wasg in gocd roasting ears the grass hoppers came so thick we
couldn't see the sun, they ate up everything even cloth on ths line,

That winter my family all but myself moved to Wichita so father could work
end we could live, 32,50 a dey was top wages.

With no mail or P,C, mother got uneasy about us on the claim so father
~walked that 25 nilea one night to see 1f we were starving, I had 27
rabbits hung up frozen when he got thsere. '

That summer Mother hed done some baking for some young fellows that were
camped on the river west of us, and we found ocut later that they were the
James boys.

That season taught us that we needed bottom land instead of a hill, mo
we s0ld our claims and went farther west, We loaded a wagon with scme lumber
and put a yoke of oxen to it, and I made the first wagonm treck on the roads
now the township line, We camped that night on our claim where the Dewey
houge now stands, Father, Booker and I slept under the wagon., About
midnight I wok up and it was very light, I orawled ocut ard a big prairie
fire wes coming from the north as fast as a horse could run, I got the oxen
on the wagon while father and Booker set a fire south of it, and as it
burned we followed it or we would have been caught, Next day we went to
work on & dugout, for we had a plow with us, We went down about 4 ft.
on the east benk of the creek, and plowed sod and tuilt up about 3 ft.—
door in west, window in ¥ & S, Made roof of timber and all moved in,

11 of us as Mert was born on the hill, Our nearest neightor was 7} mi
eagt, Bobble Saunders (John i's father) after we moved. '

Hot a tree or atick of wood nearer than the Arkansas River a* Wichita,
We burned Buffalo chips, slough grass and anything we could get, The
Qugout was about 12 x 16 ft. After we put in 2 beds, stove and table we had
little rocm for 11 people, but were a happy bunch, Father waa the only that
could work out and get something to 1ive on, Booker and I plowed arnd put in
all the crops we could., Mother had a great garden, Then the Binkleys came
and took the olaim that was west of us on Smoots Creek. Then Jaques the one
Beat is on nowe So we began to have neighters. Then they started Waterloo
4% mi. north west of us. A grocery, blackamith, and finally a P,0, It
began to rain in April and just kept raining and one morning the north side
of our dugout caved in, it was a mess and could not be fixed. So we took
the roof off and moved it to where the Jones house now is, Ve put the roof
on posta about 8 ft, high and with our wagon cover and sheets and bed quilts
made the walls and moved under, That fall we built sod up to the roof and had
& real warm house, That fall we built us a one room frame house about 1, x 16
with basement on our place across the road and a little sast of Bookers,
Lived there 4 years. :foved it over north and built s 5 room addition uwhere
it nov stands,

' There were plenty of Antilope some Buffalo and millions of Preirie
chickens, ducks and wild geese., In early spring of '78 I had to go to
work for a farmer 8 mi, from home at 50 cents a day to help feed the family,
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Father did carpentering and plastering and Booker did the fsrm work,
Our oxen were getting old szo we traded them for & pair of horses so we had
only one team, A nelghbor gave mother an old black pony for a midwife Job,
80 I put a harness nn it and the old black cow and plowed our field.

Ons day I saw two horaes caming up the road from the west and I called
mother and we went out and caught them, ws supposed they had left scme
campers, I staked them out near the road so they could see them, After
a few days I went to worldng them. Ve advertised them in a Eingman
paper dbut had no calls, We kept them for nearly two years, A man from
Medicine Lodge finally called for them.

On the Ninniscah just west of our old place they started a town canod'
Marshall, . That is where we had the mill. v

There was & Jack leg Baptist preacher that held neeting at our school
house, He had been an engineer or thrashing machine man. Re got hold of
this mill somewhere, it was run by wind, 11 ft. double wind vheel, one uheel
in another. We also put in an engine in case of mo wind, The preacher
run the engine when needed, I was not asleep when it was ruming, The
preacher went off to hold vrotracted meetings, and was gone for weeks,

The mill was full of grain and no wind, Dad was walking the floor,
cursing the preacher. So one morning I went over and fired up the old
engine and got up steam, blew the whistle, Dad came running over and I
said attend to the bins we are going, I ran it for 3 weeks before the
preacher got back, We were feeding a lot of nice hogs and had them about
ready for the market, when we found out that the preacher had mortgaged
them and ‘the mill and we lost all of it. We moved back to the ferm, I
went to work for Alex Coffey 14 mi. south east vhere the two Ninniscah
Rivers meet, stayed 3 years 15 to 18 dollars per month, Then wert te work
with Dad carpentering and plastering and farming and playing the violin for
dances through the winter, . :

When the R.P, tuilt west from Wichita about 1882 they started Cheney
and Marshall all moved over to it. My cousin J.C. Morgan started a
Jewelry busineas there in 1885, I was running an engine for a thrasher,
and Jim came out to spend the week-end with me and talked me into learning
the trade with him, I worked one more week and left for Cheney, Aug. 1885,
I was 21 years old 3ept, 6th and was married Sept. a5th 1885, Moved to
Gresnsburg 1886 and back to Cheney 1887, Pack to Greensburg 1888 and
back to Cheney 1£88, went to BellePlaindlf89l, Then to Winfield,
