and was buried near Harrisburg, IA. William was 6 feet tall, had dark com-
plexion with dark hair and eyes. Katherine was short, quite fleshy, and had
light blond hair. Katherine died February 26, 1886 and was buried near
Bloomfield, IA.

From Iowa Jacob evidently moved to Kansas because he died there in 1885.

Wiliiam and Katherine's son James, my great—-grandfather, married his
first wife in Iowa, probably a Nedrow. They had two children, Sarah (Thomas
Benton McWilliams) and John. She perhaps died, and James then married
Lavinia Harris, my great-grandmother. There is not a lot of information
available for James and Lavinia yet. They had six children who were men-
tioned in James' will. They were Ben. Franklin, William A., Arthur J.,
Elizabeth E., Harriet Irene (Robert Lee Coonts), Nancy J. (Matthews).

The only birthplace known is Harriet's. She is my grandmother and was born
July 17, 1865, in Girard KS. James and his family were living near Ft. Smith,
AR. when he died of typhoid October 5, 1884. He was buried on the Doyle Farm
near Massard Prairie which was near Ft. Smith, AR. Lavinia left quite a

few letters and papers which indicated she had a legal struggle to keep

their land after James died, and eventually lost it. She died at Poteau,
Indian Territory, August 24, 1904 and was buried at Oakland Cemetery.

The grave is unmarked.

Harriet Irene Sadler, my grand-mother, married Robert Lee Coonts the
28th of March, 1885. They had eight children who were James N., Bertha
Mae (Moody M. Ryan), Eula Irene (Milburn Babb), Willie G., Charles F.
Coonts (Ruth), Earl Otto Coonts, Arthur L. Coonts, and Helen Oklahoma
(Lake Grove). They moved from Ft. Smith to Oklahoma about 1892. Harriet
died at Poteau, OK, March 5, 1939, and was buried in Oakland Cemetary.

A son of Charles Coonts says that he remembers his father talking about
visiting cousins named McWilliams in Missouri. So the families must have
tried to stay in touch with each other for a while.

My mother, Eula Irene, was born in Tuskahoma, Indian Territory, June
11, 1894. The family were living in Poteau, OK in 1896. She married Milburn
Babb May 14, 1922 in McAlester, OK. They lived in Poteau all their married
life except for one year spent in Ponca City, OK. I was their only child,
Patricia Ann, born February 25, 1931.

One sister, Helen Coonts Grove, is still living. She lives in Panama,
OK. Charles Coonts had a son, Harvey Lee, who lives in Parker, CO.

Jo According to a scrutiny of the above pension application file S-22:°7,
Isaac SADLER was born on 14 or 23 liay 1760 in York County, Pennsylvania. ile
enlisted in York County, Pennsylvania on 1 September 1775, or thereabouts, and
served for ons year as a private in Captain Stephen Stephenson's comprny, Colonel
Fagaw's Pennsylvinia Regiment. On 13 September 1777 he enlisted as a private in
Captain St.phenson's company, under rajor Mull and served until 2 October 1777
when he wus elected major in place of Fajor Iull who hud resigned. lie served
in Colonel Stephnenson's Pennsylvinia Regiment until 11 or 12 October 1777. On
23 May 1833 he applied for a federal pension in VWestmoreland County, Pennsylvania,
and recelved certific te 25717, dated 20 Deceiber 1833 which eatitled him to a
pension of 343.33 per anmm from 4 arch 1£31. In his application, the soldier
had noted that he lived in York Comnty until 179 when he removed %o "lestmorelerd
County. ke did not mention his family in this application.

Dear Mrs. Berger:

Thank you for your letter; it's the first response i've gotten to that
guery, and it could not have been better timed. I've just concluded that
my Sadler line is German and is not connected to the Sadler lines of Adams
County! This will cause much disappointment in my family, if anyone accepts
my opinion. My father, who was cbristened Sadler Alton, has English coins
from the 1740's that were alledged to nave been brought by his ancestors.
The Sadler connection was so cherished by the family that Sadler became a
given name; my grandfather Shopp was nicknamed "Sad", and my 6-yr. old son
is Jesse Sadler Rehr.

I1've enclosed a copy of the biography that sent me on the wild goose
chase for a son of William Sadler named Jacob (History of Cumberland & Adams
Cos., PA, p.474)., It's apparent that the, phrases about the connection of
Jacob Tadler to the Adams Co. families was stuck in as an afterthought, per-
haps by the editor, who had a sudden inspiration. However, since the English
Sadlers were wealthy and influential, I'm sure that my forebears were happy
to accept the idea. Recently I was sent a tombstone inscripticn for a Jacob
Sadler b. ca. 1742; d. 21 Dec 1817, Springhill Twp., Fayette Co., PA; bur.
Gans Cross Cem. His will mentions a son Joseph and is signed in Cerman
handwriting, "Jacob Satler'. I can now better understand why bis sons and
grandsons married German~-speaking women. Having grown up in Mt, Holly Springs,
PA, I can grasp why a location on the Maryland border was described as "near
Pittsburgh"!

I'm sending you copies of some materials on the Adams County Sadlers
that may be of interest. The report on the Sadlers came from the Sadler
file at the York County Historical Soc. Maida Johnston is a friend of my
mother-in-law and lives in Carlisle, PA (I think); I can find her address, if
you wish to contact her. I apclogize for the quality of the photccopying on
those biographies, but I can't do better, since my nother copied them at the
Cumberlanc Co. Historical Soc. and the librery here doesn't have that bock.
The biography of William Sadler looks as if it should be of interest to you.
If Lydia's maiden name turns out to have been Lease, I can make some suggesticns
on sources to check, since my husband has Leas/Lease ancestors from Adams Co.!

Did you actually sece Richard Sadler's tombstone at 0ld White Church Cen~
etery? 1 visited there last year and searched in vain for a Sadler stone;
it's a very isolated spot, quite overgrown arnd.very romantic. I1t's a challenge
to locate but a worthwhile pilgrimage, if you have Sadler ancestors.
