Dear Barbara, Nov. 9, 1969 

I sure was glad to hear that you and Franklin were contemplating a 

visit to my old home in Cape Breton. When I say "my home" it was were I 

lived with my Aunt Mary and Uncle Alex McAuley for about four years 

(1898-1902),in August of 1902 my mother sent me money and instructions 

to come home to Omaha. (Nebraska) She had married again and both she 

and her husband (Paul Gillette) wanted me to come back home and go to 

school. Quite a_trip for a fifteen year old kid, but I made it and 

spefit a week in Boston with some relatives. 
Now as to your trip to Cape Breton? Don't go before April as it sure 

is cold and still snowy weather. I'll outline the route you should take 

and suggest you have or get a road map of the Maritime Provinces. You 
will cross the Straits of Canso at Mulgrave, in Nova Scotia to Port 
Hawksburg in Cape Breton. Follow Route 4 along the south bank of the 
Bras D'or to Sidney approximately fifty miles, and from Sidney to Glace 
Bay about 14 miles, where I suggest you spend the night. 

Glace Bay is a coal mining town. Several mines are there and are 
owned by the Dominion Coal Company. One of my uncles was superintendent 
of the Caledonia Mine, which you will pass on your way to Port Morien 
which is about six miles from the Caledonia Mines. Port Morein used to 
be a coal mining center. During the time the French were in Canada, 
they operated the mines there. My grandfather, Allan McDonald was the 
superintendent of the Gowrie Mine and was killed there in a mine acci-
dent. One of his sons, also named Allan was killed on the old coal 
loading pier at Port Morien. Both are buried in the old cemetery south 
of town. 

From Port Morien we head south on the Mira Bay road. Just about 
three miles out of town you should cross the old railroad tracks of the 
Sidney and Lonsberg R.R. and beginning at this point on the West side 
of the road is the McAuley farm. The first home on the right was built 
by my cousin Donald McAuley. He had two small kids and it is possible 
that some of his descendants are living there now. About half a mile 
and off to the right is the old McAuley home were I lived with my Aunt 
Mary and Uncle Alex (Sandy) McAuley. They had three sons, Donald, Ron-
ald and Allan. Two daughters, Annie and Sarah who were not married at 
that time. Last I heard of them was about 1910 both girls were married 
at that time, Allan was operating the farm. He was also postmaster, a 
post office for the area having been established. This area used to be 
called Milton when I lived there. The original home was built of 
squared logs covered on the outside with birchbark and shingles and the 
inside walls and partitions of T & G boards covered with wallpaper. 
There were four rooms on the first floor, parlor, dining room, two bed-
rooms and hallway. Upstairs were four bedrooms and a sitting room. 
Kitchen was an ell, quite large with pantry and storage. A large cellar 
below with stone walls. In the kitchen was the bath (a large tub) and 
the toilet was under the trees in back. Fine when snow was a foot deep 
and temperature 10 below zero. Farm buildings comprised a large barn, 
carriage shed, milk house and under the barn (built on a slope) was the 
chicken roost. Also a shed for the sheep. On the east was the old Ross 
and to the south was the McCuish farm. We all had our chores to do. I 
brought in the Cows, the boys did the milking and I also had the job of 
feeding the sheep. We all worked in the fields, mowing the grain and 
hay, digging potatoes and the other ten thousand chores we had to do. I 
went to school, rain, sleet, snow and freezing. School house was about 
a mile on the main road and you should pass it as you go on to Louis-
burg. Just beyond the school there was a nice pond and sawmill that be-
longed to the McKenzie family. From here to the Mira River was about 
two miles and then on to Louisburg about ten miles. From Louisburg 
there is a road that follows along the ocean all the way to Port Hawk-
sey, it's pretty rough. However you can back track from Louisburg to 
the Mira River and from there cut across to route 4 and the Bras D'or 
Lake. 



All the above is from memory and I hope will turn out to be right. 
Remember I was 14 years of age when I left Cape Breton, that is 61 
years ago but I have never forgotten the years spent there. 

Some of my cousins came out to California but we never met any of 
them. We lived in Sacramento and they were in L. A. Several of the boys 
were killed in W. W.s I and II. 

My mother kept in touch with some of the family up to the time of 
her last illness. I tried to do the same but two wars and raising a 
family was too much for me. After my marriage my stepfather burned all 
the letters from Cape Breton -as well as some of my fathers letters. If 
one doesn't keep in touch at regular intervals time steps in and then 
it is too late. 

Love Dad 

Barbara and Franklin are my parents. They never did take this trip, but 
the letter remains with clues to the past. It just tears me apart to 
think that the letters were destroyed, as this has been a tough geneal-
ogy to research. Well Ann (Bechtel), are Charles letters among your 
boxes of family papers?

My father is in one for the 
sciences and sociologies. his date of birth, place of birth, 
first wifes' name, and all of his childrens' names, plus a 
history of his work (which just happens to tell of where he 
worked, therefore where he lived, therefore the pattern of 
migration for our family). I think the cyclopedias are an 
excellent source of genealogical information. They start at the 
earliest dates, some in the 11th century, maybe earlier, and go 
forward to when ever the book was published.

I am sending you a copy of a brief writeup I made on the first Wenzel 
families in Lunenburg,N.S. No,it is not a book, and this is not for sale. 
This is just something I wrote and made available for reading at the 
Society's Library. I think you will be glad to read it. 

My records show that your ancestor,Johann HeinrilaK Schwinhiemer, a 
decendant of a farmer from the Palatinate who came to settle in Lunenburg 

in 1753, married Anna Barbara Wenzel on April 16,181b. 

Anna Barbara Wenzel was born on December 7, 1792, the oldest of a family 
of nine children, all girls,the daughter of Johann George Wenzel and Anna 
Elizabeth Lohness, residents of Centre, Lunenburg County, Nova Scotia, 

near the town of Lunenburg. 

Anna Barbara was the great grand daughter of the original Wilhelm Wenzel 
who brought his family from Darmstadt,Germany,to settle nearLu.nenburg in 
1753. Her grand father was Johann Conrad Wenzel, the son of Wilhelm who 
arrived at Lunenburg as a young boy to become the father of the first 
family of Wenzel in Lunenburg. 

I understand the difficulties one has when reading badly written records. 
Added to this are the many instances when names are misspelled or changes 
have been made in the spelling of a name. for instance, you have noticed 
that the person you called "John Henry" was originally given the german 
names "Johann HeinriCK, and his last,or family name,was "Schwinhiemer".(I 
could not make out for sure how you spelled it) It might interest you to 
know that this name has been shortened to "Swinemer" in this area. There 
is a multitude of Swinemer families in the Mahone Bay,Martin's 
River,Western Shore,Gold River and Chester areas of Lunenburg County. 

Also, you should notice that I spelled Wenzel without a "t".I find it 
written this way in most of the old records. A "t" and a second "1" has 
been added here and there in later years.To make it sound more English 
ter-h,aps. In the n1 der- records,I have even found the name spelled "WRnel", 
and so poorly written that the "n" could be taken for an "s", and then 
you. have Wessel. 

So this should mean some change of direction for your research, If you 
are interested in Genealogy.I would like to hear your comments, if i t. if4 
convenient.

I received your letter of 13 Oct, but had to review my 
Vaughn file and correspondance before attempting an answer. My 
Vaughn line ends with my great-grandmother Lucy Ann Vaughn, born 
circa 1818 in New Brunswick, who was, I believe, the daughter of 
John H. and Mary Vaughn. John H. Vaughn was born, as you know, 
circa 1792 in Nova Scotia, probably Halifax, but by 1820 he was 
residing in Springfield (then in Cheshire County, now Sullivan 
County), New Hampshire with his family. He is shown to be there 
in the 1830 census also, but in 1837 he moved to Princeton, 
Bureau County, Illinois and lived there the rest of his life, 
insofar as I know. 

The 1850 census of Princeton lists his children at home as 
John J., age 30, James H., age 22, and Horatio N.(elson), age 
17, all born in New Hampshire, probably Springfield. The 1820 
and 1830 censuses indicate that there were four other daughters, 
besides Lucy Ann, and one son older than those shown in the 1850 
census of Princeton, Illinois. I have the suspicion, not 
proven, that the oldest daughter (born circa 1817) was named 
Mary after her mother, and is shown in the 1860 census of 
Princeton and environs as the wife of one Joel Colby of 
Tiskilwa. The youngest daughter (born circa 1831) I believe was 
named Melissa Jane, and is shown in this same 1860 census as the 
wife of a Dr. Alvin Ballew. I haven't been able to hazard a 
guess as to the other two daughters, but the 1860 census of 
Princeton lists a number of wives who were born in New Hampshire 
and are of the right age. The problem is there are too many. 

There are two researchers of New Brunswick Vaughns who 
might be able to help you further. They are William E. Tufts, 
1500 Lassiter Terrace, Gloucester, Ontario K1J 8N4, and Don 
Sinclair, 4341 Highland Ave., Oxnard, CA 93033. Bill Tufts 
believes that John H. Vaughn, above, was one son of a Samuel 
Vaughn who in turn was a son of a John Vaughn who with his 
brothers Daniel and Anthony and his widowed mother went from 
Rhode Island to Chester, Nova Scotia in 1764 and 1768. If you 
can prove the connection between John H. and Samuel Vaughn, 
above, please let Bill and I know.
