In search of nome lists, therae will often be o few
that stand out as enigmas or as shining exomples of
utter whimsy. . Hoo Sfewort - 14605 and Zouch Brockmon -
1415 were together in the first category until Zouch was
found as o surname in the 1550's, but there was no doubt
about the widowhood of the mother of Posthumous Hobbey -
1550, Somewhat more uncerfoin 1s the ncome given to ©
son in the Cooper fomily 1n 1552, Did the parents
intend o lifelong porentol blessing or did they have
some doubts about the worldly prospects of - Godhelp

From the SANFORD SCRAPBOOK! MRS. LATHAM REMINISCENSES.

SHE WAS SEVEN YEARS OLD WHEN THE WAR OF 1812 BEGAN,
Faa

Mrs, Jemiﬁ??u Latham, one of the oldest residents
on Eostern Long Island, reached her 93rd yvear on April
5th, She is a notive of Orilent, L.I., but ot present
she resides with her dJdaughter, Mrs. Edword Hovens, in
Greenport, Notwlthstanding her great age, she is still
in geod heolth, ond 1s octively engaged in her doily
duties. She was born in the villaoge of Orient on April
5th, 1803. Her fother, Jess erry wos draffted as a
soldier in the Wor of 1812, but secured o substitute,
The war desfroyed his business, and he bought o farm at
Orient Point, where he ond his family moved 1n March
1813, Shortly aofter rhat, three English ships

28
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anchored in Gardiner's Bay, and two in the race, Thay
took possession of Plum Islond for a drilling ground,
Mrs, Lothom thus describes her experiences in *thosea
days,

"One day, I went to the woods by the bay for wild
strawberries, Suddenly I heord o cannon fired, Looking
up, I saw three barges from the ships in Gardiner's Bay,
Just off the shore, To the west, I sow o schooner
loaded with pine wood, wood and cloms, from Riverbhead,
hoping to slip by the ships and reach the Connecticut
River. The Englilsh, however, hod seen the schoonar, ond
sent the borges +t¢ intercept her, Those on the
schooner, reolizing their danger, ron the scheconer on
the Point, ond escaped, 1leaving the soils set, The
English boarded her and took the clams and whotever they
wonted, ond then fired the schooner, I ran home, My
father wos absent, and we were o0ll terribly frightened
as we feared the English would come ashore and burmn our
home, *

"My mother put me up 1n the garret, which hod no
stalrs, fto get o box containing silver aond voluable
popers. In her haste, she took the trunks which I had
passed down to her, and left me in the gorret., I had to
jump down quite o distance. Then my brother was sent to
the gorden to dig ¢ hole in which the box was buried,
Fortunately, the English did not 1land ot this time.
Loter, they used to lond two or three times o week to
buy provisions, They were olways polite ond paild
liberally. One doy, my brother and I were on the Saund
shore, ond saw the English ships chosing one of our
privotesrs with specle aboard, from Bos ten, The
privateer proved to be the faster, and when they were ot
a safe distance, they ployed Yonkee Doodle,”

"At onother fime, obout Ffifty marines londed at
Orient, to purchase beef, They bought two yoke of oxen,
On hearing this, Colonel Moore, Caoptoin Fred King ond
Jason King went ot night to where the oxen were stalled,
and drove them owoy, When the English discovered this
the next morning, they were very angry, and they were
obliged fto buy whot poultry they could find, A
lieutenont, surgeon ond several marines come to our
house ond wonted to buy geese of my mother, She told
them thot the geese were sefting, and she could not sell
them, The surgeon replied, "We do not core for that,
you ought to be thankful that we do not burn the house
over your heads!®

"On  occount of the presence of the ships in the
bay, in 1813 the fishermon dared not sail down to
Montouk for their usual winter supply of fish, But in
October, the tide browght great numbers of mackerel into
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an enclosed boy, ond when the water receded, tThe
mockerel were left upon the flats in greot quontities,
The whole village folk went to the flots ond got o
supply of fish. This was considered o remarkcble
providence. The following year, our government sent a
torpede boat to destroy the three English ships. when
in the Sound, the boct encountered o fierce gole and was
driven oshore oabreost of Greenport, nhear the residence
of Mr., Mulford. The Mulfords were ot church, aond the
British went oshore ond plundered the building.
Returning to their ships, they fired the house, Many of
the bullet marks could be seen for years afterward.”

‘Tn 1817, we removed to the villoge of Crient, and
ten vyears later, ogein moved, to Southold, For several
years ofter, I lived a port of eoch yeor in Brooklyn ond
Naw York. During the summer of 1835, I spent 1n
troveling with friends, We storted on July &th anpd
visited white Hall en Lake Chomplain} S§t. Jehn, Canada,
Returning, we stopped of Burlington, Shelburn,
Vergennes, Fort Ticonderogo and Casson, Lake George and
thence to Saratego. Here I got my first sight of a
railroaod, and rode on the troin to Troy, and then took a
steomboot for New York, reoching there in the lost of
August. Thils was considered o long journey in fhose
days."

*On May 7. 1840, I was morried to Ceoptoin ngz%hon
Latham and we returned Yo Orient. In fthe winter of
1840-41, the 1ce in the Connecticut River broke up and
caused the greatest freshet ever known. I+ brought
large quantities of drift timber, etc,, oacross the
Sound., A small dwelling was c¢mong the debris which
fioated right side up, In this was found o crodle ond a
chicken dressed and ready to cook.*®

Mrs, Lothom has lived an active life, rising eorly,
raorely allowing the sun to find her in bed. She still
agttends to maony of her household duties, maoking oll the
bread for the fomily of five, and this duty she has
never been willing to give up except during sickness.
She was a greot reader, until aobout three yeoars ago,
when her eyesight failed, She 1s the only survivor of a
family of Four brothers and fthree sisters; her last
brother having died i1n December, 1895, Her two
granddaughters are both folented young women, The
older, Miss Jessie Havens, 1s o graduate of the high
school of Gresnport, and an accomplished music¢ion, being
the organist of the Presbyterian Church. The younger,
Miss Ethel Havens, is o member of the graduating claoass
at the high school. Last year, she won the Demarest
gold medol for elocution in fthe orotorical contest
between the schools of Eaostern Long Island,
