-Mrst, They shall annually, between the first days of May and July, in each year, make out an alpha
betical roll of all able-bodied white male citizens, between the ages of eighteen and forty-five years, residing
in their respective assessment districts, noting the names of such as are under the age of twenty-one years.

■ They shall consider every individual as able-bodied, unless he has some bodily defect, plainly percepti-
"ble, such as the. loss of a limb. If any individual claims that he is not able-bodied, on account of some phy
sical infirmity, or bodily defect, which is not apparent, his name must be placed upon the roll, and he must
be req,uired to furnish the affidavit, as prescribed in the tenth section.
