The name Bates, according to
BATES  one authority, was derived from
Bartholomew's son, and chort-
ened to Patte or Bate, but other anthors give
as the more probable origin the Anglo-Saxon
ward “bate,” meaning contention. The early
form in England before the Puritans left for
America was miversally Bate, whiclh was re-
tained for some time after the emigrant and
his descendants were located in New Eng-
land.  About the thne of the revolution the
name began to be written Bates.  In England,
1503-160g, we bave record of George Date,
physician to Charles I, Oliver Cromwell and
Charles IT, who was also ene of the first mem-
bers of the Roval Society; 1635-gg, William
Bates, a non-conformist divine; and 1740-00,
John Bates, an eminent musician, born i Hali-
fax, Yorkshire, England, who was unani-
mously chosen conductor of the commemora-
tion of Handel at Westminster Abbey and con-
ducted the charal performance of ancient mu-
sic until he retired in 1793, being succeeded by
Greatares.

It is
also recorded that he first settled near Evansville, before the Cane Hill
settlement was made. Together with the Bean brothers and a Mr, Drake, he is
said to have been engaged in the production of salt at a salt spring in the
Indian Territory. They were forced to discontinue this operation when the
boundary line between Arkansas and the Territory showed they were not in
Arkansas, They were each given 320 acres of land elsewhcre.
