You may recall (Bulletin 98) Martha Bourland eloped with an older
Henry Hudson Mick in 1853, much to the displeasure of her father
(my 3rd Great Grandfather) William G. Bourland [E1].

Mick family rumor persists that William disowned his daughter for
this transgression, never spoke to her again, would not allow her to
return for her clothes and failed to provide even a mention in his will.

I have been seeking a copy of the “Will” of William Bourland to
help shed a little light on the matter.

So, many thanks to my cohort in Illinois, Barbara Bourland for
finding and providing to us a copy of the Probate of William. I don’t
know if you can ever “prove” anything from “copies” of old records,
but it would appear to me that “H. H. Mick and wife” were treated
equally. Whether that was done by the court or the Will of William,
we may never know but I believe, perhaps William softened his stance
over the last eight years of his life, seeing Henry as a fine husband for
Martha and father to his grandchildren! I think Grandpa William
wasn’t so “mean after all”. . .

Finally Finding Phoebe

A copy of the Bourland Bulletin containing the
Ernestine Bucy article, “Bourland-Bowling Families
In Western Kentucky” (Vol. XVII, No.3) was sent by
Yolonda Jones (]3427.13.11) of Benton KY to Van A.
Stilley of Wilmington NC, and the article provided
an important clue to his Bourland-Harper connection.
Van wrote to Society president Madilene Huff, who
helped him reach several other researchers, who in
turn, sent him additional information. One result is
that Van Stilley has determined that the wife of his
ancestor, Robert Harper, was probably Phoebe
Bourland (UU3), a daughter of William Bourland
SC1; another result is that he has joined The
Bourland Society, and we gladly welcome him
to the club.

Phoebe Bourland was erroneously listed as Peggy
Bourland on Chart SC1 (Vol. XVIl, No. 4), a mistake
that gets repeated because of the poorly transcribed
“Will of William Bourland” which is provided by the
SC Dept. of Archives & History, in which her name is
spelled “Pegabee”. The original handwritten will is
part of the Estate Settlement (see p16) and her name
is clearly spelled “Phoebee”.

The will of Robert Harper (proved Dec Term
1807, Smith Co TN, Will Book 1803-1896, new p48)
names wife “Pheby” [Bourland] Harper and their 12
ch: Mary McDowel; Margaret Burd; Catey Harper;
Jonathan Harper; Isaac Harper; William B. Harper;
Sampson Harper; Robert Harper {Jr.]; John Harper;
James Harper; Sarah Harper and Jean Harper.
Executors were Robert’s brother, Matthew Harper,
and James Boarland (sic).

Mary Bourland (UU2) & John Odell

Sharon J. Doliante of Mena, Arkansas
published a voluminous examination of her family
history, Maryland and Virginia Colonials:
Genealogies of Some Colonial Families (1991,
Genealogical Publishing Co., Inc., Baltimore),
which includes several Bourland connections.

From the 1804 will of William Bourland
SC1, we know that one of his daughters was Mary
Bourland (listed Mary Odle). We think her first
husband was Robert McCrary (Bucy, E., The
Bourlands of Laurens and Pendleton Counties South
Carolina, BB, Vol. XVIl, No.4, p5). Supposedly,
after his death, Mary Bourland m. john Odell. Ms.
Doliante’s book suggests that Mary Bourland and
John Prather Odell were m. before 1785, and
possibly before 1773, which raises some doubt that
Robert McCrary ever married Mary Bourland, or
maybe we’re talking about two Mary Bourlands.
A Josiah Prather was listed on the Sale Bill of the
estate settlement of William Bourland in 1804.

On p549 of her book, Ms. Doliante lists the
tentative issue of Mary Bourland (Bouland) and
John Prather Odell b. in Maryland (c1750/55-
aft.1836), who was a son of James and Martha
Prather Odell of Maryland:

1) James Odell, b. 1773(?)  5) dau. Odell, b. c1793

2) dau. Odell, b. €1785 8) John Odell, b, c1796-7

3) Reginald Odell, b. c1787-8 7) Thomas Odell, b. c1785-8

This John Odell descends from a Thomas Odell,
Sr. who settled in Anne Arundel Co Maryland before
1692, m. Sarah Ridgely Brewer, widow of john
Brewer, Jr. and dau. of Col. Henry Ridgely and his
first wife, Elizabeth Howard. His son, James Odell
above, was born in SC and died 1856 in Georgia.

Ms. Sharon Doliante credits a Mr. Hubbard
O’Dell Ferrell of Stephenville TX with much of the
information regarding this John Prather Odell.

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Will of William Bourland SC1

There are two versions of the 1804 Laurens County SC will of
William Bourland: one is a poorly typewritten transcription available
from the South Carolina Dept. of Archives & History (Will Book Ct1,
p95); the other a handwritten version contained in the estate settlement
{Laurens County SC Probate Records, Box 11, pkg 3). The typewritten
version contains several mistakes in transcription, and because it was a
source for Chart SC1 (BB, Vol. XVII, p9, 1993), the chart contained the
mistakes. Following is a transcription from the estate settlement, basic
spelling corrected (copy provided by Marty Ramage of Belden MS):

“In the name of God amen, |, William Bourland, Sr., of the State
of South Carolina and District of Laurens, being very sick and weak in
Body, but of perfect Mind and Memory, thanks be unto God, taking to
mind the Mortality of my Body, and knowing that it is appointed for
all men once to Die; do Make and Ordain this, my Last Will and
Testament, and recommend my soul into the Hands of Almighty God
who gave it; and my Body | recommend to the Earth, to be buried in
decent Christian Burial, at the discretion of my Executor, nothing
doubting but at the General Resurrection, | shall receive the same again
by the Mighty Power of God, and as toutching(?) such worldly estate,
wherewith it hath pleased God to Bless me in this Life, i give, devise
and dispose of the same in the manner and form as follows, To wit;

| give and bequeath unto Mary, my Dearly Beloved Wife, a bed
and furniture, a mare and saddle, and a cow, and two hundred dollars to
be paid to her out of my Estate. Also | give and bequeath unto the
children of my daughter, Kate (?) Katy McClure, deceased, one Dollar
[original likely reads McClure, not Webure]. Also, | give and bequeath
unto my Grand Daughter, Jennet Rammage (sic), a feather bed, and
furniture, and three dollars in cash, and three Hundred wt of cotton.

Also | give and bequeath unto the Rest of my Children, to wit;
Mary Odle, Phoebee Harper, john Bourland, Elizabeth Rammage (sic),
Rebekka Fowler, William Bourland, James Bourland, jennet Dooland,
Sarah Grace, Nancy Thetford, Andrew Bourland, and Cassa Grace, all
the rest Remainder, or (?), of my estate, monies, debts or effects
(my just debts being first paid) to be equally Divided among them.

far away as Chicago. They had never seen such rich
dress as exhibited by both the men and ladies. In
short, they had never seen such a gathering.

As the party rocked-on, the square dance
callers became exhausted. The host, in desperation,
called for volunteers. With this Uncle Charley left his
niche in the wall and began calling, and when not
calling, he made it a point of not missing a dance, a
record of which he was to always remain proud. The
party went on night and day for a full week. Uncle
Charley could not believe he was one of the stars!

He continued to live it up until some unknown
enemy poisoned his whiskey. From this he escaped
death by a whisker. It had the effect of even settling
him down a bit, but not completely. Even after
marriage, he was yet to be completely tamed. Aunt
Duck [his wife’s nickname] was known for her spotless
white, tightly drawn sheets on her bed. Chewing
tobacco while sitting in front of the fireplace in their
one-room log cabin one day, he turned around and spit
right in the big middle of the bed and said, “! always
wanted to do that.”

It was in 1889 in Ada, Oklahoma (both
place and date assumed), he and Emma Currey were
joined in marriage. A fairly good-looking, pleasant
woman, she was liked by everyone. Being a large
woman, she towered over Uncle Charley a few inches
and must have outweighed him by a few pounds. She
spent her life in the joy of catering to his every whim,
thus spoiling him beyond belief. He nicknamed her
“Duck”, a name she was to be known by from then on.

Around 1900, Uncle Charley got religion. With
this, all coffee, liquor and playing cards were banished
from the home. He was to follow this with the same
gusto which had been characteristic of his earlier
period of life. With his boundless enthusiasm, it was
not long until he was being asked to preach. Being
in great demand, he preached many a sermon in
Oklahoma and Arkansas. This was continued until his
church issued a decree that no one could preach but a
properly ordained minister. Having no education, and
having only learned to write his name after he was
married, this placed his love of this endeavor beyond
his reach, but did not lessen his other work in the
church.

| only knew of him trying his hand at farming
twice. One of my earliest memories of he and Aunt
Duck was visiting them on a farm near Center
[Pontotoc County] Oklahoma. The other time, he had
a small farm with some twenty or thirkz acres of cotton
near Frisco. | assumed he had taken this farm in on
some deal he had made. His skill was in carpentry
work. Thirty or forty years later, there were many
houses and other structures standing around Ada,

a testimonial to his skill.

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repatented the Jackson land in 1784 (Morton, p30) so he
must have been married to another daughter of William
Jackson. Robert Hall sold 100 acres of this Jackson land in
1783 to William Allen, and 1000 acres to Jacob Warwick
in 1788. Warwick sold 261 3/4 acres in 1795 to Charles
Cameron (Morton, p30).

As early as 20 Mar 1755, Archibald Bourland was
listed as a non-inhabitant of Augusta County (Chalkley,
Vol. |, p72). Archibald and Jane must have left the estate
settlement in the hands of Alexander Gillespie as Gillespie
was summoned to court in 1755 to pay a debt to John
Warrick of 3 L 9 shillings owed him by Archibald
Bourland. Papers in this case state that “...Archibald
Borland Late of this county . . .” and that “. . .he is
removed himself out of this county . . .” (Augusta County
Court Judgments, 12 Dec 1755, File 399). Litigation was
still going on as late as November of 1773 when Andrew
Bourland and Alexander Galaspy signed a thousand dollar
bond with Robert Hall and William jackson who had
brought action against them for trespass, and Andrew and
Alexander had brought a counter suit. The bond was to be
voided if Bourland and Gillespie abided by the decision of
a committee (Virginia Historical Society, MSS 2B 667al).
Since their names are not included in this suit, it is
possible that this indicates that Archibald and Jane
Jackson Bourland were dead by this date.

Oren Morton says that Archibald Bourland and his
wife moved to North Carolina along with Jane’s brother,
William Jackson, Jr. | have no reason to doubt this state-
ment, but | have not researched them there, and { do not
know whether they had any descendants.

JOHN BOURLAND ? OF THE JACKSON RIVER

I have a serious problem with this John Bordon
who was around the Jackson River as early as 1754. |
think he could have been a brother of James, but | have
no proof of this. And, | am not certain that | can always
separate references to this evasive john from John
Bourland of the Cowpasture, a proven son of James
Bourland.

| have mentioned this John Bordon in connection
with the 1754 deed of James Bourland on the Jackson
River. This Bordon rendering of the name could refer only
to a Bourland in this area unless it refers to John Bollar, but
I don't believe Bollar was in the area as early as 1754.

If a John Bourland was located on the Jackson River, and
James’ deed does mention a corner to John Bordon, he
would have to be a brother of James and Archibaid
Bourland. There are no deeds in Augusta in the name of
John Bourland (or any of the various spellings, although
John could have had a patent or land grant which |
haven’t checked in Richmond).

On 25 May 1756 “John Bourland, a late servant
of Robert Patterson, has served his time and is released”
(Chalkley, Vol. I, p73). | have no idea which John
Bourland this could be. it couldn’t be James’ son who was
born between 1753 and 1761, and | hardly think it could
be this John Bordon of the 1754 deed if he had land with
a cornerin 1754.

In 1767, Patrick Henry entered into his account
book the following: “1767 John Boreland of Augusta Dr
to fees in 3 Attors v George Pearis wherein you was
Garnee L2.5” (Patrick Henry Account Book 1762-1770.
Valentine Museum, Richmond VA). This couldn’t be John,
son of James, as he was too young at this time. it must
refer to the mysterious John Bordon of the Jackson River.

A John Boreland was listed in Morton’s book as

the head of a family in Capt. David Gwin’s list of the
Jackson River and Back creek areas in 1782 (Morton,
p114). He is credited with 3 tithables, 5 slaves, 10 horses
and 20 cattle. It's hard to believe that this John is the son
of James Bourland if you look at the appraisal of John’s
estate five years later, in 1787, when he had only one
horse and two slaves [see BB, Vol. XVii, No. 4, 1993,
p16]. Of course, Gwin could have mistakenly listed
Andrew, whom we know was on the Jackson in 1782, as
John Boreland. | believe this is the evasive John Bourland
of the 1754 deed. If so, he probably had children, a
home, and land somewhere near the Jackson River, but |
still can not definately place him there satisfactorily.

1 can not completely discount the fact that this
John Bourland might be the progenitor of the Bourlands
who were written about by Carl & May Read in their
book, The Bourlands In America. 1t would solve a lot of
problems if we could find a definate connection between
this mysterious John Bourland of the Jackson, and their
John Bourland, who had sons named William (who was
born in Virginia), Alexander, John, Ebenezer, Benjamin
and Archibald. Edited.

[Bernard Caperton included James and Presley as
sons of john Bourland NC1, at the end of his study, and
these were edited because the James Bourland (F) who
m. Rebecca “Ricky”(Inu) was, with little doubt, (UU8),
a son of William Bourland SC1, who d. 1804 in Laurens
Co SC. This James Bourland d. c1821-3 Caldwell Co KY
(James Bowland (sic), Will Book A, pp394-5). The James
Bourland, jr. (F1) who m. Margaret Jones was probably
(UU81) his son alright, but the children listed as his in
Read’s book are now believed to be those of James
Bourland (UU72), son of William Bourland, Jr. (UU7),
and a nephew of James Bourland (UU8). This James
Bourland (UU72, nib), b. c1791 SC, d. c1869 KY, m. 4
jul 1822 Hickman Co KY Hester Ann Smith. James
Bourland, jr. (UU81) and James Bourland (UU72), first
cousins, are combined into one in the book. (Ref: BB,
Vol. XVil, No. 4, Chart SC1, p9). It’s confusing.

As for Presley Bourland (j), there is no record (exc.
speculation in the book) that he ever existed. The
children listed as his in the book (p345) appear to be
those of William Bourland, Jr. (UU7) with James (UU71)
missing. This family partially enumerated, Calloway Co
Kentucky indenture made 13 jan 1840 (Deed Book C,
p481-2), between heirs of Thomas Bourland: William's
widow Anna Bourland; sons James, Samuel and Dabney
Bourland; son-in-law Issac Floyd; dau.-in-law Melissa
Bourland, widow of Thomas Bourland: and Francis H.
Clayton, a son-in-law who m. Elizabeth Bourland.

Only Amanda and Adeline had children, and their children
and descendants are all listed in Woodworth’s Poage
Genealogy (pp760-7).

REBECCA BOULAND McCLUNG

Rebecca Bouland was definately a daughter of
James Bourland, and a sister of Andrew, William and John
Bourland. When Wm. McClanahan Dean made his
deposition on 14 Nov 1811 that Andrew Bourland was his
“full cousin” and an uncle to his wife, he was well aware
of what he was talking about. Dean’s wife was Sarah
McClung, a daughter of Capt. Samuel and Rebecca
Bouland McClung (Rev.Wm. McClung, The McClung
Genealogy, p204. Greenbrier County Deed Book 5, p153,
confirms this relationship). If, as Wm. McClanahan Dean
so clearly states, Andrew Bourland was an uncle of Dean’s
wife, and she was a daughter of Rebecca Bouland
McClung, then Rebecca was obviously a sister of Andrew
Bourland. Wm. McClanahan Dean and Sarah McClung
were married 12 Mar 1799.

The only mention of Rebecca in the early records
is in a survey made for 37 acres on the Roanoke River on
18 Feb 1768 (Kaylor, Land Grant Surveys, p139). This
survey joins the lands of John Bouland. Her name is also
spelled Bouland. This John would obviously be her
brother, John of the Cowpasture. Her father was dead, she
was unmarried in 1768, so why not speculate in land with
her brother, John?

Rebecca Bouland married Capt. Samuel McClung
of Rockbridge and, later, Greenbrier County. There is no
official record of this marriage, but Ruth Woods Dayton
(Greenbrier Pioneers and Their Homes, p360) says that
the marriage occured in 1769, and | accept this as a correct
date. The marriage should have been recorded in Augusta
County, but it is not there. The Rev. Wm. McClung, in his
McClung Genealogy, does not give a marriage date; and
Woodworth, in his Poage Genealogy (p756) gives a very
incorrect marriage date of 1749. He confused her birthdate
with her marriage date. Both were buried in Greenbrier
County on top of a hill at Smoot WV. | have seen their
graves, and both are clearly readable:

In Memory of Mrs. Rebecca MClung (sic),
Consort of Capt, Sam MClung,
who died 8 Oct 1825 in the 76th year
of her age

In Memory of Capt. Sam MClung who
died April 1806 in the 62nd yr of her (sic) age

Both stones were carved by the same hand, so his stone
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must have been erected after her death, and the carver
rates a boo-boo with his personal pronouns. These stones
give reliable birthdates for both Capt. Samuel and Rebecca
McClung of 1744 and 1749 respectively.

Capt. Samuel McClung was a brother of John
McClung who remained in Bath County. They were the
sons of John and Rebecca Stuart McClung of near
Lexington in Rockbridge County. There were several other
sons; and all but “Bath John” moved to Greenbrier County
before the Revolution. Samuel and Rebecca settled on
Muddy Creek near the Blue Sulphur Springs. Dayton says
they were there by the year 1765, but this date might be a
bit too early. Certainly by 1772.

| am certain that they kept in close contact with
their Bath County family. | have already noted that Samuel
McClung, Andrew, and Sarah Bourland witnessed the will
of William Dean of the Jackson River in 1771; and Samuel
McClung and Sarah Bourland proved Dean’s will in 1773.
The will is recorded in Augusta County.

I do not intend to start a McClung genealogy
[these were all Bourland descendants], but { do want to list
their children (as listed by Rev. Wm. McClung) to show the
close relationship in their marriages to Bath and Augusta
Counties. He does not list them in the order of their birth,
and does not have birthdates for all of them; and, as was
usually done, he lists the girls last. | expect Sarah and
Jane were two of the oldest children.

POSSIBLE BROTHERS OF JAMES BOURLAND

ARCHIBALD BOURLAND OF THE JACKSON RIVER

Archibald Bourland probably was a brother of
James Bourland who was murdered in 1761. Both settled
on the Jackson River at about the same time. | see no
reason to believe that they were father and son.

Augusta records conclusively prove that Archibald
married jane Jackson, a daughter of William Jackson who
owned and lived on the 1100 acre tract that included the
site of Fort Dinwiddle. William Jackson died 1 jun 1750,
and Jane and Archibald were his executors. There were
several court cases, from 1753 to 1755, in the Augusta
records abstracted by Chalkley in which Archibald and
Jane were involved with the settlement of Jackson’s estate
(Chalkley: Vol. I, pp70, 309, 310, 316; Vol. I, pp398,
418; Vol. ill, pp37-8).

There are no deeds in Augusta, or later in Bath,
in the name of Archibald or Jane Bourland. Robert Hall

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The earliest record of John’s death was the 17th
of June 1787 when his wife, Elizabeth, was granted the
administration of his estate (Chalkley, Vol. I, p250).
Maybe John fell into the spring or the water didn’t agree
with him. John’s brother, Andrew, joined Elizabeth in the
administration of his estate until 1789 when Elizabeth and
her brother signed that bond releasing Andrew from any
liability concerning John's estate. | don’t know if there was
any dispute in the family, but rather suspect that Andrew’s
shy nature was the reason he withdrew.

John's estate was appraised in September of 1787
by Samuel Vance, John Bird, and William Bourland, his
brother. [See Bourland Bulletin, Vol. XVil, No. 4, p16 for
an inventory of the estate.] Later, in July of 1791, one bay
colt and a bond due from Adonijah Mathews for 16 pounds
to John and William Bourland were added to the appraisal.

On the 28th of August 1787, John Poage brought
suit against Elizabeth and Andrew Bourland as adminis-
trators of John Bourland. Poage had bought rights to 200
acres of land from Aiexander Breckinridge in Kentucky at
the falls of the Ohio in 1783 (Chalkley, Vol. I, p389).

John Poage made an agreement to assign this land to john
Bourland in August of 1786, and Bourland was to pay
Poage fifty pounds from Bourland’s estate. Could john
Bourland have been contemplating a move to Kentucky
which was cut short by his death in 1787 ?

John and Elizabeth Crawford Bourland had two
children: James (8 Feb 1783 - 29 Jun 1861) and Anne
Crawford Bourland (1784 - 27 Feb 1826). Their father died
in 1787, and | believe these children were raised by their
mother on their land on the Cowpasture. | can not find a
death date or a will of Elizabeth Crawford Bourland. It is

possible that she remarried after John’s death, and | have
been looking under the wrong names.

James Bourland married, 17 Sept 1812, Mary
Crawford, a daughter of George Crawford and Nancy
Winters. They had five chiidren and these children and
their many descendants are all listed in Woodworth’s Poage
Genealogy (pp756-760). James must have remained a
resident of Bath County until about the time of his
marriage. He was a Bath resident when he purchased his
sister’s one half share of their father’'s Cowpasture land in
1808. He sold this land in january of 1809 to Joseph
Brown of Bath County. That same year he purchased some
land on Stuart’s Creek (Steward in the deed), but | don't
know if he actually moved there.

When his Uncle Andrew Bourland deeded James
all of his lands in Bath County in 1826, James was
definately a resident of Augusta County. His mother was a
Crawford and his wife was a Crawford, so | am certain that
he felt more at home with all the Crawfords on the Middle
River north of Staunton. He had sold all of his Bath County
lands by 1831 which must have been soon after his Uncle
Andrew died. The Jackson River homeplace of 312 acres
was sold in that year to Charles S. Francisco.

Anne Crawford Bourland married Capt. John
McClung, her first cousin, of Greenbrier County (now
WV). They were married the 6th of Dec 1804 by the Rev.
William Wilson (Augusta County Marriages, p39. Bath
County Deed Book 3, pp331-2. This deed also proves her
to be a daughter of john Bourland). John McClung was a
son of Capt. Samuel McClung and Rebecca Bourland, a
sister of Anne Crawford’s father, John Bourland. The John

WILLIAM BOURLAND OF KENTUCKY

Andrew Bourland’s deposition of 1821
proves that William was his brother and a son
of the James Bourland who died in 1761.

In February of 1767, a survey was made for john
Mills on a branch of the James River (probably on the
Roanoke River) adjoining Col. P. Smith, and William and
James Bourland (Kaylor, Land Grant Surveys, p72). |
believe that this refers to this William Bourland who later
moved to [Woodford County] Kentucky. This James
Bourland could be a brother of Andrew, William and John;
but this one reference is the only clue that there was a son
named James in this family.

Without question, this William Bourland married
Mary Dean on the 15th of February 1786 (Augusta County
Marriages 1785-86, Vol. 1, p67). Mary was a daughter of
John Dean and Agnes McClanahan. They were next door
neighbors on the Jackson, and | think they were first
cousins.

William, Andrew and John Bourland were all
members of Capt. Vance’s Company of Augusta Militia in
1779.

William Bourland was still in the Bath area when
he was appointed to appraise the estate of his brother,
John, in September of 1787. William moved to Woodford
County, Kentucky soon after this “...in the year 1788 or
shortly after in 1789...” (Augusta County Circuit Court
Judgments, File 124). This file contains the papers of a
suit brought against William McClanahan Dean by his
sisters to claim their share of the estate of their father, John
Dean. William made this deposition about his move to
Kentucky in the house of Benjamin Vance on the 20th of
Octaober 1822. | have not followed William to Kentucky
to research his family. | do know of one daughter named
Sarah (named for William’s mother ?) who married, before
1805, a john Gilbert (Carl & May Read, The Bourlands In
America, p357, 1978).

[Note: Other research indicates that the Sarah Bourland
who m. John Gilbert was a daughter of William Bourland
SC1 of South Carolina who died in 1804. This could not
have been the William Bourland who moved to Woodford
County, Kentucky and was still alive in 1812. See
Bourland Bulletin Vol. XV, No. 4, p5, Bucy's “The
Bourlands of Laurens and Pendleton Counties South
Carolina 1767-1803”; and (ibid.) p9, Chart SCI,

“William Bourland of South Carolina”].

JOHN BOURLAND OF THE COWPASTURE

It is proven by a bond recorded in Bath County
(Will Book 2, pp29-30) that John Bourland of the
Cowpasture was a brother of Andrew Bourland, and a son
of James who died in 1761. This bond clearly states that
Andrew was the “...executor to my late brother John
Bourland, dec’d ...” This bond was signed the 1st of
October 1789 by Elizabeth Bourland and John Crawford
(her brother) to protect Andrew from any damage or loss
that might arise after Elizabeth and john had taken over
the administration of john Bourland’s estate from Andrew
Bourland.

As noted elsewhere, there was another john
Bourland on the Jackson River as early as 1754, whom |
think must have been an uncle to this John. And there
was a John Bourland who had a survey made on Glade
Creek of the Roanoke River in 1768. 1 think that this
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survey was made for john Bourland of the Cowpasture.

John Bourland of the Cowpasture most certainly
was the one who was a member of Capt. Vance’s
Company of Augusta Militia in 1779 along with his
brothers, Andrew and William.

John Bourland married Elizabeth Crawford, a
daughter of George Crawford and Elizabeth Poage of the
Middle River in what still is Augusta County. The will of
George Crawford written in 1779 names his daughter
Elizabeth Crawford; and the will of Elizabeth Poage
Crawford written in 1790 names her daughter, “Elizabeth
Bolling” Augusta Will Book 6, pp140-2, and Will Book 7,
pp371-2). This is another variation of the many Bourland
spellings.

On the 2nd of February 1768, a John Bouland had
400 acres surveyed for him on a branch of the Roanoke
River (Kaylor, Land Grant Surveys, p100). This was on
Glade Creek (Chalkley, Vol. [Il, p491) and was in the
present Roanoke vacinity near where Botetourt, Roanoke
and Bedford Counties join. Rebecca Bouland had 37
acres surveyed for herself, and her survey joined the land
of John Bouland. Her survey was made on the 18th of
February 1768 (Kaylor, p139; Kegley reports this survey in
the name of Margaret Bourland, p314, but he was
incorrect in the first name.

In 1779, in a case of James Wright vs. John
Bourland, it is stated that the defendant lived in Botetourt
(Chalkley, Vol. 1, p373. | can not find the original papers
of this case in the Augusta files). | feel certain, especially
with Rebecca’s survey next to his, that this John Bourland
is John Bourland of the Cowpasture. He quite possibly
lived there on the Roanoke until he married a Crawford
and returned to the Bath area to be closer to her family.

There is no extant marriage record for John and
Elizabeth, but family tradition places it in 1780. They also
place John’s death at c1808 which | know is incorrect as |
have already shown. Their oldest child was born on the
8th of February 1783, so they could have been married as
late as 1782.

On the 20th of February 1787, John and Martha
McCreery sold 260 acres of land to John Bourland. This
was on the Cowpasture River with a corner to Robert
McCreery, and by “a great spring” corner to the land
formerly owned by George Lewis (Augusta County Deed
Book 25, p400). | have been told that this land is about
one mile south of Williamsville in Bath County, and in
1983 was owned by Leo Lockridge. The “great spring” is
now known as Ebbing Spring.

not to retract the same.” | do not think Cynthia was
questioned separately because her husband was
personally overbearing, but probably just as a matter
of course or because it was land from her father’s
estate. Other records shows that James L. Alexander
paid taxes on land in Lamar County in 1860, 1861,
1862, 1865, 1866, 1867, 1868, and 1869; the
omission in this sequence of the Civil War years
bolsters the family tradition that James L. Alexander
fought in the Civil War and was wounded [Co G, 29th
Texas Confederate Cavalry].

The 1870 Lamar Co TX Census (#384, Beat
#5, Paris P.O., line 5) shows that on September 30,
1870 the family was a father, ). L. Alexander, a 36
year old white male farmer, with $350 in real estate
and $500 in personal property, born in Tennessee; his
wife Cynthia, 29 years old, keeping house and born
in Texas; and their children M.E. a 13 yr-old female,
Wililliam]A. [Iford] a ten-year-old male, R[obert]
Hlenry] a male born 1861, and Rleece] R[euben], a
male born on November 20, 1867. Mary Brown, a
20 year old white female lives with them. Cynthia
must have been pregnant because sometime after the
date of the census in 1870, another son, Sidney J.
Alexander was born. A younger version of the same
family is also in the 1860 Lamar Co TX Census
(Precinct #7, Paris P.O., line 20).

James Alexander died on July 17,1871 at the
age of 37, again according to family tradition, of
wounds from the Civil War from which he never fully
recovered. Cynthia married a Mr. Nichols in 1872,
The family moved to Montague County in 1878 and
lived for two years on Clear Creek, near St. Jo.

The 1880 Montague Co TX Census (St. Jo
P.O., ED 120, p8, line 11) shows the N. Nichols
family, whose father 45 yr-old white male farmer,
and the mother C.[ynthia] M. 38, sons W.A.
Elenander (sic Alexander] 20, R.[obert] 18, R.[eece]
R.[euben] 14, Slidney] ). 9, and a boarder S.S. Davis,
a white female age 10.

The Sep 1929 obituary of Reece Alexander,
written by his wife Florence takes up the story of the
family at this point. After living in Montague County
for two years, the family “moved to Cook County
Texas. In 1882 when the family left Cook County
Reece stayed with his Uncle W.[illiam] R.[eece]
Bourland and entered school in Gainesville in Feb. 9
1882. His school work was broken off in the winter
of 1883 by a severe spell of pneumonia. When he
was able to leave Gainesville he went to the Ranch of
R.[euben] M. and W.{illiam] R.[eece] Bourland in the

Indian Territory. In 1885 Reece left the ranch and
went to Montague to work in a Grocery Store for E.
C. Bivens.” For the rest of his life, Reece Alexander
worked in the grocery business in Montague,
Belcherville, and finally in 1888 in Nocona, where
he owned “Alexander’s Stoar.” Despite the
idiosyncratic spelling (or perhaps because of it), the
business thrived, supporting Reece Alexander and
his wife Florence Smith Alexander and the five
children they raised in Nocona. Their oldest son
James Kenton Alexander ran the store his entire life
as well. The homes of the R.R. Alexander and the
James Kenton Alexander still stand in Nocona.

The final document about Cynthia
Bourland Alexander Nichols is a letter on letterhead
from the “Office of M.larmaduke] F. Smith, dealer
in Harness, Saddles, Bridles, Collars, Whips,
Combs, Brushes, Lap Robes, Etc.” in Nocona,
Texas, dated January 15, 1895. Smith is the father
of Florence Alexander, Reece Reuben’s wife, and
the stepfather of Cora [Baker] Alexander, Sidney’s
wife. He writes: “Our old sister Nichols,
Florence’s and Cora’s mother-in-law died Saturday
night at Grady, |.T. {Indian Territory] where she had
gone to keep house for her son Willie. The news
reached here Sunday morning.... She was brought
here Sunday night buried Monday at 11 o’clock. It
was the largest funeral ever had in this town. She
was a good woman, all who knew her loved her.”
Marmaduke Smith may even have preached her
funeral; in addition to selling harnesses and
saddles, he was the founding minister of the Central
Christian Church, Nocona, the building stil! stands.

Some of these documents are public
records and so care for them belongs to the state,
but the first documents which piqued our curiosity
to research Cynthia were letters and photographs
carefully collected and passed down by Cynthia’s
daughter-in-law, Florence Smith Alexander.
Almost like sending a “message in a bottle” she
collected these letters and photographs passed them
down so that when the present-day Alexanders
wanted to know more about their family, the clues
were there. Credit also goes to the Bourland
Society for connecting us with other branches of our
family so we could put pieces of the puzzle together
and learn more about our common ancestor,
Cynthia.

In our search for Cynthia Bourland Alexander
Nichols, we uncovered several original documents and
records which don't fit into a pedigree chart or software
program, but give a fuller picture of Cynthia’s life, the
times in which she lived, and the lives of those around
her.

The first such “document” is her gravestone and
its location in the cemetery in Nocona, Texas. The
stone states she born on Oct 10, 1841. If we assume
this date is correct, she was almost 11 years old when
her father died, was 15 when she married, was 30
when her husband james Alexander died, and 53 when
she herself died on Jan12, 1895. In addition to the
dates, her marker says only “Cynthia Nichols, and thy
mother sleeps sweetly here,” so her relationship to the
graves near hers is not obvious at first, but she is buried
in a family plot, near the graves of her sons, Reece
Reuben Alexander, his wife Florence and her parents
Marmaduke and Adelaide Smith, plus Sidney J.
Alexander and his family. These graves are near one of
the entrances to the cemetery, one row behind the
graves of her older sister, Mildred Jane Bourland Davis
and her family.

A second important document in Cynthia’s life
is the September 3, 1852 will of her father, John
McElroy Bourland. After it expresses the desire for a
Christian burial, the will appoints executors of the
estate: “Austin B. Manion, Benjamin F. Bourland,
Claibourn Chisum, John S.[impson] Chisum, my son
James Bourland, and my daughters Paulina Bourland
[Nix] and Angelina Bourland [Majors or Nabors].
Executor Austin Brooks Manion was married to Hannah
Ann Bourland, the oldest daughter of John’s older
brother Col. James Bourland (Bourlands in America,
p308). Executor Benjamin F. Bourland’s, John's
younger brother, who was married to Nancy Epps
Chisum daughter of Claiborne C. Chisum (Bourlands in
America, p334, spelling “Chisholm”).

The will continues the wish that the family
remain at, and occupy my present homestead tract of
Land under the superintendence and care of my
Executors until the youngest Child comes of Age, with
full power to rent the farm or employ laborers to
cultivate same.” In a bequest which underscores the
importance of horses on the Texas frontier, the will
directs “as the Children assume at Lawful age or marry,
my executors or a majority thereof will furnish each of
my Daughters, who have not received such a good side
saddle, Bridle, and other property of the Estate equal in

value to a child’s part of the whole property left after
payment of debts. That they will all in like manner
furnish each son who has not received such a horse,
saddle and other property” equal in value to a child’s
part. The will was attested to by James Chisum, G. M.
Ezell, and N.W.T. [? Townes or Travis]. On Sep 27,
1852, the willl of John M. Bourland deceased, signed
by John Simpson Chisum CM, County Clerk Lamar
County, and signed by the same N.W. T. who signed
the will of Sep 3. Also on September 27, 1852 is
recorded that “I, John S. Chisum CM, County Court
and Exofficio County Recorder” certify the receipt of
the September 3rd 1852 will and have recorded it “on
the 30th September 1852 at four o clock PM. In Book
H pages 227-8.”

Another entry in the Lamar County records
shows the settlement of the estate’s debts. “This day
personally appears Mr. J. 5. Chisum and makes oath
that the above account of Forty seven 50/100 dollars
against the estate of John Bourland Deceased as just
and true after allowing all just Credits and offsets
known to affiant.” It is signed March 8, 1856. The
debts mentioned are for the “tuition” of M. ). [Mildred
Jane] Bourland, and Cynthia, Nancy, George, and
Rheubin [sic] for a total of $47.50, but unfortunately
the copy of the will | have is a Xerox so many
generations old, it is impossible to read the dates
mentioned with any degree of certainty and to know
whether they covered periods of time before or after
John M. Bourland’s death. Thus, this entry sheds no
light on the questions of whether John Bourland’s wife
Nancy [Hood] predeceased him, and who took care of
the younger Bourland children after the parents were
dead or where they lived, but a better copy of the will
may help answer them.

According to Lamar County Marriage Records,
on November 27, 1856, Cynthia Bourland was married
to James L. Alexander in Lamar County Texas by F.
Miles, J.P. She would have been fifteen years old.
James was 22 years old, born in Tennessee.

Cynthia and James L. Alexander sold land
from the estate of ).M. Bourland on September 17,
1858 in Lamar County TX for $300 to James S. Bell.
(Record Book /], p. 626-7). As the clerk records the
transaction, he adds “and said Cynthia M. wife of the
said James L. Alexander having been examined by me
separate and apart from her said husband and having
read said transfer to her and she fully understanding the
contents of said transfer acknowledged that she signed

It is VERY unlikely that William Reece Bourland G59, or any
other Bourland, ever rode with Quantrill as a member of his
partisians.  This question must be addressed since there is an
article in a 1987 Texas history, Donley County Land O’Promises,
states: “William Reece Bourland rode with Quantrill.”

“Quantrill’s Raiders did augment some of Col. Bourland's G3
Bourland’s Border Regiment units on excursions into Indian Terri-
tory, defending Fort Washita [three (3) mi north of Davis (now
Murray Co OK)] and were also active in helping some of Bour-
land's men round up deserters, subversives, renegades, and draft
dodgers in the area of Grayson, Cooke, and Denton counties. For
clarity, W.R. Bourland may have ridden with Quantrill, but never

When Col. Bouralnd and son-in-law, Ambrose B. Man-
jon, moved to Delaware Bend, it was on the direct route
between East Texas markets and Fort Arbuckle, about sixty
(60) miles directly north [as well as Fort Washita). At one
time Delaware Bend had a post office, saloon, cotton gin
and six stores. Delaware Bend [Dexter TX} was perhaps the
most lawless part of the USA, on a par with Leadville,
Colorado and Tombstone, Arizona, quoting magazines of
the 1870’s. Delaware Bend was a major whiskey and
moonshine distribution point, retailed to nearby Indians and
sent on pack animals far into the interior of the Indian
Reservation. Bourland and Manion engaged in the mercan-
tile business and dealt with the soldiers of Ft Arbuckle and
the Indians north of the Red River. They carried a large
stock of merchandise, [extensively] raised corn and hogs,
which they sold to the [U.S. Army forts] government until
about 1871-2 when Ft Sill (now Comanche Co OK) gained
favor over Ft Arbuckle. [“Col Bourland also supplied beef
to the U.S. Army forts.” according to Jack Young of Frisco

Bourland Ranch’s 100th Year

Heirs and relatives of turn-of-the century Texas cattle-
man William McElroy “Mac” Bourland [G591) celebrated the
100th Anniversary of the Bourland Ranch in Quail,
Collingsworth Co TX on Saturday [Aug 30, 1998].

Only four and one-half [4 1/2) sections of the original
35-section Bourland Ranch remain in the family, held by Fred
Bourland of Ennis, Ellis Co TX. Fred is one of seven sons and
two daughters of Mac Bourland.

Fred Bourland, 84, took contro! of the ranch in 1946
running 250 Hereford cows and raising cotton, milo, and
irrigated hay grazer. He changed to a Brahmam-Hereford
cross herd shortly before he retired in 1973 and leased the
land.

“I bought it with nothing down and 40 years to pay
and fought an uphill battle with a short stick.” he said, adding
that he was the only one in his family to ranch. Fred said the
toughest years were the dry ones, like 1953, but 1971 and
1972 also took their toll when hail wiped out the cotton crop.

Fred Bourland and his three daughters, Lynn White of
College Station, Brazos Co TX, Fredda Schooler of Morton,
Cochran Co TX, and Beth Holtz of San Angelo, Tom Green
CoTX, still own the land. ...... per p3B, Farm & Ranch Section of
the Amarillo Globe News, Amarillo TX, Sunday, Aug 31,
1997......sent by Barbara Hamlin Latham G41668 of Amarillo TX.

Robert Bouland is buried in the city cemetery in
Pontotoc MS. His marker reads:

“In memory - Robert Bowland born Lawrence
[Laurens] District SC September 1st A.D. 1790,
died Febraury 20th A.D. 1845”.

His wife was Unity Roberts (see BB Vol. XVii, No. 4,
Winter 1993, p9, Chart of William Bourland SCI of
South Carolina. His father was John Bouland, who
dropped the “R" from the spelling of his name. William

against him by the Hudson Gang.

| was interested in Jim Bolen because he had
joined the [ 20dd] Fellows Lodge a short time before
he was killed.

| was going home from the store, about nine
o’clock, and I passed by the Charley Tobison [sic
Robinson] Saloon and hotel on Main Street when |
saw Jim Bolen at the bar. | went in and asked him
to have a glass of beer but Jim refused to drink.

it was a well-known fact that the Hudson
Gang were after Jim Bolen. 1 told Jim they were
hunting him and would kill him on sight. Jim said,
“I will kill every one of them that tries it.”

We heard a noise and as | turned, | saw
through the screen door that both men had fired at
the same time. Jim emptied his gun. As | saw }im
waver, | said “Jim, you are shot.” Jim said, “Let me
alone, I can whip them with an empty gun.”

Dr. Boyd was called; we took Jim back to
the kitchen. There were no towels. 1 was sent to get
some and returned with some new ones with colored
borders. The doctor told me to go and boil them for
an hour, which | did.

Jim Bolen died the next day. Fred Hudson
died a few days later from gangrene in his leg which
had been amputated.

Jim Bolen’s funeral was held in the McAnish
Opera House, which was located where the Glen
Dale Apartments stand, on East Oklahoma Street.

He was buried in the Anadarko Cemetery, south of
Anadarko [Caddo Co OK]. More than a score of
school children played hookey to attend the funeral
of the ex-outlaw.

Tullie Arispi and Jim Bolen were sweethearts
at the time. Wallace Denton notified her of the
shooting and she reached his bedside before he
passed away. Jim Bolen lived with his mother in
a small cottage on North Fifth Street, Anadarko,
Oklahoma [Territory].

Saloon Duel at Anadarko

James Bourland and Fred Hudson,

Both Probably Fatally Injured in Fight
From the Lawton Constitution, 31 May 1906

In the Robinson Saloon at Anadarko at
1 o’clock yesterday morning, James Bourland, a
deputy sheriff of Caddo County [Kiowa, Comanche,
& Apache Lands, Oklahoma Territory, now Caddo
Co OK], and Fred Hudson, who was recently

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acquitted of the charge of murder in that county,
engaged in a pistol duel from which fatal results to
each may obtain. The men met in the saloon, each
saw the other about the same instant, each drew his
revolver at about the same time and the firing of four
or five shots was almost simultaneous.

Bourland was wounded in the abdomen,
his intestines being injured to such an extent that it
became necessary for the surgeons [Dr. Boyd] later to
remove a portion of them. His condition is critical.
Two balls of Bourland’s revolver took effect in the
person of Hudson, one entering his right thigh and
shattering the thigh bone and the other his left thigh.
Those intimate with the conditions fear that Hudson's
injuries may also prove fatal.

The immediate cause of the duel appears

to have been the arrest on the previous evening of
Hudson by Bourland, Hudson being charged with
illegally carrying a revolver. But the primary cause
was an enmity that grew out of the circumstances
surrounding the trial of Hudson and Jim [Hughes]
and Ben Hughes for the murder of Lute Houston
more than a year ago. Hudson was recently tried for
this murder and acquitted and in Hobart [now Kiowa
Co OK] last week, the Hughes boys were also tried
and acquitted. Just the relations that existed -
between Bourland and Hudson are not known.

Bourland is known over a large portion of
the [Oklahoma and Indian] Territory as a cool and
fearless officer. He has been in the Territory for a
number of years, serving as deputy United States
marshal and deputy sheriff and in other official
positions. Nothing is known here of Hudson.

slight bluffs. Marshall Madsen knew this fiasco
did not have the markings of an old expeienced
organized gang.

Big Jim Bourland was “close mouthed and
claimed to be a bum trying to hitch a ride” despite
the fact that he was a walking arsenal plus he was
riding a prized horse when arrested. Bourland gave
his name as Morgan, then Williams, and finally as
" Will Wade and said he lived on a quarter-section
adjoining Rhodes [Bob Hughes] and Coleman
Dalton.

A Santa Fe dectective and Enid officers went
to the Rhodes’ [Bob Hughes] and Will Wade’s [Jim
Bourland] claims, found two shanties, both deserted.
Since Coleman Dalton knew that Hughes was dead
and that Big Jim Bourland was in jail, he denied that
he knew either man.

In Hennessey OT (now Kingfisher Co OK)
on Apr 10, 1894, John T. O’Connor {Jim Fuller] and
Frank Lacy [probably Vic Casey] were arrested and
sent to Wichita KS “to avoid lynching”. Fuller and
Lacy exposed the gang ringleaders as Felix Young
and Nate Sylva. On May 12, 1894 in El Reno (now
Canadian Co OK), Young and Sylva were arrested
and taken to federal jail in Guthrie, Oklahoma
Territory. On May 17, they were moved to the
Pond Creek jail.

On Jun 3, 1894 Big Jim Bourland, Nate
Sylva, and Felix Young escaped from the Pond
Creek jail and fled into the Cherokee Nation, Indian
Territory. Bourland fled to Texas where several years
earlier, he had “escaped from the Huntsville TX
penitentiary”, was recognized, and captured in Texas
then returned for trial. Bourland was pardoned after
serving part of his term in federal prison and returned
to Oklahoma Territory, settling at Anadarko, Caddo
County, where he became a respected citizen....later
appointed special detective....and became a nemesis
to lawbreakers.

Marshal Masden was convinced that two
of the Casey brothers, Vic and James, were in the
Bourland Gang that robbed the train at Pond Creek.
The Caseys had settled on the Mustang Creek, near
El Reno OT (now Canadian Co OK). Two bachelor
brothers living on claims adjoining the Casey farm
had been murdered, and “the Caseys were suspected
of committing the crime to get possession of their
neighbor’s farms”. Old man Casey and his eldest
son were indicted. In their trial in El Reno, both
were acquitted then the Casey family moved to
Arapahoe OT (now Custer Co OK). Marshal Masden
was confinced that the escaped fugitive of the Pond
Creek train robbery was Vic Casey. (There were
probably several Casey boys in this family.) In his
book, Four Score Years a Fight, Marshal Chris
Masden mentioned the following characters of the
Bourland Gang that attempted to rob the Santa Fe

train at Pond Creek. 10

1. Erronerously said Bill Fossett killed
Bob Hughes. john Crosswight killed
Bob Hughes.

2. Felix Young was killed in Indian Terr.

3. Vic Casey and James Casey were
tracked 105 miles from the South Canadian
River near Yukon to their new home in
Arapahoe, OT (now Custer Co OK). They
denied any connection to the gang of train
robbers. Vic died of wounds while
awaiting trial and James Casey’s trial was
moved to Oklahoma City OT.

4. Nate Sylva was apprehended in Bates
Co MO for “stealing harness” but escaped
from the Butler MO jail and was never
arrested again.

5. Jim Fuller was persued by Marshal Masden
to the silver mines of Colorado then to
Wheatland, Yuba Co CA where he was
arrested. One source said he never went to
trial while another source said he was
sentenced to a federal penitentiary.

interview with Adolph Arispi of Anadarko

It was in 1902 that Fred Hudson killed Jim
Bolen [sic Bourland]. The Hudson Gang were horse
thieves; the Bolen Gang were bank robbers.

The Hudson Gang killed the first Caddo
County Sheriff, EW. Smith, and his deputy George
Beck. (Caddo County, Kiowa, Coman-che, &
Apache Lands, Oklahoma Territory, now Caddo Co
OK). John Burger, the county jailer, was with them
but escaped. The gang killed Mr. Smith’s horses but
took George Beck’s horse with them as he was such
a beautiful animal.

Jim Bolen was caught, placed in jail in
Guthrie, Oklahoma [sic Oklahoma Territory, now
Logan Co OK]. He reformed and was given his
freedom for leading the officers to the hideout of
he outlaws.

Jim Bolen led the officers to the Dalton
hideout after they robbed the bank in Wichita
[Sedgwick Co KS]. The Dalton boys were all killed
except the youngest boy, Emmet Dalton, who was
sent to federal prison in Leavenworth, Kansas.

Jim Bolen was made deputy sheriff of Caddo
County by Jim Thompson. A short time afterwards,
he was appointed U.S. Deputy by Abernathy. Bolen
went to Arkansas and met the Hudson Gang. They
did not know he [Bourland] had reformed. Jim told
them he had escaped from prison. He got Fred
Hudson over the Oklahoma [Territory] line into
Oklahoma and arrested him, thus causing hatred

Bourland Robs Train

Big Jim Bourland helped six to eight outlaws
rob a train in 1894 in Pond Creek, Cherokee Outlet,
Oklahoma Territory (OT), east of Enid, (a major town
on the Chisholnv Chisum Cattle Trail, now Grant Co
OK). Bourland’s outlaw gang consisted of at least the
following characters: Bob Hughes, Jim Fuller, Felix
Young, Nate Sylva, Frank Lacy [probably an alias for
Vic Casey, James Casey, or maybe Bert Casey].

Big Jim Bourland used several aliases:
Morgan, Williams, then Will Wade. Bourland lived
next door to Bob Hughes and Coleman Dalton.
Bourland’s sidekick, Bob Hughes used aliases Bill
Rhodes, and Pitts, allegedly on old member of the
James Gang, who had taken a claim adjoining
Coleman Dalton east of North Enid when the
Cherokee QOutlet opened.

Felix Young, the notorious horse and cattle
thief, dreamed up the idea of robbing a train and
framing the Bill Doolin Gang. Young's sidekick,
Sylva, was well known in almost every town in the
Territory as a horse trader, had served time in a Texas
prison, and had long been suspected of selling cattle
for the Dalton Gang. Young recruited at least four
more characters including Big Jim Bourland.

The southbound Santa Fe Passenger Train left
Wichita KS carrying a large consignment of
Chickasaw money on its express-mail car, headed
for Fort Sill, Apache, Kiowa, & Comanche Lands,
Oklahoma Territory (now Comanche Co OK). On
Apr 9, 1894 the money-laden train, with the
Chickasaw’s money in it’s express car, stopped for
water about 10 pm at the Pond Creek train station.

Two men slipped aboard, one hid in the
baggage car and one hid in the locomotive tender
[coal] box. About a mile below Pond Creek on the
Salt Fork of the Arkansas River, the train engineer,
Whitmeyer, noticed a small bonfire on the tracts and
began to slow down. Just as the train halted, the
man hiding in the baggage car “flashed a pistol in the
face of the fireman” and the man behind the tender
box “presented a revolver to the head of the engineer
and commanded him fiercely to ‘stop or we'll shoot
1””- Whitmeyer brought the train to a standstill near
the canebrakes where Bob Hughes and his masked
cronies were hiding.
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In the style of the Doolins or the Daltons,
the bandits leaped from the canebrakes, yelling
and firing a fusillade alongside the train coaches to
discourage the passengers from peering out. Mean-
while, the fireman and the engineer were marched
back to the express car, where john Crosswight and
Jake Harmon were gurarding the express car:
Crosswight was the hired messenger accompanying
the Chickasaw money while Harmon was a Santa
Fe express car guard. The guards were ordered to
“open up, or we'll blow it to smithereens!”.
Crosswight and Harmon would not open the door.

Engineer Whitmeyer called out: “Don’t
shoot. Its the engineer and fireman and they have
got us in front of them.” Several times the bandits
threatened to blow the door in. “We said nothing
and sat perfectly still.” After a short silence, a stick
of dynamite thrust under the iron plate of the door
went off “shattering the lamps and throwing express
all over the car.” Crosswight was knocked down
and stunned. They threatened to throw two more
bombs on top of them. Finally, then Crosswight
called out “Hold on, V'll open it.”

The robbers were cussing and ordering
Whitmeyer and the fireman to get into the express
car or they would kill them. Meanwhile, Crosswight
had sneaked out of the express car’s back door into
another railroad car, then leaned out until he saw
three men standing in the door with a pistol pointed
in the car. Crosswight took aim and began firing
causing a dense smoke cloud.

Several of the bandits fled to their horses and
left since their sidekick, Bob Hughes had been shot,
and time was pressing: breaking into the express car
had taken twenty (20) minutes which caused the
scared passengers to be in a state of “great com-
motion and fright.” Meanwhile, the brakeman had
gotten off the train, gone down the tracks, and
flagged an oncoming freight train; he then backed
the freight train to Pond Creek and got the sheriff and
his posse that arrived just “as Bob Hughes feil.”

The posse “began an attack which scattered
the outlaws.” The sheriff captured Big Jim Bourland
who was “riding furiously leading the dead man’s
horse that was carrying its dead owner, Bob
Hughes.” The prisoner, Big Jim Bourland, the dead
man (Bob Hughes), and Bob Hughes’s horse were
taken aboard the freight train and transported to the
Pond Creek jail. The passenger train proceeded on
toward Fort Sill after a one and one-half hour delay.

Deputy Marshall Chris Madsen rushed to the
scene from El Reno (now Canadian Co OK) to
investigate the train robbery. He called this “the
work of amateurs.” But the two captured horses, did
not appear to have belonged to amateurs, because
they were “good horseflesh” leading to the belief the
bandits were “a fragment of some old gang such as
the Daltons”. The train robbery was planned where
the only cover was darkness, level prairie in every
direction except the river’s egde with few bushes and

Bert Casey planned to rob the bank at Cleo
Springs in Woods County (now Majors Co OK) to
get funds to finance the breakout of Perkins and
Moran at Lawton. The morning of the planned
robbery, Hudson and Lockett warmed their six-
shooters over the camp fire so that they would be
ready for action. On signal from Hudson they both
drew on Casey and another man, Bud Sims, and told
them to throw up their hands. With the hands came
their six-shooters, but Hudson and Lockett fired first,
killing Casey and Sims and thwarting the plan to
break Mort Perkins and George Moran out of the
Lawton jail. The latter were convicted for the killing
of young Beenblossom and sent to prison. Hudson
and Lockett were given rewards but they quickly
spent the money. Lockett was killed in Arkansas a
few months later, and Hudson was arrested for his
part in hanging Luke Houston.

With the Casey Gang wiped out, Deputy
Marshal Jim Bourland and another fellow, Bob
Hughes, decided there was big money in the outlaw
business. They recruited Henry Silva, Felix Young
and Jim Fuller, and set about making plans for their
first holdup as The Jim Bourland Gang. )

They decided to stop a Rock Island passenger
train at a bridge near Pond Creek, Cherokee Outlet,
OT (a major town on the Chisholm/ Chisum Cattle
Trail, now Grant Co OK) but early in the crime, Bob
Hughes was shot and killed by a messenger accom-
panying the Chickasaw money to Fort Sill OT
(Apache, Kiowa, & Comanche Lands, now
Comanche Co OK), Bourland and the others
escaped but without a penny in loot.

Jim Bourland apparently helped put an end to
the Bert Casey Gang of Indian Territory then
briefly led his own band of outlaws.

Deputy Chris Masden heard of the attempted
robbery and set out on the chase. A few days later,
Henry Silva (Sylva) and Felix Young were recognized
at a gambling house in El Reno OT (now Canadian Co
OK), and Masden arrived to arrest them. Silva
surrendered without a fight, but Young headed out
the back door with Masden in pursuit. Young
reached his horse which was hitched to a post a
block away, and Masden commandeered a strong
looking horse nearby. An exciting chase ensued, but
the bandit was unable to shoot effectively with his
forty-fives. Masden had a Winchester rifle, and was
able to wound Young, dropping him from his mount
and disarming him.

The prisoners were sent to jail at Enid OT
[now Garfield Co OK), and Big Jim Bourland escaped
into Texas. This proved not to be a good idea.

Before he had been deputized in Lawton, he had
apparently had a less reputable career in Texas, and
had escaped from the penitentiary at Huntsville,
Walker Co TX sometime before. With the law in
Texas still looking for him, he was soon recognized
and captured. He was sent back to Huntsville, but
later extridited to Oklahoma Territory to stand trial
for attempted train robbery.

Before trial, Big Jim Bourland, Silva and
Young managed to escape the jail at Enid {sic Pond
Creek]. Deputy Masden found Bourland and quickly
and returned him to jail. Masden chased Young all
the way to Colorado, where he captured Young, but
Silva disappeared completely and was never found.

After serving part of his time, Big Jim
Bourland was pardoned and settled at Anadarko,
Caddo Co, OT. [Apache, Kiowa & Comanche Lands,
now Caddo Co OK). where he became a respected
citizen. He was apparently rehabilitated for he was
appointed a special deputy, assisting the Marshals in
special work. He was absolutely fearless and was
soon a nemesis to law breakers.

On one occasion, he informed Deputy
Marshal Chris Masden that Kid Lewis, a brother-
in-law of his dead outlaw partner Bob Hughes,
had been associated with one Tom Foster, and
the two were committing petty crimes in and around
Arapaho, O.T. (now Custer Co OK). The two young
bandits must have suspected Bourland had informed

on them. They rode up to his home in Anadarko one

evening, and calling Big Jim Bourland to his door,
shot him down without a word.

Masden, leading a posse to Mountain City OT

(now Kiowa Co OK) on another case, heard of the
killing and set out immediately on Lewis and Foster’s
trail. The posse chased them across the Texas line
into Wichita Falls, Wichita Co TX where they found
the two in the midst of a bank robbery in which a
cashier and the bank president were killed. During

the gunfight, Lewis and Foster managed to reach their

horses and escaped.

Deputy Masden and his men joined Texas
officers in the chase and helped capture them an
hour or two later. Lewis and Foster were jailed in
Wichita Falls and a large mob formed in the street,

threatening to lynch the bandits from Indian Territory.

The presence of Texas Rangers, however, seemed to
put a quietus on the crowd and they finally
dispersed.

Masden started his posse back toward Fl
Reno while he and Lieutenant Sullivan of the Texas
Rangers took the train to Fort Worth, where Masden
had business. Believing the situation in Wichita Falls
was peaceful, they left it in the hands of the local
officers.

When they had traveled less than an hour,

the train was flagged at a little station, and a telegram

was handed to Lieutenant Sullivan. The message
urged him to return at once to Wichita Falls. Both
men took the first train back, and walking from the

Indian Territory (I.T.) and Oklahoma Territory

(O.T.) that would later become Oklahoma, the
Bert Casey Gang went into business: horse stealing,
cattle rustling and increasingly, brutal robbery of the
many new homesteaders that were flowing into the
area. They were among the last of the organized
gangs to really terrorize the
Territory, operating in a
chain of “holdout” locations:
no two more than a day’s
ride apart, where the outlaws
could find protection.

Many an outlaw had
made the rounds from Texas
to Kansas, stealing horses
almost anywhere and running
them at night through the
chain of hideouts into
southern Kansas, where
unscrupulous ranchmen and
livery stable owners bought the stolen
livestock . . . no questions asked.

Bert Casey and his
gang of two dozen or more
were especially cunning and
treacherous; Casey himseli known
to shoot his own men if they
opposed his plans. The newly
arriving settlers were easy prey to
these brazen outlaws along the
borders of new settlement. On
August 4, 1901, Casey and several
of his gang rode-up on a home-
steader’'s camp near Rush Springs,
Chickasaw MNation, L.T. (now
Grady Co OK), with every intent
to commit robbery. In the gang during this crime
were George Moran, Mort Perkins, a part-blood
Chickasaw and others.

The settlers saw them coming and set to
defend themselves. In the ensuing gunfight a 10
year-old Ray Beenblossom, son of one of the
homesteaders, was killed and the bandits escaped
into Chickasaw country. Dr. Zeno Beenblossom,
father of the slain boy, stayed hot on the trail for
several days as the killers rode the chain of hideouts
first into Kansas, then back across Indian Termtory
to the wild Seminole country (1.T.) where they felt
secure. Beenblossom notified the deputies in

S ometime during the 1890’s, in and around

Bourland

Pottawatomie County, 1.T. and showed the posse
where the outlaws were camped.

Casey and a few of his men were asleep
when they were surrounded, but Casey escaped
through the woods at first alarm. Gang member
Walter Swofford was killed, but not before shooting
Deputy George Stone through both hips, crippling
him for life. Two others, including Mort Perkins,
were captured and sent to Federal Court in Lawton,
O.T. (Apache, Kiowa, & Comanche Lands, now
Comanche Co OK).

Meanwhile, gang member George Moran
was captured by a Deputy Marshal Chris Madsen

of Chickasaw Nation then taken in
Th c shackles to Lawton, where Moran
and Perkins were to be prosecuted.

The force of Deputy
Marshals in Lawton was
strengthened and now
included Masden, Heck
Thomas, Bill Fossett and
a Jim Bourland, who had
previous experience as an
outlaw himself. With Casey
at that time were Luke
Houston, Fred Hudson and
Al Lockett. Deputies
Masden and Fossett had released them from jail in
Guthrie, O.T. (now Logan Co OK), deputized them
as Marshals, and sent them to join up with former pal
Bert Casey and watch him. Casey and the others
soon figured out that Luke Houston was a spy, and
hung him from a tree in Washita County, riddling his
body with bullets.
