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THE NAME AND FAMILY OF COMSTOCK

The name of COMSTOCK is believed to have been derived
from the residence of its first bearers at Culmstock, a
villege near Exeter, England, but the name is said to have
died out in Great Britain. It is found in ancient English
and early American records in the variant spellings of
Columstock, Culmstocke, Culmstoke, Colmstoke, Colmstocke,
Culmstock, Colmstock, Coomstocke, Coomstoke, Coomstock,
Cumstocke, Cumstoke, Cumstock, Combestoke, Combestocke,
Combestock, Combstoke, Combstocke, Combstock, Comstoke,
Comstocke, Comstock, and others, of which the form last
mentioned is that most generally used in America today.

Some historians state that the family is of German
origin and that it descends from a family of the name of
Von Komstohk. No record of any such family or name has
been found, however, by those who have endeavored.to de-
termine the correctness of this statement.

Among the fragmentary records of the family in England
are those of one Petro or Peter de Columstock or Culmstock,
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who was living at Exeter in the year 1241; those of Richard
de Colmstoke, prior of Taunton (near Culmstock) in 1325;
tnose of Ralph de Colmstoke of Taunton in 1331; those of
Mariana and Joannes (dMarian and Jonn) Combstocke, who died
at London about 1595; those of Johannes or John Comstock,
who died in London about 1603; those of Thomas Coomstocke
of Stoke St. Gregory (near Culmstock), who was the father
in the year 1636 of a son also named Thomas and. who was
prooably the father in 1646 of another son, named. John;

and. those of Thomas Cumstoke of Stoke St. Gregory (probably
the same as the first mentioned of that name), who died in
1658, These early bearers of the name appear to have been
largely of the landed gentry and yeomanry of England.

One of the first of the name in America was William '
Comstock, who came from England to Connecticut before 1637
and settled for a time at Wethersfield,. whence he removed
in 1642 to New London, in the same colony. Some famlly
nistorians state that William was the father by his wife
Elizabeth of William and Daniel, while others assert that
ne was the father of John, Samuel, Daniel, Christopher,
and Elizabeth.

John Comstock, prbbable son of the immigrant Willlam,

was resident at Weymouth, Mass., as early as 1639, at which
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time he was only & young boy. He later removed to Saybrook
and thence to Lyme, Conn. By his wife Abligail, whom he
married. shortly before 1662, he was the father of Abigall,
Elizabeth, Willlam, Christlan, Hannah, John, and Samuel.

William, son of the first John Comstock of Lyme, was
married in 1695 to Neomy or Naomi Nyles} They were the
parents of John, William, Abigail, Ruth, Samuel, Phebe,
Mary, and Eli;abeth.

John, son of the first John Comstock of Lyme, married
Mary Lee before the year 1712. Their children were Jona-
than, John, Esther, Joseph, Christopher, Jabez, Abner, Levi,
and. Asa.

Samuel, son of the first John Comstock of Lyme, was
married in 1705 to Martha Pratt, by whom he had issue of
Martha, Samuel (died in infancy), another Samuel, Daniel,
and. Abigail.,

Samuel Comstock, probable son of the immigrant William,
made his home at Providence, R.I., about 1660 and was
probably identical with that Samuel who was living at
Hartford, Conn., in the year 1648. This Samuel of Provi-
dence left issue by his wife Anne or Ann of at least two
children, Samuel and Daniel, and probably of others. No
further record has been found, however, concerning the son

Daniel or his descendants.
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Samuel, son of the first Samuel Comstock of Providence,
was married in 1678 to Elizabeth Arnold. They had issue
of Samuel, Hazadiah or Hezadiah, Thomas, Daniel, Elizaveth,
John, Ichabod, and Job, of whom the last removed.to New
York, and there may possibly have been another son, named
Jeremiah,

Daniel Comstock, son of the immigrant William, was
residing at Providence, R.I., as early as 1646 and made
his home at New London in the year 1652. He married Paltiah
or Pelatiah Elderkin and was the father by her of Daniel,
Mary, Sarah, Hannah, Hope, Zipporeah, Elizabeth, Bethiah,
Anne, Rebecca, Kingsland, Patience, and Samuel,

Paniel, son of the first Daniel of New London, was
married in 1700 to Elizabeth Prentice, by whom he was the
father of Peter, Daniel, Johﬁ, Thomas, James, Jonathan,
and Elizabeth,

Kingsland, son of the first Daniel Comstock of New
London, made his home at Montville, Conn., and was Tirst
married in 1699 to Sarah Douglas, who gave him two sons,
Samuel and Christopher. Between 1704 and 1706 he married
as his second wife Martha Jones Whittlesey, by whom he had

further issue of Nathahiel, Gideon, Zebediah, Caleb, Sarah,

Martha, and Jonathan.
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Caristopher Comstock, probable son of the immigrant
William, resided at Fairfield, Conn., before 1661 and was
married in 1683 to Hannah Platt of Milferd. EHe later re-
moved to Norwalk, Conn,, and left issue there of Daniel,
Hannah, Abigeil, Mary, Elizabeth, Mercy, and Samuel, and
probably of Moses as well.

Daniel, son of Christopher of Norwalk, married Eliza-
beth Wheeler in 1692 and was the father by her of an only
cnild, named Daniel.

Samuel, son of Christopher of Norwalk, was married in
1705 to Sarah Henford, by whom he was the father of Sarah,
Samuel, Mary, Nathan, Lydia, Daniel, and David.

Moses, probable son of Christopher of Norwalk, married
Abigail Brinsmade or Brinsmead about 1709 and left issue
by her of Abigail, Hannah, Martha, Abijah, Moses, Sarah,
Phebe, and Dinah,

On the whole the record of the Comstocks in America
is that of a serious-minded, conscientious, and self-reliant
race, of considerable intellectual ability and ingenuity.
Members of thg family have been particularly outstanding
as educators, scientists; writers, physicians, and lawyers.

Among the Comstocks who served as officers in the War

of the Revolution were Regimental Quartermaster Aaron, of
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Connecticut; Lieutenant James, of Connecticut; Lieutenant
William, of Rnode Island; Lieutenant John, of Connecticut;
Captain Samuel, of Cecnnecticut,; and Lieutenant Colonel
Adam, of Rhode Island. There were 21s0 numerous others of
the name in the ranks from the various New England States.

John, Thomas, Samuel, William, Jonathan, Daniel,
Peter, James, Christopher, lMoses, and Joseph are some of
the Christvian names most favored by tpe family for its
male progeny.

A few of the many members of the family wilio have
distinguished themselves in America in more recent times
are:

Anthony Comstock (1844-1915), of Connecticut
and New York, refcrmer.

Theodore Bryant Comstock (1849-1915), of Ohio,
geologist.

John Henry Comstock (b. 1849), of Wisconsin,
entomologist.

Anna Comstock (1854-1930), of New York,
naturalist and engraver.

George Cary Comstock (1855-1934), of Wisconsin
astronomer,

Alexander Barr Comstock (b. 1886), of Michigan
and Massachusetts, lawyer.

Daniel Frost Comstock (b. 1883), of Rhode
Island and Massachusetts, physicist and engineer.
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Louie ¥ossuth Comstock (b. 188%Z), of Wisconsin
and New Jerssy, electrical engineer.

The coat of arms used by the American family of Com-

stock is described in heraldic terms as follows (Crozier,

General Armory, 1904):

Arms.--"0Or, a sword pcint downwards, issuing
from a creccent in base guies, between two bears
rampant sable."

Crest.--"0Out of a bzron's coronet or, jewelled
proper, an elephant rampant proper.”

Motto.—--"Nid cyfoeth and boddlondeb."
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WHY YOU HAVE A FAMILY NAME AND WHAT IT MEANS

Primitive personal names doubtless originated soon
after the invention of spoken language, in the dark ages
long preceding recorded history. For thousands of years
thereafter first or given names were the only designations
that men and women bore; and at the dawn of historic
times, when the world was less crowded than it is:today
and every man knew his neighbor, one title of address was
sufficient. Only gradually, with the passing centuries
and the increasing complexity of civilized society, did a
need arise for more specific designationms. While the
roots of our system of family'names may be traced back to
early civilized times, actually the hereditary surname as
we know it today dates from scarcely more than nine
hundred years ago.

A surname is a name added to a baptismal or given
name for the purposes of making it more specific and of
indicating family relationship or descent. Classified
according to origin, most surnames fall into four general

groups: (1) those formed from the given name of the sire;



(2) those arising from bodily or personal characteristics;
(3) those derived from locality or place of residence; and
(4) those derived from occupation. It is easier to
understand the story of thé development of our institution
of surnames if these classifications are borne in mind.

As early as Biblical times certain distinguishing
appellations were occasionally employed in addition to the
given name, as, for instance, Joshua the son of Nun,
Azariah the son of Nathan, Judas of Galilee, and Simon the
7ealot. In ancient Greece a daughter was named after her
father, as Chryseis, daughter of Chryses; and a son's name
was often an enlarged for of his father's, as Hieronymus,
son of Hiero. The Romans, with the rise of their
civilization, met the need for hereditary designations by
inventing a complex system whereby every patrician took
several names. None of them, however, exactly
corresponded to surnames as we know them, for the ''clan
name', although hereditary, was given also to slaves and
other dependents. This system proved to be but a
temporary innovation; the overthrow of the Western Empire
by barbarian invaders brought about its end and a
reversion to the primitive custom of a single name.

The ancient Scandinavians and for the most part
the Germans had only individual names, and there were no

family names, strictly speaking, among the Celts. But as



family and tribal groups grew in size, individual names
became inadequate and the need for supplementary
designations began to be felt. Among the first employed
were such terms as the Hardy, the Stern, the Dreadful-in-
Battle; and the nations of northern Europe soon adopted the
practice of adding the father's name to the son's, as

Oscar son of Carnuth and Dermid son of Duthno.

True surnames, in the sense of hereditary
appellations, date in England from about the year 1000.
Largely they were introduced from Normandy, although there
are records of Saxon surnames prior to the Norman...
Conquest. During the reign of Edward the Confessor (1042-
1066) there were Saxon tenants in Suffolk bearing such
names as Suert Magno, Stigand Soror, Siuward Rufus, and
Leuric Hobbesune (Hobson); and the Domesday record of
1085-1086, which exhibits some curious combinations of
Saxon forenames with Norman family names, shows surnames
in still more general use. By the end of the twelfth
century hereditary names had become common in England.

But even by 1465 they were not universal. During the
reign of Edward V a law was passed to compel certain Irish
outlaws to adopt surnames: '"They shall take unto them a
Surname, either of some Town, or some Colour, as Blacke or
Brown, or some Art or Science, as Smyth or Carpenter, oOr

some Office, as Cooke or Butler." And as late as the



beginning of the nineteenth century a similar decree
compelling Jews in Germany and Austria to add a German
surname to the single names that they had previously used.

As stated above, family names fall into four
general classes according to their origin. One of these
classes comprises surnames derived from the given name of
the father. Such names were formed by adding a prefix or
suffix denoting either '"son of" or a diminutive. English
names terminating in son (or the contraction s), ing, and
kin are of this type, as are also the innumberable names
prefixed with the Gaelic Mac, the Norman.Fitz, the.Irish
0, and the Welsh ap. Thus the sons of John becémé
Johnsons; the sons of William, Williamsons or Wilsons; the
sons of Richard, Richardsons or Richardses; the sons of
Neill, MacNeills; the sons of Herbert, FitzHerberts; the
sons of Reilly, O'Reillys; and the sons of Thomas, ap
Thomases (ap has been dropped from many names of which it
was formerly a part). There are also German,
Netherlandish, Scandinavian, and other European surnames
of similar formation, such as the Scandinavian names ending
in sen.

Another class of surnames, those arising from some
bodily or personal characteristic of their first bearer,
apparently grew out of what were in the first instance

nicknames. Thus Peter the strong became Peter Strong,
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Rober of small stature became Roger Little or Réger Small,
and black-haired William or blond Alfred became William
Black or Alfred White. A few examples of names of this
type are Long, Short, Hardy, Wise, Good, Gladman, Lover,
and Youngman.

A third class of family names, and perhaps the
largest of all, is that comprising local surnames--names
derived from and originally designating the place of
residence of the bearer. Such names were employed in
France at an early date aﬁd were introduced into England
by the Normans, many of whom were known by the titles of
their estates. The surnames adopted by the nobility were
chiefly of this type, being used with the particles de, de
la, or del (meaning "of" or 'of the'"). The Saxon
equivalent was the word atte ("at the"), found in such
names as John atte Brook, Edmund atte Lane, Godwin atte
Brigg, and William Atwood, and Atwater; in other cases the
Norman de was substituted; and in still others, such as
Wood, Briggs, and Lane, the particle was dropped. The
surnames of some of the Pilgrim Fathers illustrate place
designations. Winthrop, for instance, means "of the
friendly village"; Endicott, "an end cottage'"; and
Bradford, "a broad for". The suffixes "ford", '"ham",
"ley", and '"ton'", denoting locality, are of frequent

occurrence in such English names as Ashford, Bingham,



Burley, and Norton.

Commencing about the time of Edward the Confessor
a fourth class of surnames arose--names derived from
occupation. The earliest of these seem to have been
official names, such as Bishop, Mayor, Alderman, Reeve,
Sheriff, Chamberlain, Chancellor, Chaplain, Deacon,
Latimer (interpreter), Marshall, Sumner (summoner), and
Parker (parkkeeper). Trade and craft names, although of
the same general type, were slightly later development.
Currier was a dresser of'skins, Webster a weaver,
Wainwright a wagonbuilder, and Baxter a baker. Such names
as Smith, Taylor, Barber, Shepherd, Carter, Mason, and
Miller are self-explanatory.

Some surnames of today which seem to defy
classifiction or explanation are corruptions of ancient
forms that have become disguised almost beyond
recognition. For instance, Troublefield was originally
Tuberville, Wrinch was Renshaw, Diggles was Douglas,
Sinnocks and Snooks were Sevenoaks, Barrowcliff and
Berrycloth were Barraclough, and Strawbridge was
Stourbridge. Such corruptions of family names, resulting
from ignorance of spelling, variations in pronunciation,
or merely from the preference of the bearer, tend to
baffle both the genealogist and the etymologist.

Shakespeare's name is found in some twenty-seven different
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forms, and the majority of English and Anglo-American
surnames have, in their history, appeared in four to a
dozen or more variant spellings.

In the United States a greater variety of family
names exists than anywhere else in the world. Surnames of

every race and nation are represented. While a

substantial number are of English, Scotch, Irish, Welsh,

and western European origin, brought to this country by
scions of families that had borne these names for
generations prior to emigration, many others have come
from central and southern Europe and the Slavic countries,
where the use of surnames is generally a more recently
established practice. Some families had no fixed surname
until after their arrival in America; and in other cases
emigrants from continental Europe or their descendants
have translated or otherwise modified their names. These
factors contribute to the difficulties encountered by
students of etymology and family history.

Those Americans who possess old and honored names
--who trace their surnames back to sturdy immigrant
ancestors, or beyond, across the seas and into the mists
of antiquity--may be rightfully proud of their heritage.
While the name, in its origin, may seem ingenious, humble,
surprising, or matter-of-fact, its significance today lies

not in a literal interpretation of its initial meaning but




in the many things that have happened to it since it first
came into use. In the beginning it was only a label to
distinguish one John from his neighbor John who lived
across the field. But soon it established itself as part
of the bearer's individuality; and as it passed to his
children,his children's children, and their children, it
became the symbol not of one man but of a family and all
‘that that family stood for. Handed down from generation to
generation, the surname grew inseparably associated with
the achievement, the tradition, and the prestige of the
family. Like the coat of arms--that vivid symbolization
of “fhe name which warrior ancestors bore in battle--the
name itself has become a badge of family honor. It has
become the "good name" to be proud of and to protect as

one's most treasured possession.

The pnactice of celebaating the masaince at the home of the balde vegan
almost Lrom the veay beginning; wsuadly she had the chodice of Zhe person
who performed the cenemuny., The wedding drew the atiention of eveayune in
the nelphbanhwod; and young and odd engerly anticipated the events vj. the
wediding dey. Y&'4 eaay fo understond since G wedding was almwost the only
event wiich axes not wasociated with some dabor aueh s reaping, log-rolling,
buidding @ cuabin; plenning an hunt of campaign, eic. n the moaning of the
wedding day the gavom & hls atiendenis aasembied ct the howse/cabin of hi4
fathen 4o thut they cowld wanive wé the tudde's lwuae/cabin by nvon, the
noamel time of cedebaation. JImagine the yathering of everyone young & odd
without a taidor orn seamstress within a hundned miles; nor in the adsenbly
of horaes, mided, on oxen without blacksmith on saddler within the aune
agdius. The men dressed in moccaains, Leuthea breeches, Legping o linsey
huniting shinta, The wonen dresded in Lingey petiicoals, Luren bedgound,
atochings, handierchiefd d buctahin yloves; buoides , aings, buttond, o«
aufides were nelics of perents o prandpurneenis, Honses saddled, wearning
bridlea, halters, mck saddles, with e bag o blanket thwun over them, a
rope on abrning ox even a ataip of decther as a girth,

The maach in double fide was often internupied by the nowiouneds of
the puth foa there were no avuds, Uflten the wags wene blocked by fullen
taeed on gaupe vines put thene by nelghbors fon good on evil aeadons. An
ambwscade micht be foemed with the discharge of puns go w4 o cover the
wedding maach with smoke followed by the awdden spring of. the honsed, the
shnieka of the giads, & the chivalwous busile ef the young men Lo redcue
the fallen. Sometimes dispite ald that cowld be done someone throun Lo
the guound dustdined an injuwwy, ¢ dprain ox baoken wrist, elbow, on anide
wiza Tled with whatever might be handy & Litéle mowe thought was taken of
Lt. Anothen cenemony iook place befone the puriy neached the house of the
bnide uns the pruactice of whishey making, \When the paaty of the gaoom
appaoached its destination, about a mile @y fro youny men were dedected
to mun fon the bottle; the wonse the path, the moae dogs, baush, hollows
o obatocles the better since this affonded the oppontunity to diaplay Zhein



riding skills. JIn point of dangen to the ridens on the honses nothing this
writen has experienced approaches this event. The stant was announced by

a nendition of the Jndian war whoop then dogs, baush, mudholes, hill & glen
wene speedily passed by the straining ponies. The boitle was always Lilled
fon the occasion, 4o there was no need for judges as to the winner Lon the

1% to neach the door was handed the prize o netunn in triumph Zc the approa-
ching. company announcing his victory with wild yells.

Un approaching them he gave the bottle to the groom & his attendanits
who headed the party & then passed the boitle Zo each pairn in turn to the
end of the procession, giving each a swift swallow & stoning the bottle in
the busom of his hunting shint he neassumed his place in ithe line. The cere-
mony of the marriage proceeded the dinnexr, which was a substantial Least of
beef, pork, towl, & sometimes venison and/on bear meat; noasted and boiled
with plenty of potatoes, vegetables and cabbage. turing the dinner the
great hilanity prevailed dispite eating from a large timbern, hewed with a
broad axe, supported by foun sticks in augen holes; on the table top some
peuten plates intewningled with wooden bowls with a few battened pewten
apoons on hoans for dadling. Beside them no individual tableware; each
person used his oun scalping knife oa equivelent wsually attached at the
waist insented in a sheath. After dinnen the dancing commenced and general-
Ly dasted until the next moaning. Each dance was 3 on 4 handed neels on
squane sets on jigs. Uften the jigs were intenwpted by one of the. parties,
jigging it off on cutting out, which meant they dropped out from the noamal
fourn who began without interwpting the musicians beat and thus the dance
only ceased when the musicians paused Zo sdaken thein thinst on assuage
thein hungen.

Towards the latten pant of. the night, if any of the company through
weariness attempted to conceal themselves fon the purpose of sdeeping, thein
attempts were generally intenupted by the others who paraded them before
the fiddler as they ondered him o play "Hang out till moaning”. About 9
on 10 o'cdock a deputation of young Ladies sitode ofl with the bnide & put
hen 2o bed; in doing this they had to ascend a ladder instead of a set of
stains, which ded from the dining noom o the doft. The ascent usually was
hidden since it started from behind a doon purposely deft open for the oc-
casion and with the candles being at the opposite side of the aoom, the
exit of the bride was scarcely noticed. JIn #his same way a deputation of
young men in a like manner stode off with the groom. The dance still con-
tinued and since seaits wene often scarce the ginls not dancing were obliged
to wie the dap of any obliging man. Pretiy ldate in the night someone would
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nemind the company that the couple might stand in the need of refreshments.
Black Beitty, which was the name fon the botile, was called for and delivered
up the ladder, often as not accompanied by a variety of food enough for sev-
erally hungry young persons. Often ithe deputation were made thirsty by thein
task inquining for "uwhere . is sweet Bdack Setty? T want to Riss hen sweet
Lips" lhen Black Betty was passed Zo him, he would whiide naising her to his
mouth, would say, "Here's health to the groom, not forgetting myselfl, here's
to the baide, duck to hern thumping big children.” This was faken as an ex—
pression very proper and friendly since big children, especially sons, were
of great impontance in view of thein scarcety in the midst of the hostile
Jndians, the end of which no one could foresee. Jndeeld, many seemed to sup—
pose that war was the natunal state of man ¢ did not see a conclusion of i%t;
thenefore they considered everny big son a young soddier. Returning to the
party the activity sometimes continued fon several days, at the end of which,
everyone wad 40 exhausted that it tookR several days longer to recover and
nesome thein rnegulan laborns. Before we deave the discaiption cf events of
the wedding perhaps those of Gewnanic origin would be interested in one game
which gerenally accompanied those of Gemmain extraction. The groomsmen wore
embroidered white aprons & and as parnt of thein duty was senving up the wed-
ding supper and %o protect the bride {rom having her shoe stolen while she
was eating., J{ they failed they had to pay a penalty which was a bottle of
wine wad given to them but they were not peamitied to drnink until the bnide’s
shoe was redeamed. One of the frolics also played was when the baide and
groom wene bedded the young eople were admitted, a stocking rodled into a
ball and given to each of the young dadies one ai a time. She would go Lo
the foot of the bed, face away from the baide & groom throw the stocking over
hern shoulder in an attemp to hit the bride's head. Should she succeed the
young dady was the next to marry. Jn a like manner the young men did the same
with the grnoom's head as theia tanget.

Such wene the simple and hardy fodk by whom ourn country was found; and
while for many W religion was almost a strangen to them, thein children
grew to adulthood without seeiny the inside of i place of wornship they were
a moral and just people. They dealt out aude but effective justice among them—
sedves before regular on formalized laws wene legisdated and which proved a
mone effective nestrnaint of criime and vice than today's constituted policing

personnel on re; Lons.

i1 1636 aad’ - became kwowr as the . —_— Cormecticut Codory;
the path they followed became kioun historically as the Covmecticut . Path., A1
Jadian attack o1 these three commurities nresulted i colorists from each of
the three communities attacking the Pequoit Jrdianr Fort at Mystic (New London,
Conn. today). Ja that attack over 500 hurdred Jvdiavs were massacred includig
men, womet, aid children, breaking the power of o7e of the sirangedt & most
aggredsive tnibes it the negion. William was one of the tweniy-six men from
Wetherstield lead by Capt John Madon, which pariticipated in that raid o7 26

May 1638, I Aprn 1641 William bought 2 acres of dard with "a barre with 2
cellarns & othen buildings”; the following year he bought a1 acre adjoinriig.

I 1643 he soldd the 3 acrned ard it 1644 moved to Harntford which was within ten
miles up the Correcticut River. Ju 1649 William travrsterred to the settlement
at Pequoit whene he received a gratt of dard. Pequot was the rame of the negion
which today ercompasses the commurities of New Lovdon, Mortville, Waterford, &
Grotor, Jv 1650, William, with others was selected #o make a dam at 2 shilligs
per day; the following year he "....wrought(worked)or the mill dam..."” (Today
that corn mill is a tounist atiraction i1 New Loadon.) Jv 1655, "Goodman
Comstock is choden o be grave makern fon the touwn, & shall have 4 shilingss

fon women's & men's gnaves, & fon children graves, 3 shillings....” 01 25

Feb 1667 "....0dd Goodna2 Comstock is choser Sexton, to order the youth i

the meeting houde, & i beat out the dogs, at 40 shillitgs a year, #o dig all
adult graves, & have 4 shillings each, & 2 shilliags for each child, Zo be paid
by zthe survivons." William's death is 10t neconded but he is said Zo have dived
to an odd age ; he died about 71683 it New Lordor probably. Of ELlizabeth hen
death is uareconded as well. Jt appearns she was bor about 1608 ard was alive
i1 1663 acconding to ove dource, a "foreigrer” which would mear i1 this Erglich
Codony that she was 710% borr in Erglard. There are some authorities who believe
she may have been the secovd wife of William because of the use of the phrase,

Bay Codony; it was
1640 possibdy: in Bostorthat Johr marnied as his Lirnst wife Avr Bassetd, daughter
of John & Margery ( ? ) Bassett. A1 was bornv about 1618 probably in Ergland;
in 1624 she with hern parerts and siblings sailed from Ergland aboard the True-
dove to Boston in the Mass. Bay Colory where she grew to maturety. Joha was a
blackemith ard shortly after thein marriage he & Arra settled in Sardwisfs, Barv-
atable Co., i1 the Plymouth Colony (datern Mass,) which was south of Bositun.
Thein Linst child was born there o 2% Marn 1640/004 (the dast day of the yean
urden the odd style oa Julian callender then in usel; the following yearn i1 1642
theirn decond child was born in Bostor., The Lamily moved south izto the Covnecti-
cut Codoy wherne a thirnd child was borr, possibly in Hartford for thein 4ih &
5th child were born in that settlement, ard podsibly the 6th whos binth took
place in the Corn. Cod. abou* 1650. The following year the family suffered
the loss:of. the 6th child, Susarra, 07 17 Oct 1651 & o7 30 Oct thein 32d child,
Richad died as well.

CEach settler was assigred a heme loi
of fourn acres; he also was grarited a meadow, upland, on plain davd fon his arimals
ad his crops. v 1659, at the Linsit count evern held i Nonthampton ".,..the
Lowne Lyrding a nesessity fon someove to Reepe ar ordirany for evtertayring
sirargens, they (Commissiorerns) made a choyce of John Webb fon that service &

a dicerse was grarted him..,."” GJohr nan the ordinary (tavert) from his home
which was docated 1ear the presert (1954) site of Rabern's J11. The ordivary
was the focal point where the colovists gathened o gossip, 2o discuss the pro-
blems of the settlemenrt, to excharge ews with travelerns who padsed through the
touw., Nonthamptor's Lirnst military organization was the "train bard" which was
fommed o protect the commurity from the Jadiars, AL of the able bodied men
belovged o ard drilled frequently on the green adjoiziag Joh1's ondinary. Jn
the eardly yearns the ondivary was also usded as a meeting place for the courts
urtid a count house was ernected it 1737. The orditary and those who ran them b
became a very important part of the ebb avd flow of commuaity Living; Zhe
hearntbeat ard pulse of zhe community i1 civic, military, judicial, ard social
activity was presert daily.

I 1661, John Webb sodd his blacksmith tools & the job of blacksmith was
taken oven by ove Joseph Parnsors. Several years latern o1 26 Aug 1667, Arva
died i1 Nonthampiton at theage of 49 on thereabouts., Scarncely six weeks latern
John marnrnied as his sgecond wife, Eligabeth Swift. Her rame is about all that
we krow of this woman. .Two . childrer wene barv to this union i Noathampton,
the .2nd . avd last wasn't boar urtid aften the death of the father, John, 01
19 May 7670 when he was about 55 yearns of age. CElizabeth subsequertly mairnied
again to Robert Darks but 10 detalls have beenr sought corcerring offspring
dates etc. The childrenr of John Webb by each of his two wives is as Lollows:
