When ̂^iss i OWLES got her job she went to Washington to learn the technique of library work. First she

went to the Library of Congress, but she realized that was too far advanced. She needed to start on the ground
floor, so she was referred to the Andrew CARNEGIE library in Washington, D.C. There, she was trained by
a pupil of CUTTER and the Cutter system was the one she adopted in setting up the Henderson Library
instead of the decimal system, which is more popular today.

"I told the board that I wanted to organize the library that I wanted to organize the library for the colored
folks on my own time as payment for a literary debt I owed to Aunt Betsy, an old slave mammie of my father's.
She used to gather us kids around the big roaring fire place and tell us the Joel Chandler HARRIS stories even
before they were printed — for they weren't white-made stories, but come from African folks," she explained.

On August 1, 1904, the public library opened with 500 books in the white library and 100 in the Negro
library. It has grown to more than 20,000 volumes since then and Miss TOWLES has been there marking and
cataloguing and buying all of them.

I couldn't resist asking her about the tale one Henderson man said they used to kid her. She knew what was
coming, but she didn't spoil my story. I told her I'd heard that she was quite a dignified and cultured old
Southern lady and a good librarian, but that she'd had all the Lincoln volumes removed from the library.

The first part, she admitted as true. The last she condemned as "absurd" and laughed at the old joke like
the polite old lady she is.

MISS TOWLES HONORED BY PORTRAIT IN LIBRARY

A portrait honoring in her life time Miss Susan Starling TOWLES was unveiled in the entry-way of the
public library Sunday afternoon. The stately lady, whose 91 years keep her generally in her home, came out
for the ceremony and, after it, remarked that she could not see why so much honor should go her way when
there were so many who should share it with her.

Stephen S. SOAPER, who unveiled the portrait in the name of the Transylvania society, wondered if there
could have been a more appropriate hanging place for it than in the library where she had devoted her full
energies and time since its inception until only shortly ago. It was from there, SOAPER said, that sprang so
many of the things "that this noble woman has done for her community, to which she has given of her time, her
money and her energy."

Sol HEILBRONNER, speaking for the Historical society, recited many of the societies and groups which
Miss TOWLES either founded or helped along and, he said, gave to each a firm foundation. "Here," he^said,
"are we honoring in her lifetime — as it should be — a lady loved by all, honored by all, respected by all."

The portrait, done in sepia, was given by Margaret and Joe MARTIN of the MARTIN Studios. It rests in
a heavy frame of gold leaf, and beneath it is an inscription written by the late Edward M. JONAS. Henry
REUTER engraved it into a plaque of gold.

More than 50 persons representing the two societies and other civic groups attended the service, over which
Mrs. Harry THIXTON (Lillian) presided. Others who spoke included David BANKS, Dr. Dan GRIFFITH of
