In 1748 Widow Pierce (believed to be his wife 
Mary) was living in the Lt. Miles home on the Green in New Haven, Conn . Benjamin 
owned land in New Haven before going to Stratfor d. There is another belief that Ruth 
was dau . of Thomas and Jennie Pierce of Westbrook, Conn. whose 7 children were 
baptized there 1751. 

John Pierce Dibble and two Josiah Dibbles appear on the lists of the 
Prison Ship "Jersey" in Nev York Harbour during the Revolutionary War. Family 
traditi on, substantiated by these lists, states he and his two sons were imprisoned 
during the War. His will was drawn Au.g . 10 , 1789 and probated 1811.

Many members of the 
family before 1900 sent their family records to Mr. Ezra Dibble, Collector of 
Customs in New Haven, Connecticut who was attempting to write a history of the 
Dibbles. In two instances the pages of births, etc. were torn from old Bibles and 
sent to him. My mother was a descendant of most of the early New Haven settlers, 
and we lived there at the time I started my Dibble Genealogy. After about ten years 
work on my records~, discovered the above through correspondence and finally 
located the early genealogy in the home of Ezra's granddaughter Miss Morse of New 
Haven. She refused to cooperate in any way, except for a price, to make these 
family records available to myself or a library where the family could use them. 
This same situation has happened in four other cases, two in Cornwall, Conn. and 
two in New York State, but I have done the best I could from public records and 
the complete opposite, most generous help from the majority of the family. I 
know there are many mistakes especially in Long Island, Stamford, and Cornwall 
records but feel that they may be corrected before the final instalment of this 
History.
