SOME BRANCHES OF THE DORR FAMILY TREE 

by Jome s Bryon Dorr 

first Generation 

Edward Dorr, progenitor of nea rly all the Dorrs in the United States ex­
cept those of Germon descent, was born in 1648 in the western port of 
England, possibly in Dorsetshire. He come to America in 1670 or the re­
abouts at the age of 22, settled in Boston, Massachusetts, and la te r 
moved to Roxbury, now part of Bos ton. He I ived for a time in Pemaqu id , 
Moi ne. Some records state that his father, Joseph, come ove r with hi m. 

In numerous transactions in Roxbury real estate recorded in Suffol k 
County deeds between 1677 and 1728 Edward is usually styled "shop­
kee per", but in one deed dated 1702 he is called "mar iner". Since most 
of the early inhabitants of Pemoqu id were seafaring men, he probably ac­
qu ired this latter t itle whi le there. The Rowson Family Memorial (Mary 
Rowson married Joseph, one of Edward's sons) states as follows: "When 
the colony of Massachusetts Boy organ i zed the County of Devon a t 
Pemoquid, near the mouth of the Kennebec in Moine, Edward Dorr was 
there and with other inhabitants took the oath of fidel ity on Ju ly 22, 1674". 

Between 1677 and 1683 Edward purchased sever a I acres of land in 
Roxbury in the vic inity of what later became Washington and High Streets. 
On a portion of th is estate he built a dwelling house, mil l house and tan­
nery, the lost of which he gave ta hi s son, Ebenezer , at the time of the 
latter ' s marriage in 1710. An unofficial record in the family of Lester 
Moses Dorr of Boston indicates that Edward owned at one time a port of 
what is now Boston Common. He become prominent in the civil and ec­
clesiastical affairs of Roxbury, was elected a selectman and held other 
offices of importance a nd trust. He d ied in 1734 and was bur ied in Eustis 
Street Cemetery. His tombstone reads, "Here l ies buried ye body of Mr. 
Edward Dorr. He d ied February 9th, 1734 in ye 86th year of his age." 
(Rowson Memor ial ). 

At some time prior to 1680 Edward married E l izabe th Hawley , daughter 
of Thomas Howley of Roxbury , who was ki lled by the Indians at Sudbury 
in 1676 . Elizabeth was the widow of Thomas Lomb, who came ove r with 
Winthrop and others in 1630. EI izobeth and Edward hod twe Ive children, 
six of whom died in infancy. After her death in 171? he married Mrs. 
Elizabeth (Dickerson) Clopp, who died in 1733 leav ing no children. 

Our distingu ished progenitor founded a vigorous family whose n umerous 
branche s hove flourished and multiplied, spreading over the entire United 
Sta tes and even into fore ign lands. Many of his descendants hove remain­
ed in the New Engla nd area and hove prominently and honorably represent­
ed our family there for the post three centuries. 

Second Generation 

, Our ancestor in the second generation was Edmund, the third surviving 
i son of Edward. Edmund was born at Roxbury on October 19, 1692, and on 
• September 14, 171 9 he married Mory Griswold, daughter of Matthew 
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Gr s wo ld and Phoebe Hyde. They settled at Lyme, Connecticut, where he 
cc1dwcted a bus ines s a s clothier or cloth dresser. He is reported to hove 
been a man of st rong mind and indomitable perseverance. Along with o 
fe v.. orhe r members of the First Congregational Society of Lyme he carried 
on an eccles 1os t 1co l c o ntroversy with the church's pastor, Reverend 
J o:iothon Pars ons, the husband of his wife's niece. During this dispute 
he c .Jme to be known as "Servant Dorr", o title he reta ined the rest of 

h is life. 
Edmund d ied at Lyme , dote unknown . His widow died at North L yme 

Februor y 21 , 1776 and was buried in the old cemetery there. Of their seven 
ch ild ren , three sons and three daughters lived to maturity. 

Third Generat ion 

T he younge s t of Edmund's three sons was Matthew, born at Lyme June 
14, 1725. He s ettled a t North Lyme, where he carried on and expande d the 
busin es s of manufacturing and dress ing of cloth founded by his father. 

On November 7 , 1747 Matthew ma rried Eli zabeth Palmer, daughter of 
O live r Pa lmer of Ston ington, Connecticut. According to the I ineage book 
of t he Daughters of the American Revolution, he had a d istinguished war 
rec ord , having served as Captain of the Si~th Company, or "Train B.and',' · 
in 1775. He al s o commanded a company in Colonel Jonathan Lattimer s 
reg imen t of mili t ia , o unit praised by General Gates fo r excellent perform­
once at the Battle of Saratoga. It was as a re s ult of this military service 
th a t he became genera I ly known as Ca pto in Matthew. Many of his female 
des cendants have been admitted to membership in the Daughters of the 
Amer ican Revolut ion on the basis of his military record . 

Aft er bear ing him ten children, Matthew's wife, Elizab.eth,died about! 
1775. In 1776 he marr ied Mrs. Lydia (Wood) Mclean , and 1t wa s at about1 

that t ime a lso that he moved from Lyme to East Haddam, Connecticut , 
where he' es tab

1

lished a flou r mill. By h is second w ife Matthew had five 
ch ildren, al l born in East Haddam. 

About 1793 he be ga n on arduous journey with Lydia and her children tc 
Athens , Ohio. On the way they were delayed a year in Pennsyl van ia bi 
new s o f Ind ia n de predations in Ohio. Upon f inally reach ing the Oh io R ive 
they were forced by renewed outbreaks to take shelt~r in the s tockade. a· 
Ma riet ta, where they re mained until peace was establi s hed . Matthew d1el 
at A then s , Se pte mber 8 , 1801 and Lydia on December 8 , 1814. . 

Capt. Ma tthew and both of h is wives were evidently peop.le of s t er I in! 

chara c ter and outs tanding ab i lity, judging from the splend id records o· 
thei r 15 c h i ldren , a l l of whom reached maturity and married. Avoilablt 
records show that Matthew had at I e o st 93 grandchildren who I ived t. 

mat urity . 
H is oldest brother George, a lawyer of Lyme, was King ' s Attorney fo 

Connect icut Co lony for more than 20 years before the Revolution . H i: 
othe r brothe r Edward, o Ya le graduate and pastor of the F ir s t Church o· 
Chr ist in Hart ford, marr ied the daughter of Governor Joseph Talcott cl 
C onnec ti c ut. H is s i s ter, Elizabeth, ma rr i e d Dr. Eli s ha Tracy, o di s1 

t 1ng u ished phy s ician and surgeon of Norwich, Connecticut. 
T he arr i vo I of Capt. Mott hew and hi s second fom i ly in Ohio marked t hl; 

begi nn ing of ano ther pro I ific Dorr family tree that grew and prospered fro 
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roots that spread throughout the Ohio-Ind iana-1 owo area and other ports of 
the Midwest. However, attempts to trace the numerous members of these 
branches are beyond the scope of the current pro ject. 

Fourth Generali on 

The tenth and last child of Capt. Matthew Dorr by his first wife was 
Russel I, born Apr i l 20, 1771 in L yme , Connecti c ut. In 1801 he married o 
young lady with the unl ikely name of Polsap ianna Bull , daughter of Is aac 
Bul l of Hoosi c k Fol ls, N .Y. He a nd h is wife s ettled at Chatham , N .Y ., 
where he bui It up an e xtensive practice a s a physi c ian and s urgeon . He 
was an able writer and a mechan ic of considerable s kill. Not only did he 
made notable improvements in o mach ine invented by h is brother Samuel 
for the shear ing of cloth, but he was also the inventor of the or igina l 
threshing machine. In 1824 he was called to Burl ington, N.Y . to attend 
some of his near relati ves who had become i ll w ith typhus fever , and d ied 
there on Morch 30, hav ing himself contracted that disease. 

Dr.' Russell's older brother J oseph had previously married Polsapianna 
Bull's older sister Sarah and sett le d at Hoosick Falls . He is given princi­
pal cre.d it for the subsequent rapid growth of that town through his es­
tablishment of va r ious mills which created emp loyment and increased 
trade. He was at various ti mes town s uperv isor, justice of the peace, 
county judge, colonel of militia in the War of 181 2 and, finally, president 
of the village. H is tomb stone bore the epitaph, "A Loss to the Poor". 

Fifth Gen eration 

Li ke his father, Matthew, Dr. Russell Dorr also had ten children, con­
t inuing the custom of those ti mes of rearing large fami lies. The lost son 
in Dr. Russell 's family of four son s and s ix daughters wa s my grandfather , 
Seneca Milo Dorr. He was born August 14, 1820 ot Chatham Ce nter, N .Y. 
He later moved to Rutland, Vermont, where he pract iced law and where, in 
1847, he married Julio Carol ine Ripley, daughter of Will iam Young Ripley, 
o prom inent banker of Ru t land and o p ionee r in the gre at Vermont marbl e 
indus t ry. Mr. Ripley was the great-great-grand son of Hannah Bradford, 
granddaughter of William Bradford , Governor of the Plymouth Colony and 
a Mayflower passenger. Julio's mother, Mr. R ipley's f irst w ife, was Zulma 
Carol ine Thomas (pronounced Toe-mah ), only ch i ld of o young French 
Huguenot couple who hod emigrated to America and settled in Charleston 
South Carolina. ' 

Grandmother Ju I io became we 11 known throughout New England by 
vi rtue of her many beautiful poems, particularly her sonnet s , many of 
wh ich were outstand ing examples of classic form and lyric expression. 
She was also author of travel es says and other works and o frequent con­
tri butor to Atlantic Monthly and other periodicals of her day. 

During the first ten yea rs of the ir marriage Seneca and Jul io lived in 
Ghent , N.Y., where their first three children were born. In 1857 they moved 
to Rutland and the following year built a handsome white frame home on 
extensive grounds just outside town on the south bank of Otter Creek. 
Some of my most delightful memor ies as a boy of 10 or 12 ore of occasion­
al visits to "The Maples", as my grandparents' home was ca lled, in its 
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charming setting in the Vermont countryside, with its lovely view of Mount 
Killington of the Green Mountains not too far distant. Grandfather Seneca 
had passed away in 1884, long before I was born, but I still recall Grand­
mother Julia, white haired and queenly, as she presided over household 
affairs. After her death in 1913 ,.The Maples" regrettably passed out of 
fcmi ly hands, as her survivors were by then widely scattered. I am told 
that the old house sti II stands today, though in somewhat altered form and 
in some disrepair under later owners. 

Sixth Generation 

Seneca and Julia Dorr had five children, of whom the eldest was my 
father, Russell Ripley. Their only daughter, Zulma De Lacy, married 
Wi 11 iam H. Steele. Aunt Zulma was a talented artist, especially in water 
colors, and once pointed an oi I portrait of me as a boy which I sti II cherish. 

Of Seneca's other three sons, one died in infancy and the remaining 
two, Wi II iam and Henry, passed away either before or shortly after my 
arrival on the scene, so that I recoil nothing of these uncles, of whom the 
family records are, unfortunately, scanty. I om now the only surviving 
grandson of Seneca and Julio, which explains why I om anxious to set 
down all these interesting facts for the benefit of my children and their 
cousins of the next generation. 

Here I should I ike to digress for a moment to tel I about some of Aunt 
Zulma' s descendants who hove gained distinction for their artistic skills. 
Her son, Frederic Dorr Steele, was a noted i 11 us tr at or earlier in this 
century, and Fred's daughter, Anne Steele Marsh, who married the older 
brother of Reginald Marsh, the well known pointer, is a noted wood 
engraver now living in Pittstown, New Jersey. She is active in art circles 
and her work appears in many of the leading art museums. Her young~st 
son, Peter, is a fine concert violinist and organizer of the Lenox String 

Quartet. 
My father, Russell Ripley, was born in Ghent, N.Y. N_ovemb~r 1, 1847.j 

I know little about his early education ~ther. t~an t~e fa~t that in 1861 hel 
was attending school in Schenectady while l1v1ng with his Uncle John and 
Aunt Maria Newmon. Reverend Newmon was professor of Latin and Mathe· 
matics at Union College there. As I write this I am looking over Father's 
diary of that year, neatly written in a surprisin~ly legibl.e pen-a~d-ink 
script, occasionally beautifully embellished, and w1!~ th~ grim ~orning o~ 
the front cover "This concerns no one but myself! This precious docu 
ment, now mor~ than a century old, water damaged and foiling to pieces, 
tells of his boyish exploits with his cousin and chum, George Newm~n, 
and mentions many of the mi I itary actions participated in by Vermont unit!. 

during the early Civil War. l 
As a young man Russell returned to Schenectady and g~adu.ated fro~1 

Union College. While a student there he was a member of Chi Psi fratern1·· 
ty and at this moment I om sitting in the sturdy ol~ coptain~s chair h: 
owned then with his own name and that of each of his fraternity brother. 
carved on its seat around the large Greek letters symbolizing the organ 

ization' s name. 
On October 2, 1873 mt, father married Sarah Louise Bryan, daughter o~ 

Reverend James Rogers Bryan, a Methodist clergyman in Plainfield, N.J~ t' 
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(she later dropped the "Sarah"). After a few years in Burlington, Iowa, 
they moved to St. Paul, Minnesota, where Father engaged in the insurance 
business and his wife became very active in musical affairs and women's 
clubs. In 1881 the young couple suffered their first tragedy with the· loss 
of their first child, Roy, of diphtheria at the age of seven. Two years later 
they and their little son, Bryon, moved into the beautiful home they hod 
built on the heights known as Crocus Hill overlooking the Mississippi 
River. Here were born the next two sons, Henry ("Harry") and Louis, the 
latter to die as a year-old baby, the victim of morphine administered 
through a terrible mistake by the fomi ly physician. Several years later I 
came a long, the last of the five sons. 

Meanwhile, my parents had suffered financial reverses and had lost 
their home in St. Poul. After several rather unsuccessful business ventures 
my father acquired some acreage in southern Washington near the Columbia 
River and opposite the famous Hood River Valley apple growing country 
in Oregon. He organized the Columbia River Orchard Company and with 
the help of his son, Bryan, who owned a sma II lumber mi 11 nearby, c I ear­
ed and' planted the land to apples. With high hopes he put virtuo lly a 11 of 
his limited resources into this project and in 1913 moved Mother and me 
to a home in Portland. However, he fell i II short I y thereafter and in 
January; 1915 died of heart failure just as the young orchard was beginning 
to bear fruit. 

As I contemplate the lives of my parents, I om struck by the disparity 
of their temperaments and the rather opposite nature of their interests, 
despite their obvious devotion to each other. My father, a handsome man, 
was quiet, reserved and somewhat introspective by nature, fond of his 
home life and coring little for social or musical activities. He loved the 
out-of-doors, but had scant opportunity to enjoy it, so harassed was he 
throughout most of his life by his struggles to earn a living for his family. 
One of the few really happy interludes in his life must hove been the trip 
he, Mother and little Bryan mode to Europe in 1886 on the steamer Baltic. 
I have two large leather bound volumes containing a day-to-day account 
of their journeys in Father's beautiful script and prof use ly illustrated 
with fine photographs purchased along the way as they visited the British 
Isles and Western Europe. 

My Mother, on the other hand, was enthusiastic, energetic and highly 
outgoing in temperament. A great "mixer", she hod a host of friends and 
was beloved by oil. She was a capable musician by training in voice, 
piano and organ, adding substantially to the fomi ly income for many years 
by teaching piano and holding various posts as church organist and choir 
director. In St. Paul she helped organize the Minneapolis Symphony 
Orchestra under Conductor Emi I Oberhoffer, and was a leading member of 
the Schubert Club, an influential musical organization of women. It was at 
that time in her career that I was born and became known among the ladies 
of the club as the "Schubert Club baby". She was one of the founders 
and subsequently president of the Notional federation of Music Clubs. 

Even during her lost years, when she was I iving at my brother Harry's 
home in Ocean Grove, N.J. and was in failing health, she continued her 
activity as historian of the National Federation of Music Clubs. She con­
ducted a I ively and voluminous correspondence with a host of friends and 
relatives, writing ably and fluently in her own handwriting unti I aimost the 
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a ·rarmer; ttnd th6)' emled llt. CtratlialD', ~here' h" ·t about 
180$.
