Over the past several years I have compiled a great deal of material on the history
of the Finoell Family in America. Cne of the most valuable and important parts of that
collection is the number of Family Bible records that contain vital records for Family
members. Many of these records are available nowhere else and the origianl coples of
several have been lost or destroyed. The records contained on the following pages, in many
cases, have never been published before. Many of the Bible records have been annotated
to identify family connections and provide more information to the reader. The value of
these becomes apparent as you reolize that only one person can own the original and many
times they are hard to impossible to locate.much less use.

The second part of this volume contains the transcripts of six Finncll Family
Cemeteries. Almost all of these are now abandoned or have not been used for many years.
Though some are small the records of who's buried kere is important and vatusble. The
older stones many contain data not available elsewhere for these family members, Again the
entries are annctated to further identify these individuals we can and provide additional
information.

This sort of collections would oot be possible with out the support and cooperation
of a number of Genealogical Societies, Friends and Finnell Family members. The many
individuals who supplied information, copies or visited and transcribed several Family
cemeteries arc thanked for their interest in preserving this part of the Finncll Family
heritage. My personal and special thanks goes out to each and every one of them.
