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SAMUEL JORDAN BIBLE 

by Walter H. Mcintosh 

The writer has in his possession a large family bible, whose Frontis 
states that it was published and sold by Edmund Cushing at Lunenburg, Mass. in 
1832. This volume belonged to the Samuel Jorden family of Biddleford, and has 
entries from the marriages, births, and deaths of his parents, brothers and 
sisters, and his children. 

In comparing the data in the bible and in the JORDAN MEMORIAL by Tristram 
Frost Jordan, 1882, 488pp, important discrepencies and ommisions appear, which 
are worthwhile recording. 

Ralph Tristram Jordan, the father of Samuel, was the son of Rishworth 
Jordan, recognized in the DAR Patriot Index as a Revolutionary War patriot. 
His ancestry back to Colonial days is: Raplh T. (5), Rishworth (4), Samuel 
(3), Dominicus (2), and Robert (1). 

A family bible is considered a primary source by hereditary societies 
such as the Mayflower, DAR, SAR and others in establishing lineal descent. 
Therefore, the existence of this bible and the information contained therin is 
of great importance to future Jordan applicants. 

The material shown on parentheses does not appear in the bible, but is 
either an editorial comment, or an ommision or correction in name, date, etc., 
as it appears in the genealogy, hereafter noted as JM. Some of the errors 
appear to be a misreading of handwriting by the compiler; i.e., the spelling 
of Fernand, a 5 for an 8, Robert for Albert, etc. The content of the bible 
follows:
