Obituaries:

In Memoriam, Currie—Died June 11th, 1880
Mr. Andrew Currie

He was born in July 1810 in Kirkpatrick, Dur-
ham, Scotland. He received his first religious
impression when about ten years of age, while
reading "Erskine's Gospel Sonnets" when he
set his face heavenward. ..

He emigrated to America in 1838 and found a
home in Lyndon, Cattaraugus County, NY,
where he remained until the time of his death...
He leaves behind him a wife, three sons, two
daughters and two daughters-in-law to prize the
heritage of his name. One son had passed be-
fore him...A very large concourse of friends paid
their last respects to the deceased by their
presence at the funeral service and by following
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his remains to their resting place in Mount Pros-
pect Cemetery..

Mrs. Agnes Currie. [1900]

Mrs. Agnes Currie, aged 80, widow of the late
Andrew Currie of Lyndon, died on Thursday,
the 5th of April at the residence of her son An-
drew Currie in Lyndon. Mrs. Currie was born in
Kilmarnock, Ayrshire, Scotland in the year 1820
and emigrated to this country with her parents
in 1834, when only 14 years of age. 5he was
married to Andrew Currie in the year 1848 and
she had six children, four of whom are still liv-
ing, viz.: James Currie of Murray, la, Alex and
Andrew of Lyndon; and Miss Margaret Currie of
Franklinville. Mrs. Currie has three brothers still
living, viz.: Thomas and John Mitchell of Frank-
linville and James Mitchell of Ayrshire, Scot-
land. She was one of the founders of the United
Fresbyterian Church of Lyndon in the year 1840
and she has been ever since one of its most
consistent members and liberal supporters. She
has resided on the farm near Lyndon Centre for
about sixty years and was universally esteemed
by the community for her many virtues and su-
perior intelligence. There was a very large as-
sembly at the funeral services which were con-
ducted by Rev. Dr. Lee and there were many
present from a distance which indicated her
wide acquaintance and the great respect in
which she was held by all who know her, The
interment was on Monday afternoon at Mount
Prospect. She will be greatly missed in the
church and among her neighbors for she was
active in mind and body up to the time of her
death.

Thomas Mitchell Joins His Brother Who Died a
Year Ago [1908]

Thomas Mitchell for the past 21 years a re-
spected resident of upper Maple avenue and
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with his brother the [Scot?] John Mitchell a fre-
quent contributor to many of our local organi-
zations and to worthy individuals, died last eve-
ning about 7 o’clock. He has been in feeble
health for the past seven or eight years, but
Monday for the first time, was compelled to
take to his bed. His condition of feebleness in-
creased rapidly and yesterday afternoon he
gradually passed away with no apparent pain
preceeding it.

Mr. Mitchell-was the last and eldest of the SO
called Mitchell Brothers. He was born in Ayr-
shire, Scotland August 19, 1822. His father
and mother William and Margaret Mitchell
came to this country with their family of six and
located in the town of Freedom in 1834.

Other members of the family at intervals
passed away and 21 years ago the two re-
maining boys, Thomas and John, quit the farm
and came to Franklinville to reside. John died a
year ago last March so the last member is he
whose remains now lay cold in death at the
Maple Avenue home.

The funeral was held at the house Monday
morning, Rev. B. Frank White officiating. Burial
at Freedom.

He has lived a good life and been a member of
the church since boyhood and has been a fac-
tor for good in the community.

Mr. And Mrs. James Currie came here from
lowa six years ago and have kept up the home
for the two brothers, serving them faithfully and
giving them the best of help and care.—
Franklinville Chronicle

A well known Lyndon man whose death oc-
curred February 29, at the age of 53 years

The community was greatly shocked and
saddened to learn of the death of Mr. An-
drew Currie of Lyndon which occurred at his
home Saturday the 29th of February, 1908.
He had been sick less than a week suffering
acute pain during that period. The Sunday
before his death e with his family was in
their accustomed place of worship at the U.
P. church in this village of which he was a
ruling Elder and greatly appreciated by pas-
tor and people. On that day he was taken
with acute pneumonia which took him from .
his labors here and from his family to which
he was a model of devotion.
He was married to the eldest daughter of Al-
bert Hicks of this village in [—]. Four lovely
children were born to them: Ella May aged
12 years, Agnes [—] years, Andrew Bruce 6
years, Roy M. [—] months.
Mr. Currie was born in 1855, on the farm
where he spent his life and died, being the
son of Andrew and Agnes Mitchell Currie,
and twin brother of Alexander Currie, who
with him inherited the homestead of their fa-
ther at his death in 1880, and where to-
gether they lived until Alexander married in
1896, when the brothers bought the Turnbull
farm and Alex with his wife settled there for
their home; but still continued all business

Lyndon ten years and held other responsible
positions. He was a good businessman and a
fine penman.

Funeral was held at the home Monday March

der to him, who had driving six miles each Sab-
bath to listen, or to join with them in their
praises to God.

James Currie, one of Franklinville’s most re-
spected citizens, passed away at his home on
Maple Avenue on Monday morning following a
two week’s iliness. He had been in poor health
for a number of years.

Mr. Currie was born in Lyndon on November 5,
1850, spending his early life there. He spent a
number of years in the creamery business and

while at Lander, Pa, in 1878, married Phoebe L.

Philo, who with one son R.P. Currie of Weldon,
la, survives him. Mr. And Mrs. Currie spent five
years in Wisconsin and lllinois, returing to
Franklinville in 1902 and have made their home
here since that time.

Funeral services were held from his late home
yesterday afternoon with the Rev. Parker E.
Rose, pastor of the United Presbyterian church
of which Mr. Currie was a member, officiating.
Interment was made in Mount Prospect Ceme-

tery.

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THE MITCHELL FAMILY

(From the “Genealogical Records of the Pioneers of Tampa and of Some Who Came After Them,” a joint
product of Charles E. HARRISON, Author; E.W.B. WILLEY, Publisher; and Carl W. Hill, Printer, Tampa,
FL. 1915.)

Thomas MITCHELL, the father and founder of the family in Florida, was a native of the state of
Alabama, from which state he migrated to this section in 1846, settling in the eastern portion of Hillsborough
County, a few miles from the present town of Plant City.

His family consisted of nine children, seven sons and two daughters. They were all born in Alabama
except the youngest son, Charles Lucian. The oldest child, a daughter named Caroline, married in Alabama
and remained there. All of the rest came to Florida with their parents.

Caroline married Pinkney WORTHINGTON. They had seven children, who grew up — namely,
Mrs. Betty NEIGHBORS, Mrs. Ella GRAHAM, Mrs, Alice NEIGHBORS, Mrs. Gussie GUNNELLS, Mrs.
Margaret NANCE, John, and Mrs. Jane BRYANT,

The second child was also a daughter, named Virginia. She married Joel KNIGHT, and became the
mother of a large family of nine children

The third child, and oldest son of Thomas and Elizabeth (STARNS) MITCHELL was Henry
Laurens, who grew up to be one of Florida's most distinguished sons, occupying the exalted positions at
different times of Judge of the Circuit Court, Justice of the Supreme Court and Governor of the State. He
was born in Alabama, September 3, 1831. He accompanied his father and the rest of the family, with the
exception of his oldest sister, to Florida in 1846. After spending eight years on a farm in the eastern part
of Hillshborough County, he removed to Tampa in 1854, with the determination to become a lawyer. He
entered as a student the office of Judge James GETTIS, one of the foremost lawyers and most distinguished
practitioners of his day in Florida.

In due time he was admitted to the barand almost immediately elected State's Attorney for the Sixth
Judicial Circuit, in which Tampa was then, and still is, situated. He filled this position until the year of the
breaking out of the Civil War, 1861, when at the call of his State, he, with so many thousands of others,
enrolied himself in the Confederate army. He attained the rank of captain in the Fourth Florida Infantry
Regiment and served till the end of the Vicksburg campaign, when he resigned to assume his seat in the state
legislature, to which he had been elected by the people of his county in his absence. He was twice re-elected
to this position.

At the close of the war he resumed the practice of the law and continued the success that he had
before achieved. When the Democratic party to which he belonged, succeeded in ousting from power the
carpetbag government and resuming control of the state, Henry Laurens MITCHELL was appointed Judge
of the Circuit Court of the Sixth Judicial Circuit, serving in that capacity from 1877 to 1888. During the
succeeding two and one-half years he was one of the justices of the state supreme court. He resigned this,
the highest judicial position under the state government, to resume the office of Judge of the circuit in which
his home county was situated.

In the year 1892 he was called to “come up higher” by the voice of the Democratic people of the state
expressed in the state convention of the party that was held that year in his home city of Tampa. He was

triumphantly elected in the regular election of the same year.

The administration that he gave the people of Florida was one of the most intelligent and progressive
with which the state had ever been blessed, many judicious measures being adopted at that time for the
advancement of the Commonwealth and great progress achieved.

After his return home, at the close of his gubernatorial term, he was, at the election of 1896, chosen
by the people to be clerk of the Circuit Court of Hillsborough County. This was a lower position as to rank
than that from which he had just retired, but much more desirable pecuniarily considered. His term as clerk
of the circuit court expired on the 1% of January 1901. He then became County Treasurer, which office he
held up to the time of his lamented death, which occurred October 14, 1903. He was a member of the
Methodist Episcopal Church, South, and of the Masonic order.

Henry Laurens MITCHELL was a conspicuous figure in the Florida history during the years when
men of dominating stature in intellectual leadership and in civic courage aided in shaping the events that
obliterated the war scars and inaugurated the new era of peace and fraternity.

He married Mary Eugenia SPENCER, April 11, 1866. They had no children. Mrs. MITCHELL
is still living.

The second son of Thomas and Elizabeth (STARNS) MITCHELL was Samuel. He engaged in the
cattle business as soon as he arrived at man’s estate and achieved great success in it, at one time being one
of the large cattle owners in South Florida. He died many years ago. Samuel MITCHELL married Jane
URQUHART. There were born to them four children, whose names were Mrs. Emma JACKSON, Edward,
Thomas and Lee.

The third son of Thomas and Elizabeth (STARNS) MITCHELL was George W. He became a
minister of the Methodist Episcopal Church, South, serving in the Florida conference for many years, and
having charge of some of the most important churches. He passed to his reward several years ago. He
married Nancy ALDERMAN; they had three children, Thomas, May, who married Burt McMULLEN, and
Stanford.

The fourth son was Thomas, who died of disease contracted while serving in the Confederate army
during the Civil War. He married Sarah McLEOD. This couple were the parents of one child, a son named,
Frank, never married.

The fifth son of Thomas and Elizabeth (STARNS) MITCHELL, was Frank, who was killed in battle
after he had attained the rank of lieutenant in the Confederate army. He was unmarried.

The sixth son was Robert, who was a farmer. He died in the year 1900 leaving a widow whose
maiden name was Lenora CRUM. She is now living at the old family home at Homeland, in Polk County.
Robert MITCHELL and his wife were the parents of six children; namely, Ada, Charles, James, Lee,
Benjamin and George.

The youngest son of Thomas and Elizabeth (STARNS) MITCHELL was Charles Lucian, who
became a physician, and was one of the best known and most successful practitioners in this portion of the

state. He served one term as Commissioner of Lands and Immigration of the state in the cabinet of Governor
PERRY.

Dr. MITCHELL married Ellen M. SPENCER, a sister of the wife of his elder brother, Henry
Laurens. There were born to them the following named children:

Eugenia, who married Samuel W. GRAHAM, of West Virginia. They have two children, Nellie
Rose and Carolyn.

Ellen Elizabeth, who married Aaron B. FERGUSON, of Bartow, Florida. He was for twenty years
first deputy and then clerk of the circuit court of Polk County. He then removed to Tampa, and is now
engaged in the business of a druggist. They have no children.

Minnie, who married Otto P. STALLINGS, of Tampa, who is engaged in the insurance business.
They have three children, Otto Mitchell, Mary Amanda Zand Charles Norman.

Lucian Bayard, who chose the profession of his father, and in which he has achieved the highest
degree of success, being one of the most popular physicians in the city of Tampa.. He is at present the
president of the Hillsborough County Medical Society, And is a member of the medical staff of the Florida
National Guard. Dr. MITCHELL married Marie GUTIERREZ, a member of one of the leading Spanish
families of the city. !

Viva Disston (now deceased), who married Allie J. ANGLE, then of Bartow, and now of Tampa,
where he holds the position of harbormaster. There were born to this marriage two children, Jennie and
Bayard.

Jennie Perry, who died in girlhood, and ‘

Laurens Emile Spencer, who is yet in his early manhood and unmarried.

KEY TO LISTINGS

The accompanying data contains five items of information. First, all
names are listed alphabetically by surname. Standard abbreviations havé
been used for titles of colonel {(col), governor (gov), widow (wid or wd),
and esquire (esq). All references to junior and senior were standardized to
jr and sr, respectively. Original spellings of names as shown in the manu-
script were maintained in spite of obvious misspellings.

The second item of information is the town of residence in 1782.

The third item specifies the purpose of the census or tax list. Therefore,
the two alphabetical letters following the town of residence are abbreviations
for the following:

Taxable Estate
Estate Valuation

HS
HM

Household Size TE
Household Member EV

The four columns following HS, EV, or TE assigns a numerical value for
each household head. For example, all numbers after EV refer to the value
of the person’s estate in the English monetary term of pounds; whereas, a
number after TE designates shillings of tax owed. The figure following HS
indicates the number of people in that household. No number follows HM
since that person is already counted in another household.

Whenever the purpose of the census is to designate the household size {HS),
item four categorizes the household into age and racial groups and shows the
number in each group. For minority groups whose total exceeds 9 people,

The first six charac-
ters are a key field using town or author surname letters and t_he year of the
record. These characters facilitate identification of the source in the bibliog-

“raphy section. Finally, the digits followmg the colon refer to the page num-
ber of the specified document.

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PREFACE

This book is an index to the 1800 federal census of the state of Rhode Island.
The index was compiled from Microcopy 32, Rolls 45 and 46, of the Population Schedules
of the Second Census of the United States (1960). BRoll 45 contains Bristol, Kent,
and Providence Counties. Newport and Washington Counties are on Roll 46. The
Microcopies are available from The National Archives, National Archives and Record
Service, General Services Administration, Washington, D. C.
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Scme of the early census records are very difficult to read; sometimes because
whe writing is dim and sometimes because the writing is illegible. For example, "“es!
seuld be the misinterpretation of "u" or "er", Undofted "i's" and uncrossed "t's®
complicate transcription, such as the name "Whiling" may be "Whiting" and "Bells" may
be "Betts", At the end of names, "by" may be misread as "ley", "n" for “r", Yse" for
“ss", ete. The capital letters I, T, and F are very similar, as are S and L; Brand
R; and H, X, and R. If it was impossible to determine which of two or more letters
was intended by the enumerator, all are included in parenthesis.

Also, the names were recorded in this index as they appeared to be WTlttEﬂ in the
census. This may vary a great deal from the way the names are spelled taday‘ There-
fore, when using this index one should check e#ery‘pﬁssihla spelling of the names for
hhlch he is searching.

Each surname is printed only once, followed by all of the given names of those
with that family name.

Each name if followed by a letter: "b" for Bristol County; "k" for Kent County;
"n" for Newpoot County; '"p" for Providence County; or "w" for Washington County. Also,
each name is fellowed by two sets of numbers. The first number is the page number of
the original census record and the second number is the specific line on which that
name is found.

The pencilled numbers on the right-hand side were used in compiling this index.
The following irregularities in pagination were found: Warren in Bristol County
begins with page 35(2 printed number on the left-hand side), then page 23 to 33 follow
in order, pencilled on right side. Cumberland, Providence County, is numbered back-
wards from 444 to 425. There are no pages numbered 477, 478, and LBL shown on the
film for Foster, Providence County. Also, pages 204, 206, 208, and 210 de not appear
for New Shoreham, Newport County.

Before long, war broke out between England and Hol-
land, and the long expected moment arrived. The colonists
were too far away to be of actual service in the field, but
there was a chance to show their loyalty by going out in
pursuit of thuse Dutch merchant ships and bringing home a
prize, In 1633, we find notice of a number of men receiving
commissions to go out against the Dutch or any of the
enemies of England. A formal committee was appointed to
judge the prizes, Newport, as the principle seaport, was ap-

pointed as the place where the “tryalls” should take place, A
peenline incident happened the following year, when the
vessel " Deboral” received a commission to go out and “de-
fend herself and offend enemies”, It is rather unusual to
give simply the vessel's name, and it has seemed impossible
to find out more about the ship or her owners,

The land activities at this time consisted in patrolling the
coast and forbidding any trade between the Dutch and
either the settlers or the Indians, It must have been rather
a forlorn daty to patrol the southern coast, and one poor
Rhode Island man doing patrol duty at this time had his
horse sucked under by the waves. The General Assembly
vated in 1666, that he should be paid the value of the horse.
He was hardly repaid for the fright he must have felt when
he saw his horse disappear, as it probably did, in one of the
heavy fogs. .

In and out, not only from Newport but Bristol and War-
ren harhors, went ships whose captains and crews told tales
of daring and golden treasure that lost not with the telling.
Once back in port, the hardships and risks run were forgot-
ten and only the glamor of the prize and success remained
in the hearts of the listeners. What these bronzed, swag-
gering men had dared and won, they might do too, and their
fingers itched for the feel of the tar rope and their ears heard
the flap of the sail as the good ship cleared for the open sea.
Daily living, even in this new land, seemed dull and tame
beside the lure and the endless mystery of the sea. Death
itself out there in the hazy blue was decked with a glory
unknown in the haunts of the town, where squalor and
privation, in those rigorous days, claimed their awful toll.

[t must be remembered that this custom of issuing com-
missions for privateers was not new at this time, nor was
England alone in issuing such commissions. All the coun-
tries did the same, and so when a commission was not forth-
coming from one's own colony or country, it was very easy

f thrice during the war with France, In 1690, she remained
in French possession for some time. One of the boats
going out from Newport to help her was commanded by
Captain Paine of Conanicut. He was a daring sailor, at
whose home on the island Captain Kidd stayed when he
visited this coast,

A sloop loaded with provisions was captured by a French
privateer at this time. Word was sent as rapidly as possible
to the governor at Newport who had a proclamation read
asking for immediate volunteers, Two sloops with 120 men

| were sent out in pursuit, The privateer with her prize was

| captured and brought to Newport. Here the French boat
was manned by 40 Rhode Island men and, with her prize,
sailed to Port Royal, Jamaica, where the provisions were
gratefully received. Because of the quick, effective service
rendered by the governor, the General Assembly voted him
a "present gratuity” of 5 pounds. He was also empowered,
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in ease of danger, to impress vessels for colony service.

The story of "The Mitchell Family" begins with James Mitchell, who
was born in Pennsylvanpia Oc¢t, 14, 1767, &nd his wife, Nancy Campbell
Mitchell, born in Virginia Jan.25, 177l. James Mitchell died in Monroe
County, Ind., June 9, 1846, His wife died in the same county, Oct.lO,
18LL, They are buried in Mt.Salem cemetery, 6 miles south of Blooming-
ton, Ind. They were married in Virginia about 1791 and moved to Harri-
son county, Ky., where nine of their eleven children were born. Their
children were:

1. James Mitchell II, born in Kentucky 1793. Soldier of War of 1812,
Married about 1835 in Tennessee to Mary Ann Webber. They had ten
children, eight of whom were born in Washington County, Ark, James
Mitchell IT died in Washington County, Aug,13, 1860.

. 2, Joseph Mitchell,born in Kentucky 1794; died 1861 in Iowa. Married
1826 to Eliza Frances Henderson., They had 13 children. Most of their
descendants lived in Iowa,

3, Elizabeth Mitehell, born in Kentucky zbout 1796; died about 1833.
Married J ames Bales, Most of their descendants lived in Iowa.

L. Jane Mitchell, born in Kentucky about 1798, Married 1822 to Wes-
ley Whitson, Their descendants settled mostly in Kansas, She died in
Indiana in 1833,

5. Margaret "Peggy" Mitchell, born in Kentucky about 1801; died in
Indiana about 1822, Unmarried,

6. David Mitchell, born in Kentucky 1804; died in Texas 1876. He was
married 1830 in Benton County, irkansas, to [Eliza Gardner Davidson
(1811-1879). They lived in Benton County until 1846 when they moved to
Ellis County, Texas., They had seven children, all but the youngest
born in Benton County, Arkansas. Most of their children and grand-
children settled in Texas, L

7. William C, Mitchell, born in Kentucky 1807; died in Indiana 1885;
married twice. Most of his descendants lived in Indiana,

8. John Mitchell, born din Kentucky 1809; ‘died in Indiana 1896,
Married 1842 to Mahala Mathers and after her death to Mra, Lucy (Keith)
Crafton, Most of his descendants stayed in Indiana.

9, Thomas Mitehell, born ir Indiana 1813; died in Arkansas in 1887,
Married (1st) 1B35 Mary Waggaman in Indiana, Merried (2nd) lMrs, Keller
and moved to Arkansas, His descendants are found throughout the mid-
west and far west.
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10. George Mitchell (twin of Thomas), born in Indiana 1813; died in
Iowa 188L. Married 1839 Sarah Hobson in Indiana, The couple had eight
ehildren, most of whom settled in Towa,

11. Nancy Mitchell, born in Kentucky 1816; died in Indiana 1900,
Married 1835 in Indiana to Rufus Finley. Most of their children and
grandehildren lived in Indiana,

The member of the family that FLASHBACK is particularly interested
in is the oldest son of James and Nancy Mitchell —- James Mitchell II.
He came to Washington County, Arkansas, where eight of his ten child-
ren (and many grandchildren) were born and where they played a promin-
erit part in the development of this section.

James Mitechell IT was born 1793 in Kentucky and died Aug.13, 1860,
in Washington County. His wife, whom he married in 1825 in Lincoln
County, Tenn,,was Mary Ann Webber, She was born on the Gulf of Mexico,
the daughter of George Webber, & sea captain, and Mary McIntosh.
James and Mary 4nn (Webber) Mitchell became the parents of ten child-
ren, all but two of wham were born in Our County. The children were:

(1) Geprge Mitchell,born 1826 in Tennessee; died about 1859 in Texas.
Married 1848 to Sallie Cox.

(2) Nancy Mitchell, born 1828 in Tennessee; married in Cane Hill,
Ark., Nov, 22, 1866, to William Pierson Crawford. She was his second
wife, They had two children: William Alfred Crawford (1867-1913), who
married Kate Riggin in 1895; and Mary Lou Crawford (1870-1909), who
married Bruce Holecomb in l?Gl

(3) James Mitchell IIT, born at Cane Hill May 8, 1533, died June
1902, He was a student in Cane Hill College, taught SChDﬂl in Washing-
ton County at tha age of 16, became deputy surveyor in 1855, elected
to the legislature in 1860, enlisted as a private in the Confederate
army in 1861, and surrendered as a captzin  with General Cabell at
Corsicapa, Texaa, in 1865, He taught in Cane Hill College after the
war and became a professor in the University at Fayetteville in 1874,
In 1876 he became editor of the Arkansas Uazette and then attained his
greatest fame as editor of the Arkansas Democrat, He was married at
Cane Hill to Sarah Elizabeth Latta. They had eight children, most of
whom married in ILittle Heek and lived theras,

(5) William Mitchell, born May 10, 1834, at Cane Hill; died Dec,20,
191%, at Mineral Wells, Texas. He served in the Confederate army. He
was assessor and surveyor of Washingten County. He was married in 1858
to Josephine Lewis of Fayetteville, They became the parents of seven
children, all of whom were bern in Washington County. Their children
wWere:

The eldest son of John Campbell Mitchell and Mary West Mitchell is
Samuel Alfred Mitchell of St,Louis, who is a member of the Washington
County Historiczl Soeciety., He is the grandson of James Mitchell II
(1793-1860) who came to Washington County about 1830.

Another Mitechell descendant who is a member of Our Society ds Mrs,
R. Ewing Jackson of PFayetteville. She is the granddaughter of James
Mitchell III (1833-1902) whao taught in the University and was editor
of both Little Rock dailies. She is the great-granddaughter of James
Mitehell IT (1723-1860) who founded the Washington County line; and
she is the great-great-granddaughter of James Mitchell I (1767-18L46)
whose marriage to Nancy Campbell in 1791 began the long line covered
by this excellent genealogical volume —— 1,437 names, 163 years.

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From the 0ld Newspaper Files

Justices of the Pesce in Washington County were summoned to a confer-
erice on Aug. 16, 1878, to discuss the matter of county scrip outstand-
ing., It seems that 30 counties had already bogen sued in Federal court
in over 100 cases, and that judgments obtained had to be paid in green-
backs or their eguivalent. Twec cases were pending against Washington
County, which had $£50,000 scrip outstanding, of which $40,000 bore
& per cent interest., The call for the JP's mesting appeared in the
Arkansas Sntinel and was signed by four JP's: T. Niman, J.A.Harris,
Thos.Christian and H.G.Hartley,

G. 8. White, West Fork correspondent for the Fayetteville Democrat,
reported June 19, 1882, that "WEst Fork hes a harness shop, barber
shop, wool carding machine, spoke factory, flouring mill, saw mill,
two wagon shops, two blacksmith shops, a drug stors, restaurant, four
grocery stores, two dry goods stores, a hotel and a brick yard, all do-
ing good business."

Fayetteville Evening News of January 3, 1896, carried this ditem:
"The hallway of the courthouse serves as a public avenue to perscns
having occasion fto cross from the southern or northern side of the
square to the side opposite. But for that passage, it would be necess-
ary to walk all over the square to reach points desired. This fact
suggests, that the proposal to sell the courthouse and to build a new
one in some eligible locality, din this way leaving the square an open
thoroughfare, would be good policy,

The War Eagle Republican, published at Huntsville by A, Lowe, in its
issue of Oct, 6, 1886, listed the "Circuit Court Proceedings", which
included two murder trials, seven assault and battery cases, Tfive
charges of "wearing weapons", and numercus miscellansous charges such
as gaming, obscenity, etec. The Grand Jury returned 42 indictments.

The mail schedule of 1886 shows mail from Huntsville to Faystteville
via Drake!s Creek, Wesley and Maguire's Store; three times a2 week; and
from Huntsville to Fayetteville via Hindsville and Goshen three times
a week,

in article din the May 28, 1890, issue of the Arkansas Gasette gave
the following information about the Fayetteville public schools:

Total number of students enrolled, 763; of whem 297 are white males,
319 white females, 63 colored males and B4 colored females, Salaries
peid to teachers of white school,$3,375; to teachers of colored school
$585; other expenditures §§1,084; total expenditures, §5,044.

The report of the legislative committee that investigated the Arkan-
sas Industrial University, appearing in the Feb, 22, 1885, Arkansas
Gazette, gave the attendeance at the University as 250, of whom 1L4
wera boys and 106 girls. There were L) students in the four college
classes; the others were preparatory students. The Art department
showed 6 girls enrolled; the Music department 12,
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
