MORE. _ABOUT EGBERT =TARE NEWBURY

In Lhe previous issue, we presented a "localitv” profile of Eubert s,
Newbury: a brief description of his decision to choose Lhe Conejo Val ley
as a homesite. This issue will present a more detailed profile of the
man who became Lhe namesake for the first town of the Conejo Val lev,
Newbuiy Park. Many current residents Know this town only as a "suburb"”
of the City of Thousand Oaks. Not evervone is aware that the original
Stte of Newburv Park is the current site of the city of Thousand Oaks,
And did not move to lts presenl location until much larter.

Eabert starr Newbury was born in Allegan, Michigan 8 September 1842 and
migraraed to Ccalifornia following his service in the Union Armv. He

served Four months with the 44ath lowa Infantey and it is believed that

he was discharged ror health reasons. He make the Lrek west to seek a
care From an ailment which left him barely able to speak and with a very
persistant cough. He ultimately died of consumption in 1880, at the vound
age of %6, but after residing in the Conejo Valley for more than a vear,
e credited the wonderful dryv climate of the plateau with a miracul ous
recoverv, as he was so improved he thought himself to be recovered.

Newbury was & tenth generation member of an English Family which midriites
to New England In the 1600's., He was a descendant of several well known
carly families Including the Sergeants. His third son was given the name
uf Samue! Sergeant Newbury., Newbury Streel in Boston was named for his
furehears.,

Fgberl "= only brother was killed in the Civil War in a battle tfought
near Getlysbury. One sister was the wife of John Judson Bagleyv, the
governor of Michigan and the other was a widow who died even as she
made plans Lo move Lo the Conejo Valley Lo make her residence here.

Frances Maria Kellogg of Jackson, Michigan, whom he met In San Fransisco,
became his bride in a ceremony performed in that city on July 9, 1973,
Miss kelloyg was a Leacher at Mills dollege, a prominent girls schuol
still In existonee,

Frauces and Egbetrt enjoved riding horseback and his betrothal gift to
her was a horse. They often rode wo the bLbeach In Santa Barbara where
they made their home. This was a popular pastime among the voung peoplae
nf that citv,amndd their friends included Kate Douglas Wiggins and her
sister Nora Smith.

Their modest little home in rhe Cone jo was probably built in 1874 and

was one of Lhe First to be built in the area other than an adobe, It was
locatedd in the area of what is now Jungleland in a forest of giogantic
vak trees by the Barrel Spring.

Eghert Newbury served as o public relat lons representative for the Conejo
and often contributed to the Ventura Newspaper, the Signal (see npext page!b.
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Gonejo Valley Hista Iy

He felt the nesd tor a postofflece in the growing vallev and petitioned
the government for one. in Jduly aof 1875 the Newbury Park Postoffice
hecame a reality and a stage coach stopped twice dailv. One came from
ventura and parts north, the other came from Los Angeles,

0f his children, Fgbert Starr Newbury [l was Born In Santa Barbara on

Mav 21, 1ATA and George Eel loog Newbury was born on the Conejo Ranch on
March 28, 1876, Katherine Frances was born in Michigan on March 1%, 1878,
‘as was son Samusl Sergeant Newburv, boro Oclober 28, 1879.

Soon the Newburvs were forced to build a second structure which housed
the overniaht guests who came maionlv to inspect the properties for sale
in the Conejo or to enjoyv the healthful climate. A cook was hired te
serve meals. Socon a large barn was constructed and the three buildinags
comprised the village of Newbury Park.

My . Newbury busied himsell managing their 2200 acre ranch in what is now
known as "0ldtown Thousand Qaks.” Wwheat was planted in the virgin soil
and Mr. Hewbury and his partnsrs were engaged in raising sheep on a
large scale. The wool market was booming and thele was a great demand.

Southern California experienced a distastious drought in 1877-1872 which
resuited in an extreme shortage of water and feed for the huge herds of
sheep. Conejo Valley was no exceptlion and it became necessarv to kill
thousands of sheep to save just the hides. Large rafts were built and
the dead animals were towed to sea for burial.

Much of Lhe property and sheep, as well as the lumber fFor the buildinags,
were purchased on credit with a view to making a great deal of money
when the sheep were sold. As a result Egbert Newbury, as well as manv
oLhers, was bankrupt. His creditors forecloesed on all his property and
the NewbiirveE were forced to leave, They left their beloved little home
With their few possissions in a wagon. Mrs. Kellogg, who had come From
Michigan to attend the birth of little Geordie, was with them as thev
started their unhappy Lrip back to her home. As the horses labored up
Lhe Conejo Grade, Frances turned from the (front seal to ask her mother
if the baby was asleep. Horrified, Mrs. kellogyg sald that she did not
liiave Lhe baby. In Lheir distress at leaving, Baby Georgie had been left
asleep in hils cradle at home.

The harsh climate of Michivan was too rigorous for the delicate health of
Mr. Newbury and he died on Februaryv 10, 18K0 at the age of 36,

The Cone jo Valley Historical Society is in possession of two lovelv bone
ching soup bowls used by Lhe Newburvs and recently received the Newbury
Famiv Blble which was presented to Frances by her husband on the day of
theitr marriage. The Family pages of that bible are reproduced herein.

READING Y ROPERTY SURVEYS

properly lines could be determined From the tvpe of boundary descriptions
which were commonly used? ...... The following was copled from adams
County Ohio Early Deeds, 1810. ..... Try it for vourself: Using the map
beelow, try to follow the boundaries as described in the three survevs.

Survev No.l: Beginning at a8 white oak and elm N.E. corner of John
Millivuan's survev of 470 acres and in the line of Aaron Dennv's survey
of 1000 acres thence soulh 131 poles Lo a white vak and 2 dogwoods In
Lhe old line thence west 219 poles crossing the creek at 64 poles and
passing the N.E. corner of No.2 and N.W. corner of No.3 to 2 black gums
in the old line and N.W. corner of Ne.2 thence N.E. 132 poles to a water
beech and ash, N.W. corner of the old survey thence east 198 poles Lo th
Lhe beginning including 170 acres.

Syrvev No,2Z: Beginning at an ash, white oak, and iron in the line of
No.1 and N.W. corner of NO.3 thence south 198 poles, crossing Brush
Creck alt 164 poles to 2 white oaks and an ash, S.W. corner to No. 53 and
in the old line thence west 1533 poles to 2 buckeves S.W. corner of the
oled track thence N.E. 206 poles to 2 black gums, S.W. corner to NO.1
Lhence east 102 poles to the place of beginning, including 1464 acres.

Survey Ho.23: Beginning at an ash., white oak., and iron N.E. corner to
No. 2 thence with said line south 198 poles to Z white oaks and ash,
S5.E. corner of No. 2 thence east 117 poles to a hickory and dogwood,
S.E. corner of the old survey thence north 198 poles to a white oak,
ash, and iron, crossing the creek at 64 poles to the place of beginnlng
including 1464 acres.

RESEARCH TIPS - 18TH CENTURY IMIGRANT

For those with an 18th century immigrant, who have "lost" him

somewhere between the 1880 and 1900 federal census takings, consider
the possibility that he may have changed his name.

Recently, 1 was searching through indexes to New York City court
records,; in hope of finding a court case involving my husband’s
great-great-grandfather, Rudolph LASCHANSKY. In the index to the
Court of Common Pleas, I found one Edward Albert LASHANSKEY, who was

changing his name to Edward Albert LAMBERT! The date of the record
was January 11, 1882,

Although this is not my direct ancestor (at least as far as 1 have
been able to determine), some interesting possibilities arise. If
this had been my ancestor, and I had found him in the 1880 federal
census of New York City, my next step would be to try to locate him in
the 1900 census, first going through the 1900 Socundex under the
varient spellings of the name Laschansky. Not finding him in the 1900

census, I must come to the conclusion that he either moved from New
York state, or had died.

On the basis of my conclusions, I would first check for a death record
for Edward Albert Lashanskaey in New York City between 1880 and 1900.
Not finding a death record, I would then start checking the 1900
Soundex, first for the states surrounding the state of New York, and
then moving westward. Not finding him in any state at the time of the
1900 census, nor a death record, I would probably become "desperate”,
and start checking land and probate indexes. Not finding any record of
Edward Albert Lashanskey anywhere, he would become a "lost" ancestor.

Checking index®s for court recordas would have solved my research
problem. I would have found that he had changed his name, and thus

looking for my ancester under his new name, would be able to locate
records for him.

RESEARCH TIPS - HAMBURG PASBENBER LIST

If you have found your emigrant ancestor in the Hamburg Passenger
List, don®t stop there!

Having found him in the Hamburg Passenger List, note the date and name
of the ship your ancestor sailed on, and check the passenger list for
the part of entry in the United States. Once onboard ship, passengers
were many times required to fill out papers to be turned in upon
arrival. These papers sometimes list the final destination in the
United States, the name of the person (often a relative) who was
sponsering the emigrant, ete. The more recent the passenger list
(1900 and upwards), the more information given.
