bequest, or otherwise, in trust or perpetuity, real and personal 
estate for the uses aud purpoRCe of ~aid corporation, the value of 
which ehall not exceed ono million dollars. (Chapter 160, 1 Bfl5, 
amended by chap. 302, 1898, and chap. nsr., 1901.) · 

§ 2. 1'he objects of said corporntion sl1nll Ln to acquire by 1mr· 
chase, gift, grant, devise, or bcquost, historic nhjccls or memorable 
o~ picturesque p]acee in tho State or clecwhoro in the United States, 
hold real and 11ersoual J>ropert.y in f<'n or npon such lnwfnl trusts 
as may be agreed upon between the donors I hereof und said cor· 
poration, and to improve the enmo; admh~sion to which shall be 
free to the public uncl~r such ru1es for the proper protection thereof 
as said corporation may proscribe, and whfoh aaicl J>roporty ~hall 
be exempt from taxati~n within the State of New York. (Chnpter 
l 66, 1895, amended by chap. 385, 1901.) 

§ 3. 1.'he affairs and business of said corporation sha1I he con· 
..cJueted by a board of not Jess than fivo or more than thirty-five 
··trustees, a quorum of whom for tl10 transaol.ion of business eha11 
··1be fixed by the by-laws. Tho persons now constituting the board 
•of truet~ee of. said corporation ehall continue to hold office until 
~others are elected in their stead as prO\ridml l1y t.hc snid by-Jaws. 
;\racancies in tho board of trustet'e may bP. fi11ed in tho manner 
prescribed by the said by-JawA. (Chapter llJO, 18DG, amended by 
chap. 302, 1808, and chap. 385, 1001.) 
· § 4. None of tho trustees or members of eaicl corporation shall 

receive any compensation for services, or ho pecuniarily interested 
directly or indirectly, in any contract rcluting to t.he nfTnirs of 
said corporation, nor shall said corporation mnkc nny dividend or 

~ivieion of its property among its mcmbcm1, managers or officers. 
(Chapter 166, 181)5.) . · 

§ 5. 'l'l1e board of trustees shall annnally, at a timo to be fixed 
by the by-lnws, elect or appoint from tlmir numlJCr the following 
officers: A )>resident, fo\lr vice-proEiidents nml. a trenenrer, .:who 
•hall hold office for one year and until their respnctivc successors 
ar.e elected or appointed, and tahn11 perform such duties as are 
pro\•ided by the by-laws. The board of trmd.coR may also appoint 
a secrotary and define his duties, nml shnll hn\•e tho power to 
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manage, tr~naact, and conduct nll bmtiness of the corporation, to 
prescribe the terms of admission of its members, and to appoint 
aud fix the compensation of nnd remove its employee at pleasure. 
Tho said corporation slmll have 110 capital stock, and el1all have no 
power to eell, mortgng~ Of otherwise incumber any of its property. 
(Chnpter" 166, 18~5, amonclml by cbap. 385, H>Ol.) 

§ G. Said corporation shall nnuunlly make to the Legislature 
a statement of. its affairs, and from time to time report to the 
Legislature, by biU or othorwiRc-, such recommendations as are 
pertinent to the objects for which it was created, and may act 
jointly or otherwise with nny persons appointed by a~y other State 
for similar purposes as those intenJe<l to be accomplished by this 
act, whenever the object to bo seeurc<l or purpose sought to be 
accomplished, is within tho jurisdiction of this and any other 
State, or can ouly be attained by such joint action. (Chapter 
166, 1895.) 

§ 7. 'rhis act shall tnkc effect jmmedint.cly. 

DEATH OF .T. IIAMPD.EN ROBB. 

It is our painful duty to report the death of the Hon. J. 
liampdcn Robb, a cbartor mombcr and trustoo of the Society. :Mr • 
Robb passed away nt hie reeic.lonce No. 23 Park avenue, New York 
city, on January 21, 1011. Jio was born in Philadelphia, Penn., · 
October 27, 1846, being tho son of James Uoblt a New Orleans 
banker, nnd Louisa Wcrningor Itobb. lie was o<lticated in Europe, 
then in a military school in Ossining, N. Y., and a short time in 
Harvard College. His early mi1itary instincts were indicated by 
hie membership in tho National Ounrd of New York, in which 
ho 'waa at one time a J..,ioul.onant-Oo1oucl and Adjutant-General of 
the First Brigade. In 1868 ho married Cornelia Van Rensselaer 
Thayer, of Boston. lie lnn,•re a son nnd two dnngbtore, Nathaniel 
Thayer Robb, Miss Comelin V nn ltenseclacr Robb and lfrs. 
Ooodhne J"'ivingston. From 1866 lo 1886, Mr. Robb was engaged 
in the cotton ancl honking lmeincee in New York city. 

For years Mr. Robb was nctivo in the nationnl nnd St.ate councils 
or ,.~e Dom,ocrat_i,~ party. II 0 WPS a member of Assembly in 1882 
and Senator iti 1884 und JR8a. Jn tl10 J_,egis1ntnro ho was one 
of tho foremost advocatcR of tho law creating t.ho State Reservation 
at Niagara, took a leading pnrt in eccnring the appropriation for 
the purchase of tho property, nncl was one of tho Commissioners 
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of the Ro.seJ·vation uppoiutctl l•.Y Oo\•oruur Olc\'ol.uuJ aftor the 
)attor haJ ttigucJ tbe bill. 

Lato in the '80•1:1, Ito wu1:1 po1•aii1:tluutly moutioucc.l for the 
mayoralty of New Yo1·k. In ltitH ""J uguiu iu 1888 Le wus a 
member of tho Domoc1·utic N utiuuul Ouu\•untiou. Iu the former 
he was a zealous aJvocute of tho uumiuutiun of Ala·. Olovclau<l, but 
after tho luttur's olcctiuu, decliuod dau louder of tho position of 
Assistant Scc1·atnry of State. 

That same interest iu tho t>i·oHorvutiou of tlae Lcauties anJ the 
breathing pl11ccd of tho State which lw uumifc::it~ll in his aJ\1ocucy 
·of the State Ro::iervutiou ut N iugau·u auul in other ways bo put 
"into uso us a Conuµiasiouor of l'u1·kt1 of Nt!W Yo1·k city, to which 
place Mayor Hewitt uppoiutcJ him iu 'lti~7. lfo Lccuuio Proijiuent 
of the Park Boa1·tl .in 1888, uud wu.s uhvuyat atluLboa·uly op11ode<l 
to any invuaiou of .hu luudtt ttct u1:1itlu lu IJu tlau gt'(!Cll pluccs of 
New York. In conummting 011 thhs t1urvicc, u now:ipu1)or said 
-~wauty ycuri1 ago:

Aruc1·icun Sceuic uml 
Hitltoric fret:tenutiou Society, of which ho wu~ oue of the iucor­
porators aud for tbo }HlHt fivo yuurat 11 tru::stcc. lu hid Jcath the 
State, the city aucl tho Society lum: sm1tai11cd a great loss.
