Homer 8. Spaulding 

He was born 27 Feb 1862 in Lexington, TN and left at age 15 for Texas. Two 
years later he moved from Whitney to Sulphur Springs, TX. There he met and married 
Josephine, the daughter of S. 8. Callahan of the Creek Nation. 

Following his marriage in 1884, H. B. moved to Muskogee. The next year he 
went to work at the J. A. Patterson Mercantile Co. where he soon became a buyer for 
the company and later a manager. 

About 1890 he left the company to go into business for himself. With $2,000 of 
his savings, he purchased a ranch outside of Checotah on Cloud Creek that had been 
leased to the Patterson Mercantile Co. Within a few years, he is said to be grazing 
20,000 head of cattle there. 

About 1901 he reportedly drove the first automobile on Muskogee streets. Un­
fortunately, no documentation for this claim has been found. If true, this would mark 
him among the more progressive residents in Muskogee. 

Spaulding was elected mayor of Muskogee in 1902. He 

was the third person, but the fourth in office, to have served in this capacity. The fol­
lowing year he was elected the president of the Muskogee Commercial Club, the fore­
runner of the Muskogee Chamber of Commerce. He was its president for about four 
years. 

About 1910 he built the steel Spaulding Bridge across the Arkansas River con­
necting Muskogee and Wagoner Counties. The piers of this bridge may yet be seen 
west of the US 69 Hwy bridge. The Spaulding Bridge was subsequently purchased 
and made into a toll-free public bridge. 
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Spaulding twice ran for the office of Sheriff in 
Muskogee County, but loss both times. He was a 
County Commissioner at the time of his death. 

He was generous by nature throughout his life. 
One recipient was the First Methodist Church. Follow­
ing the fire that burned the buildings of the Harrell Insti­
tute, his donations and fundraising resulted in the school 
being renamed the Spaulding College. 

Homer B. Spaulding died 4 Sep 1918 and is bur­
ied in Greenhill Cemetery. Spaulding Park is named in · 
his honor.
