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Bible Records
One of the most relied-upon resources that we use as family researchers are vital records. These are

usually birth, marriage, and death records that are kept by governmental authorities. Most of these vital records
are of recent date in terms of genealogical timelines, however, as it is only in recent times that the maintenance
of these records has been required. The vital records that predate the current "official" ones could often be found
in the family Bible. Births, deaths, and other significant events were usually recorded in the front or at the back
of the family Bible. In fact, it became such a custom that Bibles were produced with pages devoted to this
record-keeping activity. Family Bibles should not be overlooked as a source of valuable information.

In our library we maintain numerous file cabinets that contain our manuscript collection. These
manuscripts contain items of genealogical interest that are too small to put on the shelves with the books. We
have five file cabinets full of geographical material and five file cabinets full of family information. Included in
these latter files are family histories, pedigree charts, family group sheets, and, of course, copies of Bible records.

Jacquie Meyer, board member and manuscript cataloger, has transcribed some of the Bible records from
the family histories in the files and we will be publishing them in successive issues of The Searcher as space
permits. Please, visit the library and look at this often overlooked resource.

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Bible Records

One of the most relied upon resources that we use as family researchers are vital records. These are
usually birth, marriage, and death records that are kept by governmental authorities. Most of these vital
records are of recent date in terms of genealogical timelines, however, as it is only in recent times that the
maintenance of these records has been required. The vital records that predate the current "official" ones
could often be found in the family Bible. Births, deaths, and other significant events were usually
recorded in the front or at the back of the family Bible. In fact, it became such a custom that Bibles were
produced with pages devoted to this record keeping activity. Family Bibles should not be overlooked as a
source of valuable information.

In our library we maintain numerous file cabinets which contain our manuscript collection. These
manuscripts contadn items of genealogical interest that are too small to put on the shelves with the books.
We have five file cabinets full of geographical material and five file cabinets full of family information.
Included in these latter files are family histories, pedigree charts, family group sheets, and, of course,
copies of Bible records.

Jacquie Meyer, board member, and manuscript cataloger has transcribed some of the Bible records
from the family histories in our files. The following grouping is the second installment of these records.
