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OLD VENTURA CITY CEMETERY RECORDS
(Cemetery Memorial Park)

In 19/12. Mr. Clyde Woolley, then Assistant City Engineer,
decide to compile cemetery records Tor the City of Ventura,
studied the original cemetery map (map index number P-A7 in
his office and the old sexton record books In the City Clerk s
Office. He was unable to locate any written record for burials
In the cemetery for the time period 30 March to 30 "arch
1903, so he visited the cemetery and took information for that
time period directly from the gravestones. In 1965, Ms work
was acquired by Mrs. Zclma Word Wilcox, apparently ^hesponsorship of the Mi t z-khan-a-khan Chapter of the
iety of the Daughters of the American Revolution, and made available to the Ventura Public Library. The old Ventura ^'Jy Cem
etery has long since been converted to Cemetery Memorial Parkbordered by Main Street, Poll Street and Cemetery Land, and there
is no longer any on-slte evidence oT the names of the persons
interred there. In this series we will further expand the work
of our predecessors in preserving this important cemetery record
by making it alphabetical by surname.

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In Che Journal kept by Conrad Welscr in 1750, he writes, 2 Sept "About
10 o'clock, I left Colonel Johnson's and come to Cona Johary to Darthol Pickert,
25 miles, my horse got lame this day. "Sept 2 come to Nicholas Pickert, about
8 miles, my horse very lame, was obliged to leave him and hire another, and a
man to guide us to the road to Onondago". On his way back from the Onondago Council
he writes: Sept 19th come to Durnet's Field in rainy weather on the 20th- to upper
Castile of the Mohawk called "Cana*<odgy", I reconunendcd John Pickert. my sister's
son, to them to learn the Mohawk tongue perfectly among them, to serve as inter
preter for Penn., etc. after I am grown old and no more able to travel. They prom
ised to do what they could, the young man speaks their language tolerably well
now, and can write and read English, Dutch and Indian. His father lives about
a mile from Canawadagy, and has the best opportunity to learn the Indian language
perfectly.

Nicholas Pickert probably moved to the Mohawk Valley (called Schoharie)
after his marriage to Anna Barbara Ueiser. They seemed to have no fear of the
Indians as they lived where only one other white man lived in 1750. They probably
felt they would not be harmed, as being related to Conrad Ueiser.

On 6 April 17A2, Nicholas inherited his father's interest in the STONE
ARABIC Patent of A lots of 50 acres each. Nicholas sold this land to John Jost
Snell.

In July 1770, Nicholas Pickert was named executor of a will made by
Frederick Countryman of Canajebary.

Nicholas may have died in Fort Plain, New York, as his brother Bartholomew
died in 170A and is buried in Sand Hill Church Cemetery. There has been no record
found of his death as of now. 1979.

All of Nicholas and Anna Barbara Ueiser Pickert's sons, John Bartholomew,
Jacobuj and William were under Col. Jacob Klock's Regiment of Tyron County Malitla,
consisting of 90 men, were called out Aug 1763 on the occassion of an Indion raid
at Uurnell's Field (German Flatts) where 60 homes were burned and many barns,
AO persons were killed and 150 taken prison.

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OLD VENTURA CITY CEMETERY RECORDS

(Cemetery Memorial l»arU)

In 1942, Mr. Clyde Woolley, then Assistant City Engineer,
decide, to compile cemetery records for the City or Ventura. He
studied the original cemetery map (map index number P~47) in
his office and the old sexton record books in the City Clerk's
Office. He was unable to locate any written record for burials
in the cemetery for the time period 30 March 189A to 30 March
1903, so he visited the cemetery and took information for that
time period directly from the gravestones. In 1965, his work
was acquired by Mrs. Zelma Word Uilcox, apparently under the
sponsorship of the Mitz-khan-a-kha'n Chapter of the National Soc
iety of the Daughters of the American Revolution, and made avail
able to the Ventura Public Library. The old Ventura City Cem
etery has long since been converted to Cemetery Memorial Park
bordered by Main Street, Poli Street and Cemetery Land, and there
is no longer any on-slte evidence of the names of the persons
interred there. In this series we will further expand the work
of our predecessors in preserving this important cemetery record
by making it alphabetical by surname.

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OLD VENTURA CITY CEMETERY RECORDS

(Cemetery Memorial Park)

In 1942, Mr. Clyde Uoolley, then Assistant City Engineer,
decide to compile cemetery records for the City of Ventura. He
studied the original cemetery map (map index number P-47) in
his office and the old sexton record books in the City Clerk's
Office. He was unable to locate any written record for burials
in the cemetery for the time period 30 March 1894 to 30 March
1903, -so he visited the cemetery and took information for that
time period directly from the gravestones. In 1965, his work
was acquired-by Mrs. Zelma Word Uilcox, apparently under the
sponsorship of the Mitz-khan-a-kha'n Chapter of the National Soc
iety of the Daughters of the American Revolution, and made avail
able to the Ventura .Public Library. The old Ventura City Cem
etery has long since been converted to Cemetery Memorial Park
bordered by Main"Street, Poll Street and Cemetery Land, and there
is no longer any on-site evidence of the names of the persons
interred there. In this series we.will further expand the work
of our predecessors in preserving this important cemetery record
by making it alphabetical by surname.

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OLD VENTURA CITY CEMETERY RECORDS
(Cemetery Memorial Park)
Submitted by Alicia Pike

The following information is taken from an old
manuscript now located in the Ventura County Historical
Museum Library. In 19^)2, Mr. Clyde Uool ley, then Assistant
City Engineer, decided to compile cemetery records for the
City of Ventura, California. He studied the originial
cemetery map (Map Index Number P-A7) in his office and the
old sexton record books in the City Clerk's Office. He was
unable to locate any written record for burials in the
cemetery for the time period March 30, 1694, to March 30,
1903, so he visited the cemetery and took information for
that period of time directly from the inscriptions on the
tombstones. In 1965, his work was acquired by Mrs. Zelma
Word Uiicox, apparently under the sponsorship of the
Mitz-khan-a-khan Chapter of the National Society of the
Daughters of the American Revolution, and was then made
available to the Ventura Public Library. The old Ventura
City Cemetery has long since been converted to Cemetery
Memorial Park, bordered by Main Street, Poll Street and
Cemetery Lane, and there is no longer any on-site evidence
of the,names of the persons interred there. In this series
we will further expand the work of our predecessors in
preserving this important cemetery record by making it
alphabetical by surname.

Data is provided in
the following order: Name of deceased or purchaser of the
plot. Burial year or date of purchase. Cemetery location

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OLD VENTURA CITY CEMgTFBY RECORDS

(Conatery Hamorlal Park)
Subnltted by Allola Plka

Tha following infornatlon is taken fron an old
nanuaorlpt now looatad In tha Ventura County Historical
Musaua Library. In 1042, Mr. Clyde Wool ley, than Assistant
City Engineer, decided to oonplle cenetery records for the
City of Ventura, California. Ha studied the orlglnlal
canetery nap (Map Index Nuaber F-47) In his office and the
old sexton record books In the City Clerk's Office. He was
unable to locate any written record for burials In tha
cenetery for the tine period March 30, 1804, to March 30,
1003, so he visited the cenetery and took Infornatlon for
that period of tine directly fron the Inscriptions on the
toabstones. In 106S, his work was acquired by Mrs. Zelna
Uord Ulloox, apparently under the sponsorship of the
Mltz-khan-a-khan Chapter of the National Society of the
Daughters of the Aaerlcan Revolution, and was then nade
available to the Ventura Public Library. About 1063 the
old Ventura City Cenetery was converted to Cenetery
Manorial Park, bordered by Main Street, Poll Street and
Cenetery Lane, and there Is no longer any on~slte evidence
of the nanes of the persons Interred there. In this series
we will further expand the work of our predecessors In
preserving this Inportant cenetery record by naklng It
alphabetical by surnane.

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OLD VENTURA CITY CEMETERY RECORDS

(Cemetery Memorial Park)
Submitted by Alicia Pike

The following information is taken from an old
manuscript now located in the Ventura County Historical
Museum Library. In 1942, Mr. Clyde Wool ley, then Assistant
City Engineer, decided to compile cemetery records for the
City of Ventura, California. Ho studied the originial
cemetery map (Map Index Number P-47) in his office and the
old sexton record books in the City Clerk's Office. He was
unable to locate any written record for burials in the
cemetery for the time period March 30, 1894, to March 30,
1903, so he visited the cemetery and took information for
that period of time directly from the inscriptions on the
tombstones. In 1965, his work was acquired by Mrs. Zelma
Word Uileox, apparently under the sponsorship of the
Hitz-khan-a-khan Chapter of the National Society of the
Daughters of the Amer i'can >Revolution, and was then made
available to the Ventura Public Library. About 1963 the
old Ventura City Cemetery was converted to Cemetery
Memorial Park, bordered by Main Street, Poll Street and
(Amatory Lane, and there is no longer any on-slte evidence
of the names of the persons interred there. in this series
we will further expand the work of our predecessors in
preserving this important cemetery record by making It
alphabetical by surname.

From this same search a few errors were found in the
old records as to correct locations. These errors were corrected and noted in both sets of
books.

To the best of my knowledge, this record is a complete and true one of all the burials in the
old Protestant Cemetery, except those burials between the dates before mentioned.

SPRINGVILLE CEMETERY

This cemetery in Ventura County has been abandoned. It was located four miles west of Camarillo,
probably near or in the old town of Springville. A map showing the location of this town appears
elsewhere in this issue.

Society. It was published in 1946 by the Genealogical Records Committee, California State Society,
Daughters of the American Revolution, page 254, as part of a census of cemeteries taken between 1929
and 1936. Pat Allen, Thousand Oaks Historian and member of CVGS before her death in , submitted
this listing for the Ventura County Genealogical Society Quarterly, Oct-Dec 1979, page 98. Both
listings were checked.
