This is the third installment of a listing is taken from the Hand-Book and Directory of San Luis Obispo,
Santa Barbara^ Ventura- Kern. San Bernardino. Los Angeles and San Diego Counties, compiled and
published by L. L. Paulson in 1875, pages 177 - 207.

This directory states that the principal valleys in Ventura County are the Simi, Las Posas, Santa Clara,
Pleasant and Ojai, and that the principal ranches are the "Colonia," "Ojai," "Santa Ana," "Canada Larga,
"Guadalasaa" (this is spelled incorrectly in the book, it should be "Guadalasca"), "Las Posas,"^ "Simi and
"Conejo." In addition to these ranches, there is government land, private land, and the "Ex Mission
Company" land. This latter land surrounds the city of San Buenaventura. The principal towns are San
Buenaventura, Hueneme, Nordhoff (now called Ojai), Santa Paula, Saticoy and Scenega It also states that
there are fifteen schools in the county.

In the listing, both "Ventura" and "San Buenaventura" are used in the column "Town or Post Office." I have
left them as sisted, but have abbreviated "San Buenaventura" to "SBVentura" to save space. The other
abbreviations (m = miles, nr = near, and N,S,E,W for directions) were used in the book.

Fremontville was located two miles West of Moorpark along Los Angeles Avenue. Its proper name was
apparently Fremont According to the Ventura County Historical Society Quarterly, Vol. XVH, No. 2,
Winter 1972, "Place Names of Ventura County" [alphabetical listing]), "The name was first connected with
this area abo^ 1890 when the Fremont School District was so named because the pioneers agreed the road
General Fremont followed, when he advanced the forces of Mexico, passed throu^ the present site of the
town." This was incorrect since Fremont's route was along the Santa Clara River to the San Fernando
Valley.

The community was started by about 100 pe(^le who started farm life just west of Mooipark Avenue on Xx>s
Angeles Avenues. The Fremont Post Office was opened March 10, 1894 and closed November 14, 1905.
"The Moorpark Story" by Norma Gunter, page 8, gives the names of the Postmasters and the dates of then-
appointments as follows:

This is the fourth and final installment of a listing is taken from the Hand-Book and Directory of San Luis
Obispo. Santa Barbara, Ventura. Kem. San Bernardino. Los Angeles and San Diego Counties, compiled and'
published by L. L. Paulson in 1875, pages 177 - 207.

This directory states that the principal valleys in Ventura County are the Simi, Las Posas, Santa Clara,
Pleasant and Ojai, and that the principal ranches are the "Colonia," "Ojai," "Santa Ana," "Canada Larga,
"Guadalasaa" (this is spelled incorrecdy in the book, it should be "Guadalasca"), "Las Posas," "Simi" and|
"Conejo." In addition to these ranches, there is government land, private land, and the "Ex Missioii
Company" land. This latter land surrounds the city of San Buenaventura. The principal towns are San;
Buenaventura, Hueneme, Nordhoff (now called Ojai), Santa Paula, Saticoy and Scenega. It also states that;
there are fifteen schools in the coimty.

In the listing, botii "Ventura" and "San Buenaventura" are used in the coliram "Town or Post Office." I have
left them as listed, but have abbreviated "San Buenaventura" to "SBVaitura" to save space. The odier
abbreviations (m = miles, nr = near, and N,S JE,W for directions) were used in the book.

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The Land Grants of

Ventura County:

By the treaty of Guadalupe Hidalgo
which ended the war the government of the
United States undertook to recognize the
land titles thus created during the Spanish
and Mexican occupation of California. A
land commission was set up by Congress
before whom imperfect and inchoate titles
were made secure, subject always to judicial
review. These cases were in the main

adjudicated by Honorable Ogden Hoffman,
the first United States District Judge in
California, and on appeal by the Supreme
Court of the United States.

From the data at hand it appears
certain that at least three grants within the
boundaries of Ventura County were
"Spanish" grants as distinguished from
"Mexican." It is probable that other grants
were of Spanish origin but the records do not
appear available. This, however, is not
surprising. The reader of the history of
Mexico, as distinguished from that of Spain,
will note that it was had a series of regular
revolutions dating from the establishment of
the first Republic..

The land grants are as follows:

Simi

Sometimes called San Jose de Gracia,
granted in 1795 by Don Diego de Borica
(Spainish Governor 1794-1800) to certain of
the Pico family and revalidated by J.B.
Alvarado, Mexican Governor in 1842, to Jose
de la Guerra y Noriega as claimant,
containing 92,341.38 acres. The grantees
according to Hoffman were Patricio Javier y
Miguel Pico. Francisco Javier Pico and
Miguel Pico were both soldiers, whereas
Patricio Pico was a servant according to the
census of California (1769-1800). Take your
choice as to whether both were soldiers or

one a soldier and the other a servant,

•. ,Canejo
Granted October' 12"^, 1822, by Pablo
Vicente de Sola (Spanish Governor, 1814-
1822) to Jose de la Guerra y Noriega,

containing 48,671.56 acres. In 1821 Captain
de la Gerra sought the grants of Piru and
Sespe unsuccessfully by reason of the
protests of the padres at San Buenaventura
and San Fernando. To pacify de la Guerra,
author of 'History of Calfornia' Herbert Howe
Bancroft, says that Sola granted but a part of
the Canejo to de la Guerra, a portion
belonging to the heirs of Ignacio Rodriguez.

Mission of San Buenaventura

Founted under King Carlos III of Spain,
March 31®', 1782, and claimed by Archbishop
Joseph Sadoc Alemany as a mission with
lands adjoins, containing 36.27 acres. The
mission and it lands were secularized and

converted to other than spiritual used by
Governor Chico on June 23'^, 1836. On
March 29"^, 1843, Governor Micheltorena
ordered the mission restored to the padres.
As to it lands, much passed to others.

Ex-Mission of San Buenaventura

On June 8"^, 1846, Governor Pio Pico
granted to Jose Arnas (Arnaz) twelve square
leagues of land under this name. The grant
was finally confirmed to Manual Antonio
Rodriguez de Poli (Dr. Poll and hence Poii
Street).

It was long asserted that this grant
was the result of the secularization policy
and its title was long in dispute.

On March 24, 1845, Governor Pico
Pico granted to Fernando Tlco, 400 varas
(28.90 acres) of Mission of San
Buenaventura.

Sespe
Granted November 9"^, 1833, by Governor
Jose Figueroa (Mexican) to C. A. Carillo,
containing six square leagues. The size of
this grant was long in contention and dispute
and Thomas Wallace More, the claimant,

suffered death as a result of his quarrels with
"squatters" surrounding it.

Las Posas

Granted May 15"", 1832, by Governor Jose
Figueroa (Mexican) to Jose Carillo,
containing 26,623.26 acres.

Rancho Canada De San MIguelito and
Canada De Diablo

Granted March 21®*, 1846, by Governor Pio
Pico to Ramon Rodriguez, containing two
square leagues or 8,877.04 acres. Now the
"Taylor Ranch"

It is said that Senors Olivas,

Lorenzana and Rodriguez were officers in
the Mexican army sent to secularize the
Missions.

Granted May 10*". 1846, by Governor Juan
B. Alvarado to Jose Pedro Ruiz, containing
9,998.23 acres. The major portion of this
grant was owned by Adolfo and Juan
Camarillo.

Canada Larga o Verde
Granted June 30*", 1841, by Governor
Alvarado to one J. Alvarado, containing one-
half square league.

Rancho Temescal ORAMGE
Granted March IT"", 1843, by Governor GhNEALGGi
Manuel Micheitorena to Francisco Lopez and
others, containing three square leagues.

Santa Paula y Saticoy
Granted April 1®*, 1843, by Governor
Micheitorena to Manuel Jimeno Casarin,
containing 17,773.33 acres.

Guadalasca

Granted to Isabel Yorba by Governor
Mariano Chico, May 6*", 1846, containing
30,593.85 acres. Known as the "Broome
Ranch".

Santa Clara or El Norte

Usually described as Santa Clara del Norte,
granted to Juan Sanchez by Governor Juan
B. Alvarado, May 6*", 1837, containine
13,988.91 acres. In later days known as the
Schiapa-Pietra Ranch.

La Colonia

The Rancho La Colonia or Rio de Santa

Clara, comprising 48, 883 acres, was
granted in 1837 by Governor Juan B.
Alvarado to eight of this soldiers, one
Gonzales and others, possession being
given in 1840. The respective interests and
ownership in the "colony" of soldiers was
settled in an early partition suit. It was the
subject of much litigation In the 1860's
between squatters and Thomas R. Bard,
who purchased this and other ranchos for
Thomas A. Scott of Pennsylvania.

Rancho San Francisco

This grant, within whose boundaries in
historic Camulos, was granted January 22"^*,
1839, to Antonio del Valle, and contained
11,500 acres. The eastern end of this grant
has for years has been known as the
Newhali Ranch.

The
1904 books contain the following information in columnar form: name, age, height, occupation, visible marks or
scars and their location, nativity, proprietor, place of residence (precinct), naturalization (county, state, by
naturalization of father), P. 0. address, ability to read the Constitution in the English language, ability to write
name, physically able to mark ballot (nature of disability), elector in 1894, date of entry, date of cancellation, and
reasons for cancellation. Due to space limitations, we have included only a few of the columns. In this extraction
no one was found physically unable to mark the ballot.

Naturalization places listed are counties. The word "Father" means that the man automatically received his
citizenship when his Father; therefore he was less than 16 years old when his Father. Post Office State
abbreviations are used Other abbreviations used are:

Listed here are die men and women vdio registered to vote in
1912. This listing covers only the Camarillo and Conejo Precincts.

Unfortunately, only the index to the 1912 Great Register for Ventura County has been found. The office of
die Registrar of Voters for Ventura County could not locate the actual books and die supervisor did not know
v^at had become of diem. The Ventura County Historical Society has a few of the books but nodiing so late
as 1912. We shall keep looking for them because these Great Registers contain a great deal of useful
genealogical information.

For some reason the person wfio compiled the index did not put down the ages of the women, so it is
impossible to be absolutely certain jfrom the index \\^o are husband and wife, or mother and son or daughter.
On die plus side, in many instances fiill names are given, wdiich are, in some cases at least, die woman's
maiden name.

The 1910 U.S. Census was checked to attempt to find the women's ages and marital status. Not all the
women were found, but those who were found will have an asterisk (*) by dieir name and die information
added.

California was one of the more progressive states — it granted women the right to vote nine years earlier than
the Federal government did. 1911 was the year. Did the women of Ventura County register to vote in 1912
(the first year they could register). Listed here are the men and women who registered to vote in 1912. This
listing covers the Moorpark and Simi Precincts and continues fi*om Vol. 15, No. 3.

As mentioned before, only the index to the 1912 Great Register for Ventura County has been found. The
office of the Registrar of Voters for Ventura County could not locate the actual books and the supervisor did
not know what had become of them. We shall keep looking for them because these Great Registers contain a
wealth of information.

Since the person who compiled the index did not put down the ages of the women, the 1910 U.S. Census was
checked to attempt to find the women's ages and marital status. Not all the women were found, but those
who were found will have an asterisk by their name and the information added.

A few people listed here are found in the book "Simi Grows Up," by Janet Scott Cameron, 1963. I have
included the place the people came from and other interesting pieces of information whenever found. These
entries will have a double asterisk at the entry.

Their lives spanned the Era of Colonial ism, the Industrial Revolution ai
the Age of Atomic Energy. Their lives were affected by the Inventions o
the kni tting frame, the HcCormIck reaper, the telegraph, the stea
locomotive, the atomic bomb and the Sputnik satellite. John Tabberra
traveled to Canada on a wooden hulled British transport} his son wen
South with the Union Army In a railroad car; and his grandson sailed
the Philippines in a steel hulled Army transport. Courage, ambitio
service to their country and a strong sense of family responsibil ity wer
traits they held In common.

John Tabberrah, baptized In St. Mary's Parish, Nottingham, was the son of
Nill lam and Mary Tabberrah. He enlisted in His Majesty's Regiment of
Foot on June, 1825. .Although his age at enl istment was recorded as
18, a christening record and census records indicate he was a few years
older. He was small , only five feet tall, with fair completion, hazel
eyes and brown hair. He was a frame knitter. Lace making was a cottage
industry In Nottingham. It must have been hard for an active bey to sit
indoors In front of a machine tying threads on the knitting frame to make
the lace and hosiery for which Nottingham was famous. It was peace time.
The Napoleonic Uars were over and the border between the young United
States and Canada was quiet. It is easy to understand why he left tlie
monotony of sitting all day at the knitting frame to see the world in the
service of His Majesty, George lU.

After a stay In Ireland, his regiment landed In Quebec Province, Canada
on }6 June, 1827. On 11 February, 1833, John Tabberrah, No.2052, Prlv^
in His Majesty's Army, marrIed Anne Malone Booth, a widow with v
regiment. Their children were: Mary, born 1 March, 1835 in Toronto;
Robert, born 21 November 3837 in Quebec; William Henry, born H October,
1840 in Sorel, Quebec; John, born 6 June, 1843 in Quebec; and Anna Jane,
born 5 November, 1647, in Montreal.

About 1853, John Tabberrah took his family from Montreal to Beekmantown,
New York where other Engl ish speaking families from Quebec Province had
settled. In the 18J0 census of East Beekmantown, we find him on a farm
making a home for two daughters and his elderly mother-in-law, Mary
Malone. The 1880 census l ists him as being 75 years old and l iulngwith
his daughter, Anna Jane, and her husband, Will iam Loughan.

John's son, William Honry Tabberrah, worked in a candy store In Montreal
as a youth. He was fifteen years old when the family migrated to
Beekmantown, New York. He must have been an adventurous boy. According
to his daughter, Ruth, he and his brothers crossed the treacherous Ice to
an island In the St, Lawrence River to search for nuts. His father had

forbidden the trip and promised punishment if disobeyed. The boys
hurried back from the island as soon as they saw the ice starting to
break up, but Will iam sl ipped and one leg entered the water. The Ice
closed on It and held him l ike a vise. He told his brothers to leave him

and get off the river but they Insisted on hQjdjnQ.hJm. Finally the Ice
