OTTAWA WORLD WAR H DEAD BURIED OVERSEAS

Of the 405,399 Americans that lost their lives during World War II, there were 78,976 Missing in Action. The next of
kin of 93,243 elected to have their loved ones buried at overseas cemeteries. The new listing of the World War II database,
now on the web, contains the 172,219 names of those buried overseas, those Missing in Action, and those buried or lost at
sea. It does not contain the names of the 233,181 Americans returned to the United States for burial.

These fifty-four Ottawan's are buried in every overseas American Cemetery except two. Twenty seven of the fifty four
were reported Missing in Action. These numbers coincide with the numbers to the left of the name list of those veterans
buried overseas.
