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papers reported on the August engagement; however, none of the officer's accounts ever
made it into the Official Records of the Civil War. There are genealogists whom I have
had contact with who are actively engaged in researching the background of these soldiers;
however, as is the case in many parts of Missouri, the complete records of these men and
their military careers is sketchy. Nevertheless, the Battle of Athens is a site worthy of a
visit and research into the lives of western soldiers.
