Spring Grove Cemetery
Country cemeteries are usually secluded, peaceful places, surrounded by corn fields, or in a

pasture in the shadow of trees. Some are small family plots, while others are where a church used for
worship stood in past times. Spring Grove Cemetery comes under the category of a past church
cemetery.

An Associate Reformed Church was organized across the road to the south in 1855, and then, in
1858, a United Presbyterian Church was started when the two churches merged.

Spring Grove was settled about 1835 on the lines between sections 28 and 29, not long after the
route of the Rock Island State Line was established. Until Alexis and Gerlaw were established, and the
coming of the railroad to Gerlaw, Spring Grove had considerable business. There were up to 25 stores
and homes were In the community. It was a post office stop for the rural carriers. It also became a
stage coach stop for passengers between Monmouth and Rock Island.

But, following the new businesses set up by the railroad in Gerlaw, interest in Spring Grove
declined. The church was moved to Gerlaw in 1880, and nothing remains but the cemetery. The
cemetery rapidly fell into disuse after the move, the last burial being in 1924.

Why did I pick this cemetery to write a story about?

Spring Grove Cemetery is filled with life! This summer and fall, the cemetery has been brimming
with the blooms of many native flowers that have called the site home for hundreds of years.

Because the site is being maintained as a natural prairie, the cemetery is not mowed, allowing
the native plants, birds, and animals who live there to flourish. To the untrained eye it looks like the
cemetery is unattended and overgrown with weeds. But, the supervision and care of the cemetery is
closely watched by a board of trustees, composed of members of the science department at Monmouth
College.

The one-acre cemetery plot came under the management of the college biology department in
1970, when the elderly caretakers were no longer able to take care of the site. It is listed as an Illinois
Nature Preserve, which means it is managed for the prairie grass, animals, flora and fauna, and not as a
cemetery.

'People still do visit the grave sites, so we try to keep their concerns in mind," says Ken Cramer,
Associate Professor of Biology at Monmouth College. "People like to get out here and see the grave
sites on Memorial Day, so we do a spring burn."

But, Cramer said that the annual spring burn is making the site less diverse than the area used to
be. So, they are going to lengthen the burn cycle to every third year. We are not getting the build-up of
enough nutrients on the top soil and there are some invading plants that are not native to the area.

To quahfy for an ISGS Prairie Pioneer Ccrlificale. the applicant must be a direct descendant of an
ancestor who sclUcd m hnois prior to 1880. It is required that a document shows the date and place that
the pioneer resided in lilmois. ^

.-r certificates are issued in three categories: (1) Prior to Statehood (December 3 1818)

in the early 1800s, bringing with
them "their faith and their yearning
for regular services of the worship
of God. In the late 1820s, the set
tlers in this part of Warren County
petitioned the Associate Presbyte
rian Church to send a preacher to
this place. The settlers were Scot
tish and they wanted to worship as
they and their forebearers had in the
old counuy as Presbyterians."

AmissiOTary arrived in 1830, and
the church he organized became
known as the Henderscm Church
until the mid-1900s, a time when
World War II veterans Robert
Schweitzer and Lee A. Rodgers were
in their youth. A pastor took over in

1833 and moved the congregation
into the log cabin, which gave way
to a brick church in 1839 and, fi
nally, in 1874, to the present struc
ture that exists less than a mile west
of the cemetery on the MAM Trail.

That 1874 con^egaiion might
have included Civil War veterans
such as J.A. Findley, Robert and
T.A. Gibscm, John Schweitzer and
David and William Tumbull, who
all in rest in peace in the solitude
northwest of Monmouth.

'Today," says the pamphlet, "this
congregation stands as a testament
to the enduring faith of those set
tlers who first had the vision to farm
this rich land and to give thanks to
God for the bounty of their labors."

It concludes in prayer, "Now we
look forward to the future. We pray
that your spirit move through us and
our descendants to continue this
wimess for you in generations to
come."
