To make continuation for 8 generation pedigree chart -
take 16 times the page number, minus 14 - gives continuation
chart number. For 4 generation pedigree chart - take 8 times
the page number, minus & - gives continuation chart number.

EXAMFLES: 8 Generation Chart - pg 2(from 1st chart) times 16
equals 32, minus 14 gives remainder of 18 (for chart #2)
etc. For 4 Generation Chart - pg 2(from 1st chart) times 8
equals 16, minus &, gives remainder of 10 for chart #2.
