Deaths 1903 Concluded

12 August 1903:

Mrs. Sophie Berta Wilhelmine Gerghorn (nee Kroppe) died on the 9*'' of August at 8
p.m. at the age of 61 years, 5 months and 29 days, of rheumatism and heart problems. She
was born 11 February 1842 at Griessen in the kingdom of Hannover; was baptized on 27
February 1842. She departed for America with her parents in August 1853. She was
confirmed at the church in Long Grove, united in marriage on 7 September 1865 with Mr.
Heinrich Berghorn. She was given the Holy Sacrament on the morning of her death, Sunday,
the 9*'' of August 1903. She was buried in our local cemetery.

At the home hymns were sung from the hymnal, No. 496 and Psalm 90; at the
church. No. 27, verses 1, 3 and 4; and from the songbook "Pearls and Flowers", No. 10; from
the Parish Register, No. 53. The Women's Guild from our church met and for the last time
memories were shared and a beautiful flower pot was dedicated.

At the graveside Isaiah 61:1-3 was read by P.H. Chr. Schmidt of Long Grove and
P.J.C. Hoffmeister of Palatine . At the cemetery, under the direction of the Women's Guild
No. 510, verses 1 and 3 were sung from the songbook.

28 December 1903

Ferdinand Hoffman, a meatcutter/butcher, from the vicinity of Vienna , Austria , was
about 25 years old, had only been in America a short time, and had worked these few
months here at Mr. Fiedler's butcher shop. He thought he was well, but was poorly looked
upon within the local community due to a broken engagement with a young lady.

Not only that, this young man, who found lodging with the Schaefer family and work
cutting ice, had to deal with his reputation being severely damaged by hard feelings. This,
compounded by his almost incomprehensible dialect; the young man, believing his honor
destroyed, felt so depressed, that on the morning of the 26'^ of December, while working on
the ice. suddenly jumped into the water and, despite numerous attempts to rescue him, died.

Since sufficient funds were found on him, he was given a decent burial, with the
Pastor delivering a prayer of intercession. Hurried communication was made with the
relatives in Austria and, although the body is laid to rest in our local cemetery, his spirit has
been taken home.

Know all men by these presents that John Karr late of Warrick County Indiana but now deceased
by his last will and Testament bearing date of 27 August 1827 bequeathed unto Solomon Vanada
and William Briscoe (his brothers in Law) of the County of Warrick all the balance and residue
of his estate both real and personal lying and being in Livingston County Kentucky and
elsewhere after the payment of his Just debts, which will was recorded in the Clerks Office of
Warrick County in Book A page 124 and whereas on the 17"^ day of January 1829 William
Briscoe departed this life and died intestate leaving Sarah Briscoe his widow and relict, George
Briscoe, Sarah S. Hedges late Sarah S. Briscoe, Karr Briscoe, John Briscoe, Hickery Briscoe
now Hickery Collins, William Briscoe, Slaughter Briscoe, Nancy Briscoe with W. Briscoe and
Verzula J. A. Briscoe his heirs at law. Now know Ye that I William Briscoe heir at law of the said
