This reprint is a copy of a chronological list of members of the Church of Christ in Framingham,
MA, from 1701 to 1870. It was originally compiled from private journals, church and town
records and family records. A Sabbath diary kept by one minister from 1717 to 1718 contained a
list of baptisms, admissions to the church and other data during that period. But there were no
records of the earlier years and the closing period of the first pastorate.
