Legible, aged records of burials in the ceme
tery contain entries made shortly after the
Civil War. Some of these entries give the
cause of death of the people buried in the

cemetery.

Any researcher wishing to establish relation

ships between families, should obtain a copy
of Sunrise, Kost/ Almelundr A History, by Theo
dore A. Norelius, which is sold by the Cham
ber of Commerce in Center City, Minnesota.
Inscriptions on the tombstones in Sunrise

Cemetery were copied row by row, and have not

been arranged in alphabetical order. People
bearing different surnames were buried in some

family plots. Alphabetizing the names would
have destroyed family relationships.

Standing under the tall Pines and copying
these cemetery records was a most pleasurable

experience.
