He then wrote a note and
handed to the preacher, whose name
was Ware, stating that Mr. Thomas, a
Morman preacher would preach in the
afternoon at 3 o’clock in the school

house. The preacher did not read the
note but only remarked that Mr.
Thomas would preach in the school
house in the afternoon, without

informing the people who I was.

After cutting around the tooth he
took five quick pulls at it but was not
able to pull it out, which however
gave me great pain, for it seemed
almost like pulling my head off. At
last he gave it up and said his
strength was not sufficient. After
stopping with Mr. Saddler for a short
time I went over to the house of Mr.

Plaverty where I stayed all night.

Monday, March 4th, 1850
After spending a very agreeable

visit of one night with my wife’s
relatives, I resolved to take my

departure this morning for Pontotoc
Co., Miss. Accordingly I set off
bidding them all goodbye and
promising to call upon them on my
return as I go home. If I am not in
too much of a hurry. I went to the
city of Memphis 2 miles distant, and
from there I set off on foot and

alone, and after walking some 26
miles from Memphis making in all
28 miles, I stopped for the night
with a Mr. Applewhite.

This morning I took an early

start. I stopped for dinner with a Mr.
Chambley, who together with his
family showed me much kindness
and inquired with a great deal of
apparent interest about our people,
faith and doctrine, etc. I stopped but
a short time with them, during
which I took occasion to remove as

much prejudice as possible from
their minds. On my departure I left
them the little book called “The

Voice of Warning” and I made them
promise as they desired it, to preach
in their neighborhood on my return
if I had time to do so.

Friday March 22nd: Today I have
spent with Mr. Plavery and it has
been raining during the whole night.
I went to the house of Mr. Matthews.

Saturday, March 23rd: I left Mr.
Matthews after breakfast and went to

my Uncles and spent the remainder
of the day in writing. At night I went
to the house of a Mr. Morris to

preach.

Monday, March 25th: This morning
Bro. Dennis gave $3.00 to buy me
some pantaloons, as I stand very
much in need of them. I then left and

went to my Uncle's and after dinner 1
rode to a little town about 1 mile

from the Mills, and here I bought me
some cloth to make me some

pantaloons, and then I carried it to a
Widow Hind to make. Cousin Abner

Thomas going with me, we then
returned to the Mill.

I went this evening to call upon and
Uncle who lived some 4 miles off,
whom I had never seen but once, which

was during the Autumn of 1836 in the
state of North Carolina; I found him

glad to see me. He is a very old man
and has never married. He lives here

upon the property of a deceased brother
who also was the brother of my father.
I found him with a cousin of mine who

lives in North Carolina. He is acting

here in the capacity of Administrator of
the estate of my dead uncle. This is
part of my business to this section of
this country, to enquire after the
disposition of the estate, for my Uncle
was never married and died leaving no
will, and of course my father’s family is
entitled to one share of the estate, and

now it seems that in this quarter I may
find those who will receive the Gospel
of Jesus Christ from the interest

manifested today by the people.
During the evening we sat up and had
very much conversation, i also found
here a family of negroes who monce
belonged to me, but wjiom I sold to my
deceased uncle (Benjamin Thomas) in
his life time, upon occasion of my
removing from this state to gather with
the saints in Mauvoo in the Spring of
1845.

Saturday March 29th:- Today Cousin
Abner Thomas and myself went
down to the town of Houston, the

county seat of Chicksaw Co. to see
the Judge of the Probate Court to get
some information in regards to the
estate of my deceased uncle. The
Judge was not at home so we were
disappointed in obtaining the desired
information.

I  traveled today some 29 miles,
passing through a small town called
Monconnor and another called

Mt.Pleasant and larger one called
Hot Springs and stopped for the
night with one Mr. Lurallin.

March 8th: This morning I traveled
some 50 miles further down south. I

walked today 25 miles and stopped
off the night with a Dr. Turdy, 15
miles from the town of Pontotoc.

A Brief History of Woodville

On the second highest elevation in the state of Mississippi, in
an atmosphere of culture and dignity and with a welcome extended
to strangers, stands the quaint, proud little town of Woodville.

One ofthe oldest towns in the state, some years ago Woodville
was chosen for study by Harvard University as best typifying the old
South in appearance, customs and traditions, and  a detailed study of
the community was made by the anthropology department of that
famed university.

Woodville was first settled near the turn of the nineteenth cen

tury and was incorporated as a town in 1811. A short time later it
was chosen as the county seat of Wilkinson County, which was
formed in 1802 in the extreme southwest comer of Mississippi from
an old territory originally known as the county of Bourbon, and later
as Adams County. Interestingly, the 1980 census figures reveal that
the population of the county today is virtually the same as it was 150
years ago, in 1830.

The original Natchez Trace had its point of
origin at Fort Adams on the Mississippi River near
Woodville when the Commander-in-Chief of the

United Slates Army, General James Wilkinson, for
whom the county was named, completed a treaty with
the Choctaw Indians to open a thoroughfare from
Fort Adams northeast in order that supplies and
soldiers could safely be moved to the fort located
there. It was at Fort Adams that the scene of “The

Man Without a Country”, by Edward Everett Hale,
was located.

Woodville and Wilkinson County have contributed much to
the history of the South and of the nation, having produced native
sons of slate and nationwide renown too numerous to mention.

In 1830 Wilkinson County had the unusual distinction ofhav
ing at the same time a United States Senator. George Poindexter, a
Governor of the slate. Gerard C. Brandon, and a Lieutenant Gover
nor, Abram M. Scott.

Near Woodville is the boyhood home of JefTerson Davis,
where his mother is buried in the family cemetery on Rosemont
Plantation.

This area’s most successful financier, and probably Mis
sissippi’s, was Judge Edward McGehee, whose, plantation home.
Bowling Green, was located just south of Woodville. President
Zachary Taylor tendered him the post of Secretary of the Treasury
of the United States, which he declined because of his large finan
cial interests.

A short distance west of Woodville is located

LaGrange Plantation, the home of James Alexander
Ventress, a graduate of the University of Edinburgh,
who was the father of the University of Mississippi.
The original palatial LaGrange residence was con
sidered by many to be one of the finest examples of a
home of the old South. Tragically, the mansion was
destroyed by fire after being struck by lightning a
number of years ago.

Woodville also boasts the distinction of being
the home of the stale's oldest business institution in

continuous operation, the newspaper, “The Wood
ville Republican” founded in 1823.

Woodville was distinguished in the early his
tory of Mississippi not only for its political and finan

cial leadership, but also as a leader in the slate’s early religious and
educational affairs.

Three church buildings in Woodville have been occupied for
more than a century and a half, the Woodville Baptist Church, St.
Paul’s Episcopal Church, and the Woodville Methodist Church;
while a fourth. St. Joseph’s Catholic Church, occupies a structure
now more than one hundred years old.

The vital interest of the early settlers of Woodville and Wilk
inson County in the education of their youth is reflected in the wealth
of schools which flourished in the early days of the area. As early as
1815 Pinckneyville Academy was incorporated, and  a short time
later Wilkinson Academy near Woodville came into being. It was
here that Jefferson Davis received his early education.

The Woodville Female Academy was organized in 1819. to
be followed by Sligo Academy in 1821 and the Marion Academy in
1830. These were followed by The Woodville Classical School for
Boys, formed in 1839. and later by Edward McGehee College for
girls in 1861.

Woodvillians are justly proud of their rich heritage of south
ern culture and traditions, as well as of the many old antebellum
homes and gardens within its limit and in the immediate vicinity. It is
with pleasure that our people welcome visitors to the community
during our annual Pilgrimage, as well as throughout the year.

The Woodville business district, like that of so
many old southern towns, is built around a square in
the center of which stands the courthouse, the third
structure to be located there. Surrounding this impos
ing building are many stately live oak trees. Because of its size and
age there stands among these one tree in the southwest corner that
has the distinction of being a member of the American Society of
Live Oaks. It bears the name of “The Jefferson Davis Oak”, and

stands as a living memorial to the first and only president of the
Confederacy.

Near the southwest comer of the Court Square is located the
old Bank of the Slate of Mississippi, organized more than 160 years
ago. The repudiation of the bonds of the subsequent owner of the
building. Planters Bank of the Stale of Mississippi, more than 125
years ago, caused international controversy and litigation in the
Supreme Court of the United Stales. The building, now owned by
the Woodville Civic Club, is being restored by that organization.

The first standard gauge railroad in America, the old West
Feliciana Railroad, later a pan of the Illinois Central System, was
made possible by financiers of Woodville and vicinity. This rail
road. which made its first run in 1842. was the first to issue and print
freight tariffbills, and its home office in Woodville is thought to be
the oldest building of its kind in the nation. Located on the southeast
corner of the courthouse square, this historic building with its majes
tic columns and stalely air of the past is now owned by the Woodville
Civic Club and has been designated as “The Woodville Museum of
Southern Decorative Arts”.

And our future!

THE WOODVILLE CIVIC CLUB was founded in the fall

of 1971 by a group of spirited Woodvillians who wanted to stimulate
interest in the betterment of this community.

In the spring of 1972, the Club sponsored the revival of the
Woodville Pilgrimage which had been held from 1938 through
1941. Since 1972 the club has held a yearly Spring Pilgrimage and
in 1982 sponsored the first Fall Pilgrimage.

The projects of the Club have been many and diverse. They
have encompassed extensive landscaping programs for the court
house Square, weekly Bingo games, Christmas parades, publica
tions, creation ofthe Historic district, craft shows, bus tours, Pilgrim
ages, a piano festival, area promotion, and perhaps of most lasting
importance the purchase and restoration of two historic landmarks
on the Courthouse Square.

With a membership in 1981 of 901 members, the Club has
been a widespread and vital force in this community.

The West Feliciana Railroad Office and Banking House, an
imposing columned structure on the east side of the Courthouse
Square, was purchased by the Woodville Civic Club, Inc., in 1973,
two years after the Club was founded. Built in 1838 by Woodville
financiers, the building in recent years had been our post office.

The building had a new roof installed in 1976 and in 1983
underwent an extensive restoration program utilizing a $30,000
Matching Fund Grant from the U.S. Department of the Interior as
part of the National Register Grants-In-Aid.

It is recognized as being of national historic importance.

The Branch Banking House was acquired in 1976. Built prior
to 1817, it is located on the west side of the Courthouse Square.
With its roofline and window details altered because of a major fire,
c. 1912. the building during the 20th Century has been a commercial
building and most recently the Woodville Library.

Recognized as having significant importance historically to
this slate it had extensive repairs in 1980 with the rebuilding of most
of its back wall under a U.S. Department of the Interior National
Register Matching Fund Grant for $10,000.

Both Civic Club properties retain much of their original mill-
work detail, their original bank vaults and are being restored with the
assistance of Koch and Wilson Architects of New Orleans.

Present plans call for the creation of a large exhibit room on
the ground floor of the railroad bank building for our future Wood
ville Museum and the restoration of the four room apartment, once
the quarters of the bank president, with furnishings of local origin.
The territorial Bank Building will be used for additional exhibit
space as well as a community house for club events.

Matching funds for our grants and other restoration funds
have been raised principally by One Thousand Dollar donors to our
Founders Plaque program for the museum building and Five Hun
dred Dollar donorsfor the bank building. As of 1983, the Founders
Plaque programs had passed the Fifty Thousand Dollar mark.

The Woodville Civic club is proud of its role as an organiza
tion devoted to the preservation of both our historic landmarks.

LEGEND

The Woodville Historic District was entered on the National

Register of Historic Places on May 20.1982. It encompasses a size
able portion of the present day town and most of the nineteenth cen
tury village within its limits. Within the district are approximately
140 buildings representing an architectural range from the Federal
style through post World War II revivals, the majority of which date
from 1820 to 1930.

The citizens of Woodville take a great deal of pride in the his
toric character of their community and preservation has been ac
complished through the simplest means possible - responsible
maintenance.

TOWN HALL AND THE WATER TOWER (Start)

During Pilgrimage. Town Hall is used as headquarters for the
Woodville Civic Club. The picturesque edifice was built in 1903
and was a bank for many years.

The Water Tower was built shortly after the turn of the cen
tury and is now used as a standby for the new tower. Towers such as
this one were once landmarks in every United States village and
town.

©THE COURTHOUSE

Tlie Wilkinson County Courthouse was built in 1903. the third
courthouse. Tlie first was a temporary log building and the .second
built in 1829 was a simple Federal style building, a photograph of
which is in the museum collection.

©THE JEFFERSON DAVIS OAK

The Jefferson Davis Oak. a member ofthe American Society of Live
Oaks since 1938. predates the town, and is a living monument to the
President of the confederacy to whom Woodville was home.

©THE BRANCH BANKING HOUSE

The Brandi Banking House was built prior to 1817. Recently
acquired by the Woodville Civic Club, it will in time be restored and
house a branch of the museum. The vault, dating to its territorial
branch days, is still used. The second story features original mill-
work and woodgraining. (See page 3)

COMMERCIAL ROW

Commercial Row has for well over a century been an integral part of
the towns offices and shops. The small brick building at the east end
of the row was built as a law office by Capt. D. C. Bramlette near the
end of the 19th century and has been used as a law office by four
generations of Bramlette attorneys.

THE HUGH CONNELL HOMETHE MAJOR A.M. FELTUS HOME

A. M. Felius, who employed John James Auduhon here lo leacn
dancing, built this home about 1819 in the popular Classic style of
the day. It has been the Catchings family home since the end of the
19th century.
Home of Dr. & Mrs. C. E. Catchings.

Built by Hugh Connell, an early prominent Woodvillian. this lovely
Federal Period home has been in the Argue family for many years. It
has raw plaster walls and is beautifully furnished. Built into a
hillside, it is two stories in the back. Home of Mr. & Mrs. Carl
G. Smith.

@ THE VAN EATON HOMETHE OSWALD CEMETERY
Thomas Oswald once owned the west half of this block and sold the
lot to the Woodville-West Feliciana Railroad for its office building.

The graves of two of his wives arc marked in this small cemetery.

8ST. PAUL'S

Si Paul's Episcopal Church is the oldest Episcopal church west of
ihe Aiiegticn\ Mountains. The organ was imported from England in
I 827 and wasagifi loihe church by Major Fcltus. The rectory is just
north of me church and is typical of Mississippi cottages ol the first
haif.of the 19ih ccnuirv. Visitors are welcome at the church.

ST. JOSEPH'S
This home was built in the 1820”s and then enlarged several years
later as can be seen by the roofline. It was the home of Judge Van
Eaton who gave Woodville Van Eaton Park and for many years was
the Peter Stockelt home. Home of Mr. and Mrs. Jerry K. Foster.

Si. Joseph's Catholic Church was built in 1873. Priorto the building
of the church, services were held for many years at the Carnot Posey
home. Visitors arc welcome at the church.

Built about 1845 by General Carnot Posey. C.S.A.. in the typical
Mississippi planter story-and-a-half style. The marble mantels were
brought from an earlier Posey country home and set in the handsome
and spacious Greek Revival interior. Home of Mr. and Mrs. John
Day.

Designed by John T. Smith, Architect and built in 1897 on the site of
the old college it was described in the February 2. 1898 issue of The
Woodville Republican as “the most beautiful residence in the coun
ty". Today, it is a premier example of the Eastlake Style in Mis
sissippi. Home of Mr. & Mrs. Robert F. Catchings.

THE WALLACE HOME THE BAPTIST CHURCH

The Woodville Baptist Church, built in 1809 and founded in 1798,
is the oldest church building ofany denomination now standing in the
stale. The stained glass window was a recent gift to the church.
Visitors are welcome at the church.

METHODIST CHURCH
The Woodville Methodist Church was built in 1824 and is the oldest

of its denomination in the state. John South Lewis gave the land for
the church and he and Judge Edward McGehee were charter trus
tees. Colonel Lewis is buried in the church yard. Visitors are
welcome at the church.

Home of Mr. and Mrs. Prentiss
Ferguson.

This home, built in 1832. is iiniyuc in that descendants ofJohn South

Lewis have occupied it since 1836. It has been enlarged through the
years with thoughtful additions which preserve the one-room-deep
character of the original structure. Home of Mr. and Mrs. Gordon
Morris.

THE WOODVILLE REPUBLICAN THE WOODVILLE PUBLIC LIBRARY

The present library was built in 1978 and is an example of a contem
porary building which contributes to the architectural significance of
an historic district. During Pilgrimage, the library houses the arm
chair slide tour of historical sites of Woodville and Wilkinson
County.

The Woodville Republican is the oldest newspaper and business
institution in Mississippi, founded in 1824. It was bought over a
hundred years ago by Capl. S. Lewis whose grandson, John S.
Lewis, is now the editor.

Built in 1809. many of the exterior Victorian touches were added to
this home during one of Woodville’s earliest restorations - done in
1876 by Dr. L. W. Magruder whose descendants still live here.
Among the many family pieces is an early plantation-made book
case. Home of Miss Mary Scott.

41HAMPTON HALL

Samuel and Jane Davis settled here in 1810 with their ten children.
The youngest child was Jefferson Davis, later United States Con
gressman from Mississippi, United States Senator from Mississippi,
Secretary of War to President Pierce and President of the Con
federacy. It was the Davis home for nearly 100 years.

Near the plantation house is the Davis cemetery where five genera
tions of the family are buried. Rosemont is open to the public as an
historic house museum with many of the original furnishings and
Davis memorabilia on exhibit. Property of Percival T. Beacroft,
Jr.

Hampton Hall is known both for its park like setting and the spiral
staircase which soars elliptically for three stories. A cemetery Is
adjacent to the home. 1832 is marked on the gutter boxes of the
home which was restored in 1946. Home of Mr. and Mrs. David
Clay Bramlette.

PLEASANT HILL PLANTATION, c. 1840. A distinguished
example of a plantation residence sensitively restored and preserv
ed. It is three miles west of its original site. This new addition to the
Woodville Pilgrimage was recently put on the National Register.
Owned by Mrs. John C. Hewes. 8

TRINITY PLANTATION, c. 1860. Moved lo this site from

nearer Fort Adams during the 19lh century, Trinity is undergoing an
extensive restoration program. Several hundred antique dolls are on
display along with family heirlooms. Home of Mr. and Mrs. Ver
non Langlois.

Desert was built about 1810 by Captain Robert Semple and has
been for many years a Merwin family home. Mrs. Brandon was
Catherine Merwin. There is original furniture and china in the
home; also many Brandon and Merwin family portraits. The ceme
tery is nearby. Home of Mr. and Mrs. Williams Brandon.

GREENWOOD PLANTATION

Fort Adams
Fort Adams is the county’s oldest settlement and is located on the
Mississippi River west of Woodville. Having been  a mission in
1682 settled by Father Davion, it survived as a mission until 1764.
It became a United States frontier fort in 1799 under the command

of General Wilkinson, for whom Wilkinson County was named.

Fort Adams is the setting for the famous novel “The Man Without a
Country” by Edward Everett Hale which made its central character
Phillip Nolan, an international figure.

The Smithsonian Institution has done considerable archaeological
work at the site of the Fort, atop Blockhouse Hill, the highest spot on
the Mississippi south of Memphis.

Greenwood ws built about 1792 by Patrick Foley and has never left
the Foley-Keary-Brandon family. Direct descendants of Governor
Brandon now own Greenwood. It was electrified in 1974 and is

being restored. The cemetery is nearby. Home of Mr. and Mrs.
Alvin Bedgood.

COLD SPRING PLANTATION
Pinckneyville
The town was named at the close of the eighteenth century for
Thomas Pinckney who in 1795 as special U. S. Envoy to Spain had
secured the San Lorenzo Real Treaty that guaranteed the United
States free navigation of the Mississippi River all the way to its
Spanish mouth. The treaty also shoved the Spanish West Florida
border (at that time above Natchez) 100 miles further south to the
31 St parallel - the present day Mississippi-Louisiana state line.

OLIVER POLLOCK GRAVE Cold Spring built about 1811, is known for its famous ghost. Set in a
beautiful grove of live oaks and massive azaleas. Cold Spring has
four Tuscan columns and double galleries. There are some original
outbuildings on the plantation. Home of Mrs. McGehee Reed
and family.

Oliver Pollock was the largest individual contributor to our War Of
Independence. He later settled in this county and was buried near
this site. He is best known today as the man who invented the
dollar sign.

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Rose Hall is a handsome example of Victorian architecture. It was
built in 1899 by Lea Borden Robinson and is still in the Robinson
family.

In I85S a French scholar aiul journalist, ludovic Adrian de Montiutin. brought his family by tailing
vessel to Louisiana, where at Convent and later in New Orleans, he established private schools for boys.
Almost twenty years loter, forced by ill health to retire from teaching, he moved to the quiel coast town
of Boy St. Louis, where in 1878 he purchased for $7 5 the contents of a small apothecary shop, intending

simply to indulge his hobby of chemistry. The community's need for medicines, however, caused him to
develop the tiny shop into what is now the oldest drugstore on the Mississippi Gulf Coast. Two of his sons
became phormoctsIs—Alfrcd ond the present owner, Rene, who is ninety-two and still quite active! His grond-
son, Rene Jr., a graduate of the Loyola School of Pharmacy, is now pharmacist-in-chorge and monager of
the store.

The present building wos er.'ited in 1897 ofter a fire destroyed most of the town's business section

along the beach. Its old-world otmospherc has been carefully preserved, along with its round-glass coun
ters, old French shutters, crystol candy |ors, and many other relics of the early days, so thot although keeping
poce professionally with the changing years, its quaintness is still refreshing both to long-time friends ond
