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MT. PLEASANT BAPTIST CHURCH
Mildred Dodd

Drive four miles west from Willard, Missourl, turn left on a Greene County high-
way -marked "UU," take the first left-turning road and come to a full stop when
you find ‘the first small, insignificant, right-turning road. Shut off the
motor or hitch your horse to the nearest tree, look back over your left shoulder
and watch the world going on its troubled way. Glve yourself a moment to relax,
then make the right turn. ’

Where are you? On a more than half-;orgotten wilderness road which undulates

a mile or so through a world primeval where the canopy of trees shields all
beneath from the sun‘s bright glare. On the floor of the second valley is a
small fretted bridge which calls you back to reality. Top the hill and you are
at: Mt. Pleasant, a Scuthern Baptist Church organized one hundred forty-one years
ago--a little less than seventeen yeers after Miscourl became a state in August
of 1821,

The church historian gives the followlng account of the organization.v"

“On the third Saturday of January, 1838, a group of people met at the home of
Brother John GILMORE by appointment for the purpose of organizing a Baptist
churbh. In this group were Brother David COFFMAN and John GILMORE, both ordain-
ed-deacons, and Elijah WILLIAMS, an ords"iaed preacher.

"Elijah WILLIAMS was chosen moderator and John GILMORE clerk pro tem. After
this, the followlng persons presented letters and thelr names were enrolled as
memberst ¥illiam and Rebecca TATUM, Andrew, Thomas and Rebecca SIMMONS, Agnes,
John and Margeret DAVIS, Bershebe GILMORE, Elizabeth GRANTHAM, John C, and Appy
JOHHSON, Charles L. and Seira PECK.

“Then the articles of falth and rules of decorun were adopted.

"The next recnrdinp neeting was March 1, 1838, at which reeting John GILMOHE
and Iucindz GILMORE were recelved by letter and the church ¢ »se the name Mount
Pleasant. In April of that yecr Brother Lot HACKNEY was recelved by letter and
Brother Charles I.. PECK was chosen as clerk. This completed the permanent
crganization,

"Elder James RUCKNER became the first preacher. The first Communion Sexvice
was held in June and in August the church petitioned for admittance to the Union
Assoclation, '

"By the July meeting in 1839 the church had decided to erect a building of hewn
logs ~“The house to be 20 feet square with a sultable height.’ Brother Charles
L, PECK became *the first church trnasurer in 1841 bui it was nct until the
June, 1842 meeting that mention was made of a collectlon to defray church
expenses and then it was set for a monxh in advance. :

"October, 1842 meeting stated that the members agreed to bulld a framed house
of worship 50 by 25 feet. In Avsust, 1843 it was agreed to instruct the trus-
tees ‘To procure nails for the meating house ani was also agreed to assist in
paying for them.® In 1848 the church voted to fill the house with seats.”
