original cemetery records for any of these ceme
teries. The records of Elm Lawn cemetery, for
example, are handwritten in a modem ledger
book. They are an obvious transcription, but the
trustees have no older records. One must search

the death registers of the various churches, if they
exist and are available, to get clues about a final
resting place for an early ancestor.

Table 1 [page 26] is a transcription of se
lected columns from the first thirty years of the
death register for the “Evangelisch Zions Ge-
meinde bei Des Peres.” It covers the period from
the founding of the original congregation until
the cemetery at Clayton and Balias Roads was
firmly established. The notes found in the last
column of Table 1 reflect my interpretation of the
data relating to the final resting place for those
early German Protestant settlers. The death regis
ter, Elm Lawn Cemetery records, and published
indexes seem to list the same people after 1868.

To resolve the question of my missing Preiss
ancestors, I compared data in the original church
records, the StLGS published list in Old Ceme
teries of St. Louis County, Missouri, Volume 1,
and the Elm Lawn Cemetery ledger book. Fi
nally, I walked the cemetery photographing and
recording information from Preiss hea^tones. It
appears the missing people are listed in St. Louis
County Burials, Volume 2 under the name

REISS. Both names appear in the handwritten
records and were probably misread. Table 2 is
my interpretation of the correct names and rela
tionships. If there were date differences, I used

the church records, as they are the only primary
sources available. Table 2 [page 34] also includes
a few Preiss names that appear in the death regis
ter, but are not in the cemetery trustee’s ledger
book.

of worship, the name being used by the congre
gation at the time of a person’s death, headstone
inscriptions, family relationships and their rela
tives’ burial places, etc., to arrive at a credible
conclusion. While I cannot guarantee my inter
pretations are correct, they seem reasonable when
you consider all the information.

My effort to resolve discrepancies found in
St. Louis County Burials, Volume 2 provided sev
eral lessons in genealogy (although not new les
sons). First, you need to check original primary
sources, even when a usually reliable secondary
source is available. Second, you need to check all
the spellings. And finally, when you have incom
plete or conflicting information, you must con
sider the available information in total; i.e., place

Near the Koester and Wolkenhauer tombs

several graves, appearing to be freshly made, and

adjoining them, backed by a cedar tree, is a

wooden cross to which is aflTxed a tin sign, read

ing; “H.M. Hansen dod den 8th July, 1889.”

South of Hansen is a grave with a cedar growing
out of it. There is a wooden headboard which has

the epitaph: ‘‘Hier Ruht in Christo, Friederich

Orth, geb. den 25 Dec. 1840, gest. den 3 Nov.

1885.” A marble slab erected by the United States
Government, stands in front of the wooden trib

ute, and partly obscures the words on the latter.

The burial ground here described, which is

over fifty years old, is that near Des Peres post-
office, and a few hundred yards south of the Man

The road leading to the graveyard is graveled
and private. If the Balias road were extended south

Mo. Inf.” A little southeast of Orth, is a similar
marble slab, also put up by the Government, to
“Philip Merz.

A little slab, with a lamb cut in its face, me
morializes Albert M. Ravens, who died Jan. 25,
1882, at the tender age of 6 months.

A little slab, with a broken bud carved above

A small slab chronicles the death of Mathilde

A beautiful lot near here is circular in form,
surrounded by an evergreen hedge, with the en
trance on the east. There are five marked graves,
the headstone to Mathilda L.E. Leeser resting
against the footstone to F.H.W. Leeser’s grave.
The lot is sown in grass and is ornamented with

shrubs and flowers. A white marble slab, draped at
one comer and having a cross, with a vine twining
about it, at the other, is sacred to the memory of
Maria Miessler, who died Sept. 20, 1886, at the
age of 40 years, 4 months, 10 days.

Not far away is a row of monuments, four in
number, elaborate and striking. One, of white

marble, is in the center of a lot, defined by stone
posts at the comers and having a stone portal.

the memorial to Henriette L. Lochhaas, already
described, with slight changes in the spelling.

In the southeast comer of the yard are numer-

old cedars, with wide-spreading boughs,
whose shade lies deep on many nameless graves.
Old-fashioned picket fences surround little plats
of ground, beneath whose surface lie the dead
who have no memorial slab or board to mark their
last resting place. Some of the fences are in the

last stage of decay. In such surroundings is a twin
marble headstone, with joined hands at the center
of the arch. On one side of the tribute is an in

scription to Margarethe Rieffenach, who died Jan.
21, 1884, in her 79th year. The text is Luc. 2, 20:

Within a paling fence are several graves, a
wooden headboard, undecipherable, being
one. In this vicinity are three tombstones-one

inscribed to “Herm Andreas Greb, geboren 6 Oct.
1828, in Niedermoos, im Grosherzogthum Hessen,

gestorben 21 Oct. 1858.” The sentiment appended
reads:

The central memorial is for Anna Katharina
Greb Hoell, who died March 6, 1888, in her 87th
year. Beneath the inscription is cut:

On its counterpart the epitaph is to
Heinrich Rieffenach, died July 2, 1860, in his 70th
year. The text for him is 1 Joh. 1, 7: “Das Blut
Jesu Christi macht uns rein von aller Suende.”

A modest slab stands above the grave of
Gertrud Bopp, bom Lind, wife of Peter Bopp,
Kirkwood, who was bora May 7, 1817 and died

Oct. 24, 1861, “Ausgewandert den 28ten Sept.
1852, aus Graebenhain Grossherzogthum, Hessen
Darmstadt.” The 5th verse of the 90th Psalm ends

the epitaph. Just north is a small picketed inclo
sure, with a wooden headboard having painted
letters lying on the grave, from which last grow
sassafras sprouts and blackberry bushes. The
grave is that of Georg Haushalter, private 12th
Reg. Mo. Vol, Co. K, bom March 23, 1841, in
Des Peres, Mo, died Dec. 20, 1861.

On the east is a slab with a dove and olive

branch, in memory of L. Wilhelmine A. Wiss-

mann, died March 4, 1865, aged 3 years, 9
months. The epitaph concludes:

Ich will wandeln vor dem Herm im Lande der
Leben.—Ps. 116,9. Ich habe schon nach kurzem
Sareit erlangt die Krone der Herrlichkeit.

Under a large cedar is a picket fence, with a

board screwed to one end. On it is painted an epi
taph to Anna Margaretha Rauscher, born Sept. 7,
1845, died March 8, 1864. The headboard on an
adjoining picketed lot reads to Heinrich Merz. The
weather has effaced the rest. Still another which

can be deciphered with difficulty, is in memory of
Daniel Reinhardt, bom in September, 1857, died
in October, 1858. Close by is another to Magda
lena Reinhardt, bom July 24, 1847, died Nov. 28,
1857. The verse can’t be read. Adjoining Merz is
a similar fence and headboard above Anna Fried-

ericke Lowise Wehmeier, bom Sept. 15, 1860,
died Aug. 10, 1862. There is a long verse which is
nearly all illegible.

A weather beaten headstone is the tribute to

“George Dietrich von Freiensteinau Grosz Hessen,
geboren am 10 August, 1830, gestorben am 20
April, 1858.” A marble slab recites the death of

John Dietrich, husband of Margaretha, who died
June 9, 1860, aged 48.

A weeping willow is cut in the marble head

stone above the grave of Georg H. Rauscher, who
was bom way back in January, 1808. “im Klein

Heubach, Koenigreich Baiem,” and died Sept. 10,
1870—nearly a quarter of a centuiy ago. A text
from the Bible—the verse that is on the stones to

members of the Lochhaas family, already given—
finishes his epitaph.

The little mound above Emilie, daughter of
G. and P. Lindeman, bom Feb. 7, 1863, died Oct.
30, 1865, has an appropriate marble memorial.
The appended text reads:

Da sprachen die Juden, Siehe wie hat er sie so
lieb gehabt—Joh 11. v. 36.

In this vicinity are numerous children’s

graves, many with neat and tasteful headstones,

and some of the inscriptions embodying texts and
poetic tributes to the little ones. E. and H. Hoch

have several children interred here, of various
ages, all dying prior to 1871: Wm. and A.C.

Meier have a daughter aged 3, who died in 1871;
J. and K. Greb have a daughter of 3; and then
there are little graves of children of J.C. and R.
Rauscher, Diem, Wissman, and others.

A white wooden cross, with black edges,
stands above the mound of Louise Hartman.

Other details are not given. A weather-beaten

slab, with a weeping willow carved upon it, is the
memorial to “Katharina Luft, geborene Haack,
geb. d. 8 Maerz, 1823, gest. d. 31 Oct. 1866.”

Bopp, aged 2.

Heinrich Blase, who died June 26, 1876, in
his 40th year, lies under a handsome stone. Next
north of him is a tastefiil slab to “A. Martha Ne-

wroth, geb. Schmauch. geb. in Solz. Hessen, 28,
Mai, 1828, gest. 7 Aug. 1876. Leichentext: Je-
saias c 60, v 20.” Just under the above are lines.
