OLD-TIMER RECALLS EARLY EXPERIENCES
IN SAUNDERS COUNTY

Irvin Benjamin Flees From Nebraska Blizzard Across Treacherous Platte.

When Irvin Benjamin first drove into Fremont from lllinois back in 1870, it was in
a covered wagon drawn by a span of long-horned oxen, with a milch cow tied on
behind. In the wagon with him was his young wife and their child.

As one can readily imagine, this was a far different Fremont, back there in that
remote day 56 years ago, than it is today. And this was a far difference country
in every respect. This was, in fact, in that day, a very vivid part of the famous
“wild and wooly” of the past.

Mr Benjamin went over into Saunders County and bought an 80-acre piece of
the best soil that ever laid out of doors, for less than a dollar an acre. He paid
$75 for it — and that, he attests was about all the cash he had.

First Taste of Blizzard

And that fall of 1870 the Benjamin’s got their first taste of a Nebraska blizzard.
Only by sheer good luck Mr Benjamin is alive to tell it. For three days while the
terrific storm raged, he and his young wife and babe, together with another man
and wife who were living with them, existed on a half peck of potatoes and a little
salt. Mr Benjamin testifies that he did not eat a bite during those three days, lest
the scant supply of food might give out and his wife and baby starve.

And, when the storm broke, Mr Benjamin, as is customary with a careful farmer,
hastened to his stable, which was a mere hay shed he had rigged up near his
sod shanty, to make his horses (he had traded his oxen in on the land) as
comfortable as possible. As he made his way to the stable he remembered that
he had failed to benefit by good advice of settlers and did not have a cloths line
stretched from house to stable.

He could not see his hand before his face, Mr Benjamin says. The snow froze
his eyes shut. But he groped his way to the barn, made his team as safe against
the storm as possible and then started to return to the house, which he thought
he could reach without any trouble. But he had never been put in an old-time
Nebraska blizzard before and did not know the tricks of the blinded human with
reference to distance and direction. Only by a mere chance, after he had
wandered about for a time, his groping hand came in contact with the walls of his
sod dwelling and he got within its sheltering walls again.

So soon as the storm passed Mr Benjamin and his wife decided they had had
enough of the Saunders county country, and they hastened to Fremont, where
