Augustus claimed to have been disabled for previous two years and stated
that Samuel enlisted 20 April at Dunkirk in Battery E 14 Artillary and that he was discharged in 1865. Samuel’s Indian name was
“Jo-wus.” Inaletter dated 20 Feb 1840 Augustus stated that Samuel enlisted 29 Dec 1863 at Binghamton NY, musted in as private
in 14th NYV for 3 years....transferred to Co K 6th NYV artillary 10 May 1864, and was mustered out 24 August 1865 at Washington
DC. Samuelis described as being 5 ft 7/ in, weighing 190 to 200 pounds, black hair and eyes and dark complexion.
