"In 1773, sever al sett lers struck off into the wilderness 10 or 12 miles 
from Laur ens, at the pr esent village of Morris , in the town of Butternut s. The 
first settlers here wer e Ebenezer Knapp and Benjamin Lull . The latter ha d five 
sons nearl y grown up a t this time , named Benjamin, Joseph , Nathan, Caleb and 
William ; four of whom stood plump s i x feet in their shoes. Knapp had only one son 
and four daught ers: Rachel, Jerusba , Elizabeth and Martha; who were nearly grown 
to womahhood . East wood Allen, a New Jersey ~uaker, settl ed nearly equi-distant 
from Mayall and Lull , about the time the l atter moved in, and, believed, several 
year s befor e other adventur er s came in, whose names ar e now forgotten. 

I n 1776 the first marr iage took place in Morris; the happy pair were Joseph 
Lull and Martha Knapp. The groom was nearly 20 and the bride a l ittle under 14 
years of age. At the beginning of border troubles, in 1777, Allen was among 
those who temporari ly abandoned their forest homes, but the Knapp a nd Lull 
families r esol ved to remain, and for two summers longer braved t he dangers of 
their abode, being obliged alter nately to entertain whigs and tories, or the 
emissaries of the latter . I am not awar e that a ny unusual inconveni ence was ex­
perienced by the settler s on Butternut Creek on account of the wa r , unt i l the 
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fall of 1778. Then, as appears by an obituary newspaper notice of the death of 
Mrs. Martha Lull, which took place January 6, 1851, the Lull family had a corn 
husking, in the midst of which f ourteen Oneida Indians came· there. Although 
armed--as indeed, everybody then was who could be--they declared themselves 
friendly, and no fear was entertained on account of their visit. They joined 
earnestly in the l abor of the evening, partook bountifully of the collat ion which 
followed--a closing ceremony from time immemorial--and posting two of their number 
as sentinels, they laid down on the husks to sleep. As it was well known to the 
friends of liberty, that no settlers would be allowed to remain exposed to the 
clemency of the en~my, who would not feed them and furnish them desired informa­
tion, the se ttlers on the Butternut Creek were looked upon with suspicion by 
their more patriotic countrymen, as the sequel of this husking will show. 

Sometime in the night a messenger announced at Lull's that a party of 
Continentals were approaching, and a moment after a shrill whistl e near the door 
echoed through the night a ir, wh ich brought in the red sentinels. In a brief space 
of time, the dwellings of Lull and Knapp wer e surrounded by armed men, and their 
male members made prisoners and hurried off to Cherry Valley. The scene was one 
of terror to Martha, the young bride, who then not only had an infant child in 
her arms, but was cumbered with the care of two motherless children of her hus­
band's brother Benjamin. She earnestly inquired of the Indians what would be the 
f ate of the prisoners, her husband being among them, but learned nothing except 
that their lives would probably be spared . The women and children were not 
molested, nor were their dwellings plundered • 

.At the time of this eventful husking , the younger Knapp, Martha's brother, 
had gone on some errand t o Albany. Returning a day or two a~er and l earning at 
Cherry Valley the cond ition of things, he went down with three horses and con­
veyed his sister and other friends yet in the settlement to that place, the road 
much of the way being designated by marked trees. After a brief detention in 
Cherry Valley, Joseph Lull was set at liberty, and early on the morning that 
place was so effectuall y destroyed, he and his family had started t o go to 
Dutchess county--hearing the ala rm gun at the fort when only four miles from it. 
It is presumed the other settlers on Butternut Creek, did not return to their 
forest home to remain, until peace and social order were restored."

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SINCE its inception in January 1964, 
the Southern California Genealogi­

cal Society has made steady progress 
each year in membership and benefi­
cial services, such as a steadily en­
larged monthly "Searcher", from less 
than eight pages in 1964 to an average 
of sixteen pages in 1966; surname reg­
ister increased from 3, 500 to over 
6, 000 surnames; usearchern mailings 
to Genealogical Libraries and other 
Societies, from 150 to 27 5; an~ of · · 
greatest benefit, the establishment of 
our own well appointed Library, whose 
genealogical bo~ks, periodicals and 
other materials increase monthly, ·a­
long with such new equipment as the. 
photocopier, the microcard reader,' new 
files, electric typewriter, and other . 
items. All these have provided in­
creased helpful service for the mem­
bership. 

This expansion, naturally, has been 
ac~ompanied by increased expenses of 
more paper, which has increased in 
price, more· postage, especially for the 
enlarged annual Yearbook, and the total 
cost of all. the new equipment. · Never­
theless, the basic membership fee has 
been held to our original annual rate of 
$5.00. It is our hope.that we can continue 
to ex:pand our se.rvices in the -future as· 
part of our fundamental "growth program". 
To do so_, and avoid an operating deficit, 
however, requires a change in our Year­
book policy. 

At its January 19th meeting, the 
Board of Directors voted the following 
fees, effective March 1, 1967, for new 
memberships and renewals:
