CLARENCE SPROUL (1913 - 2004) 

Clarence G. Sproul, Jr., passed away on Saturday, October 16, 2004, in Albuquerque NM. Clarence was born in Fork Ridge TN on Jan.

Clarence and the family moved to 
Albuquerque, where he had several small jobs before the University of California (now Sandia National Labs) hired him . He retired 
from Sandia and spent more than twenty years traveling the U.S. with Claudine. Their grandchildren have fond memories of traveling 
with them. Clarence was a great story-teller and loved to share his life experiences, including endearing and humorous recollt!ctions of 
his years at Sandia Labs.
