REV. MOSES ALLEN WILLIAMS 

Moses Allen WILLIAMS was born September 26, 1811 in Washington County, PA. 
October of 1857 is when he first arrived in the Rogue Valley. The first sermon he preached in 
the Rogue Valley was in November of 1857. He left for California and married Mrs. Amelia 
WOODRUFF JACKS on the 14th of July 1858 at Napa, CA. Together they returned to the 
Rogue Valley and settled near what is now called Medford, OR bringing with them Amelia's 
two children, William and Carolita JACKS. William married Ida GORE on May 4, 1876 and 
Carolita married Walter S. GORE on September ~8, 1876. 

Amelia WILLIAMS died October 2, 1873. Moses remarried on September 17, 1884 to 
Mrs. Samuel D. VAN DYKE. Moses died the December 11, 1897 and is buried next to his first 
wife in the Jacksonville Cemetery, Jacksonville, Jackson County, OR. 
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
